Balances like these are Ineipenelva 
and aatlafactory.

the milk test pipette which holds 17.8 
cubic tantlmeters Is used for cream 
thare will be less weight of cream 
than tbers should be for tha teat. 
Purthet more, a good deal of the cream 
may stick to the pipette, lowering tha 
test atlll more. It this method is 
used at the creamery, the farmer Is 
the loser, because tha cream will ap­
pear to have leas butter fat than It 
really has.

Tha proper method la to weigh out, 
on a amall balance like the Inexpen­
sive one ebown In the IIIuatretloB, 18 
grama of the cream (or n'.aa grama If 
tha cream la very rich), which Is the 
proper weight to give accurately the 
per cent o.’ fat. If nina grama Is 
taken, the result must be multiplied 
by two to get the correct per cent.

This difference will materially aSect 
the Income from cream selling.

Machinery that wears out and 
breaks dowu la expensive. Cows that 
are good for only a year or two are 
not likely to be profitable. The farm­
er la aomat^mee deceived In a cow be­
cause she siarts the year with a larga 
flow of milk, but after a fsw months 
she drops d-'wn to so small an amount 
that she scarcely pays for her keep. 
At the end of six montha sba may be 
dried up The kind of cow that makes 
tha money la the one that works the 
year round except for a month or six 
weeks at the end.

The cow at t''e Missouri College of 
Agriculture that has started In her 
tenth milking period and Is still giv­
ing a large flow of milk la not excep­
tional In the ranks of good cowa. Sev­
eral othera la the herd are doing even 
better than that. Such reeulte, how­
ever, always accompany good care, 
and need not be expected where It la 
not given.

One of the reasons a cow needs a 
balanced ration Is so that her body 
will be kept In the beat condition to 
endure the hard work of giving milk. 
That la the meaning of a balanced 
ration for any animal—one that sup­
plies the necessary elements for the 
work of mi’k product ion, and also for 
the maintenance of the body in the 
best condition.

No cow that has wintered through 
on corn stalks and mlacallaneous pick­
ings is in condition for a big yaar’a 
work. Neither la she In condition to 
live a long and profitable life.

Such reaults as have been obtained 
from this cow, shown In the tlluatra- 
tlon. could not be expected from a 
well bred dairy cow with good blood 
behind her In the nine periods ahe 
has bnen In milk, ahe has produced 
87,957 pounds of milk and 4,682 
pounds of butter.

BUILD TIGER PROOF HOUSES

Malay Nativaa Parch Thair Houses 
High Up In Treat to Escape 

Besets.

The ordinary Malay house la built on 
posts from five to seven feet high; 
but one which I came across was 
perched high up In a tree. It waa 
the home ot a man, hla wife and fam­
ily, and they Informed me that It waa 
placed In tbie unusual situation so as 
to be out of the way of tha aumeroua 
tigers which then infeited tha neigh­
borhood.

At tigers have been known to jump 
18 feet In vertical height somewhere 
above 20 feet le considered to be the 
limit of safety. The Malayan bouse 
la a (rail and flimsy structure of sticks 
Had together with rattan thatched with 
palm leaves and walled with plaited 
bamboo, or, as In this case, with the 
bark of a tree.

It la therefore an easy matter for a 
tlgar with Ita great strength to break 
Into a bouse and attack the labablt- 
ants. Many Instances of thla have 
been recorded In Malaya. In one well 
known rase a whole family ware kill­
ed except one man, who climbed up 
into the roof, and thus escaping the 
notice of the tiger, waa a horrified ob- 
■erver of tha cruel mauling and ulti­
mate slaughter and devouring of hla 
relatives.—Strand. ,

When a candl« burna It la not da 
■troyetl What aeiema like destruction 
la meraly chanae Any one can prove 
this for btmaelf by a very aloiple ex­
periment.

Take glaaa tube tnd Ot a cork Into 
each end. Bore aoiue holes In ths low 
sr cork, one of them in the middle 
large enough to bold a candle. Bend 
a smaller glass tuba to I shape. 011 It 
with amall pieces of caustic soda and 
cork one end. Now co'inect the two 
cylinders by a small glass tube through 
the corks. Insert the candle through 
I be lower cork and suspend the whole 
apparatus from one beam of the chem­
ical balance. Weigh It carefully.

Connect the free end of the V tuba 
to an aspirator so as to aatabliah a 
uniform current of air through tna 
tubes. Remove th# candle, light It 
and Instantly reinsert It. I.et It bum 
down until entirely consumed. Now 
reweigh the apparatus. You alll dnd 
that It actually weighs mors than It 
did before the candle waa burnt!

What bad happened? The carbon 
and hydrogen of which the candle waa 
composed have been separated, have 
drawn oxygen from the air and com­
bined wlih It, forming water and car­
bon dioxide or carbonic acid gas. The 
caustic eoda has absorbed the carbon 
dioxids and made sodium carbonate, 
and baa also caught the water. The 
extra weight Is simply that of the oxy­
gen taken out of the air.

This la a practical lllnatratlon of the 
great truth that nothing It ever de­
stroyed. Matter changeg. but doss not 
cease to exist St. Thomas Aqulnaa 
taught this In the thirteenth century 
—thus as In to many other ways an­
ticipating modem scientists—and
toms of the ancient Qreek phlloeo- 
pbert understood It. It baa only baen 
proved experimentally tn recent years.

Arsenic Found In Vegetables.
Arsenic has been foun'l a* a normal 

constituent In man and anlmala. and 
now Dra. Jadin and Aatrug, two 
French biologikts. show that It may be 
derived from edible planu and fruits. 
They examined thlrt.v-nlne vegetable 
substances, and obtained arsenic from 
all, the quantities ranging from 0.03 
part per million In the leek to 0.26 
part per million In almonds and beans. 
Other vegetable matters, containing 
arsenic are the common cabbage, the 
turnip, the potato, cultivated mush­
rooms, black truffles. Japanese rice, 
red haricots, white haricots, gray 
peas, split peas, lentils, artichokes, 
salsify, chicory, lettuce, spinach, green 
peas, celery, carrots, watercress, cauli­
flower, wild asparagus, hazelnuts, fil­
berts. chestnuts, apples. pears, 
oranges, pineapples and bananas.
