Springfield, 1., July 29.—According
Lo State Entomologist Dr, 8. A. Forbes,
the chinch bugs came thorugh the
winter without serious damage, and
they are now developing in such ghan-
titles in the grain and grass fields of
many counties in Illinbis, especially in
the southern half of the state, as to do
serious harm to adjacent fAelds of corn
uniess wet weather prevaitls,

About April 25 the bugs left winter
quarters and scattered on the wing, to
the crops avallable, They laid their
eggs in the fall wheat and this state
there are two generations during the
yea:, the eggs for the first of which
are id in spring, and those for the
second in midsummer, The first gener-
ation lives mainly in small grain, by
preference in wheat, and the second
generation lives mainly in corn, With

The mastery of this pest in the corn
field Is still an unsolved problem, but
it is belleved that late fall plowing of
corn fields which have been infested
with this insect will destroy it in the
pupa stage by breaking up its under-
ground shelter and exposing it to win-
ter weather,

Another means that will be effective
in diminishing the number of moths
and catterpillars is for the farmer to
protect the birds by every means in
his power, He should look upon the
amateur hunter as his worst enemy
and protect the bhirds as he does his
dometic animals, Bird protection
has usually been urged for sentiment-
al seasons-——we urge it for economic
reaons—from the dollar basis, also.
