Wealthy Pith Merchant In Washing­
ton Market, Manhattan, Ratired 

From Business and lnt>>ndad 
to Spond Llfo In Eato,

Now York.—After picking out a 
burlhl plot, making bis will and carry­
ing out other arrangements tor bis 
death, John Klaey, 71 yeura old, wboso 
eccentricities had made him one of 
the city churacters, committed suicide 
In bis home, S8 Jaaett avenue, Jersey 
City. Juat before firing two bullets In­
to bis head he had bis daugbtar-ln-law, 
Mrs. Augustus Elsey, read to him aev- 
eral extracts from a prayer-book. He 
tent her to her room to do some tew ­
ing and aald he was going to take a 
abort nap. Instead be went to batb- 
room, where be killed himself.

Klaey aeveral years ago was one of 
tbe wealtbleat fish merchants In Waab- 
Ington Market, Manhattan. Ha sold 
out bla place for S2!>0,000 and than de­
rided to devote himself to a life of 
religion and eaae. Religion was bla 
main Interest In life. One of bis chil­
dren died 20 years sgo and he found­
ed the Hlsey Chapel, In Jewett ave­
nue, as a memorial. Uefore that time 
Elsey had carried bis religious re­
searches to the point of making fre­
quent changes In bis faith. When tbe 
chapel was opened he was among the 
Seventh-Day Adventists.

He became convinced not long aft­
erward that the Salvation Army work­
ers were tbe exponents of bis favorite 
doctrines, and he gave the chapel to 
tbe Salvationists when he was con­
verted. Subsequently it was occupied 
as the Church o f the First ftorn, by 
tbe Faith Cure sect and then want 
back to tbe Salvation Army. Riser 
frequently talked from tbe pulpit and 
delighted to tell tbe Influences that 
had worked to convert him to a new 
faith.

He was married twice. Ills first 
wife divorced him and tbe second 
died In 1900. Tbe widow of bla son, 
Mrs. Augustus Riser, s n l  Mrs. Jessie 
Tulley, a housekeeper, lived with him 
in the Jewett street house. The old 
man had other valuable yrt^erty, 
among the realty pieces being a man­
sion In Duncan avenue that he sold 
last April to Kdward J. Edwards, state 
controller. Several times since then 
ho regretted the sale of this house.

Two weeks ago with his daughter- 
in-law he went to Cypress Hills ceme­
tery, In llrooklyn, where ho made ar­
rangements fur a burial plot for him­
self and SI Iso he picked out one for 
Sirs. Klsey. He admitted to Mrs. 
RIsey be had fiMde all hIs plant for 
death. However, there seemed to be 
no change In bis spirits after that 
time. He seemed cheerful as he llsf  ̂
ened to several chapters from bis 
newest religious book, Prevstllng 
Prayer. After he was found with two 
bullets In hla head in the bathroom be 
never recovered consciousness

"1 don't know why he snould have 
killed himaelf,”  said Mra. Elsey. "He 
and I have lived to ouraelvea for 
year* aa fine aa princes. He had plen­
ty of money to last him all hla life, 
but he worried about money he bad 
lost and about the aale of the Duncan 
avenue house. Then he has not been 
tbe same since be gave up his busi­
ness."
