Cattle receipts at the local yards

today were less than half as large as
on the two previous days of the week
and 1,200 short of the supply avail-
able here a week aga Unfavorable
conditions at other markets, however,
offset the light supply as an argu-
ment for higher prices and the mar-
ket on the general run of beef grades
falled to show material improvement,
Barly estimates called for 2,000 head
but !ated it looked as though the es-
timate was a little too high, most
traders figuring on around 1,500, A
week ago 3,112 head were on offer
and a year ago receipts totaled 3,048
head., Receipts at the five leading
points totaled 50,100 head, as against
46,900 last Wednesday and 56,000 for
the corresponding day a year ago,

A survey of the yards at the open-
ing of trade dis~losed not a single
Jload of corn-fed steers, and later ar-
rivals did not bring out anything in
that line, Western steers, most of
which were of plain and medivm
quality, formed the entire run of heef
steers. Although the supply of west-
ern grassers was comparatively light,
the early trade was a rather slow go-
