Dragon Fly, Prestrvtd for Centurlaa.
Is a Mott Remarkabis Natural 

Curiosity.

Files In amber are not uncommon, 
but a dragon fir. almost perfect, ts 
unique. The piece of amber with Its 
large Insect Imiierlahably Imprisoned 
was presented a few weeka ago to an 
English Btateaman by a rich Russian 
merchant.

The piece la remarkable for Its alia 
and the purity of ita transparent yel­
low, but more es(>«clally for this In­
sect It contains. This particular 
dragon fly flltti-d about over the 
marshes of what geologists call the 
tertiary period, tens or hundreds of 
thousands of years ago, and was en­
gulfed by the resin that flowed from a 
pine tree. This resin. In the course 
of ages, turned to the stone that we 
now call amber. Rereral thousand 
species of fossil insects have been 
found In amber but this la one o f tba 
finest ever seen.

"Solid Qold.”

Some of the ancient Ro­
man jewelry and aoma,of that of the 
Renaissance period waa, indeed, mads 
of pure gold, worked up by band with 
the crudest of tools, but since the old

tained. Nowadays jewelry la of 18.

Street Refuse Makes Good Fertilizer 
— If It I* Quite Free From 

Oil.

The t'nlted States department o f 
agriculture has been conducting elab- . 
orate exi>ertments to ascertain the 
value of street sweepings as a ferti­
lizer. J J. Skinner and J. il. Beattie . 
of tbe bureau of soils tried sainpItA ' 
collected in various ways upon wheat, 
corn and radishes and found that , 
hand sweepings were bei;t, but nut 
nearly so good as well-rotted stable ' 
manure; that machine sv.eupings 
were about one-third as good aa hand 
and that decomposed sweepings were 
almost useless.

The reason for this was that tbe 
sweepings contained much lubricating 
oil. The experimeuters made teats 
of sweepings from which the oil had 
been extracted and found that both ’ 
hand and machine sweepings pro­
duced as good results as stable ina- 
nure, while the decomposed sweep­
ings were not far behind.

The department issues a bulletin ' 
warning farmers and gardeners that 
sweepings from which the oil bos not 
been extracted will eventually impair 
the productiveness o f soli, unless 
through drainage the oily material is 
drained off or changed. i

The Mystehr of Fishing.

if bait, tackle, etc., fish in Just the

Omaha Neb -Traditions among tbe 
Omuha Indians to the effect that a

The Omaha Indians came to this 
region from tl.i. Ohio river about SbO 
years sgo Thess pioneers hsard 
from other Indians who then lived 
here of the fpruier existence of a 
tribe that ate human Aesh. Inquiry 
among other tribes that had formerly 
been in the valley showed that they 
had tbe tame tradition, and persons 
interested In nncoverlng the history 
of the early Inhabitants of Amcrtca 
undertook to learn If there was truth 
In th,Tse tales

The search haa been gi-lng on for 
eight years A ' the begtnnlrig It w.-ui 
fimnd that some race had lived on tbe 
bluffs of tbs Missouri tn diigouts. 
which at times ware 10 feet deep and 
were roofed with poles over which 
were laid twigs, grass and earth In 
tbe Auors of these were caches tn 
which were stored property and food 
These from time to time hare yielded 
evidence of cannibalism, but nothing 
that appeared conclusive was un­
earthed until this summer, when In a 
small dugout. one of eight, were found 
bones which Mr Glider believes show 
absolutely that human Aesb was cook­
ed to be eaten

'In  all there were found pent of at 
least 16 human skulls ranging from 
the smsllsst Infant to tbe senile sub­
ject," said Mr Glider In announcing 
this discovery "Many showed the pe­
culiar color which bones assume on 
being boiled In my possession there
