Iowa 
eou ld  lead the world In the produc­
tion o f meat and milk and that la why 
the college has organised a great cam­
paign for promoting a lfa lfa  grow ing 
and alio building. That con.lilnatlon 
would also mean soil Improvement 
and a sound basis tor permanent ag­
riculture.

It has lieen well established by ex­
perimental work ut the college and 
elsewhere that ten acres o f good al­
fa lfa  will produce more useful feed to 
balunre the corn ration o f the l>eef 
steer, the dairy cow. the fatten ing 
sheep and the grow ing hog than a 40- 
acre timothy me.’idow. A silo will aave 
the enormous waste o f the corn stalk 
which now amounts to slaiut on<« 
third o f the value o f the corn plant. 
.4 ration coiiipoaed o f alfa lfa , corn sil­
age and corn affor<la the cheapest 
means o f producing milk, and o f 
grow ing and fattening the beef steer 
and the lamb fo r  market. A lfa lfa  
pasture for hogs at the college exper­
iment farm  has returned a profit o f 
fr.ini $70 to $100 per acre.

Thew  fai ls are to lie presented by 
the extension department at every 
short course and farm ers' Institute 
this winter. The lectures on farm  
cru|ia and soil will deal with the sub­

ILLINOIS’ LARGEST TREE.
Famous R cvImimnI T ree Nntahic latiid- 

iiiark N(-nr llliMinilngiun.

Fllonmlngton. Til.. Nov. 39. Illinois' 
largest tree. If not the largest east o f 
the fnn.ous grove o f the Callfornl.a 
redwood. Is standing on the W illiam  
Platt Hmllh farm, near Montlcello, 
thirty miles aoiilheaBt o f  Bloomington. 
It Is IX Veritable monarch o f the glen 
and the last t irvlvor o f the thick 
growth o f timber In Platt County 
when the white settlers blazed their 
way westward a century ago. .Miles o f 
corn flelds have displaced the virgin 
forest, hut the tall sycamore, whose 
age prolmhly is 209 years, still stands.

The great tree It a landmark that 
has attracted attention for n.any de­
cades. It appears to defy the hand of 
time and the action o f the elements. 
Its circumference at the base Is 12 
feet. There Is an oi>enlng at the base 
which Is 9 feet In diameter. Four cows 
found shelter within this hollow when 
a fierce storm raged a few  years ago. 
The height Is about 190 feet and the 
lordly tree towers far above all other 
objects of that district and cun be seen 
for many miles.

A half century ago this tree was 
the home o f a hermit whose Identity 
was never made known :iml who Anal­
ly perished, his secret d.ving with him. 
Since then the great tree has been un­
tenanted s.Tve by the feathered tribe 
o f the air. 8<i far ns known, no human 
being has ever clambered to Its top. 
Triidlllon. handed doyxn from  genera­
tion to generation, tells that this great 
tree was the rallying place of the In­
dian tribes. It was there that the 
oounclls o f war were held. Hentexl at 
the base, the big chiefs settled the a f­
fairs o f state. T lie  tree was to them a 
great aplrlt, to guard and protect 
them In time o f peril. That the great 
tree should have st<K>d so long after 
the Indians vanished, is an extraor­
dinary fart. It would appear th.it the 
respect displayed towards It by the 
untutored savage wasnot without rea­
son. The residents o f  the vicinity are 
wondering how long It w ill continue 
to stand erect and defy the lightning's 
bolt. It has been struck by the electric 
current on numerous occasions, but 
the wounds have not been mortal and 
It stands, deflant and kingly. Indeed 
the lord of the forest.

BIG MONEY IN APPLES.
.\rkaiisas ('rop  for I0 0 » Was Over 

T w o  Blillloii Itiisliids.

Fort >Smlth, Ark., Nov. 30.— The 
number o f apples produced In Arkan­
sas for the year <1909 w.as 2,298,000 
bushels, valued at 31,123.000. an av­
erage o f 87.62 cents a bushel. In this 
regard Arkansiis ranks twentieth 
among the state in the number o f 
bushels o f apples produced In 1909 
and twenty-second In the value o f the 
crop.

According to the statistics Issued 
there are 67,716 farms In Arkaiirfas, 
which reimrted having a total o f 7,- 
650,990 apple trees o f a bearing age, 
an average o f 11:1 fruit bearing trees 
to a farm. There were 46,394 farms, 
which reported 3,940,000 apple trees 
not o f bearing age, an average o f 85 
non-bcartng trees to the farm. On 
June I, 1900, there were 7,456.000 ap­
ple trees o l bearing age In the state. 
The number o f lion-bearing trees was 
not reported.

Ill 1910 there were 2,980,000 farms 
reporting the growing o f apple trees, 
or 46.5 per cent o f  the total number 
o f farms In the ITnIled Btatss. The av­
erage number o f trees per farm  Is 
given at 41. No report was received 
In 1900 showing Mie number o f farms 
reporting.

BIRD TAKES GEM; RETURNS IT

Fresh and Storage Eggs.
Recent experiments by the govern­

ment experts have ehown that fresh- 
laid eggs, when promptly stored and 
held at freezing point under ideal 
conditions, are perfectly good up to 
three months. After that they come 
to have a peculiar odor which Is 
characteristic of stored eggs. When 
seven months have pasaod, there Is 
difficulty In separating the yolk from 
the white, and the latter becomes thin 
and watery. A t nineteen months, | 
when the egg is cooked, the white Is ' 
pink, and the yolk Is much darker. I 
Eggs stored for one year lose 10 per I 
cent of their weight, through evapora- ; 
tion. Fresh eggs when boiled lose | 
weight; storage eggs gain.

Precious Stones at Medicine.
A few centuries ago the “apotheca­

ries" would regularly prcsorlbe the 
various precious stones to be taken 
Internally In the form of a powder. 
Pearla were especially popular in this 
respect, being used not only for many 
stomachic disorders resulting from 
overeating, but also by ladles in the 
hope o f making thetr akin pearly 
white. However, as tbe dose was in­
variably a small one, fatalities rarely 
resulted

(see diagram I . Often an old Iron 
bolter can be found that will answer 
the purpose Galvanized lrt»n tanks 
usually have too thin bottoms to set 
over open fires .A false bottom is 
placed in the tank for the posts to 
rest upon

The posts should b « thoroughly dry 
and should have all bark removed. 
O rly .ibout forty inches o f the lower 
end of the |>oat is treated. This 
brings the treated portion six to eight 
ini lies above the ground If it is de­
sired to treat the tops, they may b « 
m> rely dipped into the hot creosote.

The creosote Is usually in a solid 
form at ordinary temperatures. It is 
heated in the tank to just about the 
boiling point, and then the tank is 
filled with posts Sufficient creosote 
is used to cover at least the lower 
forty inches. A fter beating for an 
hour or two the fire Is withdrawn and 
the posts le ft in the creosote until 
they have cooled.

Tw o runt o f posts can be treated in 
a day on the farm without interfering 
with the regular work. The tank is 
filled with posts in the morning and 
a fire built that will last about two 
hours The posts after heating will 
cool during the day and by night will 
be treated A new run o f [>oi<ts can 
be put in. healed as before for two 
hours, and allowed to cool over night.

C riosote costs fifteen to twenty 
cents a gallon in fifty gallon barrels, 
the cost varying with the location, 
transportation, etc. A gallon o f creo­
sote will treat three or four poats, 
depending on the kind o f wood. The 
cost should not be above six or eight 
cents a post, labor and all. A well 
creosoted post of perishable wood 
will outlast by many years the must 
durable untreated post.

The most effective method o f pre­
serving these sfjft woods Is to satu­
rate them with creosote. This poi­
sons the rot producing organisms and 
keeps out water The posts after be­
ing seasoned are placed In hot creo­
sote for several hours and then al­
lowed to cool In the creosote. This 
cooling down causes the air and s.up 
In the wood to contract and the creo­
sote is forced Into the wood. This 
forms a shell of creosoted wood from 
one-eighth to two Inches In thickness 
which excludes moisture and pre­
vents the entrance o f the rot produc­
ing organisms.
