A firm of contractors failed in erect­
ing the dam 5tra. MacDonald and her 
husband had operated a store and 
had taken the "time checks” of the 
workmen for pay for groceries and 
other neceaaltlaa there. The’ govern 
ment stepped In and completed the 
dam. Those who held claims against 
the contractors got nothing.

Mrs MacDonald came here two 
years ago, but failed to get the bill 
through. Those who at first paid her 
expenses became disheartened. Bhe 
then came again, paying her own ex­
penses. She failed again The third 
time, after the president had vetoed 
the bill and the hoas>< had tailed to 
override the veto, it paaeed with modi 
ficstlons.

“1 am oompletely worn out. and the 
sooner I get home the happier I will 
be." Mrs. MacDonald declared “God 
has been good In that my little chil­
dren have not been III. but I have 
been worried almost to death by the 
Illness of my husband "

The veto of the original bill was on 
the ground that it would Impose addi­
tional charges on reclamation settlers 
on the Shoshone project.

Or. G. W. Stiles States Large Per Cent, 
of Bivalves on New York Mar­

ket Are Bred In Sewage.

Washington, D. C.— Dr. George W. 
Stiles of the department of Agricul­
ture has prepared a comprehensive 
bulletin showing that a large percent­
age of the oysters dumped into New 
York market are bred in sewage-pol­
luted waters and reek with typhoid 
germs. The bulletin will be published 
In a few days.

Dr. Stiles devotes a chapter of his 
work to 127 cases of Illness he traced 
from oysters dredged in Jamaica bay 
last fall. Dr. Stiles gave the Jamaica 
case as but one Instance, and as proof 
positive that oysters carry typhoid 
germs when Improperly bred.

The bulletin covers an Investigation 
of the oyster dredging business In the 
vicinity of New York and New Eng­
land, and by charts and bulletins It 
shows that millions of oysters are 
bred and floated in waters which are 
used as outlets for the human refuse 
of New York and the cities adjacent 
The bulletin condemns such practices 
as being most dangerous to the health 
of the communities.

As ammonia la extensively used In 
the manufacture of Ice and In the ( 
preparation of fertlllxers, notably am 
monium sulphate. Doctor Hemthsen 
predicted that Its synthetic prepara , 
tlon was an important step forward In ' 
scientific acblevemcut Inasmuch as its 
components, nltro and hydrogen, tnay ' 
be obtained from water and air re 
ipectlvely at a negligible cost.

The world's consumption of am 
monia for 1911 was estimated In value 
St eiglity million dollara.

New York.—The Rev. Dr. 'William 
Morrison, who as secretary of the 
board of Inebriety had a controversy 
recently with Mayor Gaynor over the 
police situation, was arrested In the 
mayor's office and removed to Belle­
vue hospital for observation as to his 
sanity.

Sanaa* of Plant#.
The sense moat developed In plants 

Is that of sight, which enables them to 
see light but not to distinguish objects. 
This sense limitation Is found among 
many living creatures, such as the 
earthworm, oyster, and coral, etc., 
which poseess no locallted visual or­
gan, but give proof of their luminous 
Impressions by thi contractions that 
they manifest when exposed to a ray 
of sunshine. Similarly, it Is easy to 
gauge the Influence of light on plants. 
Cultivate a plant In a room with a 
window only on one aide and Us stalks 
in growing will Incline toward the 
source of light. Physiologists explain 
this by suggesting that the side to the 

. dark grows more quickly than that ex­
posed to the light There remains, 
however, the fact that the plant (las 
reacted to the light, of whose effect it 
was conscious.

A sense common to many plants Is 
that of touch. Of this tha most Illus­
trative example ts, as Its name im­
plies, the sensitive plant. Another 
leaf, responsive to tha touch, is the 
catch-fly, whose two halves close down 
onq. upon the other by means of a 
central hinge— Harper s Weekly.
