SELECTION OF ORCHABD SITE

Common Error is to Choose Soil That
Is Rich,

A common mistake in the selection
of a site for the apple orchard tract,
large or small, is that of choosing a
soil that Is too rich; that will cause
abundant growth of wood, but mighty
little fruit. In the valley in which the
writer's ranch Is located is an orchard
of mature apple trees, as pretty a
sight from a standpoint of follage as
one could ask to see, which has lately
been felled because it did not deliver
the goods.

The tract is fat, rich and well wa-
tered. Within a gunshot of this tract
i a block of winter Nellls pear trees
of the same age that for several years
past have grossed their owner close
to a thousand dollars per acre, says
a writer in an exchange. Never was
more emphatically demonstrated the
fact that soil can be too rich for ap-
ples but not for pears. Within a mjle
of these unproductive apple trees, on
thinner and lighter granitic solls, the
apple trees bear 8m)xocauy to the
point of breaking down.

A mule will earn its board after it
is two years old if handled carefully.
Up to the weaning time the mule will
cost little more than $10 or $15, The
next eighteen months of the mule's
keep will be the most costly, Figuring
the cost of hay at $20 a ton and the
cost of oats at 40 cents a hushel, it
will cost about $90 to grow the mule
to maturity. Yet when it is sold it will
bring from $150 to $300,

It is not necessary for one to own or
buy pure-bred mares to grow the hest
mules, Any mare that will rear a good
colt will rear a good mule. Yet the
better the grade of mares the better
will be the offspring. In most com-
munities there is a breeder who owns
a good jack. If not, it will be possible
for a few interested farmers to co-op-
erated and buy a good jack, They
should be able to buy an excellent
jack for from $1000 to $1,500,—Kan-
sas Industrialist,

RUSSIA’S REAL YELLOW PERIL'

Drifting Sands Mnke Desert of 1,000
Acres of Fertile Farm Lands
Every Year.

“The great enemy comes from the
east. Our yellow.peril does not ap-
pear in human shape. It comes in a
much more dangerous and insinuating
form than Mongol invasion. Slowly
but surely it is advancing upon us and
its vanguard has already reached the

gates of Kieff.,”

Thug spoke some years ago, Vladi-
mir Soloviteh, the well.known Russian
scientist, who foresaw the danger to
Russian agriculture of the drifting
mass#es of sand whjch are being stead- |
fly blown across some of the
fertile parts of Southern Russia.

The urgent nature of the danger I8
once mcecre emphasized by General
Mistchienko, the commander-in-chief
of the Don Cossacks, who has made
a report to the St, Petersburg govern-
ment in which he points out that |
every year 1,000 gquare miles of fertile
land in the Don Province and 1,500
square miles in the government of
Astrakhan are belng swallowed up by l
the invader and rendered unfit for |
cultivation,

During the past year, the drlnln“
masses have done the greatest damage
within living memory. One large agri-
cultural colony in the Don region has
had to emigrate in a westward diree-
tion for the fourth time in fifty years.
General Mistchenko urgentiy advo-
cates afforestation as the only way |
to stem the spread of the sand plague.
The cost, it is figured, would only
amount to a fraction of the $750,000
which is now lost every year to Rus-
slan agriculture.—~New York Sun,

The Patagonian and Ar-
gentine governments have offered
bounties for every wild dog's brush,
and while the war of extermination
may deplete both national treasuries
the only effect it has had on the col-
lies has been to make them keep to
cover during the day Every shep-
herd goes armed and keeps a constant

lookout, but shooting has not de-
creased their numbers, and poison has
| been tried without success, as they

are too shrewd to eat anything set
for them.
