An undercurrent of strength fea-
tured the fat cattle deal here this
morning, Receipts were light, though
about the same as last Thursday,
when supplies were sharply curtalled
following the slump In prices early
in the week. BEstimates called for
1,600 head here and 26,000 at the
five markets, A week ago local re-
ceipts were 1,666 and the five market
total 14,000, A falrly large quota of
the run received at the local yards
today consisted of beef steers, Sup-
plies have been below requirements
all week and buyers were anxious to
accumulate today's offerings, Sellers
were bullish but buyers showed a dis-
position to meet them half-way and
the movement was fairly active from
the start. Prices were strong to 10¢
higher than Tuesday and around half
a dollar higher than the low point
last week, Cattle sold at $8.25 this
morning that would have been well
sold at the recent low spot at $i.75.
Another lot of bheeves at $5.560 were
figured fully 50¢ higher than a week
ago Tuesday, A drove of horned
Kansas steers sold at $7.65 that buy-
ers declared would have not beaten
$7.25 at the low time and another lot
of westerns selling at  $7.20 this
morning the salesmen adn.itted wonla
have had trouble realizing $6.75 at
the worst period last week.

Under Test in Mississippi.

Vicksburg, Miss,, D« 26 One
thousand pounds of 2-16 I tton
per acre, raised on three test acres at
Anguilla, is the result achieved n
scientifie cotton planting and cultiva-
tion, which is reported by J. P. Hearst
the government agent, who has charge

of the demonstration farming in Shar-

key, Warren and Issaquena counties,
Miss. Mr, Hearst was a guest at the
Park Hotel this week and made this
statement when asked to tell some-
thing about the general crop results
in the delta the present season, He

stated that this cotton was raised by
proper cultivation and good prepara-
tions, On ten additional acres a splen-
did crop was raised, while in the same
immediate territory the average cot-
ton yield did not exceed in most in-
stances 250 to 300 pounds of lint cot-
ton an acre,

Mr. Hearst stated that where the
test was made on these three acres he
found boll weevils during the early
part of the sgeason and the squares
containing these dreaded insects were
immediately burned. This goes to
show, he contends, that even with the
weevil intensive
come all obstacles and the cotton can
he produced. Mr., Hearst states that
as far as he can learn, the yvear’'s crop

in the delta will exceed last year's
crop considerably, except where the

high water did great damage,

The crop is nearly all out, there bhe-
ing less than 10 per cent yet in the
fields. Mr., Hearst states that the
weevil showed up in many places in
the delta as far as Bolivar county,
and that the pest came too late to
work much havoe to the growing
crop., The worms did great damage
in many places, Mr, Hearst is au-
thorized to arrange for a number of
demonstration meetings, which will
be announced later on, for varions
points in his several counties consti-
tuting his district.

In many places where the crop has
been picked out for some time plow-
ing is already under way for next
yvear, and Mr. Hearst states that the
general indications seem to point to
the fact that the delta farmers are go-
ing to operate to a much greater ex-
tent the coming year by putting into
practice every approved sctentific idea
and method which the government
offers for successful crop production,

Metallography, or the study of the
blography of structural metals, is the
new science now being studied by six
eminent sclentists from as many dif
ferent countries, who are devoting
their lives to the safeguarding of hu-
man iife through removing the defects
in steel rails, girder beams and all
manner of construction According
to H, H. Howe, the American mem-
ber of the committee, the study has
80 far advanced that it is now pos
sible to tell by what method every step
in the counstruction of a piece of steel
was accomplished. It is docne by saw-
ing off a cross section of the rail or
girder, polishing the end to a mirror-
like brightness, treating it with strong
acld and observing the effect through
the micrescope
furnaces, overcarbon!zation, too rapid
or too elow cooling and other errors
in manufacture are easily detected.
Mr. Howe says that the method would
be successful in the study of a plece
of lron cast 2,000 years ago.

Origin of Christmas Tree.

The Christmas tree is supposed to
date from long before the Christian
era, Instead of from comparatively
recent times in Germany, as is com
monly thought. It is said that at
festivals to celebrate the winter sol-
stice in anclent Egypt a palm tree
was used as a symbol of the comple-
tion of the year.
