Tags to be I sisl III t iiia ra iit if ln g  Safe 
l ie l l t c r )  o f  I ’ai-kiigcs .\re Itcisdvcil.

A ll insured |>uckuges mailed hy par­
cel post w ill be m.irked with u tag es- 
pei'iully designed for that purpose. A 
cu-nslgivnient o f the tags have been re­
ceived at the postofhee and will be 
obtainable when the parcel system 
goes Into effect next Wednesday. They 
are In reality receipts and are o f 
heavy inanlla papir. The tags are 
divided Into three scctl ms by perfor­
ated lines that they may he separated 
without dlttlculty. One section has a 
small hole at one end for cord, tipon 
the face uf this part are spaces fur 
the name and address of the con­
signee and the sender. This section 
o f Ihe t.ig it claimed by Ihe carrier 
when the parcel Is dellveied. to bs 
tiled at Ihe receiving office. Another 
sei'tion to lie held by the sender con- 
tajna space for the mur.e and address 
uf the person to whom the parcel la 
consigned and ituplli-ate number o f 
the iiai'kage. The postmaster at Ihe 
mulling office retaina a third section, 
upon which is the name o f the send­
er, consignee and address with num­
ber o f the insurance slip.

I ’ oslofttce attai'hes are predicting 
that m .i^  persons w ill take advan­
tage o f the plan hy which parcels 
may lie Insured for an an.ount not to 
exceed tSU by the payment o f 10 
cents at the mailing office. This will 
do away with registering fo iin ii il.iss 
mall.

Ĉlassified:

Eiffel Tower Sinks and RIssa.
The remarkable discovery has been 

made that the Eiffel tower sinks over 
an inch Into the ground in certain at­
mospherical conditions, rising again 
later to Its normal state. It was known 
that the tower swayed borlsontally to 
th" extent of several centimeters, and 
M. Guillaume o f the Academy of 
science conceived the idea of stretch 
a piece o f wire from the second story 
to the ground. Leaving the wire taut, 
be found that twice after storms It 
bad loosened to the extent of an inch 
or more. Further investigations 
have shown that the tower sinks sev­
eral hours before the approach of 
stormy weather—In other words, the 
great structure is an admirable barom­
eter. The Eiffel tower is 985 feet 
high and waa constructed by the engi­
neer Eiffel for the great 1889 ezhlM- 
UOB.

Pianola Within Rat.
The wonders of aclence will never 

cease. Paris has received a delicate 
je lt by the exhibition of a rat which 
carries arouod a pianola in its inter 
nal organism A touch of its tall pro­
duces airs from the operas M. 
Bertrand I..ebaudy, tho French zoo­
logical expert and Savant, discovered 
that the ribs of the rat give out 
rhythmic tones when properly tickled. 
Making experiments, he found that 
tbeae tones could be regulated by 
nerve pressure from an electric bat­
tery. The nerves of a rat lead to Ita 
Benaitive tail, which dues many duties 
besides acting as whisk broom In rat 
land. He tamed a flue apecimen of 
the regular Parisian rodent, got it so 
that It would answer to bis least com­
mand, fed it on a special diet and 
then charged Ita nerves from an elec­
tric battery. The rat became exceed­
ingly aenaltlve and tha notes from Us 
body when tweaked by the tall quite 
audible.
