State Representative Carl Isett VISits Muleshoe

State Representative Carl
Isett told the Journal he sup-
ports President Bush’s war with
Iraq because Iraq would do us
harm. He said, “The war would
help take away the ability of ter-
rorists to take away our free-
dom.” Isett also told the Jour-
nal he favors the President’s tax
cut package.

Isett was in Muleshoe last
Friday for a reception in his
honor sponsored by Mayor Vic-
tor and Debbie Leal and Jay and
Sally Messenger.

The State Representative is
running in the special May 3
election to fill the 19th Congres-
sional seat being vacated by
Larry Combest. Isettis areserve
Navel commander and a CPA
who represents Lubbock in the
Texas House of Representa-
tives.

Isett stated, “North Korea had
not quite reached the point that
we need to take military action.”

“Cutting taxes would increase
federal revenues,” Isett added.
He also mentioned that he had
studied tax cuts while working
on his masters degree in finance
at Texas Tech. He said every
time income taxes were cut, it
stimulated the economy and
federal revenues increased.

When asked if the French
should be allowed to help in the
reconstruction of Iraq he an-
swered, “Yes.” He added by say-
ing, “Nations that have common
goals should work together.”

Isett also stated that medicaid
reimbursement should be given
to the states in block grants so
the state could make the best use
of the money to fit the state’s
needs.

To help=solve the problem in
Medicare, Isett said the rules
should be changed so doctors
could “charge less than Medi-
care rates and would favor
gradually raising the age foreli-
gibility for medicare.”

Isett, who sits on the Texas

House Appropriation Commit-
tee said after both the Texas
House and Senate pass their ap-
propriation bills and the bills go
to a joint committee he didn’t
think the budget cuts for South
Plains College and Texas Tech
would be as severe as fore-
casted. Current predictions have

been almost a $100 million cut
for Tech and a $7.2 million dol-
lar cut for South Plains.

Isett said the joint committee
would repriortize the revenues
and expenditures in the joint
committee.

Isett has stated he is against
any tax increases.

Purcell guilty, to appeal pheasant case

A citation for cutting off both legs of a
pheasant during hunting season resulted in
afourhourjury trial last Wednesday. After
hearing the evidence, it took the jury of
four women and two men less than ten
minutes to find Tom Purcell of Roanoke,
Texas, guiity and less than two minutes to
fine Purcell the maximum fine of $500
dollars.

According to the witnesses, Texas De-
partment of Parks and Wildlife Officers
Mel Reed and Randy Bullock came up to
a hunting party on the land known as the
Young-Chitwood place, north of Progress.
They began checking hunting licenses and
the killed birds when they found a bucket
of water containing a fully cleaned pheas-
ant with both legs cut off.

State laws requires fully cleaned pheas-
ants to have at least one leg left attached to
the bird so a wildlife officer can determine
the sex of the bird. Only male pheasants
may. be killed

The officers asked who’s bird was in the
bucket and were told it belonged to Tom
Purcell who was hunting on another farm
with Kurt Miller. One of the other hunters
used a cell phone to call Purcell to return to
camp.

When Purcell amrived at the camp, he
was, according to witnesses, highly agi-
tated. He showed the wildlife officer a leg
he said he had saved to prove the bird was
amale. Purcell wanted the officers to match
up the leg with the thigh of the bird.

Bullock told Purcell that he and Officer
Reed were not trained in “forensic sci-
ence”.and there were several pheasant legs
laying around. They did not have any idea
which bird they might belong to.

Purcell called the officers “smart asses”
and told them to “write the God damn
ticket.” At one point, Miller stepped be-
tween Purcell and the officers and told
Purcell to “shut up if you ever want to hunt
here again.” Miller later told the Journal,
Purcell would never be on his land again.

Miller said the officers were very profes-
sional.

Purcell called Bailey County Justice of
the Peace Herman Morrison telling him he
was guilty and wanted to know what the
fine would be and Morrison told him $350
plus $28.50 restoration fee. '

Purcell again became highly agitated.
He asked for Morrison to allow him to
have ajury trial in Morrison’s court. Purcell
later asked Morrison to recuse himself
from hearing the case. Purcell referred to
the court as “Muleshoe Kangaroo Court
Precinct 1.” Morrison arranged for Lamb
County Justice of the Peace Carolyn
Harmon to preside at the trial.

County Attorney Carissa Cleavinger was
the prosecutor for the State of Texas. Purcell
defended himself.

Purcell planned to build his defense on
the law that says thata landowner may give
a written statement as to the sex of the bird.

He produced a letter from
Steven D. Young, Jr., whois
one of the landowners. The
letter was dated March 17,
2003.

Cleavinger managed to
keep the letter out of evi-
dence because Young was
notin the courtroom for cross
examination. However, the
law clearly states the land-
owner statement must ac-
company the carcass of the
bird.

Under questioning, Bul-
lock told the court he and
Reed had lunch with the same
group of hunters two years
ago and had a good relation-
ship with them. He said he
had probably worked 200 to
- 300 pheasant hunters in the
_fifteen years he had worked

for the Parks and Wildlife
Department. He said this was
the first citation he could re-
member he had given over
cutting off both legs of a
pheasant.

When Purcell questioned
Bullock, he asked him if he
thought the $350 fine was
reasonable. Bullock told
Purcell he and Reed had noth-
ing to do with making laws
or accessing fines.

During the trial, Purcell
accused Bullock and Reed of
concealing their names. Bul-
lock replied he had printed
his name at the top of the

citation. Reed told Purcell
both he and Bullock were
wearing their regular uni-
forms that included name
plates.“If you had asked for
my name, I would have
given it to you,” Reed said.

In his closing remarks to
the jury, Purcell told the jury
there are always exceptions
to the law and he deserved
one. He also referred to the
trial as a “witch hunt.” The
jury thought otherwise.

Purcell has posted a
$1,000 bond to appeal the
case to County Judge
Marilyn Cox’s County
Court.

Afterthe trial, Purcell sent
an e-mail to Carolyn Harris
at Bamert Seed saying,
“Your town's corruption
will be advertised more and
more today...I will do all
that’s legally within my
power to make sure your
town has far fewer hunters
next season. NO OUTSID-
ERS, hunter or otherwise,
should spend time in Mule-
shoe and thus putthemselves
at risk of getting caught up
in Muleshoe’s “legal” (i.e.
ILLEGAL) system. There
are plenty of other panhandle
towns in which to hunt, and
plenty of other panhandle
towns in which to spend our
time and money.”

Harris is head of Pheas-
ants Forever in Bailey
County.

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Proposed budget cuts cause concern

The House Appropriations
Committee has made an ini-
tial budget proposal based on
the Texas Department of
Criminal Justice (TDCJ)
Budget. This preliminary
budget amounts to a 52-per-
cent reduction in funding for
Community Supervision and
Correction Departments
(CSCDs) — better known as
Adult Probation Depart-
ments throughout the state.
The proposed budget in-
cludes an elimination of
funding for misdemeanors
and a 43-percent in Commu-
nity Correction Programs.

Our local CSCD is oper-
ated with state funding ap-
propriated for Basic Super-
vision and Community Cor-
rections Programs based on
the population and the num-
ber of offenders being di-
rectly supervised. Individu-
als granted community su-
pervision pay a monthly su-
pervision fee which helps
defray the cost of their super-
vision. This budget cut will
devastate and essentially de-
stroy the current system of
community supervision. Not
only the local probation of-

ficers but probation officers
across the state are con-
cemed they won’t be able to
do their jobs.

Departments with residen-
tial treatment centers share in
this budget cut and are being
forced to reduce the length of
their programs. This will un-
doubtedly affect the success
of the programs. Some facili-
ties will be forced to close,
causing offenders who need
treatment to be left on the
streets or taking up prison
space that should be avail-
able for more violent offend-
ers. This proposed budget
raises concerns about public
safety and the likelihood that
it will cost much more than
it will save.

A resolution adopted by
the Judicial Advisory Coun-
cil strongly urges Governor
Rick Perry to restore funding
to the Community Justice
Assistance Division of the
Texas Department of Crimi-
nal Justice for Fiscal Years
2003, 2004 and 2005 so that
the 121 Community Super-
vision and Corrections De-
partments amy continue to
provide essential punish-
ment, supervision and treat-
ment for offenders and insure
public safety. The resolution
further states that it costs
Texas $1 per day to punish
and supervise offenders lo-
cally on probation while
prison cost are currently $44
per day.

We need prison beds for
the violent and habitual of-
fenders. Most people on pro-
bation are not violent. They
can be supervised and pun-
ished, yet still live within the
community and be a contrib-
uting member of society
without posing threats to the

public. The Community Su-
pervision and Corrections
Department of the 287th Ju-
dicial District includes
Bailey and Parmer Counties.
We currently supervise 211
offenders on direct supervi-
sion. A total of 289 offend-
ers are on indirect supervi-
sion. Individuals on direct
supervision are those who
live and/or work within this
jurisdiction. Those who
make up the indirect popula-
tion are individuals who are
transferred to other jurisdic-
tions or states, those who are
in treatment facilities and
those who have absconded.

Community Supervision
is the most efficient and cost-
effective part of the criminal

justice system. Without ad-
equate funding for supervi-
sion one can be sure, we will

see a significant increase in
the prison population.

Anyone who owned a home on January 1 (and used it as a
primary residence on that date) is entitled to a $75,000 home-
stead exemption to lower school taxes this year...and it doesn’t
matter if your home is a house, condominium or mobile home.

Are there other exemptions available?

If you're disabled—or if you're 65 years old or older—you are
entitled to an additional $10,000 school tax exemption on your
home. And if you qualify for the over-65 exemption, you're
also entitled to a permanent, locked-in “ceiling” on the school
property taxes on your home. (The ceiling does not apply to
county or city property taxes, and those entities may offer
other exemptions.) The over-65 homeowner’s exemptions and
school tax ceiling transfers to the surviving spouse, if the
spouse is 55 years of age or older at the time of death and
lives in and owns the home. Over-65 homeowners also may
transfer the percentage of school tax paid, based on their
former home's over-65 school tax ceiling, to a new home.

Do | have a apply each year?

No. If you had a homestead exemption on your home in 2002,
you won't need to reapply for 2003 unless your chief ap-
praiser requires it. However, if you haven't received an ex-
emption on your present home—or if you've moved to a new
home—you’ll need to file for an exemption for 2003. If you
are 65 this year, you may file for the over-65 exemption up to
one year after the date you turned 65. And if you became

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DOWN THE STREET

Down the street this
week, I rounded up a few
stories from my neighbors
at the courthouse and the li-
brary.

I made my first stop
downstairs at the court-
house.

For instance, making
beds according to military
regulations, etc.

One day while Donna
and her family were travel-
ing down the highway, her
younger sister, Darlene,

saw a billboard urging pass-

ersby to join the U.S. Army.
Darlene casually mentioned
that she had been thinking
about joining the service.
Donna, who was a senior in
high school at the time, said
that she, too, had consid-
ered joining. Their dad
overheard the conversation
and was overjoyed to hear
that Donna was interested
in signing on. He didn’t,
after all, have a son to fol-
low in his footsteps.

At this point, Donna
grinned and said, “Next
thing you know, I was in the
recruiter’s office! I gradu-
ated in June and went to the
Army in August.”

Donna’s only condition
for joining was that she get
to play in the Army march-
ing band. She did.

“Apparently, there
weren’t a lot of piccolo or
flute players enlisting in
those days because I really
wasn’t very good, but I
made the band,” she said.

Donna gave three and a
half years of her life to the
Army, but didn’t consider
reenlisting.

“If I hadn’t met Lacie and
gotten married, I might
have reenlisted,” she said.

Shorty Flores down at the
library told me that her son,
Richard (Ricky to most of
us), just joined the Navy.
He has spent the last ten
years in the Marines. His
tour of duty isn’t actually
