Editorial

Traffic Bugaboo
A score of accidents at American Blvd., and First 

Street in Muleshoe, the "crossroads," during the last 
year emphasize the need for a more modern traffic con­
trol system at that corner.

A left turn light at that intersection, which ac­
commodates both U.S. 70 and U.S. 84, would have pre­
vented several of these accidents. Fortunately, no one 
was injuresd seriously, but a number of "fender-bend­
er" crashes occurred.

The City is helpless to change the lights, since the 
State Highway Department owns and operates all lights 
on highways, even though these within citv limits. How­
ever, the district engineer at Lubbock has the autho­
rity to change any system which is not ade­
quate. The control system at "crossroads" definitely is 
not adequate.

In addition to causing crashes, the lack of a left 
turn light greately slows triffic since frequently motor­
ists attempting to make a left turn against the oncom­
ing triffic must waif out a complete cycle of the light 
before they can turn left. Someteimes only one or two 
vehicles, as a result, manage to "make" the light during 
a cycle.

Most cities now operate left turn lights at mapr 
intersections. Cities have found that this system not 
only prevents accidetnts but also speeds up traffic.

In addition to accomdating traffic on two U.S. 
highways, the corner is also the junction point for SH 
214, further complicating the system. Trains add anoth­
er problem.

While the left turn light would not completely 
eliminate the problem, it would inprove the situation 
greatly. We can think of few traffic corners that need 
a left turn light worse than our "crossroads."

Tha Journal hopes this step can be taken im­
mediately and a left-turn light added to the present 
three-light system.

New Invention 
Helps Seeding

COLLEGE STATION—An ex­
perimental, band seeder, that as­
sures separation of seed and 
fertilizer in small grain planting 
has been developed, reports Hen- 
rey O'Neal, extension agricultural 
engineer, Texas A & M College.

It was developed cooperatively 
by the U. S. Department of Agri­
culture and the Michigan Agri­
cultural Experiment Station and 
was described at the winter meet­
ing of the American Society of 
Agricultural engineers at Chicago 
on December 12. W. C. Hulburt 
of the USDA's Agricultural Re­
search Service said the seeder 
was still being tested and was 
not available commercially, but 
that several companies had shown 
an interest in it.

O’Neal says the seeder differs 
from present models in two ways 
namely, it has a share with a 
curve or scallop in the cutting 
edge and the seed tube is mount­
ed six to eight inches behind the 
fertilizer tube. The share on the 
experimental seeder makes two 
distinct furrows instead of the 
one irregularly shaped furrow 
made by most conventional sc-ed- 
ers. explains the engineer. Too, 
on most present modc-ls the seed 
tube is mounted ahead of the 
fertilizer tube, he- adds.

Adjustments on the experiment­
al seeder make it possible to apply 
fertilizer in a concentrated band 
to the side and about an inch

below small grain seed which 
is recommended by most agro­
nomists. points out O’Neal. Many 
commercial seeders mix seed and 
fertilizer in the furrow rather 
than placing them in separate 
rows as should be done in band 
seeding.

When fertilizer comes in con­
tact with the seed, germination 
is often delayed or reduced. Re­
versing the position of the seed 
and fertilizer tubes increases 
the probability of seed germina­
tion, O’Neal .says, because the seed 
is sown almost directly under the 
firming wheel. If the seed tube is 
several inches ahead of the fir­
ming wheel—as it is on some 
commercial grain drills — loose 
soil often covers the seed before 
the wheel passes uvei it. The 
loose soil becomes packed on the 
seed and emergence is often re­
duced or delayed.

O’Neal points out that this is 
another example of how research 
workers are helping to improve 
agricultural machinery and equip­
ment.

Maybe that’s just buckpassing. 
Dr. Feinberg admits that parents [ 
happen to be the nearest scape-1 
goats at hand. Still, the youths j 
have some valid complaints.

Among them were:
Inconsistency — one minute 

they are scolding for better grade 
The next minute they are carp­
ing, or fretting because the stu­
dent has his nose in his books 
so much he is not getting any 
fresh air, or is not getting his 
proper rest.

Lack of Privacy. Fathers 
who insisted on blaring the TV, 
or mothers who constantly inter­
rupt in order to pass along some 
gossip or even to offer some 
refreshments were listed as un­
wanted parental distractions.

Social engagements. Committing 
the youth to driving someone 
home, volunteering him as an 
escort for daughters of his moth­
er’s friends, or inviting mutual 
friends to drop in without con­
sulting the would-be-student are 
more faults of thoughtless par­
ents.

Cast Iron Routines. Dinner 
unalterably at a certain hour, 
lights out and bedtime at another, 
this on Sunday, and that on Sun­
day, and let home work sched­
ule fall where it may, play havoc 
with grades

A parent’s proper role, says 
the bespectacled, moon - faced 
psychologist with thinning hair, 
is to be sympathetic to the stu­
dent’s problems, but firm.

The parent must strengthen 
the will to study, without yield­
ing to the protective urge.
Ho should make every effort to 

provide proper study conditions 
| and thereafter stay out of way.

He should be interested in the 
student’s work without pushing 

1 or becoming oversolicitous. Since 
adolescents are likely to be em- 

! barrassed by visits to school,
■ parents should make inquiries 
discreetly during Parents’ Days, 
or at PTA meetings.

He must relate grades to stu­
dent’s potential, and not the an­
other’s ability.

Above all. he must accept the 
fact that the student in high 
school or a freshman in college 
is no longer a child.
The challenge of being a parent, 

says Dr. Feinberg, is in switch­
ing roles.

“ He must be an autocrat in 
the beginning, a benevolent de­
spot in early childhood, and 
offer a form of democratic leader­
ship to a student in adolescence.”

Patent attorneys sometimes 
are surprised by the way laymen 
seem to use their words of art. 
For instance, the other day a 
young inventor happened into a 
lawyer’s office with a box under 
his arm. Scarcely had he remov­
ed his coat when he exclaimed 
“ I ’d like to copyright my patent, 
er, I mean, trademark my copy­
right. .

Quickly adjusting to the sit­
uation, the attorney realized that 
the first step, after finding out 
what was in the box, was to clar­
ify in the inventor’s own mind 
just what he was after.

The box contained a camera, 
which under certain circumstan­
ces, might raise a patent, trade­
mark and copyright problem. 
Of course, these three forms of 
protection of industrial property 
rights can supplement each 
other.

In substance, a patent is the 
right to exclude others from pr 
acticing the invention; that is a 
patent grant is.

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This is Danger 
Period for Fires, 
Experts Warn

COLLEGE STATION, — Fire 
and accident hazards are mul­
tiplied at this season, most are 
man-made. Unless more attent­
ion is given to safety, the results 
could mean a disaster, warns the 
Texas Farm and Ranch Safety 
Council.

The trouble could start with 
the center of attraction, the fam­
ily Chri.umrr tree. Danger from

this source can be lessened
by the selection of a freshly cut 
tree and by proper handling, 
they say. The tree can be kept 
fresh by cutting the butt diagona­
lly and plai in!' it in water oi wet 
sand andby seeing that moisture 
is supplied as needed. Rememb 
warns the Council, nothing short 
of gasoline burns witli greater 
intensity than a dry Christmas 
tree.

The tree should be placed away 
from exits, the fireplace, stove, 
radiator, powerful electric lights 
or other sources of heat. Only 
“ UL”  approved lights should 
be used on the tree. Lights which 
have been used before should be 
checked for broken or brittle in

sulation and damaged sockets.
If the damages cannot be re­

paired, discard the string and 
don’t overload electrical circuits 
with additional lights, toys and 
appliances, warns the Council.

Decorations on the tree and 
in the home should be on non­
flammable matreials. Tree lights 
should be turned off when no one 
is at home and the trees should 
be discarded when the needles 
begin to fall.

If you are planning a trip dur­
ing the Holiday Season, remem­
ber that a lot of other Americans 
will be doing the same. Traffic 
conditions are often bad due to 
hazards and it is e-asy to see why 
weather conditions and the driver

urge to get some place in a hurry
Add up the additional accidents 
hazards and ii is easy to sc why 
observing the basic rules of safe­
ty at home and on the highway 
is so important at this season, 
says the Council.

The seal shows an American 
eagle, its wings spread wide, 
holding a badge which carries the 
wording “ 50 years of progress.”  
The yr-ars 1913 and 1953 are on 
>*ither side of the eagle, in a ‘-cm 
circle under the eagle are the 
words “ The dignity of labor in a 
free society,”  the theme for the 
anniversary period beginning 
March 4. In a semicircle over 
the eagle is printed “ United Slat­
es Deparlrnent of Labor.”

All publications issued by the- 
Department in 1903 will carry 
the seal. It will appear on Ij-e 
Department’s stationery and on 
certificates of appointment being 
presented to all members of a 
special anniversary committee 
established earlier this year by 
President Kennedy.

The seal will also appear in 
special window displays and other 
exhibits staged around the coun­
try to observe the event.

The Labor Department was 
established March 4, 1913, when 
President William Howard Taft 
signed a bill creating the Depart­
ment “ to foster, promote and 
develop Ihe welfare of the wage 
earners of the United States, to 
improve their working conditions 
and to advance their opportuni­
ties for profitable employment.
