I ’ nlleil States, and oonslsts chiefly of 
pork and pork products.

M'hlle the total value o f meat prod­
ucts and food uiiiinttls exported from 
the United States In the year -which 
ends with this month will be but about 
(11(1.000,009, against approximately 
82(0,000,000 in 1906, this reduced to ­
tal far exceeds the exports o f any oth­
er country. .Meats and food aninmis 
exported froni Argentine In 1912 
amounted to hut $67,0011,000 in vnlUe; 
from  Australia In 1911, 111,000,000, 
from  New  Zealand. (21,000,0u0; from  
Uanada. 114,000,000. and from  Uru­
guay, m.OOO.OOO. These aix countries 
•—the United StHlos, Argentine, .Aus­
tralia, New Zealand, Canada and 
Uruguay— are the chief meat export­
ing countries o f  th* world.

It is relHtively easy to outline plans 
fo r  the coiiservution o f coal, or wood 
or Iron, or ■water power l,ec«use thay 
are concrete olijecis with which we 
ara fiimlliHr; but aoU fertillt.v is not s 
concrete thing and methods o f con- 
servntioii ure less euidly planned. In 
order to conserve the fertility  o f the 
soil we must conserve th » conditions 
or factors whh-h m«ika the soli fertile. 
Among the most Important are: Good 
tilth nr ph>-si<-:tl cunditiun, good mois­
ture conditions, good cheiiilral ie «c -  
tlon. good Heratlon. good blollgical 
cunditlon and good food Hiipply. These
