Life-Giving ‘Rock’ Takes Shape on Canadian River

Work Progresses ‘
On Sanford Dam

By TORY DRUIN

Slowly, hut inexorably, a monument i§ taking shape across the
Canadian River a few miles northwest of. Borger in the Texas
Panhandle. And from this man-made “rock” in what many
might call a wilderness, 11 Panhandle and South Plains cities,
taking their cue from Moses, hope to tap life-giving water.

The monument is the Sanford Dam which, when completed,

will be a symbol of cooperation among the cities of the Canadian
River Municipal Authority

A little over two weeks ago the H. B. Zachry Co., of San Anton-
io, contractor on the dam construction project, announced it had
completed 30 per cent of the work required to ram the dam some
200 feet above the bed of the meandering Canadian. As of now,
the Zachry firm is approximately seven days ahead of schedule,
Target cate for dam closure is 1964,

Thirty per cent of the work required on the dam isn't ton im.
pressive to the casual observer, who makes his way 1o the obser-
vation platform provided by the Bureau of Reclamation high
above the stream bed almost a quar.er of a mile away from the
dam site. But that's as close a ok as most people get.
The Zachry firm, zealous in its efforts to avoid accidents, has
posted guards at the entrances to the working area, and only
authorized personnel are permitted. Elaborate safety precautions
promise to make the Sanford project one of the safest on record.

The work site is usually a beehive of activity with giant bull-
dozers, carryalls and other heavy machinery darting across the
area like ants preparing for a long winter. The carrvalls, some
bearing 30 yards of earth loaded in less ilian a minute, sprint -
along at speeds approaching 40 miles per hour. Last Satur-
day, however, was a “‘repair” day and this reporter and two
friends got a close look at the works without fear of being over- '
Flood Control Pipes Dwarf Man nm by the massive machines.

Leon Marcell, a concrete inspection engineer, took us on a

guided tour of the work area and Phil Kensley, resident engineer,

later explained many of the facets of the tremendous operation. |
With 30 per cent of the work complete, there actually is little

above ground to denote that in two years a dam over a mile long,
a third of a mile wide and 200 feet high will back a lake up more
than 20 miles.

Forms Readied For Concrete

Since censtruction began a little over a year ago, the work has ]
dealt largely with building a coffer dam to shunt aside any flood
waters that may roam down the stream bed during construction
and in putting down the foundation for the dam. The foundation
and coffer dam are now complete and future work will take ite
place on the horizon.

Almost complete is a tunnel to carry water from the reservoir
into the first pump station and on to the cities of the CRMWA,
The massive tunnel is 15 feet in diameter at its entrance and 6
feet in diameter on the downstream side where huge steel pipes
will carry its precious fluid to the pump station. The tunnel is
over 1100 feet long and work is now underway cementing its
walls,

On the opposite north side of the stream bed, work is progres
sing on the flood control outlet works, a system of three huge
conduit-type outiets which will enable flood waters to be freed.
Each of the three outlets is i5 feet in diameter and will be placed
side-by-side near the dam spillway, Forrest Dickerson of Borger,
stands in one of the huge pipes in the photo at top left. The photo
at lower right shows the great amount of earth which has been
excavated where the outlet works are to be located. And more
will have to be moved.

But probably the most impressive, and maybe the most exact-
ing work being done at the site now is the construction of forms
for the pouring of the walls of the spillway and flood contral out.
let works, The forms are built hy Zachry carpenters to exact
specifications as outlined by the Bureau of Reclamation. So

smooth must the sides of the completed passageway be that the
forms are built in one piece and then sawed apart to assure an
exact fit when set in place to receive the concrete,

The work pace, already feverish and carried on around the
clock much of the time, is soon to be quickened. A rock crusher
is being meved into place on the north sice of the dam and soon

Plains Underground Water Con-
servation District says that liter-
ally hundreds of systems have
area this winter for re-circulating
irrigation “tailwater” from the
bottom of the farm fields to high-
er points where the water can be
used.

Tom McFarland, Manager of
the Water District, stated that the
District's staff, in cooperation
with Texas Water Commission
personnel, has just recently com-
pleted measuring water levels in
hundreds of observation wells
throughout the District, He point-
ed out that water levels have a-
gain declined from where they
stood at this time last year.
