AUST IN — Several thousands of 
Texans are proof that stroke vic­
tims need not lead lives of per­
manent invalidism. Even after 
suffering severe “ cerebral vascu­
lar accidents,”  they have been 
totally or partially rehabilitated 
and have returned to their jobs 
or other worthwhile vocations.

There was a time — not long 
ago in terms of years — when 
they would have lain helpless and 
dependent until death released 
them from their torment.

The key to this dramatic ad­
vance is in starting rehabilitation 
early, as soon as the patient is 
able to communicate, and metho­
dically continuing a prescribed 
series of exercises. The exercises 

’ are usually directed by a physio­
therapist who works under the 
supervision of the patients, phy­
sician.

Today, more and more pro­
gressive hospitals, nursing and 
convalescent homes no longer 
consider themselves custodians of 

j stroke victims, but institutions of 
patient and his family, as soon 
as the immediate task of saving 
the patient's life has been ac­
complished, the rehabilitation pro­
cess begins.

First the patient is helped to 
overcome his anxiety about his 
condition. Often this can be done 
hy using as examples other pa­
tients who have made recoveries 
or noticeable progress.

The patient is then motivated to 
lead as close to a normal life as 
possible. His accomplishments are 
noted and complimented. A sys­
tem of communications is ar­
ranged for the patient whose 

i speech is impaired or who can­

not speak at all.
A series of simple exercises 

consisting of massage, movement 
of the limbs, hands, feet and head 
are begun under the direction of 
the attending physician.

As soon as the patient is able 
to move his limbs, the exercises 
are increased. He is encouraged 
to do the exercises without as­
sistance, and to add others as is 
prescribed by his doctor.

He is encouraged to assist in 
feeding and bathing himself — 
first with assistance and then on 
his own. Finally, lie is encouraged 
to sit, stand, and eventually to 
walk. He is taught to open doors 
and dial phones. The patient is 
now on his way toward rehabil­
itation.

Past practices have been to 
give this sort of patient care in 
hospitals, and many patients are 
still hospitalized. But the trend is 
shifting toward home care, since 
carried out just as beneficially— 
perhaps more so — amidst fami­
liar surroungings.

But whether at home or hospit­
alized. most patients will recover 
when rehabilitation is begun early 
and faithfully continued.

'Know Your Soil'
Is New Free 
SCS Bulletin

The USDA publication, “ Know 
Your Soils”  is now available at 
the local Soil Conservation Ser­
vice Office, Dal Fschgrabe, 
work unit conservationist of SCS 
said this week.

For the suburban dweller who 
has a soil problem in his garden, 
or the engineer looking for a 
building site, the latest publica­
tion by the U. S. Soil Conserva­
tion Service will come in mighty 
handy. It is called "KNOW YOUR 
SOIL”  and explains how soil 
scientists of the Department of 
Agriculture are gradually map­
ping the soils of this country and 
what these maps mean to every 
citizen.

A copy may be obtained from 
the local SCS office. Box 649 
Muleshoe, Fischgrabe said.

A soil is three-dimensional, ac­
cording to the publication. “ It is 
hounded on the top by the sur­
face of the land, on the bottom 
by rock, and on the sides by 
other soils. The first job of the 
soil scientist is to distinguish be­
tween these separate soils. More 
than 70,000 different kinds of soil 
are recognized today.

"While the original purpose of 
making soil surveys was to pro­
vide information to the nation’s 
farmers so that they could better 
take care of its food-producing., 
soil, gradually more and more 
people in all walks of life are 
seeing the need about soil," Fisch­
grabe said. "Septic tanks that 
won’t work, and highways that

knowing more about your soils.”

One school of thought was that 
the President’s gravest problem 
of the moment is to be found in 
the United States, in the mount­
ing civil rights unrest.

There have been suggestions the 
President take the time and make 
the effort to to the the South and 
personally attempt to presuade the 
leaders of opinion in that part of 
the country to clear the way for 
integration.

But the President might be­
come personally embroiled in un­
predictable and emotional events. 
He realizes too that Republicans 
want him personally involved, for 
this could cost him the votes of 
Dixie in the next ptesidential elec­
tion.

Republicans have been making 
steady gains in the South for over 
twenty years, sometimes slowly, 
but gains. In recent months polls 
have shown that trend continuing.

G. O. P. nominate a conservative, 
such as Senator Barry Goldwater, 
of Arizona, chances are good they 
would carry the South, even 
against an incumbent President 
who won the electoral votes of 
most Dixie state in 1960.

It is difficult to assess Gold- 
water’s chances in relation to the 
discord now springing up in vari­
ous parts of the country over the 
court's forced integration pro­
gram.

Former Governor Thomas De­
wey of New York has recently 
spoken out in favor of Governor 
Neslon Rockefeller of New York 
as the logical party nominee.

Should the integrationists go too 
fast, and extremists excite a re­
action among the majority of Am­
erican, Goldwater’s chances just 
might improve. But if the spec­
tacle of resistance to court orders 
is the major symbol to come out 
of the present tense situatio, Gold- 
water’s chances might suffer. 
Evidently Dewey fears Goldwa- 
ter's conservatism in the present 
atmosphere.

It is hard to tell, at the mo­
ment, whether fear ot the animal 
turned loose by forced integra­
tion wi|l cause a reaction or not. 
No matter how righteous the 
cause, the vision of disorder, cha­
os, rioting and emotional excite­
ment is not an attractive one to 
many. And the scope and vastness 
of the developing turmoil over in­
tegration is just beginning to 
come home in many areas.

It is unlikely that Administra­
tion leaders and reform leaders, 
seeking to control the tide of dis­
content. will in the end be able 
to guilde the forces now being 
generated. If the Kennedy Admin­
istration is forced into repeated 
extreme actions of force, in the 
South, and into controversial ac­
tions, the Republicans might well 
reap the harvest in next year’s 
presidential elections.

State Nearing 
All-Time Record 
In Auto Deaths

AUSTIN — The director of the 
Texas Department of Public Safe­
ty reported today the state is 
ipproaching the mid point in the 
year amid definite indications 
that traffic deaths will hit an all- 
time high in 1963.

Col. Homer Garrison Jr. at the 
same time announced that the 
expected traffic death toll for the 
Fourth of July is eight fatalities, 
and called upon Texas drivers to 
“ make this holiday the turning 
point in this year’s traffic toll.”

“ If we continue to take lives 
at the present rate 1963 will be­
come the most deadly year in 
Texas' history for traffic fatali­
ties," he said. "Motorcides at this 
time are over 100 more than at 
the same time last year, and con­
sidering the trend of increased 
accidents and casualties, we have 
every reason to expect that traffic 
deaths will exceed the previous 
all time high in Texas of 2,611 in 
1956.

"Only 194 more deaths in 1963 
than in 1962 will make a total of 
2,615 deaths, an all-time high and 
an increase for the year of eight 
per cent over 1962. Our Statisti-1 
cal Services advises that this is i 
not just a probability, that it is i 
fairly certain to become a reality > 
unless something happens to | 
break the trend.”

Garrison said that “ Operation 
Motorcide”  will be placed in ef­
fect from 12:G1 am.until 11:59 
p.m. July 4 in order to focus at­
tention upon the added dangers 
of holiday travel when traffic is 
at a peak. As part of the opera­
tion, whichcalls for maximum 
enforcement and public support 
additional personnel from other 
uniformed services of the DPS 
will augment the regular High­
way Patrol force.

Garrison commended the sever­
al public and private agencies

and organizations which are co­
operating in the Fourth of July 
safety emphasis program.

He said the Texas Council of 
Safety Supervisors and the Tex­
as Motor Transportation Associa­
tion will again sponsor the “ Holi­
day Road Patrol,”  consisting of 
a fleet of 35 to40 cars which 
will be used to assist stranded 
motorists over the state during 
the holiday. The cars will be man­
ned by members of the Council 
who also are safety directors, 
safety supervisors and safety en­
gineers for the tnicking industry, 
whose purpose will be to help re­
lieve highway patrolmen for en­
forcement work.

The Texas Safety Association, 
with the cooperation of the news­
paper, radio and television media, 
will conduct a public information 
program stressing the need for 
courtesy and caution on the 
streets and highways during the 
holiday Numerous Junior Cham­
ber of Commerce clubs over the 
state, coordinated by W. F.(Bill) 
Leonard of Dallas, vice-president 
for traffic safety for the TSA 
will operate “ rest stops” for fati­
gued travelers to whom they will 
serve free coffee.

DISRESPECT OF COURT
Because the stakes are high —

a person's life, his good name,
his liberty, or his property ----
courtrooms sometimes become 
.supercharged with drama and 
anger.

Despite the excitement, the jud­
ge has to be impartial and open- 
minded as to issues, evidence, 
patties; witnesses and lawyers. 
To fail in this may cause a case 
to !>e tried again or reversed on 
appeal.

This makes a judge’s job a hard 
one. For he must first keep order 
so that the facts go to the jury 
in a wav to lead to sound, un­
prejudiced verdicts. The judge 
must also instruct the jury on the 
law, and decide what testimony 
goes into evidence.

Meantime lawyers on both sides 
are duty bound to work with skill 
and vigor to protect their clients 
and to advance their cause.

In this tense atmosphere some 
people break over the line and 
do things which may be termed 
“ foul play”  or show disrespect 
for the court.

When this happens, the judge 
has “ inherent”  power —pmver 
that grows out of his hard job — 
to crack down and punish viola­
tors for “ contempt of court” . 
Within wide limits he can levy 
fines and give jail sentences on 
the spot — when the offense takes 
place before him. He can some­
times do the same for things that
take place outside the court -----
like the disobedience of a court 
order. But such indirect comtempt 
of court calls for hearings to

Jones.

ATTORNEY GENERAL RUL­
ING — Attorney general has ruled 
that a recently-passed bill by 
Rep. Forrest Harding of San An­
gelo gave the State Highway Com­
mission authority to alter maxi­
mum sliced limits. Commission 
could set them as high as 70 
miles per hour.

Also it could set minimum speed 
limits on controlled access high­
ways, whether within or without 
a city's limits, regardless of any 
speed limit set Hv city ordinance.

ESCHEAT PROCESS SLOW — 
It took the 1961 Legislature two 
special sessions to pass escheat- 
reporting laws to insure the state’s 
right to dormant personal pro­
perty and bank accounts, un­
claimed for more than seven 
years by owners whose where­
abouts are unknown.

'To date more than $1,600,000 
has been collected by the state.

Most came from the "bank es­
cheat”  law, which became effec­
tive on May 3, 1962. Law re­
quires hanks, savings and loan 
associations and credit unions to 
publicize dormant accounts in an 
attempt to uncover lost owners. 
Unclaimed depostis then are turn­
ed over to the state.

So far, this has totaled $1,340,- 
493.15. A provision in the law al­
lows a person claiming interest 
in escheated properties to recover 
his money. This has caused $1,686- 
.68 to be refunded.

Originally, utility companies, 
county treasurers, insurance 
firms, court officers and others 
affected by the first escheat-re­
porting law reported more than 
$3,300,000 worth of unclaimed hold 
trigs.

However, by the time public 
notice was given, the amount 
dwindled to $2.260,691 88. News­
paper publicity relative to the 
new act resulted in numerous in- 
quh'icsYtnd claims.

Bly trying to get some at these 
rich countries stricken from the 
list of recipients of our foreign 
aid. They don't, belong on the list 
any longer, and we ought to be 
sqving this moqey. We have other 
uses to put it to.

SENATOR YARBOROUGH: 
Frank, are economies of the 
Common Market countries in Eu­
rope and the economy of Japan 
growing, growing as fast as ours 
in tfie United, States?

SENATOR CHURCH: Actually, 
Ralph, it’s growing faster and 
ha$ been for some years. In Ja­
pan we have the fastest growing 
economy in the world today. I 
was in Japan just this last fall, 
and it was booming as never be­
fore. The same thing is true in 
Western Europe. Many of these 
countries have achieved a level 
of prosperity that excels anything 
that they have ever known before, 
and they are fully, capable of 
maintaining their own armed for­
ces without further Alperican sub­
sidy, And yet, last year we gave 
to these countries some $400 mil­
lion worth of military assistance.

SENATOR YARBOROUGH: 
Frank, are the European coun- 
Common Market spending as high 
tries in West Europe and in the 
a percentage of their income for 
their own military defense as we 
are for the military defense of 
Western Europe?

SENATOR CHURCH: Well. 
Ralph, the answer is no. You 
see, the high level of prosperity 
and their ability to pay their own 
way — they are actually devoting 
about half as much of their bud­
get to national defense in terms 
ot their own gross national pro­
duct as we are devoting in terms 
of our wealth. They are making 
about half the effort we are, and 
we are still giving them subsidy.

SENATOR YARBOROUGH:

w e ll  1 as^ee with you that it 
lg remarkable that we are giving 

to these rich countries in 
Western Europe and to Japan,
all of which are booming and have 
the highest level of prosperity 
ever known and we are bearing 
the tax burden. Your bill would 
cut that oft from the rich nations 
but woqld stiB allow help for the 
poor and the nations with people 
in ft state of starvation.

SENATOR CHURCH: Right, 
the undeveloped nations of the 
world, that is the object of the 
foreign aid program. It is not to 
subsidize the rich, and the ad­
ministrators of the program have 
shown an inability to turn off any 
of these spigots once they get 
turned on. That is why I think 
Congress should take action.

SENATOR YARBOROUGH: 
Frank, I fully support you. I think 
it takes the leadership of someone 
on the Foreign Relations Commit­
tee like you if we are ever to get 
this job done, and I think there 
are many in the Senate who ap­
preciate this leadership you are 
giving. By the way, the European 
Common Market has placed a 
high tariff on American pyultry 
and is cutting our products out 
of their market while we are giv­
ing them foreign aid, are they 
not?

SENATOR CHURCH: That's
right, and that’s just another rea­
son why we should insist that 
they 3tand on their own two feet.

SENATOR YARBOROUGH 
Thank you, Senator Church, for 
helping cut this excess fat out of 
foreiga aid.
