Narrows Bridge

At Tacoma Gives
Way To Weather

TACOMA, Wash., Nov. 8 (AP).—
The elements won in the battle for

the floor of the world’s third long-
est suspension span lay in Puget
Sound. today, Buf man and his. sci-
ence will try again.

Agitated and tlwisted by a wind
of gale proportions, the colossal
structer, which only four months
ago was dedicated as a monument
to engineering science, crumbled,
then collapsed,with a mighty roar
yesterday into the white-crested
waves of the Sound.

There was no loss of human life.
Two men—an engineer and a news-
paperman—who were on the bridge
when it began to twist violently,
narrowly escaped, even as sections
of the floor began hurtling into the
waters 200 feet below.

Tubby Into Sound.

Tubby, a Cocker Spaniel riding in
the car with Leonard Coatsworth,
Tacoma newspaperman, was not so
fortunate. Coatsworth. had to aban-
don his car to save his life. And the
terrified Tubby nipped the knuckles
of Prof. F. G. Farquharson, the
engineer, who attempted to release
the dog. As Farquharson and Coats-
worth made their separate and pre-
carious ways to safety, the car and
the Cocker Spaniel fell into the
Sound.

A. F. Andrew, chief engipeer of
the Washington toll bridge author-
ity, who announced that plans for
rebuilding the bridge would be un-
dertaken immediately, attributed the
tragedy to “substitutions of plate
girders eight feet in depth for a
truss design which had previously
been planned.” He explained:

“The solid metal expanses acted
like a sail, catching the wind and
swinging the bridge. We had plan-
ned to bore holes to allow the wind
to pass through, but had not had
time.”

Large Expansion
For Land Forces

WASHINGTON, Nov. 8 (AP)—
The War Department reported to-
day that preparations were near-
ing completion for expanding the
nation’s land forces ‘to a million
men in the next four months.

An outline of basic training plans
for men to be obtained through the
selective service program said the
first 400,000 recruits would he sand-
wiched into regular army and na-
tional guards units and efforts made
to turn them quickly into “efficient,
energetic, self-reliant and physi-
cally hardened soldiers.”

To Mobilize March 15

The pioneer 400,000 of the con-
scription program are to be mobi-
lized by March 15. Subsequent
trainees will be put through three
months of individual drill at re-
placement centers before being
transferred to units in which most
will serve the remainder of their
one year's active duty.

By mid-March, when it is expect-
ed that 21 strategically located re-
placement centers will be ready, at
least a million men will be in the
army’s olive drab uniform.

Apparent Republican
Strength Indicates

‘Tough Fights Ahead

WASHINGTON, Nov. 8 (AP).—
Resurgent Republican strength re-
flected in the steadily growing to-
tals of Tuesday’s presidential vote
presaged today some stiff political
tussles over domestic issues in the
months ahead.

As new tabulations swelled Presi-
dent Roosevelt’s third term vote to
greater proportions and simultane-
ously raised Wendell L. Willkie's
record Republican ballot total, it
became increasingly clear that on
many policies the Democratic ad-
ministration in the next four years
would face a more determined and
enthusiastic opposition than it has
in the last eight.

Whether that legislative conflict
would center entirely on contro-
versies already familiar, or whether
new elements might appear was still
a matter of conjecture, pending

declarations of <ntentions by the

leaders of both parties.
Willkie To Broadcast.

The first broad new statement of
Republican plans to be made since
the election will begiven by Willkie
Monday night in an address broad-
cast from New  York. Announcing
this last night after a conference
with Chairman Joseph W. Martin,
Jr., and other party leaders, Will-
kie said that “in view of the fact
that between 22,000,000 and 23,000,-
000 people voted for me I feel an
obligation to state my position.”

Latest tabulations of the election
results meanwhile gave this picture
of the standing of the two candi-
dates with 120,444 voting units al-
ready counted out of 127,245:

President Roosevelt — carried 38
states with a total electoral vote of
449. His popular vote stood at 26,-
265,134.

Wendell L. Willkie — carried 10
states with a total electoral vote of
82. His popular vote stood at 21,-
787,102.

Scurrilous Campaign
Literature To Group

WASHINGTON, Nov. 8 (AP).—
Politicians and~—public-spirited citi-
zens were requested today to send
all examples of “scurrilous and
vicious campaign literature” used in
this year’s election to the special
Senate committee appointed to po-
lice the national contests.

Chairman Gillette (D-Ia), issuing
the request, said the material would
be used to give the “American peo-
ple a complete picture of this type
of campaign methods.”

GERMANY BLAMES U. S.
ON SHIP GUARANTEE

BERLIN, Nov. 8 (AP) — Author-
ized German sources asserted today
that the United States had. herself
to blame in part for Germany’s in-
ability to guarantee safe conduct
of an American vessel to remove
several hundred Americans still in
thie besieged British Isles.

They pointed out that American
authorities chose to disregard Ger-
man advice in the case of the U. S.
Army transport American Legion
which passed through the German-
proclaimed danger zone around Bri-
tain whereas Germany had sug-
gested another route.

Northern Pecos County’s new Or-
dovician flush producer, Taubert,

The well was opened at 10:37 a.m.
today through 1/2-inch choke on 2-
inch tubing.’ It then had 1,100
pounds casing pressure and 1,050
pounds on tubing. The first 18 min-
utes it tanked 36 barrels of oil, fol-
lowing which choke became plug-
ged with sand and shale.

Choke was cleared and festing re-
sumed at 11:40 a.m. when the well
was turned into tanks through 1/4-
inch choke on tubing. At the start
it had 1,010 pounds casing pressure
and 900 tubing pressure. Thirty min-
utes later casing pressure had risen
to 1,045 and tubing to 925. At 12:40
p.m. the well had made 25 barrels
of cil through.1/4-inch choke—in a
period of one hour-—and testing con-
tinued. Pressures as of 12:40 were
1,140 pounds on casing and 925 on
tubing.

Will Call {‘Abell” Area.

No. 1 Crockett is producing from
the Simpson, middle Ordovician,
topped at 4,755 feet. It found sand
pay in that member from 5,270-80
feet and- from 5,320-45 feet. Total
depth is 5,357 feet in . Simpson shale,
lime and sand.

The well is the first flush Simp-
son oiler in West Texas and opens
a new territory which probably will
be ‘designated the “Abell area.” Deep

Electoral Voting
Is Assailed And
Upheld In Airing

Massachusetts Senator
Calls System Relic Of
Past As Page Dissents

WASHINGTON, Nov. 8 (AP)
The: electoral college today found
itszlf alternately assailed as a ‘“rel-
ic” and upheld as a wise precaution
of the founding fathers.

It is the electoral college which
will do the official electing of Pres-
ident Roosevelt by a 449-to-82 vote
over Wendell L. Willkie. The actual
election of a chief executive is not,
strictly speaking, by direct vote of
the people.

According to the constitution,
subsequent laws, precedents and
custom, presidential electors chosen
by the people will cast their votes
for a president as a unit in each
state December 16, and their bal-
lots will be counted by Congress
here in January.

Element of Risk

Presumably each elector will vote
according to the majority as ex-
pressed in the popular vote which
elected him—but he would be per-
fectly within his rights if he voted
for another candidate. As a matter
of fact one elector did bolt and
vote for a defeated rival candidate
after the presidential election in
1796. h

Senator Lodge (R-Mass), criticiz-
ing the electoral college as a ‘“relic
of the past,” announced he would
introduce in Congress a constitu-
tional amendment ‘“‘to require presi-
dential elections to be settled by
the vote of the people.”

He said that the college ‘“serves
no useful purpose” and made it
possible for a candidate with a ma-
jority of the popular vote to be
defeated.

Dissent On Proposal

His proposal brought an immedi-
ate dissent from William Tyler
Page, capitol employee for 50 years
and-elerk<of the House from.: 1919
to 1931.

“That,” Page said, “would be like
jumping out of the frying pan into
the fire. It would give the prepon-
derance of power to the most pop-
ulous states.

“Suppose that, in the election
just held, there was a close popular
vote and .the result depended on
2,000,000_votes. Now, the south would
toss its preponderance of about 2,-
000,000 votes to, we’ll say, Mr. Roos-
evelt, and that would offset the sum
total of small- majorities in states
like New York, Pennsylvania, Ohio
and so on.

“It's conceivable that a small
state like Wyoming might decide an
election. We'd have a case of the
tail wagging the dog.”

today for the deaths of a young son
and daughter of the Scranton di-

District Attorney Michael J. Eagen
said small fragments of what ap-
peared to be metal were taken from
the bodies of William Rebhorn, 19-
year-old University of Scranton stu-
dent, and his sister, Lois, 18. Both
were killed last night in an explo-
sion which shattered the car as they
were about to enter it in front of
their home.

The blast broke windows in many
homes in the fashionable “Hill Sec-
tion” of Scranton.

Stretch As Other Columns Retreat
And Invasion Forces Are Encircled

Roosevelt Announces Britain And Canada To
Be Supplied Half American Defense ltems;
British To Negotiate Orders 12,000 Planes

Greek victories all along the 100-mile Balkan war front
were reported by Athens today, with Italy’s “big push”
in the northwest repulsed and other Italian columns thrown
back in the center and northeast. _ :

Reports from the ancient Hellenic capital said impor-
tant gains were scored in the center sector, around Ko-
ritza, where 30,000 Italian troops were reported “trapped”
*under the shell-fire of Greek

mountain guns.

Remnants of the Italian invasion
coilumns in that area are now being

encircled, the Athens reports said.
Pledges 50 Per Cent

In Washington President Roose=
velt disclosed that Great Britain
and Canada will be supplied 50 per
cent of American defense items now
coming off factory lines—including
big bombers and other equipment
needed for American defense and
Britain’s war effort.

Simultaneous, the priorities
board in Washington announced
that the British purchasing com-
mission would be permitted to ne-
gotiate orders with the American
aviation industry for an addition-
al 12,000 warplanes.

Big Guns Boom L

Dispatches from the nearby Yugo-
slav border said fighting in the
northeast was intense, with heavy
artillery action on both sides.

Big formation of Fascist bombing
planes were reported attacking
Greek troops east of .the Koritza=
Phlorina highway and pounding

Greek mountain fortifications in
the Pisoderi Pass. .
Three Italian divisions, armed

with far superior equipment, were
reported pitted against seven Greek
divisions.

Advices from the battle zone said
the Greeks’ “Indian style” guerilla
tactics -were' making sharp -inroads
against the massed Italian me-
chanized onslaught.

Mussolini Describes.

Premier Mussolini’s high command
gave a seven-word description of the
Fascist offensive on the west in the
12-day-old conflict:

“Operations are proceeding on the
Epirus front,” the official communi-
‘que said tersely, omitting all men-
tion of actual troops gains or loss=
es.
The Greek high ¢ommand said
flatly that Italy’s mechanized forces,
attempting to knife tthrough the
Metaxas defense line in a drive to=
ward Ioannina, had been repulsed
by Greek artillery and anti-tank

guns.
“The situation is thoroughly satis=
factory,” a Greek communique

spokesman declared.

(Previously, the Greeks had ac=
knowledged a “slight retreat,” while
the Italians said they had crossed
the Kalamas river and left it be=-
hind in the thrust toward Iocann=
ina).

Axis Might Change.

In Istanbul, the semi-official Tur=-
kish radio said the “Italian failure”
in Greece might open the way to
Axis action in Yugoslavia—presum-
ably to strike at_Salonika via Yugo-
slavia. ‘ ,|g%

Reports from La Linea, Spain, sai
heavy gunfire was heard in the
Mediterranean shortly after 14 Bri-
tish men o' war—including a bat-
tleship, two cruisers, eight destroy-
ers, two submarines and an aircraft
carrier—left Gibraltar harbor.

3,500 Vote For Strike

At Vultee Plane Plant

LOS ANGELES, Nov. 8 (AP) —
Wyndham Mortimer, international
organizer for the CIO United Auto-
mobile Workers’ Union, announced
today the membership of 3,500 had
voted ‘“overwhelmingly” in favor of
a strike at Vultee Aircraft, Inc.

It was the first vote -of its kind
in an airplane plant here since the
recent industrial speed up for de-
fense.

At issue is a union demand for an
increase of the minimum wage from
50 cents to 75 cent an hour.

Mortimer said a union meeting
Sunday would decide the date of the
walkout. The plant employs approx-
imately 5,300 men and has U. S.
and foreign military as well as com-
mercial contracts.

Christian Attitudes

27 But I say unto you that
hear, Love your enemies, do good
to them that hate you,

28 Bless them that curse you,
pray for them that despitefully
use you.

29 To him that smiteth thee
on one cheek offer also the
other; and from him that taketh
away thy cloak withhold not
thy coat also.—Luke 6.

Armistice Day Thoughts.

The foregoing scripture texts were
chosen as the basis for a lesson on
Armistice Day. This is the choice of
the Committee on the!International
Uniform Lesson. Armistice Day,
brings vivid memories of other
days, and other wars. The present
and the future hold major problems
of critical moment for America, and
as we live in peace today, the fear
of a spreading conflagration, world-
wide and revolutionary in charac-
ter, is upon all people. As America
is supposed to be a Christian na=
tion, the question in the minds of
many people is, what should be the
attitude of the church toward pres
paredness and national defense, the
selective draft and the temper of
our foreign policy?

The Cost Of Survival. if

Those things which are most dear
to the hearts of Americans—and
those things should be the tradi-
tions and principles upon which this
nation  is founded—if they survive
must be protected with all that we
possess, including moral support,
material possessions, and life itself.
If those traditions and principles
are not WORTH all this, the na-
tion is not worthy of survival. The
recognition of the fact that they
ARE worth all this is what makes
this nation great among the na-
tions of the world.®And if and when
the attitudes and reactions of Ame-
ricans are such that these values are
prostitutizd for lesser and more
feeble national ideals—then will
this nation succumb to the control
and slavery of foreign Un-American
ways and paths of life that are
NOT American, NOT Christian, and
NOT Democratic. None of the ideal
and political principles of a Demo-
cracy can be preserved and main-
tained in the face of totalitarian ag-
gression by an attitude of appease-
ment or extreme pacifism. None of
the rights, lights and benefits be=-
longing to an individual can be
either. This is a universal truism,
and one that has no protagonists.
The Christian Attitude.

Whether a citizen of a Democracy
is Christian, agnostic or atheist, the
patriotic  obligation impends in
equal effect to all. The Christian
whose sense of patriotism is so weak
that he refuses to take up arms in
defense of his country, his home
and' his children need not expect &
call to fulfill the destiny of the
Kingdom of Heaven. There are no
slackers in the Army of the Lord—
no conscientious objectors in the
battle of the Cross. Christiians are
defenders of the Faith. They seek
no aggressive conquests. They avoid
conflict, but to defend the good,
preserve the Truth and protect the
right to peaceful living is the pre-
rogative of both Saint and sinner,
and without a willingness to do this
very thing destroys the force of con-
viction, integrity and honor—the
very marks of a Christian,

The Church Militant.

As we look back over the long
dreary way—drenched with the
blood of the Saints who gave their
lives to the Cause of Christ—the
conviction is that the cost of high
ideals, great principles and noble as-
pirations has bathed the fields of

War Monger Or Appeaser.

In extreme heat of fanatical hys-
teria, sometimes the good man whose
idea of war is such that he would
choose slavery in preference to war
resists the policy of a firm and bold
stand against the nations who seek
to rule the world. But among na-
tions, as among men, the timid, and
the fearful always find themselves
kicked and shoved about, and of
late years absorbed into the maw of
brutal and savage bondage.

The time is at hand when Ame-
rica must make a stand—and that
means all Americans, bond and
free, Jew and Gentile, saint and
sinner. That stand will determine
whether this country will preserve
the right to worship Christ, or Bud-
dha, Moses or Confucius. If this
right, and all the other rights—
Life, liberty and the pursuit of hap-
piness are not worth a ‘unity of
purpose, even to the extreme un-
action, our nation ‘and our race is
not worthy of existence.

The Prince Of Peace.

The Majesty and the Glory of the
Christ stands out above all grand-
eur, as He went about doing good,
and bringing peace and accord into
a world torn with strife. He left to
vou and to me a great heritage. It
is the Way of the Christ. That way
insures the right to live in peace
with all men, and to be merciful, to
sustain life rather than to des-
troy it. His way was the democratic
way. The American way is like unto
His way. Today that way and these
ways are suffering violence. ‘“The
Kingdom of Heaven suffereth vio-
lence.” Shall this nation surrender
our way and His way over to those
who would bring back the Neros,
the Napoleons, the Attilas, and the
Alexanders to supplant the Cross
with the sword? No, America will
not make the mistake of appease-
ment by which the other Demo-
cracies went. down. The people of
America are now willing to take the
torch that was tossed to them from
Flanders Field, where poppies grow
among the crosses row on row. We
shall defend that torch against
those who would trample it under
foot.

British in the eastern Mediterran-
ean area. So we see Herr Hitler sit-
ting on the lid, with a great me-
chanized army crouching in Rum-
ania like a tom-cat before a mous-
hole, ready to knock-off the first
head that raises itself.

serves Double Purpose.

The Fuehrer thus serves a double
purpose. He prevents a general con-
flagration from upsetting his pro-
gram, and h prevents help reach-
ing the Greeks from neighbors and
making the Fascist path even more
thorny than the invaders have been
finding it.

The Axis operations in the Bal-
kans have been developing after
the fashion of ‘Aunt Agatha’s crazy-
quilt—one carefully selected piece
being added at a time. Hitler’s
scheme seems to be to take the Bal-
kan states over one by one, with-
out any more fuss and feathers than
is necessary, until he has consoli-
dated that whole strategic area into
a base from which to try to force
the Dardanelles and drive at Bri-
tain’s eastern flank.

Nearness Conditional.

Whether he will inaugurate this
big offensive soon must depend on
circumstances, including Mussolini's
progress in Greece. The Axis will be
daring if it tackles the Dardanelles
before spring, .since the: fall and
winter weather in that part of the
world is pretty terrible. Terrain,
which under the best of circum-
stances is difficult for maneuvers,
becomes a sea of greasy, -clinging
mud.

Hungary, lying at the head of the
Balkans, is well within the Nazi
camp. The hob-nails’ of German
troops are tramping down the rolling
fields of Rumania. Bulgaria is non-
belligerent under ‘the leadership of
King Boris (who is son-in-law of
the King of Ttaly), but it would oc-
casion no surprise to see her grant
Germany the privilege of using her
territory as a base for an army—
right up against the Turkish and
Greek borders.

Yugoslavia Is Key

There remains Yugoslavia, key
state of the peninsula (if we regard
Turkey as outside that zone). The
Yugoslavs are in a most unhappy
position, for they not only lie up
against both Germany and Italy bq.t
are virtually surrounded by AXis
controlled territory.

When I was in Yugoslavia two
years ago I found that the people
as a whole were pro-Italian and
decicply cold toward the Nazis.
Their inclination would‘be to link
up with Italy, but they are in the
uncomfortable position of being eco-
nomically dependent on Germany,
which takes more than fifty percent
of the ¥Yugoslav products.

For this reason Belgrade’s policy
long has been to make no allianqes
with great powers and to be enemies
with no great powers. A

Despite their vulnerable position
the Yugoslavs have announced they
will defend themselves if attacked.
Most certainly that will be the
whoe inclination of one of the brav-
est races under the sun.

However, one is bound to wonder
how far Yugoslavia would be able to
defend herself against the might of
the two great Axis powers.

Texas Natural Gas
In September Hike

AUSTIN, Nov. 8 (AP)—Texas na-
tural gas production averaged 4,-
309,717,000 cubic feet daily during
September, an increase of 143,453
over August and 778,272,000 great-
er than September last year, the

Engineers said natural gasoline
plants took 2,414,445,000 cubic feet

more than August but slightly less
than September 1939.
Recovery Gain

During the month, gasoline re-
covery increased, the daily average
amounting to 2,293,258 gallons com-
pared to 2,276,338 in August. Com-
pared to a similar period last year,
that was an appreciable gain.

Production of carbon black in-
creased with 1,291,177 pounds yield
daily, a gain over August of 14,917
but a decrease of 10,151 from a year
ago.

Hitler’s high command reported
another blow to British shipping
amid 'a widening sea-raid campaign
that has already caused official un-
easiness in England.
