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But there was the time in Lou- 
•isana when 1 was a small boy. 

My Uncle John had an especially 
fine field of cotton that year — 
until the boll weevil struck. Uncle 
John raised turkeys, the big, old- 
fashioned kind that folks ate on 
from Thanksgiving until nearly 
Christmas. These big bronze fel­
lows ate a powerful amount of 
food each day, and after the boll 
weevil struck, Uncle John was 

^hard-pressed financially to pro­
v i d e  them with their necessary 

rations.
Accordingly he turned them 

out in the cotton patch — shortly 
after the boll weevils struck. If | 
they missed their fine commer­
cial feed, they didn’t complain. 
Because they went to work im­
mediately on boll weevils, of 
which there were many. Almost 
immediately the plants in the 

£  region covered by the long-legged 
birds began to perk up, and 
Uncle John wound up with a pret­
ty good cotton crop after all. 
From that time on. he always 
turned his turkeys into the cot­
ton fields early in the summer, 
and he managed to produce lots 
of cotton, which, at the time, was 
worth 5 cents a pound. He argued 
strongly for turkeys as a pest- 
ridders, but so far as I know, 

£ h e  never was able to sell his idea 
to his neighbors.

Now I’m not saying that tur­
keys might be the answer to the 
threatened midge problem of the 
Plains. Not being very well ac- 
quainted with any modern tur­
keys, I can't say whether their 
taste ranges to midges, too. It's 

I  just an idea, however.
Besides, they are using geese 

to get rid of Johnsongrass. As I 
®said, it’s just an idea.

weekend’s 2V£ inch rain has 
caused water usage to begin to 
soar but there is no concern over 
a water shortage in Muleshoe.

Water usage hit its peak to date 
during the April 15 to May 15 
period when 21.381,000 gallons of 
water raft through the city me­
ters, according to Irene Brack- 
man, city cierk in charge of the 
Water Department. Parcipitation 
the last of May and two weeks of 
rain in June cut water consump­
tion down one-half for the next 
period, while June 15 through 
July 15 period shows only 17,189,- 
000 gallons used, some 4,192,000 
gallons less than the earlier peak 
period.

I’ve run across several 
natives here who have never even 
heard of chiggers.

I’ve lived in the chigger country.

1964 Feed Grain 
Program Released

Major provisions of the 1964 
Feed Grain Program just an­
nounced by USDA indicate that the 
program will be basically the 
same as the 1963 program.

The most important change has 
been an increase in the maximum 
diversion allowed from 40 percent 
in 1963 to 50 percent in 1964. Also, 
a farmer who diverts between 40 
and 50 percent of his feed grain 
base will be eligible for diversion 
payments at the maximum rate 
for all acres diverted. This was 
not possible under the 1963 pro­
gram.

The payments will be computed 
as follows:

Producers who divert at least 
20 percent of their feed grain 
base acres will be eligible for 
payments computed by multiply­
ing the number of acres diverted 
times 20 percent of the normal 
yield times the county total price 
support rate for the grain divert­
ed.

For acres diverted between 20

The paving project at Muleshoe 
airport has been completed, man­
ager Morgan Locker announced 
today.

The east-west runway has been 
covered with an all-weather sur­
face of Uvalde Rock paving over 
a six inch caliche base. Turning 
points to each end of the 3,650 
foot strip are paved as is the 
taxi way and ramps. The runway 
is 40 feet wide.

All areas surrounding the hang­
ers has been surfaced as well as 
the entrance from Highway 70 
connecting with the parking apron 
and the parking space for cars 
in front of the office.

gan the work in early June and 
was hampered during the month 
by rains, however, work was 
finished in record time during the
dry July days.

What is the best size hook to 
use?

This question invariably com­
es up wherever fishermen gather.

Acutally, there is a wide toler­
ance in the sizes of hooks. The 
average fisherman knows them 
best by sight. . .but rarely by 
numbers.

Sizes are rather easy to remem­
ber, however. Generally the big 
hooks are given the low numbers 
and the higher the number the 
smaller the hook.

For instance the No. 1 hook is 
the largest. Generally it is of the 
O’Shaughnessy style. It has 

nough strength built into it to 
handle a 100-pound fish.

Numbering system set forth 
above, however, does not apply 
to all hooks since hooks are made 
by different manufacturers.

For instance some catalogs list 
rtotline hooks as 6-0 for the larg­
est size and grade them down to 
2-0 and 1.

Many salt water treble hooks 
also are numbered down. In other 
words, the largest size may be 
the 8-0 and the smaller hook the 
2-0.

Actually, metal hook-making is 
a comparatively new industry.

Although most of the present 
hook manufacturers are located 
in England, the first metal hooks 
were made in China. Then the 
idea was taken to Germany where 
machines were developed for man­
ufacturing hooks. From there the 
industry spread to France and 
England. A tremendous output of 
hooks now comes from Norway, 
original home of the famous Mus- 
tad hook.

Mustad’s hook-making industry 
came from the decline of the 
horse. Mustad and Sons made 
horseshoe nails. They started pro­
ducing hooks after horseshoe nails 
were no longer in heavy demand.

Our hooks now are singles, dou­
bles and trebles. They are made 
of carbon steel with from 6.45 to 
0.95 carbon content.

There are many special-purpose 
hooks.

Perhaps the most popular hook, 
however, is the plain fishing hook. 
The one used by pole fishermen 
who bait up with worms or min­
nows. Usually such hcxiks are 
purchased from open stocks with 
the choice determined by the indi­
vidual fisherman’s desires.

One man may like the Irish 
Limerick hook, with the turned 
down eye. The next may want 
a long-shanked Carlisle hook, es­
pecially for perch fishing. Others 
lean toward the gripper-type hook 
that has two or more barbs on 
its shank.

For everyday fishing the No. 6 
to No. 10 sizes seem to serve 
best. They are good sized hooks 
for use with either worms or 
minnows in fresh waters.

Coastal fishermen will find 
sizes 6 and 8 good for trout. But 
heavier hooks will be required 
for reds and larger fish. Again, it 
is best to pick your hooks by in­
spection because of the variable 
sizes.

Fly hooks usually run in sizes 
between 4 and 14. Plain small 
perch hooks range between 10 
and 16. Long shanked, snelled 
hooks — sizes 12 to 14 — are 
excellent ofr perch.

Treble and double hooks for

bait casting plugs customarily 
run in sizes 6 to 10, depending on 
the manufacturer and the market. 
There are many trick-type hooks. 

Some are spring-type. They are 
supposed to snap tight for a 
stronger grip on the fish. But 
more fishermen than fish are 
caught on these hooks.

Every fisherman should take 
good care of his hooks. It is best 
tc keep a small whetstone handy 
to hone the point after each hook 
i- used. They become dulled by 
long use. Since hooks are cheap, 
the wise thing to do is throw 
the old hooks away, and buy 
some new ones.

Incidentally, some of the top 
fishermen I know always sharpen 
their hooks just before using — 
even hooks on brand new artifi- 
cal lures.

Frequently a hook will straight­
en out when it catches on an ob­
struction, or even from the pull 
of a heavy fish. In such cases 
it is best to discard the hook.

Plug fishermen find this hap­
pens quite frequently. Especially 
when they pull their plugs over 
rocks or logs. Such hooks should 
be straightened or replaced. 
Terminal equipment is the cheap­

est part of fishing. Certainly it 
should be kept in the best possi­
ble condition.

David 
son points out that farmers must 
pay tax on any gain on the sale 
of their farm or other capital 
items, even though they may turn 
around and use the money to buy 
another farm or similar item.

In a letter to County Agricul 
tural Agents, the District Direc­
tor of Internal Revenue in Dallas 
asked the County Agents to help 
IRS correct the erroneous think­
ing. The tax man advised farmers 
to check the tax consequences 
BEFORE they sell, trade or swap.

plain a belt: the national debt and 
then they rake their head and 
say, “ I den t Imlieve the Federal 
government will ever get out of 
debt.”

What I'd blip to know is, will 
anybody?

What I m'-nn is, I was reading 
a new -priper article last week and 
ran nrv' s  < me figures that 
gave me re much to think about 
I haven't been able to settle down 
to work ince. and if I do work 
out of the slump, f’ll hunt up 
some more.

Acre-ding to them, since 1947 
the Federal debt lias increased by 
17 per rent, while business firms

increased their gross debt by 230 
pier cent, consumers by 390 per 
cent and local governments by 
330 per cent.

As you can see by this, die 
Federal government is falling 
down on the job. What kind of 
leadership is it when Washington 
goes in debt only 17 per cent 
deeper while state and local gov­
ernments are going in 330 per 
cent?

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The topic that I think is on most 
of our minds these days is the 
railroad strike that is due to come 
off on the 29th of this month. 
This projected strike on the part 
of the railway unions arises out 
of a dispute over work rules. The 
character of railroading has 
changed a very great deal over 
the past few years. The impove- 
ment of equipment, not only the 
rolling stock but in the switch­
yards and along the lines them­
selves, have made a lot of the 
jobs in railroading obsolete or ob­
solescent. The firemen, for exam­
ple, who used to stoke the furnace 
on a locomotive now has virtual­
ly nothing to do in today’s modern 
diesel locomotive. So a lot of these 
jobs that once required a number 
of people are now done mechani­
cally and so there are quite a 
number of what we might call 
“redundant” workers in the rail­
road industry today.

The railroads feeling the finan­
cial pinch in the high cost of oper­
ation and competing with other 
forms of transportation have tried 
in negotiating labor contracts to 
get rid of these jobs that are 
obsolete, that are no longer need­
ed. They have tried to eliminate 
this practice that is called “fea­
therbedding” of hiring unneces­
sary employees to do a job that 
is outdated. So. there have been 
attempts made to resolve this is­
sue. Actually, government agen­
cies have at various times re­
commended procedures that 
would result in the phasing out 
of “ featherbedding” and the

ments to business firms to con­
sumers, is anywhere from 17 
per cent to 39(1 per cent deeper 
in debt now then he was 15 years 
ago, and what I want to know 
is, who's got all this money to 
lend?

unions have steadfastly refused to 
accept these proposals even though 
ihe railroads themselves have 
voiced their acceptance.

I feel that these proposals would 
not result in undue hardship on 
these employees because it would 
give them a preference in rehir­
ing, it would mean that they would 
be phased out more by attrition 
than by firing employees. But of 
course these work rules are very 
much something that the unions 
themselves desire, the work rules 
that provide for additional em­
ployees which are no longer need 
ed.

We have had introduced In the 
Senate, this week, Senate Joint 
Resolution 102 designed to deal 
with this projected strike. This 
resolution if enacted would pro­
hibit the strike for two years. It 
would provide that either party, 
the railroads or the unions, could 
take the issue of work rules to 
the Inter-State Commerce Com­
mission. The Inter-State Commer­
ce Commission would have 120 
days to approve or reject or make 
recommendations which are bind­
ing but appealable by the contest­
ing party to the court. This is 
actually de facto compulsory ar­
bitration, since provisions of the 
so-called Nnrris-LaGuardia Act 
are waived to permit issuance of 
injuction prohibiting strike dur­
ing the entire process.

f have always opposed the idea 
of compulsory arbitration and I 
don't believe that we should have 
it. We can’t afford a crippling 
national railroad strike, and a 
railroad would cripple the coun­
try. Our economy is heavily de­
pendent on rail transport. So this 
would have a very devastating ef­
fect on the country and some­
thing must be done. It may be 
that the Congress will have to 
resort to compulsory arbitration 
devices although I personally find 
it distasteful. I certainly would 
never vote for a bill that pro­
vided for permanent compulsory 
arbitration. I think that it would 
set a had precedent. I think that 
it would set one that neither la­
bor nor management wants. I 
think that Senator Goldwater has 
a valid approach to this problem. 
I think that is is a logical and 
direct approach. He has offered 
a bill that would prohibit any 
type of “ featherbedding” in the 
railroad and air transport indus­
tries. I would hope that that will

I am very pleased that the Sen­
ate Bill I co-sponsored to advance 
commercial fisheries research 
and development was passed by 
the Senate this week. Since Tex­
as is the leader of all the Gulf 
Coast States in the annual income 
from commercial fishing, Texans 
have a large economic stake in 
this fisheries research bill. I am 
hopeful that the House of Repre­
sentatives will give it quick ap­
proval.

The Bill would authorize a $5 
million grant for five years to be 
used by Slates that come forward 
with a sound research develop­
ment program on commercial fish­
eries. In one State this might 
mean fish farms; in anothei, ex­
perimental fish hatcheries; and 
in another, stream clearance. For 
coastal States like Texas, salt wa­
ter fisheries research with its im­
portant. rarrificatlo.io, ;s  included.

Texas is one of the top four or 
five commercial fishing States in 
the Union. It leads all other Gulf 
Coast States in the value of its 
fisheries. Under my Bill, Texas 
would be eligible to receive $324,-
000 a year, to be matched in part 
by State and local interests.

The Texas Shrimp Association, 
representing the shrimp industry 
of the Texas Gulf Coast, strongly 
supported this Bill. In recom­
mending the bill for passage 'n 
the Senate, I read from a letter 
they wrote me, and which I should 
like to again quote in explanation 
of the importance of this project 
to Texas and to America.

“ . . .The problem has become 
worldwide in view of the tremen­
dous increase of fishing on the 
high seas of a number of world 
powers. The United States has 
reached a point where it must 
commit itself to an expansion of 
its fishing operations on the high 
seas or withdraw to its own 
shores.”

1 am sure that Texans are not 
in favor of withdrawal from the 
high seas. I co-sponsored and urg­
ed this fisheries research bill be­
cause I want to keep the Ameri­
can flag and the Texas flag on 
the high seas. But, in the last 
ten years, the number of fisher­
men in the United States has de- 

' dined by 31,000. We have fallen 
in fifth place — behind Russia, 
behind Red China, behind Japan

1 and Peru. We lead the world in 
i importing fish. We provide the
market which other countries reap 

1 with their seining nets.

i .ert is another danger tnreat- 
ening fishing in our American wa­
ters. Pollution, the destruction of 
spawning and feeding areas, and 
the extensive use of poisonous 
chemicals, including detergents re­
quire research before it is too 
late.

As our population increases, we 
will be going more and more to 
the sea to call on its great re­
sources to feed the human race. 
This bill is a first step in the ful­
fillment of that dream.

Now Is Time 
To Test Soil 
For Fall Crop
Now is the time to have your 

soil tested in preparation for a11 
fall planting, says William F. Ben­
nett. soil chemist with the Texas 
Agricultural Fxtension Service.

Early soil sampling is encour­
aged by the chemist to avoid the 
fall rush that crowds the state's 
three testing lahoratories. Samples 
being received now are mostly 
from pastures, fall-seeded crops 
snd lawn or flower beds, he says.

The number of samples receiv­
ed during May and June w a s  
ab-normal for this period at all 
three labs. In May 839 samples 
were tested and 495 were exam­
ined in June.

The A&M College lab led in the 
number of samples received, with 
he High Plains lab second and the 

Baylor County facility handling 
he lowest number. Harris county 

topped the list of those submitting 
samples with 55, while Henderson 
county had 42 and Hale county 
submitted 27 samples.

Bennett reminds that established 
legume pasturse are among the 
crops that will need fertilization 
this fall. An increasing number of 
acres are being seeded to vetch. 
Crimson and White clover and 
since fertility needs of these crops, 
vary, soil samples should be taken 
he says.

One element of special impor­
tance to East Texas and Coast 
Prairie farmers in lime, points out 
Bennett. He says that three-fourths 
of the East Texas soils and one- 
half of the eastern Coast Prarie 
soils need lime, and it should soon 
be applied to them for fall plant­
ings.

By virtue of prior 
Amendments to this Constitution, 
there has been create*] a govern­
mental agency of the State of Texas 
performing governmental duties 
which has been designated the Vet­
erans’ Land Board. Said Board shall 
continue to function for the purposes 
specified fn all of the prior Consti­
tutional Amendments except as modi­
fied herein. Said Board shall be 
composed of (he Commissioner of the 
General Land Office and two (2) 
citizens of the State of Texas, one

The compensation 
for said citizen members shall be 
as is now or m r./ hereafter be fixe*! 
by the Legislature; and each shall 
make bond in such amount as is 
now or may hereafter be prescribed 
by the Legislature.

“ The Commissioner of the Gen­
eral Land Office shall act as Chair­
man of said Board and shall be the 
administrator of the Veterans’ Land 
Program under such terms and re­
strictions a8 are now or may here­
after be provided by law. In the 
absence or illness of said Commis­
sioner, the Chief Clerk of the Gen­
eral^ Land Office shall be the Acting 
Chairman of said Board with th** 
same duties and powers that said 
Commissioner would have if present.

“ The Veterans’ Land Board may 
provide for, issue and sell not to ex­
ceed Three Hundred Fifty Million 
Dollars ($350,000,000.00) in bonds 
or obligations of the State of Texas 
for the purpose of creating a fund 
to be known as the Veterans’ Land 
Fund, Two Hundred Million Dollars 
($200,000,000.00) of which have here­
tofore been issued and sold. Such 
bonds or obligations shall be sold for 
not less than par value and accruer!

ceed four and one-half percent 
(4Y j % ) .  All bonds or obligations 
issued and sold hereunder shall, after 
execution by the Board, approval by 
the Attorney General of Texas, reg­
istration by the Comptroller of Pub­
lic Account* of tho State of Texas.

chasers, he incontestable and shall 
constitute general obligations of the 
State of Texas under the Constitu­
tion of Texas; and all bonds hereto­
fore issued and sold by said Board 
are hereby in all respects validated 
and declared to be general obliga­
tions of the State of Texas.

sale of any lands, or rights therein, 
purchased with such proceeds; the 
moneys received from the sale or re­
sale of any lands, or rights therein, 
purchased with other moneys at­
tributable to such bonds; the interest 
and penalties received from the sale 
or resale of such lands, or rights 
therein; the bonuses, income, rents, 
royalties, and any other pecuniary 
benefit received by said Board from 
any such lands: sums received by 
way of indemnity or forfeiture for 
the failure of any bidder for the 
purchase of any such bonds to com­
ply with his bid and accept and pay 
for such bonds or for the failure of 
any bidder for the purchase of any 
lands comprising a part of said 
Fund to comply with his bid and 
accept and pay for any such lands:

“ All moneys comprising a part, of 
said Fund and not expended for the 
purposes herein provided shall be a 
part of said Fund until there are 
sufficient moneys therein to retire 
fully all of the bonds heretofore or 
hereafter issued and sold by said 
Board, a t which time all such moneys 
remaining in said Fund, except such 
portion thereof as may be necessary 
to  retire aH such bonds which por­
tion shall be set aside and retained 
in said Fund for the purpose of re­
tiring all such bonds, shall be de­
posited to the credit of the General 
Revenue Fund to he appropriated to 
such purposes as may be prescribe*! 
by law. All moneys becoming a part 
of said Fund thereafter shall like­
wise be deposited to the credit of the 
General Revenue Fund.

“ When a Division of said Fund 
(each Division consisting of the 
moneys attributable to the bonds is­
sued and sold pursuant to a single 
Constitutional authorization and the 
lands purchased therewith) contains 
sufficient money* to retire all of the 
bond* secured by such Division, the 
moneys thereof, except such portion 
as may be needed to retire all of the

“The Veterans’ Land Fund shall 
be used by said Board for the pur­
pose of purchasing lands situate*! in 
the State of Texas owned by the 
United States or any governmental 
agency thereof, owned by the Texas 
Prison System or any other govern­
mental agency of the State of Texas, 
or owned by any person, firm, or 
corporation. All lands thus purchas­
ed shall be acquired at the lowest 
price obtainable, to be paid for in 
cash, and shall be a part of said 
Fund. Such lands heretofore or here­
after purchased and comprising a 
part of said Fund are hereby declar­
ed to be held for a governmental 
purpose, although the individual pur­
chasers thereof shall be subject to 
taxation to the same extent and in 
the same manner as are purchasers 
of lands dedicated to the Permanent 
Free Public School Fund.

Fund shall be sold by said Board in

and 40 percent of the feed grain 
base, farmers may earn pay­
ments at the rate of 50 percent 
of the farm’s normal yield times 
the total ccunty support rate.

Farmers who divert between 
40 and 5. percent of the feed 
grain base (or 25 acres if this is 
larger) will be eligible for diver­
sion payments at the rate of 50 
percent of normal yield times the 
total acres diverted times the to­
tal county support rate. This is 
an addl'd inducement for a high­
er level of participation.

Payments may not exceed 20 
percent of the value of the land 
diverted. (Value of the land has 
not been defined.)

The total national average price 
support levels in 1964 will be the 
same as in 1963 but the break­
down into the loan rate and sup­
port payment will be a little dif­
ferent.

Eligibility for diversion pay­
ments and price support is again 
conditional upon the farmer main­
taining nis normal acreage in soil 
conserving crops or practices 
(including summer fallow). Also, 
for a producer who owns or oper­
ates more than one farm, it will 
be required that the feed grain 
base not be exceeded on all 
farms for the producer to be eli­
gible to praticipate in the pro­
gram for any farm.

A proposed revision which 
j would have allowed the substitu- 
| tion of wheat on feed grain acres 
j or feed grain on wheat acres was 
not adopted so no such exchange 

| will be allowed as the program 
I new stands.

Because of a new provision in 
the law for determining State and 
county average yields, the 1961 
and 1962 yields will be averaged 
with the 1959 and 1960 yields.

The signup period for both fall 
and spring sown crops is expect­
ed to be in early 1964.

age of weeds is obtained — this 
will vary with type of nozzle and 
fan angle — setting the spray 
boom low helps minimize drift— 
about 2i inches above weed tops 
is usually a good spacing.

Never spray when wind is 
above 10 miles per hour and pre­
ferably less. Remember, drift is 
the thing that is the most dan­
gerous to nearby cotton and other 
broadleaf plants.

Spray pressure should b? just 
enough to make nozzles w ork- 
15 -20 pounds per square inch. 
This minimizes drift. It is extre­
mely important that the low spray 
pressure be used because high 
pressure produces small spray 
droplets which are easily carried 
by wind.

Use only amine salt formula­
tions, low volatile ester formula­
tions, or emulsifiable acid for­
mulations to reduce the hazard 
of volatility.

To further reduce drift use a 
large volume of total mix, 10 to 
20 gallons per acre.

One-half pound 2,4-D per acre 
should be sufficient.

Hybrids with certain parentage 
are more easily damaged than 
other hybrid. Check with your 
seed dealer to determine if the 
hybrid you planted is sensitive to 
2,4-D.

All farmers and commercial ap­
plicators using any type formula­
tion of 2,4-D should be careful to 
conform with all state laws and 
regulations pertaining to cotton or 
other ctops susceptible to 2,4-D.

Remember, 2,4-D regardelss >* 
formulation is extremely toxic

I (Continued from Page 1)
where 'he laws are applicable, 
those who apply herbicides fo> 
hire, must post a $20,006.00 bond 
or carry crop damage insu^anc0 
in that amount, plus an addition­
al $2,000.00 for each piece of equip­
ment, to protect the public again­
st damage they might sustain as 
a result of custom appliers apply­
ing herbicides. It appeared from 

| the discussion that there is not 
I -iow any custom appliers in Bai 
I ley County.

In regard to an individual far- 
: mer applying herbicides to his 
j own crops, no bond or security 
j would be required, but he would 
have to get a permit from the 
State Department of Agriculture, 
he would have to pay a fee of 
10 cents per acre for all the 
acres sprayed, he would have to 
keep a record of all his spray­
ing, and report the same to the 
Department of Agriculture. This, 
so it appeared, would put the far­
mers to a considerable bit of trou­
ble and expense, and possibly 
some delay, should he need to 
spray some of his own crop, but 
it would not afford the public any 
protection against possible dam­
age.

So after considering all these 
matters it appeared to all those 
present, and to the Court, that 
it would be better to leave the 
matter stand as it now is. But 
it was agreed by all that extreme 
caution should be exercised by 
all who apply herbicides so as to 
not inflict damage upon their fel- 
lcwman.

VACATION MONEY

There are ways to save money 
during your vacation without cut 
ting down on your fun.

The best device is a carefully 
kept notebook. The record should 
include:

1. Gasoline and sales taxes 
State gasoline taxes can total 20 
percent or more of your gasoline 
bill during a summer trip. You 
get full deduction for these on 
your tax return, so be sure to 
keep a full record of your mile­
age and the taxes you pay in 
each state. Many states have 
snecial sales taxes on merchan 
dise, rood and hotel lodgings. You 
can deduct most of these taxes, 
which in some states are as much 
as 5 percent.

2. Bussiness conventions in re­
sort areas. Just because a con­
vention is held in a resort area

doesn’t mean you can’t deduct the 
cost of travel to and from the 
convention and your living ex­
penses there. The only require­
ment is that your principal rea­
son for attending is business. You 
must keep an accurate and se­
parate record of your business ex­
penses. Obviously, the costs of 
sightseeing and other personal 
items, such as expenses of your 
wife and children who accompany 
you, are not business expenses.

3. Conventions of charitable or­
ganizations. If you attend these as 
a delegate of youi organization, 
you can deduct the costs of travel 
and your stay. The deductions are 
made as contributions and not 
business expense.

4. Business entertaining at your 
summer home or club. Since the 
Treasury Department will ques­
tion summer business entertain­
ing and travel expenses to unco­
ver any personal vacation costs, 
you must keep accurate records 
of your expenses and the names 
of business clients you entertain.

5. Bazaars and picnics. You can 
deduct as charitable contributions 
the market value of any goods or 
food you donate to a bazzar run 
by a church, school or other phi­
lanthropic organization.

COLLEGE STATION — The 
water-intake rate of 12 million 
acres of slowly permeable South­
ern Great Plains Soils can be al­
most doubled by deep tillage with 
a disk plow, says the U. S. De­
partment of Agriculture.

Experiments conducted by the 
USDA and the Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station found that 
plots- disk-plowed 24 inches deep 
had a water-intake rate 1.9 times 
that of check plots not deep plow­
ed.

Pullman and associated soils 
which predominate on the Plains, 
are moderately permeable clay 
loaip underlain by 16 to 2® inches 
of dense compact clay, says the 
Department. Immediately after 
irrigation or rainfall, water en­
ters these soils at. 0.5 to 1 0 inch 
per hour, but the water-intake rate 
declines to less than 0.1 inch per 
hoyr after four hours and to 0.05 
inch per hour within 10 hours.

Tp determine the effectiveness 
of deep tillage, moisture measure­
ments were taken 20 minuts fol­
lowing an irrigation. Moisture was 
distributed to a depth of six feet 
in the disk-plowed soils but enter­
ed the check plot to a depth of 
only one foot.

Deep tillage appealed to have 
a permanent effect on the soil 
permeability, say the scientists. 
Three years after the disk-plow­
ing the water-intake was undimi­
nished, they report.

This improvement of the soil 
was attributed to the mixing of 
more permeable lavers with less 
perjneoble ones. The USDA says 
th^t the mixing of the less fertile 
soil with the fertile top soil will

AUSTIN Texas Legislative 
Council, research agency for the 
Legislature, is in the curious posi­
tion of being asked to take a 
close look at the ethical stand­
ards of its own boss.

Council, meeting in Austin, 
agreed on a proposed study of 
conflict of interest questions af­
fecting State officials and em­
ployees. Gov. John Connally and 
Atty. Gen. Waggoner Carr sug­
gested the study as a result of 
business affairs of former Rail­
road Commissioner W. J .  Murray,

Few eradication programs have 
produced such , prompt and effec­
tive results as the U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture’s screwworm 
eradication pi ad.

A year ago scientists and field 
workers started the “saturation” 
release of sterilized flies to con­
quer screwworm population ex­
plosion.

Texas Animal Health Commis­
sion reported only 28 screwworm 
cases confirmed in a 5-day per­
iod — as opposed to nearly 3,000 
cases recorded during a compar­
able period in 1962.

As further encouragement, the 
Commission noted that of last 
week’s 28 reported cases, only 
five were in areas where the 
program’s “controls” were in full 
effect.

HOW TO BE A COMMISSION­
ER — Frank Miskell, Texas’ first 
Regulatory Loan Commissioner, 
is faced with the massive task of 
creating the agency.

Another immediate problem con­
cerns selection of a deputy com­
missioner.

It is now time to consider plans 
for fertilizing wheat to be plant­
ed this fall, suggests County 
Agent J . K. Adams. Because Bai­
ley County soils vary in their abil­
ity to supply plant nutrients, the 
most logical starting point for 
determining fertilizer needs is the 
soil test. Adams states his office 
can supply information on how to 
collect and mail the samples. By 
sampling early the report will be 
received in plenty of time for 
making the final decision as to 
what kind and how much fertilizer 
to apply.

Nitrogen is the fertilizer ele­
ment likely to be in shortest sup­
ply. Organic matter as measured 
by soil tests is one of the guides 
for determining how much nitro­
gen will be needed. However, fac­
tors such as amount and stage of 
decomposition of previous crop re­
sidue, . physical condition of the 
soil, ability to irrigate adequately, 
and intended grazing practices 
will all influence the nitrogen need 
of the crop.

Research data of the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station 
clearly indicates that where 
wheat is grown on Pullman soils 
for grain only, the time of nitro­
gen application is of little import­
ance. When wheat is to be graz­
ed it is important to apply all 
or part of the nitrogen preplant. 
Adequately fertilized wheat for­
age can contain 20 percent pro­
tein or 3 percent nitrogen on a 
dry basis.

YOU’LL DRIVE A BETTER

A Travis County grand jury 
found Murray innocent of any 
violation of criminal laws during 
his terms of office. Carr observed 
in a later report that the Murray 
case raised “a serious question 
of a conflict of interest” between 
official duties and private inter­
ests.

Carr’s report said Murray 
grossed $1,700,000 during his 16 
years on (he Commission — most 
of it from oil and gas ventures. 
Attorney general recommended 
“adequate laws” to control “any 
deviation from (ethical) stand­
ards. . .”

Council will responsible for

MORE REPUBLICANS? -----
Another action by the Legislative 
Council had interesting “ two-par­
ty” implications.

Rep. Bob Johnson of Dallas was 
named executive director of the 
Council, succeeding Read Gran- 
berry who died last year. Johnson 
has resigned his Dallas legislative 
post to accept the $15,500-a-year 
assign.nent — creating still an­
other vacancy in the eight-man 
Dallas delegation to the House of 
Representatives.

This leaves only one Democrat, 
Rep. Ben Atwell, lined up against 
the six incumbent Republicans.

Dallas Republicans surprised 
themselves and stunned Demo­
crats last year by winning all 
the legislative races they enter­
ed. Speculation then was that the 
three remaining Democrats on the 
Dallas House delegation — Reps. 
Bob Hughes, Johnson and Atwell 
— would be in for a rough 1964 
general election should Dallas Re­
publicans oppose them, and an 
even rougher time of it if Barry 
Goldwater were chosen to head 
the GOP ticket as presidential no­
minee.

Hughes recently resigned his 
legislative post to accept appoint­
ment to a judgeship. This caused 
more speculation about a possi­
ble 1964 election sweep by the 
Dallas Republican organization.

Johnson’s resignation has inten­
sified the “Republican sweep” 
fears.
