Court Revenues Increase In 1997

The following report
was released to the
press on March 24 from
the Callahan County
Attorney’s Office:

Hot check prosecu-
tion and collection led
the activity in the
Callahan County
Attorney's Office in
1997.

In addition to fines
and court costs on other
cases the office collect-
ed $44,819.41 on 568 hot
check cases. This rep-
resents a ten percent
increase in collection
over last year.. A file
may have contained
more than one check
which would mean that
well over that number
of checks were worked
and collected. Of that

" number 121 check cases

were filed with the court
and warrants issued.
447 files were worked
out of court.

$37,475.70 was col-
lected and distributed to
merchants and victims
of hot check cases.
This 1s $8592.86 more

than last year’s collec-
tion and an increase of
23% over last year’s
collection. $13,585.50
was collected on 70 traf-
fic appeal cases.

On January 1, 1997,

court reports showed 272
criminal cases pend-
ing in county and dis-
trict courts. That num-
ber decreased approxi-
mately 10% to 247 cases
by January 1998. The
same records indicate
453 criminal cases
were disposed during
the year.

District Court
records indicate that
during the year 87
cases were disposed in-
cluding 72 felony, 4 ju-
venile and 11 writ and
appeals cases.

County Court records
show 366 criminal,
traffic, and hot check
cases disposed during
1997. Three drug for-
feiture cases were filed
with $7203 in cash and
twogvehicles collected
from suspected drug
dealers. That money

Man Is Attacked
By Rabid Animal

Floyd Sullivan who
lives 1 mile west of
Clyde notified this of-
fice last Friday that he
had been attacked by a
cat which he then cap-
tured, destroyed and
that the state health lab
subsequently varied as
having rabies.

The lab tests showed
that the feline itself had
been bitten by a rabid
fox.

Mr. Sullivan, who
lives right behind the
Shalamar Addition,
stated that he knew that
the cat, which was yel-
low colored and had an
injured right back leg,
had been fighting with
other wild cats in the
area.

Because of Mr.
Sullivan letting his
neighbors know about
the cat, another neigh-
bor came forward to say
that she, too, had been
bitten by the same cat.
Both, Mr. Sullivan and
this neighbor lady, are
now taking the rabies
shots.

These shots, a much
dreaded ordeal in
years past, are much
easier to take now, re-
quiring only 5 injec-
tions: 1 in the hip and 4
in the arm.

Suspension Of Drivers License

Some 64 percent of
Texas youth said the
threat of'losing their
driver’s license would
keep them from smok-
ing, according to a
recent statewide survey
conducted for the Texas
Department of Health
(TDH). Another 23
percent said the sanc-
tion would make them
cut back on smoking.

Senate Bill 55
imposes a range of
penalties for tobacco
use by Texans under 18,
including mandatory
attendance at tobacco
education classes, re-
quired community
service, a $250 fine and
suspension of the
driver’s license for
repeat offenders.

The 75th Texas
Legislature charged
TDH with conducting a
public education cam-
paign aimed at curbing
tobacco use among
youth. NuStats Inter-
national conducted the
survey for the de-
partment to identify the
attitudes of Texas chil-
dren ages 10 through 17
and their parents about
tobacco and the new
state law that aims to
keep kid tobacco-free.

Archer said, “Texas

He said sta-
tistics from the Texas
Commission on Alco-
hol and Drug Abuse
show that tobacco use by
Texas youth increased
25 percent from 1992 to

1996. An estimated
410,000 Texas sec-
ondary school stu- -

dents, including 50,000
seventh graders were
using tobacco in 1996.
“It's alarming to
know that 17 percent of
all seventh graders are
using tobacco pro-
ducts,” Archer said.

Commandments

Throughout history, certain "rules"”
have been recognized as basic for a suc-
cessful, happy life - for example, "Do
unto others as you would have others do
unto you."

As with life in general, investing has
a few proven rules. too. Following are
some tricd-and-truc guidelines for com-
mon stock investing:

1. Investin the strong. Most of the
companies in your portfolio should be
strong financially and have demonstrat-
cd consistent carnings and dividend
growth over time. Companies with a
leadership position in an industry offer
many built-in advantages. They didn't
get there unless they had a competitive
edge such as management strengths or
superior products or services. If a com-
pany does not command a leadership
position, then it should offcr other com-
petitive strengths that would allow it to
sustain long-term profitability.

2. Invest in companies that honor
the shareholder. One way to measurc
whether management is sharcholder-
focused is to cxaminc whether compa-
nics arc able to earn an attractive (or
improving) rcturn on invested capital.
Make surc that companics are not just
camning high*returns duc to accounting
gimmicks or leverage. Companices that
have a strong franchise or a special
niche often carn attractive returns on
invested capital.

3. Pay attention to industries. The
company should operatc in an industry
where the naturc of thc business is
attractive. Companies that "swim with
the tide" tend to perform very well over
time. Examples of attractive industries
include pharmaccuticals, technology.
soft dnnks, houschold products, food
and financial secrvices. Unattractive
industries include those that are overly

4. Don't reach for yield. The high-
est-yiclding stock in any industry is typ-
ically a poor investment. High yield
oftcn means high risk. Since a stock’s
yield is calculated by dividing divi-
dends per share by price per share, a

* high-yiclding stock can be the result ot

a declining stock pricz. A falling stock
price is often a warning that the compa-
ny's prospects have worsencd and that a
dividend cut may be pending.

5. Avoid the turnaround, for it
rarely turns in due time. Some
investors scarch the list of "new 52-
week lows” for potential turnaround
candidates. Many times these compa-
nies are victims of bad management,
bad products, a weak balance shcet or
some combination thercof. Sometimces
they operaic in an industry dominated
by onc or two companics with an insur-
mountable compeutive edge. Or some-
times the business is marked by u pace
of change that makes it difficult to keep
up. Industrics that require large capital
investment or have a history of shak:
labor relations may be doomed from th
start.  Ask yourself these question:
before vou invest: "What is the nature
of thc business I'm investing in? Am |
staiting out with the wind at my back,
or with two strikes against me?"

TWO NEW PENALTY-FREE
IRA WITHDRAWALS

Currently, the IRS allows five types of IRAs. The
deductible, non-deductible, spousal, and Roth IRAs
are primarily for retirement. The education IRA is for
college expenses. The money in an IRA is your and
may be withdrawn at any time for any reason.
However, if your withdrawal does not meet IRS rules
for a "qualified withdrawal," it could be subject to a
10% IRS penalty, plus ordinary income tax.

The Taxpayer Relief Act of 1997 added two kinds
of IRA withdrawals that will not be subject to the 10%
penalty tax: certain first-time home purchases and
the payment of certain higher education expenses.

For a first-time home purchase, you can withdraw
up to a total lifetime limit of $10,000 from a deduct-
ible, nondeductible, spousal, or RothIRA. The money
can beused to build, purchase, or rebuild a firsthome,
which must be the principal residence of the IRA
owner, spouse, child, grandchild, or parent. Gener-
ally, if you haven't owned a home for two years, you
qualify as a first-time buyer. The IRS also requires
that the home be purchased within 120 days of the
IRA withdrawal.

Another important penalty-free withdrawal is for
highereducationexpenses. Qualifying expenses from
deductible, nondeductible, spousal, and Roth IRAS
include tuition, fees, books, and supplies to attend
college or other post-secondary educational institu-
tions. Qualifying expenses from an education IRA
