The time is almost here — Ap-
ril 15th is the deadline for hav-
ing your 1964 Motor Vehicle In-
spection sticker displayed in the
lower right hand corner of your
windshield. Only 5 percent of
the 604,369 registered vehicles in
Region No. 5 of the Texas De-
partment of Public Safety have
visited safety inspection stations
and obtained their 1964 safety in-
spection sticker, according to thc
state.

“Residents of Bailey County
own 6,500 registered vehicles and
3,20 have not been inspected as
yet,” acco'rding to the reports .

Under the law there can be no
extension of the deadline, and
motorists who fail to display the
new sticker on and after April
16th are subject to arrest. Au
thority for the enforcement of the
provisions of the Motor Vehicle
Inspection Act is vested in any
Sheriff or Deputy Sheriff and City
Policeman as well as the enforce-
ment officers of the Texas De-
partment of Public Safety.

There are 6 state approved in-
spection stations located in this
county.

The law provides a fine of from
one dollar te two hundred dol-
lars plus court costs for operal-
as subject to the Motor Vehicle
Inspection Act withcut a valid
current inspection sticker.’
