The Bible's Book of Kind says 
Solomon had the bronzes for his 
fabled temple at Jerusalem made 
in the Jordan Valley between 
Succoth and Zarethan, but ar­
chaeologists, have never before 
found pieces of the bronze- 
wear.

Layer Cake of Cities
The search turned up more 

spectacular finds in the mound, 
revealing it as a layer ;ake of 
ancient cities.

Atop the bump scattered with 
shreds of ancient pottery, runs 
the foundation of a 24-loot thick 
casemated wall, built around 3,
00 years old. The city was de.s 
troyed about 90 years before 
Christ, but the house walls are 
still there, ashes still filled the 
red pottery ovens, and grains of 
wheat were preserved in a bin.

Twelve feet beneath the city, 
workers found floors from hous­
es built 5,000 years ago, and 
Pritchard believes when the 
mound is cleared down to that 
level next year, even older ruins 
may be revealed.

Down the hillside, diggers 
struck the stone steps of a huge 
staircase leading to a spring be­
low. Once roofed over and cam 
ouflaged, the concealed stair sal­
lowed townspeople to bring in wa-

1 ter unseen, meaning the city j 
j could withstand a seige fo r! 
i months.

Fastened 
to hei neck wasa silve rchain 
and on her breast lay two bright 
toggle pins and two silver plates.

“Now that we have found gold 
we have had to put a guard on the 
cemetery, and the site will have 
to be guarded until we start dig­
ging again next winter.” says the 
Rev. John F. Huesman, a Jesuit 
priest from Aima College in Los 
Gams.

Muleshoe Area Cotton Farmers 
Readying Season's Planting

Planting time is once more just 
down the road a ways and Mule- 
shoe area cotton farmers are 
again pre-watering, pre-fertiliz­
ing, selecting the seed to be 
planted and generally making 
plans for the 1964 crop. . . .  or 
at least thinking about such plants 
while waiting for the next fish to 
bite.

These preparations are second

namre to a farmer when trees 
begin to bud. But it might be pro­
fitable as well to look around at 
some of the new farming prac­
tices that are being tried in the 
area. If some of these iive up to 
their promise they could become 
as common on the High Plains, 
planting and sandfighters.

For instance, Frank Moore of 
Plainview is completely and to­

tally sold on the advantages to 
be gained from what is called 
‘'interplanting. ” It’s a system 
that is on a six-row basis run­
ning two rows cotton — one blank, 
two rows grain sorghum — one 
blank, across the field. Inter­
planting was developed at Half­
way by tha High Plains Re­
search Foundation and Moore 
says that for three years it has

bixisted bis yields on cotton by 
50 percent and increased grain 
sorghum production by 40 per­
cent. Not only this, but cotton i 
quality was improved, particular­
ly in micronaire readings where 
interplanted cotton averaged a 
full point above either solid or 
simple skip-row cotton.

The yield increas eof 50 per­
cent for cotton came when wind 
and sand damage were not a fac-!

time in order to allow cotton to 
get maximum protection from the 
faster growing sorghum. To em­
phasize the importance of this 
protection, Moore relates that 
the only April cotton he was able 
to save under the extreme wea­
ther conditions of 1963 was cot­
ton planted in this manner.

Micronaire on interplanted cot-1 
ton in 1963 averaged 4 3 as com 
pared to a 3.3 average for cotton 
in a simple skip-row pattern. The 
secret to the higher micronaire 
is in the over all maturity of the 
crop induced by higher growing 
season temperatures and the eai- 
ly season aid to growth furnished 
by wind protection. To get max- 
mu inbenefits from the tempera­
ture factor. Moore irrigates only 
between planted rows, leaving 
blank rows dry. By not applying 
58 degree irrigation water to the 
blank rows they are allowed to 
absorb and retain more of the 
heat from full sunlight. rhis heat 
is then radiated around the 
plants at night, helping to kwp 
ground level temperature up to 
the desirable 70 degrees or above.

Not only has the system in­
creased yields and quality, it has 
helped cut irrigation costs. With 
only one post-planting irrigation, 
interplanted cotton produced 74 
8 bales from 35 acres. Only two 
days were required to water the 
plot with one eight inch well, sav 
irig time, water and money.

Moore began using the Re­
search Foundation’s findings on 
interplanting in 1961 with only 
10 acres involved H# was so 
pleased with the results that he 
interplanted 50 acres in both 19 
62 and 1963 and is going “whole 
hog” on over 1200 acres this 
year. He is so enthusiastic over 
interplanting he says with confi 
dence that the High Plains can 

! produce three million bales a 
year instead of twojust by adopt 
ing this system.

No one can be certain that in­
terplanting would bring the same 
results for every fanner that it 
has for Moore, but any system 
that shows promise of boosting 
both production and quality while | 
reducing cost and water con­
sumption deserves notice. The 
complete story, along with results 
obtained in research, can be had 
from the High Plains Research 
Foundation at Halfway.

Final ground trash examina- 
tions to determine winter survi­
val of the boll weevil have been 
completed and sufficient weevils 
are still alive to cause serious 
damage to the 1964 cotton crop 
according to W. L. Owen, Ento­
mologist at the Texas Research 
and Extension Center, Lubbock, 
“weather conditions before and 
after cotton is planted greatly in­
fluence survival and later wee­
vil infestations, making it impos­
sible to forecast weevil activity 
for 1964 with any degree of cer­
tainty."

Trash samplings weie made 
both above and below the Cap- 
rock. mostly in areas where the 
weevil appeared in greatest num­
bers during the 1963 growing sea­
son. The study is a part of twill 
weevil research made possible 
by financial support from area 
compresses and oil mills and 
from Plains Cotton Growers, Inc. 
It is preparatory to a planned all- 
out fall spraying program to er­
adicate weevils from the High 
Plains before they become a ma­
jor production hazard, as they 
now are in many areas of the cot­
ton belt.

A total of 29 live weevils were 
discovered from examination of 
182 square yards of various kinds 
of trash, with most being found 
in shinnery oak which harbored 
24 of the pests. Johnsongrass 
along a fence row yielded three 
weevils, and one each was found 
in willow leaf cover along a riv­
er bank and in other tree leaf 
cover.

While none of th e live weev­
ils were discovered above the 
Caprock, Owen explained that 
looking for weevils on the thous­
ands of acres covered is like 
“ looking for the proverbial nee­
dle," and does not necessari­
ly mean lhat weevils are not liv­
ing above the Cap.

Additional information relevant 
to weevil overwintering will be 
yielded soon when inspection of 
148 weevil “cages" begins. The 
cages were placed in likely lo­
cations above and below the Cap- 
rock last fall to test the weev­
ils’ ability to withstand High 
Plains winters. Some 20 local­
ly collected weevils are being 
studied in each cage.

In early April “ trap” crops of 
cotton will be planted to altract 
the first weevils to come out of 
hibernation and give a further 
indication of where he spent the 
winter, all of which will be val­
uable information in the boll wee­
vil eradication program.

The program was decided upon 
by representatives from every 
county on the High Plains after

leading entomologists who have 
studied weevils all over the cot 
ton belt advised that the weevil 
is an ominous and very definite 
threat to cotton production on the 
High Plains. These specialists in 
boll weevil migration and winter 
ing habits have said that this 
threat will continue to hang over 
farmers’ heads regardless of 
weevil activity in any given year 
unless strenuous measures are 
taken to stop him.

The High Plains .has commit­

ted itself to taking such measur­
es in the form of fall “diapause" 
control,- which consists of kill­
ing the weevil with repeated 
sprayings .immediately prior to 
the time he goes into hibernation. 
While Plains Cotton Growers is 
the project, actual control and di­
rection is in the hands of various 
committees organized late in 19- 
63 foi that purpose. \

Language eliminating the “ sep 
arate but equal" proviso from 
the grant program is included in 
a bill now pending before the 
House Commerce Committee tc 1 
extend the act for another five 
years.

'/\s drafted by Chairman Oren 
Harris <D Ark) the measure does 
nqt specifically say that the fa- 
ciiites must be opened to Negroes 
or other noil-whites on an equal 
basis.

It does, however, specify that 
the federally-aided institution 
shall "be made available to all , 
pel sons residing in the areal 
which it serves.”

The Harris version is a substi 
tute for an Administration pro­
posal supported by Secretary 
Anthony Celebrezze of the De- 
partment of Health. Education 
and Welfare which would have 
Specifically spelled out prohibi 
tion of any discrimination on ra 
cial grounds.
Objecting to that on the grounds 

that it would stir up “needless j 
civil rights agitation the com 
mittee chairman has nonetheless 
conceded the milder language 
will have the same practical ef­
fect.

And the commitee. itself, is in 
terpreting the provision to mean 
s future applicant for Hill Bui 
ton money would have to agree 
not to bar patients or even doc­
tors front using the facility be­
cause of their race.

The Hill-Burton program, op­
erating since 1946. lias up to now 
been one of only two federal pro­
grams which allowed use of gov­
ernment money for segregated 
facilities

Even without the repealer in 
the extension bill, however, con­
tinuation of such permission 
would be meaningless in light of 
recent court decisions holding the 
hospital segregation unconstitu­
tional.

That was the finding of the 
Fourth Circuit Court of Appeals, 
Upheld by the Supreme Court on­
ly a few weeks ago, in a suit to 
require the Cone Hospital in 
Greensboro, N. C. to open its 
doors to Negro patients and doc­
tors.
