Chicago compromise aims 
at averting black revolt

CHICAGO (AP) — Factions in the 
fight to succeed Mayor Richard J 
Daley have worked out another 
compromise designed to head off a 
th re a te n e d  revo lt by black 
Democrats.

Under the agreement, explained by 
aldermen from Daley's organization. 
Alderman Michael Bilandic of 
Daley's 11th Ward will be selected 
acting mayor when the City Council 
meets Tuesday and has agreed not to 
run in a special election which must 
be held within six months

Alderman Wilson Frost, black 
president pro tern of the council, who 
earlier had proclaimed himself acting 
mayor, will replace Bilandic as 
chairman of the Finance Committee, 
a coveted position.

The City Council also will create a 
position of vice mayor, which im­
mediately will be filM by one of the 
13 PolishAmerican aldermen.

The proposed settlement came out 
of a series of meetings Sunday.

Thom as D onovan, D aley 's  
patronage aide, was reported to have 
been instrumental in the compromise 
— the third which has been worked 
out since Dalev's death a week ago.

Frost reportedly took part in the 
negotiations but was unavailable for 
comment.

Black supporters of Frost were 
angry when they heard of the ap­
parent deal.

"If it's true, you couldn’t even print 
my reaction," said independent state

Rep Jesse Madison. D-t me ago "But 
I just don’t believe it's true”  

Alderman Roman Pucinski. 
possibly in line for the newly proposed 
post of vice-mayor, said the most 
recent compromise will avoid "a 
clash with serious racial overtones " 

In an advertisement m today's 
Chicago newspapers the Rev Jesse L 
Jackson, national president of 
Operation PUSH (People United To 
Save Humanity), said. “Wilson Frost 
should not be the Interim mayor 
because he is black, nor any person 
because of his ethnic heritage"

The advertisement, signed by more 
than 100 community leaders, most of

them black, criticized an earlier 
agreement under which two City Hall 
power brokers. Aldermen Edward R 
Vrydolyak and Edward Burke, 
agreed to support Bilandic in return 
for increased importance in the 
council.

That agreement apparently was 
superseded by Sunday's develop­
ments. however

Blacks, once the reliable backbone 
of the regular organization, have 
become increasingly independent. 
They make up the largest ethnic bloc 
in the city

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Carter plans series 
of Cabinet meetings

PLAINS, Ga. (AP) — President­
elect Carter is convening a series of 
preinauguration meetings of his 
cabinet at a secluded island planta­
tion, with discussions of possible tax 
cuts and the general state of the 
economy expected to be high on the 
agenda

Carter was scheduled to fly to St 
Simon's Island near Brunswick. Ga., 
aboard a commercial chartered 
airliner today after spending a quiet 
Christmas with his family in Plains.

Vice President-elect Walter Mon­
dale and most of the new cabinet 
members were to fly to the island 
estate from Washington on an Air 
Force jet.

Carter begins his three-day series 
of meetings by conferring on 
economic problems with Michael 
Blumenthal, the Rrndix Corp. chair­
man named Treasury secretary; 
Thomas B Lance, the Atlanta banker 
chosen as director of the Office of 
Management and Budget, and 
Charles Schultze, the economist who 
will be chairman of Carter's Council 
of Economic Advisers

The sessions with the cabinet 
members, who take over the federal 
government with Carter on Jan. 20, 
were planned as free-wheeling and in­
formal. Carter aides said they were 
designed to let the President-elect and 
his appointees discuss policies and get 
to know each other

“This is the start of his treatment of 
the cabinet officers as the principal 
staff and the main means of carrying 
out what he hopes to do in his ad­
ministration." said Rex Granum, a 
Carter spokesman.

But the man Carter defeated in last 
month's election says Carter pro­
bably will have trouble fulfilling his

ment; he can't, by the waving of a 
wand, eliminate a deficit, even over a 
period of time."

Meanwhile, Time magazine named 
Carter as its “ Man of the Year," and 
in an interview. Carter told the 
magazine he hopes to complete an 
agreement with the Soviet Union on 
limiting strategic arms before the 
current arms pact expires next Oc­
tober.

He said this could mean a 
meeting with Soviet leader Leonid 
Brezhnev, "p robab ly  before 
September” and that “my own 
preference would he in this country.”

On Middle East peace talks. Carter 
said he thought he should meet with 
some of the area's leaders and then

"decide what public propoaala we 
might make to initiate any peace 
talks."

The President-elect la scheduled 
also to discuss the financial problems 
of New York State and New York City 
with Gov. Hugh Carey and Mayor 
Abraham Reaoe in a private meeting 
Tuesday.

Carter told his Sunday school class 
at Plains Baptist Church that his 
mother, "Miu Lillian” Carter, would 
remain hospitalised for two or three 
days. She was hospitalised last 
Wednesday, and Carter said she has 
been suffering from "muscular 
spasms" in her left leg that cause her 
pain when she walks.

Scott, who now lives in Texas, said 
he hat been caught in the middle of a 
legal battle between the BLM and the 
New Mexico Livestock Board arising 
frum the 1174 roundup near Tularoaa 
of 19 wild burros

He said he purchased IS of the 
burros for 1418 at a Roswell auction 
f undue ted by the livestock board In 
f>bruary 1974 He said he bought the 
burros because he “feared (hey were 
headed for the slaughter house and 
dog food cans if I didn't buy them " 

The livestock board had the burros 
rounded up foilowing a complaint by a 
rancher that the animals were 
bothering cattle on property the 
rancher vias leasing from the BLM 

Scott who now operates a 
restaurant at Colorado City. Tex . 
said he had planned to use "a few of 
them for donkey baseball games and 
sell the rest to people that I knew 
would take care of them ''

However, he said, before he had a 
chance to do anything the federal 
government intervened He said he 
was told he had no right to the burros 
because they were L' S property And 
he said hr was told ne would be 
arrested and fined if he tried to 
dispose of them in any way 

“They told me that I should keep 
them in my corral until the matter 
was settled and that 1 would be 
reimburiied in full for feeding and 
caring (or them In the meantime."

As the Founding Fathers In­
tended, the U.8. Senate la more 
atable politically than the Houae 
of Representatives. With senators 
serving staggered sis-year terms, 
the upper houae tends to bend only 
slightly with changes In the 
political wind. The lower house, 
where the entire membership Is 
elected every two ywars, can be 
buffeted by passing changes In the 
national mood.

T h i s  of ten m a k e s  s o m e  
segm ents of the public Impatient 
with the Senate. Senators ad* 
vanced In years, wielding the 
power of seniority, often can 
make the upper house seem too 
conservative for the tim es. As the 
•Sth Congress prepares to meet, 
however, the tendency of the 
Senate to be dominated by mature 
"elder statesmen" of politics 
looks like a definite asset for 
A m e r i c a n s  w h o  l o o k  t o  
W ashington for policies ap­
proaching the middle of the road.

The House of Representatives 
saw an Infusion of Tf freshman 
Democrats two years ago. moat of 
them liberals. They helped over­
turn the power of senior members 
In the committee system and gave 
a more activist tone to the lower 
bouse. All but three of them were 
reelected this year. With another 
47 new Democrats elected In 
November, there la an Influential 
strain of new Mood In the 2 to 1 
majority which the Democrats 
command In the Houae.

Although more than half of the 
SI Senate seats up for election this 
year were won by newcomers, the 
Ideological balance In the Senate 
w i l l  h a r d l y  c h a n g e .  T h e  
Democrats hold the same t2-3l 
majority they did before — leas 
than two-thlrda — and moderates 
and conaervatlves are promlneni 
within those majority ranks.

The presence of a restraining 
Senate buffer between the House 
and the eiecutlve branch can be 
stgnlflcant neat year. President­
elect Carter la a neophyte in the 
federal process. Many .o f hia

closest advisers are coming from 
outside the Washington scene. He 
will be working with a Congress of 
his own party, which promises a 
higher degree of cooperation 
between the White House and 
Capitol Hill than we have seen for 
the last eight years, but that 
cooperation must take place  
within the concept of checks and 
balances between the legislative  
and executive branches.

As a D e m o c r a t  and a 
newcomer. Mr. Carter may be 
reluctant to use his veto power 
when he has doubts about 
legislation em erging from a 
Congress dominated by members 
of his own party. In his campaign 
he frequently attacked President 
Ford for his use of the veto to 
f r u s t r a t e  the  D e m o c r a t i c  
Congress.

House Democrats have Just 
elected the Massachusetts liberal 
Rep. Thomas P. (Tip) O'Neill as 
the next speaker. The even more 
liberal Rep. Phillip Burton of 
California lost the election for 
majority leader to Rep. Jam es 
Wright of Texas by only one vote. 
Obviously the liberals are coming 
on strong In the House — stronger 
than might suit the former 
governor of Georgia. Mr. Carter, 
who la taking a cautious approach 
to planks In the Democratic 
platform which bear the liberal 
stamp, may need allies in the 
Senate to produce legislative 
programs of a moderate cast.

Mr. Carter obviously will be 
well briefed on the Issues when he 
checks Into the White House. 
T h e r e  wi l l  be s o m e  old  
Washington hands In his retinue 
as well as newcomers. Yet he will 
need time and experience to find 
his footing In dealings with 
Congress. There la some comfort 
In the prospect that the Senate can 
provide checks and balances of its 
own If liberals in the Houae are 
carried away by the sense of 
power that comes with having a 
fellow Democrat In the White 
Houae.

WASHINGTON -  House In- 
vesUgators have uncovered dramatic 
new evidence that the accused killer 
of Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. may not 
have acted alooe.

The murder was pinned oo James 
Earl Ray, an escaped convict, who 
uaed phony passports to slip out of the 
country. According to the In­
vestigators. he got as far as Portugal, 
where he received further in­
structions" from a secret conspirator.

Ray finally was tracked down in 
London and extradited to the United 
States for trial. His activities in 
Portugal, meanwhile, have been 
concealed from the authorities for 
eight years.
' Not until a few weeks ago did the 
House Investigators learn shout 
Ray’s Portugal connectioo from a 
witness who bad never previously 
been interviewed by any InveeUgatlve 
agency."

The investigators reported this 
startling deveiopment confidentially 
to the Select Committee on 
Assassinations. "Ray contacted 
another person from whom be. 
received further instructions.” they 
disclosed cautiously In a preliminary 
report.

They didn’t mention In the report 
where the contact was made, except 
that H was out of the United States." 
We have established that the location 
was Portugal.

The investigators also have un­
covered some intriguing new in­
formation about Lee Harvey Oswald, 
the accused aaaasatn of Presideot 
John F. Kennedy.

According to the report, the com­
mittee staff spent seven hours 
questioolnc an ex-ClA agent who had 
come forth to relate m  personal

knowledge of the contents of con­
versations between Lee Harvey 
Oswald and personnel within the 
Cuban and Mviet embassies in 
Mexico City."

Oswald's conversations, according 
to our sources, were monitored by the 
Central Intelligence Agency. Im­
mediately. Stan members "were 
diapatchH to Mexico City where they 
conducted further interviews.” the 
report disclooes. No evidence has 
been uncovered so far. however, that 
Oswald discussed the Kennedy 
aasauinatioa at either em bauy.

The committee will probe deraly 
into any connectioo between the CIA 
and Kennedy’s assassination. The 
agency, we have learned, has more 
than M cartons of top-secret 
docum ents " re la t in g  to the 
aaaauinatioo of President John F. 
Kennedy and the activities of Lee 
Harvey Oswald prior to that 
asaaulnation."

Meanwhile, the committee staff is 
anxiously awaiting coogresasooal 
approval of their request for a record 
M-S million to investigate the 
aasaasinations Behind cloned doors. 
Richard Sprague, the panel’s brilliant 
staff director from Philadelphia, 
dramatically laid out his plans, and 
persuaded even the moat stubborn 
members of the committee that the 
money was necessary.

Sprague pointed out that, compared 
to other investigations, the money be 
wanted was not an unreasonable sum. 
For example, he noted that for the 
first three-month period of the search 
for Patty Hearst. the FBI spent 12.4 
million.

In addition. Sprague explained, the 
New York State investigation of abuse 
in the Medicaid program has a budget 
of 14 million for Hs second year...

Rep. Henry Gonsales. D.-Tcx.. the 
In com ing  c h a irm a n  of th e

assauination committee, told us he is 
convinced that Sprague is right.

CONFLICT CURBS; President­

elect Jimmy Carter, armed with an 
unpublished survey showing that 
employees are abysmally ignorant of 
conflict-of-interest laws, plans to 
make an executive order on the 
problem one of his first orders of 
business.

According to the survey, prepared 
by Ralph Nader’s Center for Law and 
Social Policy, the conflict laws are so 
complex that employees can’t un­
derstand them.

In fact, the employees told the 
Nader interviewers, the legal ter­
minology is boring and burdensome’’ 
that they sign federal Job agreements 
without even reading the rexulations.

As a result, top government 
executives are caught in a revolving 
door between busineu and govern­
ment, which moves so fast it is dif­
ficult to distinguish the watchdogs 
from those who are being watchMi. In 
some caus, regulators break the law 
by quickly accepting jobs in the in­
dustries they were regulating.

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'Sen. Phillip Hprt dies,of cancer
WASHINGTON'(AP) - i  PhUip A. Hart, who in-  ̂

fluenced major civil rights and consumer protection 
legislation during three terms in the U.S. Senatd, is 
dead at $4.

Hart, a Michigan Democrat, died at his 
Washington home Sunday, a victim of cancer.

Often called “the conscience of the Senate.” Hart 
worked hard for passage of civil rights laws and for 
measures that would protect consumers from 
powerful big business interests. He sought un­
successfully to win approval of legislation to 
dismantle the nation’s largest businesses.

Hart was a leader of the Senate liberals and had 
announced in June of 1975 that he would not seek a 
fourth Senate term because he believed “that the 
guard should be changed with some regularity.”

A month after his announcement. Hart discovered 
he had cancer.

A spokesman for Hart’s office said he died of 
malignant melanoma.

President-elect Cartpr issued a statement from his 
office in Plains. Ga.'i praising Hart as “ a man of 
unquestioned integrity” who “exemplified the 
highest of moral and ethical standards in public

service. He was a friend of the American consumer 
and a tireless worker against injustice ”

Carter called Hart'soeath “a tragic loss ”
President Ford, vacationing in Vail, Colo., ex­

pressed "deep regret” over Hart’s death.
Fellow Sen Edward M. Kennedy, D-Mau.. called 

Hart “ a giant in the Senate....His voice never shook 
the rafters, but touched the conscience of every 
senator who worked with him.”

According to a spokesman for Hart’s office, 
funeral arrangements were planned by Hart and his 
wife. The spokesman said a public memorial Mass 
will be celebrated at St Matthews Cathedral here 
Tuesday. Hart’s body will be cremated and the 
remains taken to Mackinac Island, Mich., on Wed­
nesday for private burial in St Anne's Catholic 
cemetery, the spokesman said The Harts have a 
home on the island.

Donald W. Riegle, another Democrat, is to succeed 
Hart in the Senate next month Reigle was elected to 
the House as a Republican in 1966. became a 
Democrat in 1973 and won the Senate seat last 
month.

Hart's strong leeliags about civil rights aad about 
the rights of cimumers in the American market­
place often had him standing alone against members 
^  his own party.

Hart headed the Judiciary Committee’s sub­
committee on antitrust and monopolies for years, 
staging hearings on . big business that he called 
“poorly attended lectures on the evils of economic 
concentration.”

Those hearings produced what Hart called “a 
modest little bUl” to break up the natioo's largest 
and most powerful conglomerates, including 
General Motors, the single most pow er^ economic 
influence in Hart's home state.

For 10 years he fought for the idea, finally coming 
close to victory in September when the Senate came 
within five votes of adopting his proposal to break up 
the 20 largest oil companies.

"In theory, we have a free enterprise system.” 
Hart once said. “ But in fact, in each of our b a ^  
industries, a handful of corporations calls the shots, 
immune from the preuuresof competition.”

Young sees Hanoi in buffer ro le

ATLANTA (AP) — Andrew Young, 
who has been selected by President­
elect Carter to be U.S ambassador to 
the United Nations, says repairing 
American relations with Vietnam 
could make that country “a buffer 
against China” and an outlet for U.S 
trade.

”We need a strong Vietnam, and 
President-elect Carter already has 
said if the Vietnamese give an ac­
counting of those Americans missing 
in action, he’d see what was 
necessary to move on normalisation 
of relations,” Young said in an in­
terview with The Associated Press

The 44- yea r - o l d  Ge o r g i a  
congressman said he believes Viet­

nam’s status will continue to bt' an 
issue in the United Nations The 
United States twice has vetm-d 
Vietnam’s application to join the 
world body.

Getting Communist nations "to 
relate to the United States instead of 
each other” should be the Carter 
administration's primary goal in 
foreign policy, he said “ It's im­
portant for us to continue relations 
with China and other Communist 
countries, but we must keep them 
looking to us

“Vietnam could develop into an 
independent Communist nation tike 
Yugoslavia and b«‘ a buffer against 
China ”

Young said Vietnam, with its un­
tapped oil in the Gulf of Tonkin, and 
Cuba, with its sugar revenues and 
need for American-made products, 
could both provide new avenues for 
U S trade

"The only people who have the 
technology to drill on the ocean floor 
are in the United States.” he said. 
"They'll have to come to us if they 
want it out ”

Young, a former strategist for the

late Dr. Martin Luther King Jr., alao 
said outgoing Secretary of State 
Henry Kitglnger’s negotiations In the 
Middle East had, for the moat part, 
been sound.

“ In the Middle East, our policy has 
been fair,” he said. “We’ve stayed 
involved and made the best deciaiooa 
possible.”

However, he said he felt the 
proliferation of arms in Arab nations 
through American deals had been a 
mistake.

Panel working to trim red tape
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. By LOUISE COOK

A federal panel is trying to unsnarl 
some of the red tape wrapped around 
the government bureaucracy.

The Commission on Federal 
Paperwork was established in Oc­
tober 1975 to study the maze of 
paperwork involved in government 
and make recommendations on how 
to simplify, shorten and eliminate 
some of the bureaucratic forms.

The group is now seeking comment 
from the public, at a series of 
hearings which began last month and 
continues through May in cities

across the country
President Ford also ordered a cut in 

the number of federal forms sent to 
Americans. Figures from, the Office 
of Management and Budget show that 
he succeeded — to a degree at least.

Ford’s campaign cut the number of 
forms by more than 10 per cent. But a 
new pension law and an increased 
number of students applying for 
federal scholarships have boosted the 
amount of time it takes to fill out the 
forms.

The paperwork commission is due 
to make its final report next October. 
So far, it has issued 100 formal and
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informal recommendations which, it 
says, could save billions of dollars 

One concrete action already 
resulting from a commission 
recommendation was the passage of a 
law requiring employers to report the 
wages of their employes only once a 
year instead of once every three 
months. The commission estimates 
the change eliminated 24 million 
pages of forms.

Among other specifics:
— The c o m mi s s i o n  u r g e d  

authorities to combine application 
forms for 41 federal and state welfare 
and income security programs. The 
idea is being tested in six states, and 
the commission says the plan could 
save $6 billion a year on a nationwide 
basis

—The commission called for 
development of a uniform health 
billing form for government agencies, 
hospitals, nursing homes and private

insurance companies for Medicare 
and Medicaid patients Estimated 
annual savings $150 million.

—The commission suggested a 
simpler system for collecting and 
r epor t i ng energy s t a t i s t i cs  
Estimated annual savings $.10 
million

Islanders say, 'nuts 
to recent FDA edict

HONOLULU (API -  Some South 

I Seas islanders are saying "Nuts" to a 
U.S. Food and Drug Administration 
ban on betel nuts.

Chewing the betel at a stimulant it 
an unmistakeable part of life in Palau 
and Y|p — two small island groups in 
the Carolines, a U.S.-administered 
trust territory of the United Nations

And the islanders are not about to 
change their ways just because the 
FDA says the betel may produce oral 
cancer.

"About the only danger involved 
when you chew betel nut." said 
Valentine Sengebau. a journalist, "is 
that you’re liable to get your white 
shirt stained."

Devotees also can be distinguished 
by their stained teeth and cherry red 
lips. Islanders sprinkle the nut with 
lime powder, then wrap the con-

coctkMi in a pepper leaf before 
chewing. All the ingredients are 
usually carried in a bulky basket 
woven of palm leaves.

Early this year, the FDA banned 
selling the nuU. importing them to the 
United SUtes. and carrying them 
across state lines. Because of the 
islands' trusteeship status, the ban 
did not apply to chewing the nut in the 
territory itself. But islanders no 
longer can bring their betel nuts along 
on visits to Hawaii, more than 1.500 
miles away, and that’s enough to 
outrage many of them.

"Cigarette manufacturers continue 
to ship their deadly commodities over 
state lines, but when tome sun-crazed 
officials say that betel nut may be 
dangerous, the entire department

Time's "Man of the Year" for 1876. added that he

In the Interview at hit home in Plaint. Ga . Carter 
alto expressed desire to conclude a new limitation of 
strategic arms (SALT) agreement with the Soviet 
Union before the present pact expires in October

If necessary, hr said, he would meet with Soviet 
Communist party Chief I,eonid Brezhnev on, the 
matteri probably before September in the coming 
year He said he had already had indirect com- 
municationt with Brezhnev on the possibility of a 
freeze on the number of missiles and the number of 
warheads

"My own preference would be in this country I 
think that to gel into discussions on the present talks, 
we would lay the groundwork for much more drastic 
reductions in common nuclear capabilities.” he told 
the magazin*

Other topics touched on during the discussion in­
cluded the Middle East situation and Soviet desires 
for resumption of Arab-ltraeli talks at Geneva 
Carter decimed specific comment, saying he thought 
he should first meet with some of the leaders con­

W ASHINGTON — The Democratic 
congressman who has led attacks on 
P r e s i d e n t  Ford for urgi ng 
deregulation of natural ^as says he is 
pois^ to be just as tough on Jimmy 
Carter if the president-elect continues 
to urge abolition of price controls.

Deregulation achieved under a 
Democratic president would be no 
less of “an outrage," Rep John E 
Moss (D-Calif.) said in a weekend 
phone interview at his office in 
Sacramento

Carter made his most explicit 
statement on deregulation on Dec. 16, 
a week before he announced the ap­
pointment of James R Schlesinger as 
his special assistant on energy 
matters

At a news conference, a reporter 
inquired about the Federal Power 
Commission's approval of a gas-price 
increase that, by the FPC's estimate, 
will cost consumers an estimated $15 
billion in its first year.

“ Do you consider this kind of thing 
compatible with price stability and do 
you plan to study it after you take 
office to see whether or not it is an 
inflationary factory?" the reporter 
asked

Disclaiming knowledge of details. 
Carter replied. "I think in the long run 
that temporary deregulation of 
natural gas prices is probably ad­
visable. leaving in effect the existing 
contracts which extend in many in­
stances beyond the year 2000 But I 
think it would be to some degree in­
flationary but I think at the same time 
we've got to have a continued ex­
ploration for natural gas"

President Ford, in a similar reply to 
a news conference question on Oct 14, 
said that "if you don't get a price 
increase you are not going to have any 
new natural gas We have to give an 
incentive to people to go out and find 
new natural gas sources"

He said that the economy would get 
“a bigger jolt" from (he loss of jobs 
induced by a gas shortage than from a 
price increase.

Moss, chairman of the House 
Commerce subcommittee on over­
sight and investigastions, which made 
a lengthy investigation of the 
deregulation issue and of the FPC, 
drew a distinction between Ford and 
Carter

The incumbent President has been 
in Washington to know the issue as 
well as himself. Moss told a reporter

In contrast, he said. Carter, at the 
press  conference in Pl a i ns  
acknowledged unfamiliarity with the 
potential economic impact  of 
deregulation and withheld "a more 
definitive" answer pending con­
sultation with his economic advisers

Carter's position also left Rep John 
d. Dingell (D-Mich.), "not happy" 
Dingell, chairman of the House 
Commerce subcommittee on energy 
and poer, said through an aide that 
Carter's proposal for "temporary 
deregulation" amounts to immedaite 
deregulation, "would result in 
significantly higher prices and an 
unacceptable inflationary shock," 
and was rejected by his sub­
committee last year.

Dingell said that the FPC could take 
a major step to head off shortages by 
acting against the major producers 
that fail to deliver gas to Interstate 
pipelines in the quantities specified in 
contracts.
