
Stratford-Gruver Road Paving 
Contract To Be Let November 13th

The long awaited proposed farm- 
to-market paving of the Stratford- 
Gruver highway became a reality 
this week with the release of adver­
tising for contractors bids for con­
struction of 8 635 miles of hard sur­
faced road from U. S. Highway 54 
south and east toward Gruver, and 
the concurrent letting of an 11.252 
mile contract for hard surfacing 
west from Gruver on the same 
road.

The new road will be known as 
FM 289.

According to James G. Lott, dis­
trict engineer of Amarillo, the con­
struction contracts will be let No­
vember 13.

Stratford Boy Scouts sworn in 
S a t u r d a y  f o r  a d a y  
a s  d e p u t i z e d  m e  m- 
bers of the Sheriff’s Department, 
assessed and collected $110.00 from 
drivers breaking traffic laws and 
3 ay-walking pedestrians on the 
streets of Stratford.

The uniformed scouts met with 
little guff in carrying out their du­
ties as a law enforcement agency, 
most violators not only paid their 
fine willingly to acting Judge Jim­
mie Arnold, but contributed a do­
nation along with the fine.

Funds raised are not to be used 
for selfish advancement of the 
scout organization but if the hopes 
of the scouts are carried out a city 
park will be established to furnish 
a play ground for the children of 
Stratford and its adjoining terri­
tory.

The scout organization is pledging 
the work of its personnel to main­
tain such a pl^ground, and look 
toward securing a proper site for the 
park. Old maps of the City show 
that a complete city block in the 
Northwest part of town was set a- 
side as Locust Park, but no one 
seems to know the answer as to 
whether or not this property was 
ever deeded to the city. Citizens 
having this information may help 
the scout movement by either con­
tacting Scoutmaster Bob Walters or 
Joe Walsh.

The park issue is one that has 
been brought before the public on 
numerous occasions for a period of 
several years. Attempts to estab-’ 
lish such a playground where child­
ren are welcome has failed either 
through lack of man-power for the 
upkeep and beautification of such a 
project or for lack of water for irri­
gation purposes.

For the first time in such a ven­
ture, the scouts have volunteered 
as caretakers for the project. It is 
an appropriate time for park mind­
ed enthusiastis who believe such a 
project is worthwhile to place their 
support with the local scout troop.

Wheat Thieves 
Strike Nearby 
Granaries

Wheat thieves operating in 
Moore, Hansford, and Carson coun­
ties with a semi-trailer and two av­
erage size trucks, have preyed on 
outlying granaries of producers the 
last two weeks according to reports 
reaching here.

Peach officers are requesting 
farmers who have wheat stored on 
the farm to check their granaries 
daily and make immediate report of 
any thefts that are made.

The theft of wheat from farm 
granaries has been spreading ra­
pidly in other sections due to the 

.failure of producers to make imme­
diate reports of the thefts. Law 
enforcement agencies are asking 
the cooperation of Sherman Coun­
ty residents in an effort to check­
mate the possible spread of wheat 
thefts to this section.

75% Tax Collections

Friday

Tax payers are flooding the tax 
collectors office to take advantage 
of the last days when taxes may be 
paid at a three percent discount. 
TTiis discount is applicable on State, 
County, and Common School Dis­
trict Taxes, and expires Friday ev­
ening.

Although no audit of the taxes 
paid thus far has been made Sher­
iff Kidwell estimates from the size 
of the tax receipt file that approx­
imately 75 percent of the taxes for 
the year have been paid during 
Tthe month of October.

Parker immediately drove to his 
home and after searching all the 
tanks and nearby ponds for some 
trace of his son, appealed to the 
Sheriff’s department, and friends to 
aid in the search.

C. D. Holmes, Jack Golladay, Jim 
Faris, Sheriff Kidwell, Deputy 
Sheriff Wilson and possibly others 
combed the land near the Parker 
home without finding the lad. Rob­
ert Naugle joined the search with 
his plane, flying low over the entire 
section.

The first word of the boy’s where­
abouts reached Stratford about 
11:00 o’clock when Ollie Davis of 
Conlen, hearing of the search, re­
ported that he had noticed a boy 
following three dogs just East of the 
Cone Donelson farm about 9:30 A. 
M.

The search was immediately di­
rected south and east of the Park­
er home but still the boy evaded 
those who would be his benefactors.

About 11:45 Tuesday morning a 
Mr. Wilson of the Bacca Drilling 
Company drove into Stratford with 
the 3 1/ 2  year old Jimmie in his jeep, 
making an effort to locate the boy’s 
parents. He had found the boy 
following his three greyhounds in a 
wheat field about 5Y2 miles south­
east of the Parker home.

Young Parker seemed unconcern­
ed over his experience and was 
highly elated over riding back to 
town in a jeep.

Farm Bureau 
Closing Drive 
For Membership

The Sherman County Farm Bu­
reau has a paid 1948 membership of 
221 members according to informa­
tion released Wednesday, and lack­
ed 30 members to secure the state 
quota with only two days time to 
icomplete the drive, but was still 
working to maintain its record of 
100 percent farmer membership.

Leaders implore rarmers and 
ranchers to wake up before it is too 
late as they believe industry and 
labor are strongly organized and 
have pressure groups influencing 
legislation contrary to agricultural 
interests.

Farmers interested in state and 
national affairs demand strong or­
ganization and leadership. Ques­
tions advanced are: “Shall farmers 
have a good rural road program to 
get them out of the mud? “Shall 
they have a natural resource tax bill 
to replace the defunct ad valorem 
tax measure in Texas? “Shall farm­
ers secure their business by securing 
a permanent national farm pro­
gram?”

These are some of the problems 
facing the farmer and from which 
he may realize benefits through a 
strong organization.

In upholding accomplishments of 
Ihe organization, county leaders 
present these records: “Who repre­
sented the farmers at the Texas 
Legislature last fall and defeated 
the bill introduced to tax non-high­
way used gasoline four cents a gal­
lon and saved tractor operators six 
million dollars?” — the Farm Bu­
reau. “Who defeated bills to crip­
ple co-operatives, to regulate un­
derground water that flows under 
our home and farm land?” — the 
Farm Bureau.

Members of the Sherman County 
Farm Bureau look with pride and 
confidence to the representatives 
who fight the farmer’s battles be­
fore the state and national govern­
ment and in international affairs, 
when ever there is a problem and 
the farmer’s interests are at stake, 
because they have contributed their 
strength to this organization, R. C. 
Buckles, president of the local or­
ganization, states. Sherman 
County farmers have contributed 
IQO percent membership strength 
to the Farm Bureau fbr the last 
three years and hope to 
maintain the same record as a 1948 
goal. Leaders encourage farmers 
to stop and think the mentioned 
questions through and send in their 
Farm Bureau dues to an orgaiiiza- 
tion which they believe protects 
their rights.

Community team captains will 
make a report of the results in the 
membership drive this evening. 
Fifteen workers have been making 
a canvass of the county during 
state-wide Farm Organization 
week.

The state set the county’s quota 
as 251 members for 1948. Results of 
the campaign will be reported by 
wire to the State Farm Bureau 
headquarters at Waco after the 
team captains report this evening.

During Farm Organization week, 
7,500 workers in 150 counties have 
volunteered their time and efforts 
toward increasing the membership 
in the Texas Farm Bureau Federa­
tion to 40,000 members this year. 
Buckles said.

The Stratford high school basket-* 
ball teams played their fourth 
practice ball games of the season. 
Tuesday night in the high school 
gymnasium and when the games 
were over they wer>̂  even for the 
evening. The Keyes, Oklahoma 
high school boys team bet the high 
school boys for their first loss of the 
season by the score of 41 to 36 
while the Stratford girls won their 
fourth game of the stason by de­
feating the same high school girls 
team by the score of 45 to 25. The 
boys game was close all the way and 
it was not until the latter part of 
the fourth quarter that Keyes was 
able to get a lead and hold that 
lead until the end of the game. 
Keyes boys took an early five po!^t 
lead during the first quarter and 
held that lead throughout the 
first half of the game. At the half 
time the score was 18 to 16 in favor 
of the Keyes boys. Then in the 
third quarter the home team went 
ahead and maintained ̂ a t  lead 
until after the start of the fourth 
quarter when Keyes regained their 
lead and held it until the end of the 
game.

The girls of the home team were 
never seriously threatened. Tak­
ing an early lead which 
they never relinquished during the 
game, the girls gave the best team 
playing of the season and clearly 
showed their superiority during the 
entire game.

The boys missed too many shots 
and some of them were lax on their 
guarding, but outside of that they 
gave a good account of themselves 
considering that they were playing 
one of the power houses in the Pan­
handle of Oklahoma and that this 
was the first real competition that 
they have had this year. These 
things made the home team ner­
vous and caused them to miss more 
shots than they should have missed, 
making them lose their first game 
of the season.

All of the girls gave a good ac­
count of themselves, especially the 
three guards, while Malone led the 
scoring with a total of 24 points for 
the evening. The boys all played 
well, with Pemberton leading in 
the scoring with 15 points, and all 
of them doing well on defense.

The defeat of the Keyes girls was 
the first defeat for those girls in the 
last three years, according to re­
ports from Keyes patrons. While 
the boys have been leading that sec­
tion for the same number of years. 
So the showing of both home teams 
was not so bad if that be true. There 
is still room for improvement, and 
between now and the time of the 
opening of the regular season many 
of those mistakes* that were made 
Tuesday night will be remedied. If 
you want to see these same teams 
play again, Stratford will return the 
Keyes games November 14, and the 
home teams will need all the sup­
port that they can get if they hope 
to better the outcome of the games 
over Tuesday night.

I’ll answer 
it this way. It will do you a very lit­
tle if you simply put your name on 
the rolls and then forget about it. 
The GI Bill of Rights was one bene­
fit that the American Legion has 
given you. That bill was originally 
drawn op by Hanson Post 54 in Am­
arillo, and pushed through the var­
ious channels until it was finally 
passed by Congress. No other or­
ganization has more influence with 
Copgress or the Veteran’s Admin­
istration than the American Legion. 
We maintain the most powerful lob­
by in Washington to battle for the 
welfare of the veteran. This may 
not interest some of you, who are 
looking for a strictly recreational 
program. When we get our build­
ing finished so we can have a re­
creational program, we will do so, 
but at the moment we-are pretty 
limited on that score. The recrea­
tion is fine, and definitely a part of 
the American Legion program, but 
it is of lesser importanie than some 
of our more serious business, such 
as the battle against Con^unism, 
military preparedness, and the wel- 
fore of the veteran and his family. 
It is only through an interested and 
willing membership that we can ac­
complish anything. It is most im­
portant that you attend and con­
tribute your voice to the program. 
Don’t gripe about the way someone 
else is doing things when you nev­

er said one word in defense of your 
views. Mr Veteran, if you believe 
in such a program, we invite you to 
join us. We^meet every first and 
third Thursday night in the Dis­
trict Courtroom at seven-thirty.

MEMOIRS:
No Patience

James F. Bymes, who, when he 
was secretary of state, was a veri­
table personification of “ patience on 
a monument”  in his dealings with 
Russia, stepped down from his ped­
estal and announced that it was time 
to start slugging.

In his published memoirs, 
“ Speaking Frankly,” Bymes pro­
posed that the U. S. reply to Rus­
sia’s “ obstructionism” on atomic 
energy and German peace treaty 
agreements with “ better and more” 
atomic bombs and a decision to 
drive the Red army out of Germany, 
by force if necessary.

nations on Germany “ early in 1948.” 
If Russia refuses to participate or 
if she boycotts the conference, the 
other nations should proceed with­
out her.

Then comes the stinger which 
Bymes advocates. If Russia refuses 
to sign the treaty and likewise re­
fuses to withdraw Red troops from 
western Germany, other nations 
should ask the U. N. security coun­
cil to order her out. And if Russia 
vetoes the security coimcil order, 
then the U. S. must drive her out of 
Germany by force.

However, Byrnes is firm in his 
belief that the U. S. probably will 
not have to resort to warfare. He 
thinks Russia will withdraw her 
troops from western Germany upon 
completion of a peace treaty.

BELABOR:
Lewis Downed

“ On this issue 1 don’t think 
the federation has a head. I  
think its neck has just grown 
up and haired over.”
Thus spake John L. Lewis, he of 

the king-sized eyebrows, at the 
American Federation of Labor con­
vention in San Francisco. The issue 
to which he so lustily referred was 
that of whether the AFL should vote 
to wipe out its 13 vice presidents, 
of which Lewis is one.

And despite Lewis’ name-calling 
and hammy, mane-tossing histrion­
ics, the AFL did 
vote to abolish its 
vice presidents in a 
move to make the 
entire federation 
eligible to use the 
national labor rela­
tions board under 
the Taft - Hartley 
law.

The action, which 
leaves only William 
Green, president, 
and George Meany, 
secretary - treas­
urer, as top federation officers, was 
taken in order to permit the AFL 
officers to sign non-Communist affi­
davits for AFL federal unions which 
have no national officers of their 
own. No union may have access to 

, the faculties of the national labor 
I relations board under the Taft-Hart- 
I ley law unless their officers sign 
the affidavits.

Lewis previously had adamantly 
refused to sign the non-Communist 
affidavit on the grounds that he 
would be making a concession to 
the Taft-Hartley law, much reviled 
by labor.
TWO AND TWO:

REPARATIONS:
Germany Pays

European aid took a different turn 
with an announced plan by British 
and American military govern­
ments to dismantle 682 German in­
dustrial and war plants in their two 
zones for reparations.

Purpose of the move, slated to be 
carried out as swiftly as possible, 
is to expedite European economic 
recovery. Most of the factories are 
metal, chemical and electrical engi­
neering, shipbuilding and power 
plants.

The announcement points up the 
problem, still not fuUy solved, of 
whether completely to destroy Ger­
many’s war potential by cancelling 
out her industrial strength, or to re­
build the German industry for 
peaceful production.

Obviously realizing the possible 
adverse effects which the disman­
tling of the plants might have upon 
the German people, the U.S. and 
Britain issued a joint statement em­
phasizing that they would consider 
suggestions from the Germans for 
substitution of equivalent individual 
plants.

Meanwhile, German public offi­
cials and trade union leaders have 
denounced the reparations policy as 
a blow to German economic revival 
and a source of unemployment.
EMERGENCY:
On Account

Realistic U. S. government offi­
cials admit that everything they can 
do riiight turn out to be inadequate 
to pull Europe through this dreaded 
winter, but that dark outlook has 
not stopped President Truman from 
trying.

His latest move in the desperate 
gamble was to make another 50 
million dollars available to hungry, 
Communist-infested France to give 
the nation a new, temporary lease 
on survival.

This time the payment was not a 
loan, however. Mr. Truman ad­
vanced the money as an early pay­
ment to France of funds still owing 
for the procurement of supplies in 
France by the U. S. army during 
the war. France claims that a total 
of 80 million dollars is due it in 
such repayments. The 50 million 
was written off as a payment on 
account.

At the same time, it was disclosed 
that when congressional commit­
tees open hearings on November 10, 
the administration will have ready 
for them the entire long-range Mar­
shall plan for aid to Europe as well 
as urgent pleas for immediate stop­
gap assistance.

However, it was in the wind that 
congress was preparing to debate 
violently and at great length on the 
European relief program, and few 
members were ready to commit 
themselves.
REFUGEES:
From Soviets

Streams of refugees are reported 
to be coming through Russia’s iron 
curtain to the southeastern coast of 
Sweden.

Reason for their flight, they say, 
is that the Baltic lands where they 
made their homes, now under con­
trol of the Soviet Union, are being 
combed by the Russians for men 
and women to be deported to 
Siberia.

A secret transportation route out 
of the Soviet zone manages to spirit 
the refugees to Sweden. Cost for 
such a journey — 2,500 German 
marks.

According to two Latvians who 
reached Sweden by sea from Red- 
held German Pomerania in a war- 
surplus American rubber dinghy, 
the current “ epidemic”  of escapes 
is the result of a Soviet order that 
all Balts in the Red zone of the 
Reich must be registered.

This is interpreted as the first 
move toward their deportation as 
slave labor to Siberia and the Arc­
tic island of Novaya Zemla, where 
huge contingents of Balts already 
have been shipped. Most of the ref­
ugees are skilled workers and are 
readily finding work in Sweden.

Author Loses Fortune and 
Ability in Plagiarism Suit
The most damaging plagiarism 

suit brought in this country was 
that against Richard Walton Tully 
in 1912 by a woman who claimed 
his play, The Bird of Paradise, 
had been stolen from one she had 
written. Not having any play to 
show the court, she disappeared 
until 1924 when she returned, re­
opened the case, produced a 
manuscript and was awarded 
$781,990. In 1930, the decision was 
reversed by the N. Y. state court 
of appeals which found no resem­
blance between the two plays. The 
battle to clear his name cost Tully 
his fortune and left him unable to 
write during the remaining 15 
years of his life.
