Legion Airs
(By Earl Bond) .

There’s no news except the 
weather, and weather has long 
since ceased to be news in the 
Panhandle. It is unfortunate 
that the thing we have the most 
of is an unmarketable commo­
dity.

All you Legionaires should read 
the new issue of the American 
Legion Magazine, if you have not 
already done so. In particular 
I would like for you to read the 
article entitled “Will Heart Dis­
ease Get You?” Some pretty 
startling facts are presented 
there about America’s number 
one kilier. In 1945 there were 
1186 deaths in the U. S. from in­
fantile paralysis, and sixteen 
million dollars were raised from 
various public funds to combat 
this disease. In the same year 
587,000 people a.ed of heart dis­
ease, and only $39,000 in funds 
were available to fight it, or a- 
bout seven cents per death. More 
than twice as many people die of 
heart ailments each year than 
die of cancer and tuberculosis 
combined. And strangely it is 
not confined to older people. 
There are many,'  many times 
more children afflicted and die 
with rheumatic fever and other 
heart ailments than are afflict­
ed with polio. In attending an 
insurance meeting in Amarillo 
the other«day I learned that one 
half of the claims paid by that 
company in the previous year 
were made on people who died of 
heart disease before the age of 
forty-five. The American Legion 
has put it’s support behind a 
drive to learn something about 
this killer, and started the thing 
off by donating fifty thousand 
dollars to the American Heart 
Society for research in this field. 
This is only a drop in the bucket, 
it will require millions, just as it 
has required millions to combat 
some of the other disease that 
once struck terror in our hearts, 
but are now under control. There 
are only four hundred heart 
specialist in the country as com­
pared with four thousand eye, 
ear, nose, and throat specialists. 
Men must be trained for the job, 
and laboratory facilities must be 
prepared, and toward this end 
the American Legion is prepar­
ing a drive much on the order of 
the cancer and polio drives to 
raise public funds to save our 
lives. You will be hearing more 
about this later.

I have been advised by Walter 
Pendleton, Secretary of the City 
Fire Department that a siren has 
been bought, and v;ill be installed 
in the near future. This has 
been badly needed, and an indi­
vidual of moderate means put up 
the money to buy the siren since 
the City did not have the money. 
The man should be repaid, be­
cause this is something for the 
public good, and should not be 
the burden of any one individual. 
Has it ever occured to you that 
you owe some thanks to the vol  ̂
unteer fire department who 
stand ready to save your home, 
life, or business at any hour of 
the day or night, and serve with 
no pay and little thanks? Your 
insurance rates would be much 
higher without the department, 
and worth dollars in the bank to 
every property owner. Did it 
ever occur to you that some of 
the boys are almost certain to 
ruin some good clothes when 
called out to fieht your grass or 
trash fire, and that these clothes 
must be cleaned or replaced at 
their own expense? Don’t make 
the boys pay for your careless­
ness.

The 1948 Agricultural Conser­
vation Program is underway. 
County and community agricul­
tural committeemen are now as­
sisting farmers to take full ad­
vantage of the program. It’s 
time for farmers to line up the 
conservation practices to be car­
ried out during 1948, says R. C. 
Buckles, Chairman of the Sher­
man County agricultural conser­
vation committee.

i;he launching of the 1948 AGP 
program is of significant impor­
tance to the folks who live in 
town as well as the farmers of 
Sherman County, says Mr. 
Buckles. In the first place the 
production from the farms in 
Sherman Count furnishes a sub­
stantial part of the wealth of the 
county. The sale of* farm pro­
ducts accounts for much of the 
money to pay for gasoline, ma­
chinery. groceries, furniture, 
clothes, etc. This means more 
business for the merchants and 
dealers in the county.

Of even more importance, the 
chairman points out, is the fact 
that all people depend on the 
soil for most of their food and 
clothing.

For these reasons everyone has 
a direct interest in the 1948 Agri­
cultural Conservation Program, 
since the primary purpose of 
this program is to conserve and 
protect the soil.

Under the 1948 program, farm­
ers of Sherman County will be 
cooperating with the folks who 
don’t live on the farm in a pro­
gram to help assure continued 
abundant production of food. 
“This program,” the chairman 
explains, “will help to keep the 
grocery shelves filled. It will 
help fill the ships with food for 
the hungry people overseas. It 
will help to make possible the 
abundant production we need at 
this time and assure continued 
abundance for the future.” 
Conservation in 1948

Probably not as much over-all 
conservaton, but a greater con­
centration on most needed prac­
tices is what the county chairman 
of the agricultural conservation 
committee predicts under the 
1948 agricultural conservation 
program. Disclaiming any gifts 
of prophecy, the couny chairman 
said he bases his prediction on 
what he knows about \  farming 
and farmers and about the 1948 
program.

In the first place, he explains, 
with the reduced assistance 
which can be offered many far­
mers will not be in a position to 
carry out as much and as many 
conservation practices. The 
$500.00 limit on the amount of 
assistance to any one person may 
have some effect in reducing the 
amount of conservation, but he 
points out that in the past com­
paratively few farmers received 
more than this amount in assist­
ance.

The main reason we can expect 
even better conservation work, 
the chairman states, is that 
practices have been improving 
each year. The program has 
been developing toward more 
adaptability to local needs, and 
as farmers understand conserva­
tion better they are doing a bet­
ter job.

More and more farmers are 
sensing their responsibility as 
custodians of the nation’s soil 
and what they are expected to 
do in return for the assistance 
they receive to help carry out 
these needed conservation prac­
tices.

Improved machinery and bet­
ter equipment are making it pos­
sible for farmers to do a better 
job of land-leveling, terracing, 
construction of dams, and simi­
lar practices. Better machin­
ery is available for carrying out 
these practices.

What we expect to be done and 
what ought to be done still will 
be a long way apart Mr. Buckles 
said. We have made progress, 
but it has hardly been enough to 
keep up with the ever-increasing 
demands for more food.

S p ra y in g  Recom m ended '

W h ile  Bees Are S le e p in g
In pollinating greenhouse crops of 

cucumbers, growers usually place a 
bee hive in greenhouses to carry 
pollen from the male to the female 
flowers developing separately on cu­
cumber vines.

An aerosel of 5 per cent DDT 
with freon gas is an effective treat­
ment to destroy insect pests in the 
greenhouse and does not injure the 
vines. At first there was fear that 
the insecticide and the bees would 
not mix. Testing showed, however, 
that when an application was made 
at dusk or in the early evening after 
the bees entered their hive no harm 
came to them.

U. S. department of agriculture 
entomologists explain that DDT in 
an aerosol works as a direct poison 
on insects it touches. The aerosol 
leaves little or no deposit on green­
house plants and the bees are not 
injured when they come out of their 
hive the morning after treatment.

In field spraying much of the ef­
fect of DDT is residual from the 
poison remaining on the foliage or 
blossoms, affecting insects that 
come into contact with it even many 
days after application.

James J. Davis, 74, former U. S. Secretary of Labor and former 
U. S. Senator from Pennsylvania, died Nov. 22d in Washington, but 
two outstanding American communities live on as monuments to his 
memory. They are Mooseheart, 111., famed City of Happy Childho^ 
for youngsters who have lost one or both parents; and Moosehaven, 
Fla., City of Contentment for dependent old folks. Both were founded 
(Mooseheart in 1913 and Moosehaven in 19221 by Mr. Davis, who from 
1906 until his death was Director-General of the Loyal Order of Moose, 
a fraternity dedicated to humanitarian work, and with a membership 
of 800,000 men throughout the United States and Canada. Nearly 
1,000 children receive care and a high school education—plus a trade—  
at Mooseheart, a 1,200-acre community located 35 miles west of Chi­
cago. Three hundred old folks dwell at Moosehaven, part of Orange 
Park, Fla., on the banks of the St. John’s river, 14 miles south of 
Jacksonville. The Loyal Order of Moose maintains both communities. 
Mooseheart children are sons and daughters of members of the Moose. 
Moosehaven residents are Moose members, wives of members or 
widows of members.

Of A nc ient D a y  O rig in
They call it the “ new look,”  But 

the fashion designers are just kid­
ding — the “ new look’ ’ is at least
3.000 years old.

According to history, the Babylo­
nian girls of 1500 B. C. were wear­
ing several garments of which 
adaptations now may be seen on 
the Montmarte in Paris, on Park 
avenue or on Main street.

'The long, tubular trniic and the 
tight, long skirt was the fashion 3,000 
years ago, according to World Book 
encyclopedia. So was the high- 
necked gown with flowing, three- 
quarter length sleeves and the flar­
ing, long skirt considered smart to­
day. The only difference between 
then and now was that the women of
3.000 years ago had to provide their 
own hip lines. They hadn’t thought 
of padding. i

For further parallels of today’ s 
styles, the encyclopedia editor had 
to ship to ancient Greece, around 
550 B. C. The dress of Grecian wom '̂ 
en then resembled the evening dress 
of 1947, long and flowing.

Skirts were long during the Napo­
leonic period, but the trailing trains 

’of those times prevent any com­
parison to the new look. There is no 
resemblance to today’ s fashions in 
the costumes of the early Colonial 
period in American history nor in 
pioneer women’s fashions. We 
have to go through the “ gas light”  
era into the l&20s to come to any­
thing approaching the “ new look.”

The average industrial worker In 

America today earns 2,120 miles of 
automobile tire life per hour; in 1907 
his hour’s earnings would have been 
able to purchase only 20 miles’ 
worth of a tire of that era, accord­
ing to National Patent council.

That is one of the discoveries 
made recently in analyzing the per­
sistent, long-term trend of more 
miles for less money in tires. Even 
since 1939 the advance has been 
striking when viewed in terms of 
“ what an hour’s work will buy,”  the 
study shows. A typical worker’ s 
hourly wage in that year could be 
translated into 822 tire miles, where­
as today he can buy a tire that out­
wears prewar tires for less than the 
prewar price — although his own 
wage is higher.

Inventions, protected by patents, 
have increased the miles of tire 
service from an average of 3,500 in 
1907 to 25,000 today, while they have 
reduced the cost to users from $35 to 
less than $15. When tires cost $35 the 
average wage was about 20 cents an 
hour. Now, with tires at less than 
half that cost, the average indus­
trial hourly wage rate is $1.23.

suggestion that all taxpayers be 
given a $40 a year reduction re­
gardless of income was received 
with catcalls by the Republicans, 
and many of the Democrats kept 
a polite silence and were notably 
without enthusiasm for it.

Z  Unions Block Labor Peace— Refuse Wage Boost 
Already Accepted by Other Railroad Unions!

"Tbe ;;Hrotherhood o f  Locom otive Engi-

This is the same increase .accepted by
175.000 cpnductors, trainmen -and switch-

Agreements have been made with
1.175.000 em ^ oyes, represeoted -by nine- 
t ^ n  unioxis. But these three unioDs, rep­
resenting only 125,000 men, are trying to 
get more. T h ey  are demanding also m any 
new working rules not embraced in  the 
(Settlement with the conductors and train­
men.

Incidentally, the Switchmen’s Union 
N orth  America represents only about 7% 
o i all railroad switchmen, the other 93% 
being represented by the Brotherhood o f  
Railroad Trainmen and covered by the 
settlement with that union.

' Strike Threat
The leaders o f  these three imions spread a 
strike ballot while negotiations were still 
in progress. This is not a secret vote but is 
taken by  union leaders and votes are 
signed by  the employes in the presence 
o f union representatives.-^

W hen direct negotiations failed, the 
leaders o f  these three unions refused to 
jo in  the railroads in asking the National 
M ediation Board to attem pt to  se t̂tte the 
dispute, but the Board took jurisdiction 
at the request o f  the carriers and has been 
earnestly attempting since Novem ber 24, 
1947, to bring about a settlement. The 
Board on January 15, 1948, announced 
its inability to reach a mediation settle­
ment. The leaders o f  the unions rejected 
the request o f  the M ediation Board tp 
arbitrate, T be  railrQads accepted'.

What Now?
The Umons having refused to arbitrate, 
the Railway Labor A ct provides for the 
appointment o f  a fact-finding board by 
the President.

The railroads feel it is due shippers, 
passengers, employes, stockholders, and 
the general public to  know that through­
out these negotiations and in mediation, 
they have not only exerted every effort to 
reach a fair and reasonable settlement, 
but they have also met every requirement 
o f  the Railway Labor A ct respecting the 
negotiation, mediation, and arbitration o f 
labor disputes.

It seems unthinkable that these three unions, 
representing less than 10 per cent of railroad

employes, and those among the highest paid, 
can successfully maintain the threat of a par­
alyzing strike against the interest of the en­
tire country—and against 90 per cent of their 
fellow employes.

The threat of a strike cannot justify grant­
ing more favorable conditions to 125,000 em­
ployes than have already been put in effect 
for 1,175,000, nor will it alter the opposition 
of the railroads to unwarranted wage in­
creases or to changes in working rules which 
are not justified.

A glance at the box shows what employes 
represented by the Engineers and Firemen 
make. They are among the highest paid in 
the ranks of labor in the United States, if not 
the highest.

Decompression Chambers 
Using a small decompression 

chamber, which has taken labora­
tory animals up to simulated alti­
tudes as high as 80,000 feet, Yale 
School of Medicine physiologists 
have gained new information on re­
action of living organisms to pres­
sure changes at great heights. The 
findings, when completed, may have 
a bearing on the heights to which 
airplanes equipped with pressurized 
cabins can fly safely. After decom­
pression at extremely high altitudes, 
the anoxia—lack of available oxygen 
— is sudden and complete in the 
lungs. In experiments with rats, it 
has been found that explosive de­
compression itself does not kill the 
animals, even at heights of 75,000 
feet. If a rat is recompressed 
promptly, its breathing recovers 
spontaneously after approximately 
18 seconds, and the heart beat is re­
sumed. If the rat is not brought 
down to sea level or tolerable alti­
tudes soon enough, however, it will 
die. Research also showed that an 
explosively-decompressed rat stops 
breathing after 18 seconds at aU alti­
tudes above the 52,000-foot level.

Aspen in Lake Region
During recent years, aspen has 

been used in the Great Lake states 
region for a number of products. 
The Vttar years in particular showed 
a marked increa:se in use of 
aspen for pulpwood, box lumber 
and many other wood products. The 
annual cut of aspen lumber in the 
region increased from approxi­
mately 67 million board feet jn 1941 
to 152 million board feet in 1946. 
Despite this increased use, aspen 
still remains the only major tree 
species in the Great Lake states 
in which annual growth exceeds an­
nual drain. It represents the major 
forest resource in this region that 
is presently available for sizable 
plant expansion if a reasonable 
balance is to be maintained between 
growth and drain.

. In Federal Jail 

By Curious Cat
Escapes and Charges of 
Auto Thefts Make Up Big 

Day In This Town.

HAPEVILLE, GA. -  An ex-G.I. 
with judo training, a curious cat, a 
sick judge, plus a posse of 76 men. 
landed two youths and two girls be­
fore a U. S. commissioner on na­
tional auto theft charges after the 
two men had escaped jail by over­
powering a policeman.

The whole business left this peace 
ful little city on Atlanta’s southern 
outskirts gasping with surprise and 
concluded only when the FBI rushed 
the four'off for arraignment, where 
they were bound over for a federal 
grand jury.

The four were docketed as Billy 
James Manis, 20. of Hazard. Ky.; 
Joseph Burr Fine, 20, of Greenville, 
Ohio; Zelma Beasley, 18, and Gloria 
Benneti. 18, both of Jacksonville, 
Fla. The men were held in Ueu of 
$7,500 bond each and the girls for 
$2,500 each.

How It Started.
It all began when Police Capt. 

J. P. Dunn noticed two cars laden 
with costly furs and coats and or­
dered the occupants held for investi­
gation.

That afternoon Police Chief 
George Pierson Jr. called in the 
FBI. While being prepared for 
transfer to FBI custody, one of the 
prisoners seized a policeman’s pis­
tol, freed his companion and fled, 
leaving the girls behind.

The escapees ran toward the 
house occupied by Judge Quincy 
Arnold as police sounded a general 
alarm.

Meanwhile, the posse had lost the 
second man. Fine. They began a 
search of the judge’ s yard.

'The continuing costs of World War 

II are expected to amount to more 
than the total military costs of 
World War I (31 billion dollars) by 
June 30, 1948, according to the Na­
tional Industrial Conference board. 
The continuing costs of World War 
I are already about 40 per cent 
greater than the military costs of 
that conflict.

By 1972, total costs of World War 
n  to the United States are placed at 
700 billion dollars in estimates made 
by the war department. Veterans 
and their families, all prospective 
applicants for government benefits 
will number 62,500,000 by 1957,

So far as military costs can be 
measured, estimates confirm that 
the United States bore the brunt of 
the military costs of World War II. 
'This country entered the “ shooting 
war”  more than two years after it 
began in 1939, yet footed about 30 
per cent of its military cost.

The last pensioner of the War of 
1812 disappeared from the United 
States budget in the 1947 fiscal year. 
The military cost of the Spanish- 
American war was 582 million dol­
lars. During the 48 years ending 
June 30, 1946, the continuing costs 
of that war have amounted to 
$2,400,000.

the World War I vets, it will be 
remember, didn’t get theirs un­
til the depression was in full 
swing and one of the freest- 
spending Congresses in history 
was in the saddle.

Federal aid to education, hous­
ing, and other, “social” legisla­
tion will come in for a share of 
the talk, but,-in all probability, 
little else, sentiment doesn’t 
seem strong enough to force ac­
tion.

Love at 60 Puts 
Swiss on Trial 
For War Crimes

Business Leader First Non- 
fiernian to Face the 

Allied Court.

NUERNBERG, GERMANY. — 
Love at OD has put Paul Haefliger 
in the prisoner’ s dock charged with 
high war crimes that could cost him 
his life.

Tall, bent and nervously excited, 
Haefidger looks like what he was— 
a high grade, top-flight executive, 
lie is one of the 24 men charged 
with directing the fabulous L. G. 
Farbenindustrie, heart and brains 
•of Hitler’s industrial power.

He has another distinction— ĥe is 
the first non-German to be a defend­
ant here.

Ihat point may be debatable be­
cause Haefliger has a dual citizen­
ship. He is Swiss by birth and the 
Swiss government never cancelled 
his citizenship. But that gets into 
the stcxry of Haefliger and love at 60.

It Was Like This—
His record goes about like this: 

With Ms native Swiss talent, com­
mand of four languages and high 
ambition, Haefliger became a high 
paid Farben man white still in his 
20s. By 1934, he was eompiaining 
tha  ̂ . his income g£ 9!l,‘000 marks 
($30,000) a year was too low.

From the Swiss side of the bor­
der, be handled Farben’s huge mag­
nesium interests. Nothing wrong 
with that, so far.

In 1934, when be was a full-blown 
■expert, he became Swiss consul at 
Frankfort, serving without pay, but 
retaining his connection willi I. G. 
Farben. He held tMs post four years, 
until 1938, and then plunged into the 
greatly expanded Farben work as 
the war approached.

In 1941, Germany was top dog. 
Haefliger applied for and obtained 
-German citizenship, surrendering 
his Swiss passport.

Haefliger rode with the Farbeu 
train until the -end could be seen 
■early in 1945. But then he fell in love 
and married—for a third time.

Arrested by U. S.
Germany collapsed. Here was 

Haefliger, still a Swiss citizen, but 
also a German citizen by choice.

He could not go to Switzerland, a 
safe haven, unless he abandoned his 
new German w:tfe. He refused to do 
that.

In 1946 he ran into the same Ger­
man’ ofiflcial who had granted him 
his German citizenship in 1941. Haef­
liger gav-e it back to him, didn’t 
want any part of it. That seemed 
to solve his personal problem but 
it did not open the Swiss border to 
his wife.

Then he v̂as arrested by U. S. 
war crimes prosecutors. He engaged 
a Swiss attorney to defend him.

But his fortune is frozen in Swit­
zerland and the attorney said he 
would have to ask the Swiss govern­
ment to make funds available for 
the defense.

This puts the Swiss on a spot: If 
they unfreeze for Haefliger, a man 
thrice decorated by Hitler, what hap­
pens to all the other frozen accounts 
of known Nazis?

The Swiss consul in Frankfort said 
his government hasn’t any interest 
in Haefliger, at least officially. As 
far as it is concerned, he is on his 
own defending himself as a Ger­
man.

Shipwreck Victim 
Sees Grew Vanish

Su rv iv o r  T e l ls ' of Experience 

Aboard  M a k e sh if t  Raft.

KEY WEST, FLA. — An injured 
seaman, survivor of a five-man crew 
of a foundered 64-ton cargo boat, 
told of seeing his companions disap­
pear in shark-infested waters from 
a makeshift raft.

Benton Ebanks, first mate of 
the Louise J., was found unconscious 
18 miles off Key West after being 
adrift four days.

“ Trouble began,”  he said, “ when 
a heavy tractor broke its moorings 
on deck. As the ship pitched and 
tossed, the tractor plunged from 
side to side, ripping a role in the 
deck, smashing the bulkhead and 
then rolled into the/sea.

"The captain, Randolph Bodden, 
told us to abandon ship, and then 
jumped. That’ s the last I saw of 
him.

“ The rest of us—there were fo u r -  
made a raft out of a hatch, ladder 
and four life jackets. Then we 
jumped overboard, too.

“ We hung on the first night and 
the next two days. Sharks followed 
us afl the time. A big one, about 
seven feet long, trailed us all the 
third night.

“ The cook, Juan, was awfully 
sick. That night he told us, T am 
going to die, pray for me.’ Then he 
died. We took off his life jacket and 
his body floated away. The big 
shark didn’t follow us after that.

“ Later we saw a log. The other 
two men, Carlos and Trinidad, 
swam to the log. That’s the last I 
saw of them.

“ On the third day a boat passed 
close to me but it didn’t see me, al­
though I could see two men on 
deck. I must have passed out then, 
because the next thing I knew a big 
ship was nearby and a little while 
later they took me aboard.”

The navy and coast guard combed 
a 20 mile area for some trace of the 
missing crewmen.

Older workers are as dependable 

and co-operative, or more so, than 
younger employees, according to 
more than one of every three of the 
executives surveyed on maximum 
hiring age by National Industrial 
Conference board. The majority re­
port that the quality of work pro­
duced by older employees is supe­
rior to that of workers in the young­
er groups. However, with respect to 
quantity of production, this superi­
ority exists in only one out of three 
companies. Where the amount of 
work produced by the older worker 
suffers by comparison, the cause 
most frequently advanced is inabil­
ity of the aging employee to meet 
the physical requirements of the 
job. A significant number of execu­
tives hesitated to compare the work 
of older employees with that of 
yoimger mien and women. They em­
phasized that the situation varies 
considerably with the individual as 
well as wito the type of work.

Beal Value of Soybeans
The soybean has been a success 

as an American crop because its 
protein and oil are essential to our 
economy, whether in peace or at 
war, and because the crop is easy to 
grow and harvest, as compared to 
other oilseed crops. It has been esti­
mated by the U. S. northern re­
gional research laboratory that a 
bushel of soybeans may be produced 
with an average of 10 minutes of 
man-labor. About 45 million pounds 
of the soybean meal finds its way 
annually into the manufacture of 
glue products. Production of textile 
fibers from soybean protein has 
made the transition from laboratory 
to plant production. Paper coatings 
usually made with milk casein have 
provided a big use for protein in re­
cent years, but the urgent demand 
of the food industry for dry milk 
solids has limited the casein supply, 
and soybean protein is becoming an 
important alternative..

Between Nest 
And Incubator

Somewhere between the nest 
and the incubator, Texas turkey 
hatching egg producers may lose 
$100,000 this year.

There will be probably around 
60,000 hens used for producing 
turkey hatching eggs in the state 
during 1948. As an average, each 
hen will lay 45 eggs worth 35 
cents each. A 10 percent loss 
in eggs due to breakage or other 
causes is not uncommon. Using 
these figures, F. Z. Beanblossom, 
extension poultry marketing 
specialist for Texas A. & M. Col­
lege, estimates that the loss may 
total $100,000 before the end of 
the season.

Prevention of the loss will vary 
on different farms, Beanblossom 
says, but he lists 10 suggestions 
which have general application.

“Gather eggs 4 to six times
daily” is the first on his list. Pro­
vide plenty of nests of sufficient 
size so that more than one hen 
will not be on the nest at one 
time and use suitable nesting 
material. Handle the eggs care­
fully when gathering- and pack­
ing. Use good cases. Keep
the eggs clean. Use good flats 
and fillers. Feed a complete ra­
tion.

Boiled down, these suggestions 
amount to good management 
practices, Beanblossom says, and 
may mean a saving of an average 
of $1.57 per hen.

In the spring, 
farmers and ranchmen can look 
for blackleg and internal para­
sites in their cattle; cholera and 
internal parasites in hogs; pox, 
coccidiosis, and pullorum disease 
in poultry; soremouth and inter­
nal parasites in sheep goats, and 
distemper and internal parasites 
in horses and mules.

During summer months, an­
thrax will show up in cattle; ty­
phoid and blackhead in poultry; 
pinkeye and effects of poisonous 
plants in sheep and goats, and 
sleeping sickness in horses and 
mules. Internal parasites will 
also be prevalent.

Poultry Relish Grit;
Aids Grinding Process

Grit is a material of value to poul­
try but full details are not yet defi­
nitely known, according to Univer­
sity of Delaware. It is certain that 
birds like it and, when grit is fed 
freely, they consume more than is 
actually needed. Grit containing a 
large amgunt of soluble calcium has 
been widely recommended but ap­
pears to have no advantage where 
other forms of calcium are included 
in the ration. Actually it might be 
detrimental, say Delaware special­
ists. Helping the gizzard in the 
grinding process is the only known 
function of grit. A hard mica grit ol 
suitable size 'doubtless should be 
available to all chickens.

Productivity Depends 
Upon Organic Matter

The soil’s ability to produce high 
crop yields needed to feed hungry 
millions depends on its organic mat­
ter supply. Soils rich in organic 
matter are good “ sponges”  foi 
soaking up and holding rainfaU for 
crops. Organic matter helps restore 
soil structure, improves tilth and 
helps plant roots get more nutrients 
from the soil. Use lime, fertilizers 
containing phosphorus and potash to 
get good catches of legumes.

His Work of Salvation
Lesson for February 1, 1948

DROFESSOR WILLIAM JAMES
* was once asked to give a defini­
tion of Christianity. He replied, “ I 
loubt if there is a satisfactory defi­

nition of Christian­
ity, but I can give 
you an example of 
it — Dr, Phillips 
Brooks.”

Our lesson for 
Sunday tells us 
many things about 
Jesus, his work of 
salvation chiefiy. 
But before we can 
understand what he 
does, we must look 
again at who he 
was and is. We be­

gin with Isaiah 53:1-12. Who carT 
read those majestic words without 
ears? And then we come to Matthew 
1:21, “ And thou shall call his name 
Jesus, for he shall save his people 
from their sins.”  Then go on to read 
Matthew 5:17-28, Luke 19:1-10, and 
Hebrews 4:15, 16.

The key verse, it seems to me, in 
Sunday’s lesson is Luke 19:10, ‘The 
Son of man came to seek and to 
save that which was lost.”  Hold to 
this key, and every door will open 
in this lesson.
JESUS HELPS ZACCHAEUS
TN THE first ten verses of the 19th
* chapter of Luke we have the fas­
cinating story of Jesus calling Zac- 
chaeus down from the tree, forgiv­
ing his sins, and entering into his 
house. The disciples complained that 
Jesus had gone to lunch with a man 
that was a sinner. It was then that 
the Master declared, “ The Son of 
man is come*to seek and to save 
that which was lost.”

Zacchaeus is but an illustration 
of what Jesus seeks to do for 
every man. He has not come to 
save a few, but “ whosoever will.”  
He will not force himself upon any 
man, but he waits in hope of sav­
ing every man.
The “ worst”  boy in your commu­

nity may be saved — will be saved 
— if only he will do as Zacchaeus 
did, come to Jesus, just as he is, 
confessing his sin and believing on 
the Lord Jesus Christ.
HOW JESUS CHANGES PEOPLE 
JESUS saved Zacchaeus by for- 

giving his sins and putting a new 
attitude in his heart. He had harmed 
many people, or at least they 
thought he had. They would not for­
give him.

He may not have asked thejn 
to forgive him, but when he met 
Jesus and was changed by the re­
deeming grace of the Saviour, he 
proposed to restore fourfold 
wherever he may have wronged 
anyone. More than that, Zacchaeus 
offered to give the half of his 
goods to the poor. He gave con­
vincing evidence that he was a 
changed man. So will every man 
who believes in Jesus.
But we must remember this, Zac­

chaeus bared his soul to the Saviour 
in repentance of his sins and be­
lieved on him as the Son of God be­
fore he manifested a changed atti­
tude,
THE PURPOSE OF JESUS
lY ECALL again the words of the 

angel to Joseph, “ Thou shall 
call his name Jesus, for he shall 
save his people from their sins.”  It 
was to save sinners like Zacchaeus 
that Jesus came down from heaven 
and died on the cross. That was and 
is his purpose.

“ He went about doing good, for 
God was with him,”  Acts 10:38,

We shall never understand the 
work of Jesus until we come to 
see him at work in every age 
and amongst all mankind to do 
the will of the Father in saving 
any and all who will come unto 
him in faith believing.

“ SO SEND 1 YOU”

JESUS calls upon you and upon 
me and upon every follower of 

his to accept as the central purpose 
of our lives this mission of winning 
lost souls unto him. “ As the Father 
hath sent me, so send I you.”

1 sat in a boat with two prom­
inent business men, fishing in a 
private lake one afternoon last No­
vember. Mr. Asa G. Candler of 
Atlanta and 1 were guests of Mr. 
Carr P. Collins of Dallas. We were 
at his Wild Briar farm, a few 
miles from Dallas. We were talk- • 
ing about the plight of the world. 
Mr. Collins said: “ What is money 
worth if we think of it apart from 
the purpose of God? Until we come 
back to the words of Jesus, 'So 
send I you,’ we cannot hope to 
improve the sorrowful plight of 
our frightened day and genera­
tion. All men are lost until they 
come to know him as Saviour.”
Let this testimony of one of God’s 

gentlemen be heard and heeded by 
laymen and preachers alike, and 
fear will give way to faith, and the 
kingdoms of this earth will become 
the kingdom of our Lord and 
Saviour Jesus Christ.

have been ineffective when tried 
in the past. In both political 
camps there is an obvious effort 
to advocate measures which will 
attract as many voters as pos­
sible, and step on the minimum 
number of toes.

It has been accurately said that 
the political proposals, for the 
most part, deal with symptoms 
rather than causes. They are 
concerned with what happens 
during an inflation, instead of 
with what creates and imple­
ments an inflation. This is re­
garded by many as a very dan­
gerous example of putting the 
cart before the horse. To find 
programs which attempt to deal 
directly and conclusively with 
the fundamentals of the condi­
tion, it is necessary to turn to 
non-political sources.

One of the most interesting 
and extensive programs was re­
cently proposed by 53 members of 
the Economists’ National Com­
mittee on Monetary Policy. Thir­
ty-eight of the economists are 
connected with universities; six 
are employed by commercial busi 
ness; one works for a research 
institute; one is with a national 
business organization, three are 
on the staffs of publications, and 
four showed no connection. Their 
program included « eighteen 
points, of which brief summaries, 
taken from various press reports, 
follow:

1. Drastically reduce govern­
ment spending, particularly for 
public works.

2. Reduce taxes.
3. Reducp the public debt.
4. Return to a gold-coin mone­

tary standard, give the people 
greater control over the govern­
ment’s “use and abuse’ of the 
public purse, and reverse the 
trend toward a goverment man­
aged economy,

5. Increase production and 
productive effort.

6. Abandon feather-bedding 
and other devices for collecting 
pay for work not done.

7. Businesses should hold down 
inventories and avoid hoarding.

8. The tax laws should be re­
vised so that business can retain 
a large percentage of its earnings 
for the purpose of improving and 
expanding facilities.

9. Credit should be used more 
cautiously, and the safety mar­
gins against credit extensions 
should be increased.

10. Sellers should operate on 
the lowest possible profit margin, 
in order to prevent a large price 
decline followed by force liquid­
ation.

11. Tariffs and other restric­
tions on both domestic and for­
eign trade must be reduced.

12. G o v e r n m e n t  reali-
z a t i o n  t h a t  i t
cannot buy scarce goods in large 
amounts without further forcing 
up prices.

13. Price-parity and price- 
maintenance laws must be re­
pealed, and Federal subsidies not 
necessary to the national de­
fense should be abandoned.

14. Government should stop 
confusing symptoms with causes, 
and, further, get away from con­
trols of various kinds which mal- 
adjust the economic machine.

15. Consumers should not buy 
what they do not actually need, 
nor should they borrow to buy 
things they can do without.

16. “The apparent tendency to 
loan too freelv and too much to 
foreign nations’’ should be curb­
ed.

17. Interest rates must be per­
mitted to find their natural lev­
el.

18. The Federal Reserve Sys­
tem should adopt monetary pol­
icies that will “ foster more har­
monious relationships in various 
segments of the economy.”

This is a big and controversial 
program, and not all of the 53
economists agreed with it.
Twenty-one went along on all 18 
points. The balance entered re­
servations or disagreements with 
one or more of the points. Twen­
ty were against tax reduction, 
the point which created the most 
dissension. On the other hand, 
point one, on drastic government 
economy, received the vote of all

53, which is in itself a very in­
teresting commentary on the 
thinking of professional econo­
mists in this time of vast bud­
gets.

Assuming that such a plan as 
this would strike at the base on 
which inflation rests, what is its 
chance of enactment? The ob­
vious answer is none, at this 
time. Everybody would be in fa­
vor of the particular points 
which benefitted them, and, 
against the particular points 
which might hurt them finan­
cially. The government, indus­
try, labor and agriculture would 
want sections of it eliminated or 
modified. And Congress, in an 
ejection year, is going to move

very cautiously and dodge going 
to the mat with controversial is­
sues as long as possible. Yet, in 
the opinion of the most dispas­
sionate observers of the national 
scene, we will have to deal with 
real causes if uncontrollable in­
flation is to be avoided.
