CORRECTION

The story in last week’s Obser-
ver and Enterprise concerning
the 40 per cent homestead ex-
emption approved by the Coke
County Commissioners’ Court for
1982 contained some incorrect
information, which needs to be
cleared up.

One statement in the story
said, ‘‘The commissioners chose
to put the exemption (40%) into
effect for one year, even though
they could have made it effective
for three years.”’

The incorrect portion of the
statement is, ‘‘Even though they
could have made it effective for
three years.”’

Judge D.W. Sims clarified the
matter when he told this writer:
‘“The fact is that the commission-
ers have to approve the exemp-
tion each year in order for it to be
in force and could not grant it for
three years.”’

It is true the commissioners are
allowed to approve the 40 per
cent homestead exemption for

three years, but it has to be done -

one year at a time.

Let’s Play A Fair Game

Fair politics--FAIR--POLITICS
--may not be two words which are
congruent. They may not go
together at all, but we would like
for them to.

Consequently, we have adopt-
ed a new policy in regard to
political advertising. We propose
not to allow a candidate to take
unfair advantage of another can-
didate in the last issue of our
newspapers before an election.
This applies to all elections--lo-
cal, precinct, county, districts,
state and national. :

We certainly don’t want to
place any restraint on what one
candidate says about another in
his ads. The only thing we do
propose to 'do is not to allow one
candidate to malign another in

the last issue of our newspapers.

before an election--thus keeping
the attacked candidate from hav-
ing an opportunity to answer
charges which are made against
him.

To put it down on a home
basis: We have papers in whigh
will be out on April 23 and April
30 before the May 1 Primary. If a
candidate wants to attack his
opponent, he'd better do it in the
April 23 issue. That will give the
supposed victim a chance to reply

_in the April 30 paper, if he

wishes.

Material that has been pre-
viously run--and for which oppo-
nents have had ample opportun-
ity to reply in a later paper--will
be allowed to run again in the
April 30 papers, if the candidate
so desires.

Material which will be consid-
ered as unsuitable to be run in
the last issue before elections,
unless it has already been run,
will include mention of superior
education, qualifications and
abilities, as well as
qualities, poor records, etc., of
the opponent. Material of this
nature must have been published
in a previous issue in order to be
eligible in the last issue before an
election.

Simple requests for votes and
statements of appreciation for
support are not considered as
violations of this policy.

And remember, The Robert
Lee Observer and The Bronte
Enterprise appreciate the won-
derful business of candidates and
public officials.

We are not trying to make
anything hard on anybody--we’d
just like to see the game played
fairly.

Spring Turkey
Season to Open

Coke County will be one of a
number of Texas counties includ-
ed in the spring turkey season set
to open on Saturday, April 17.
The 16 day season will run
through Sunday, May 2. Hunters
may bag 1 gobbler only during
daylight shooting hours, 30 min-
utes before sunrise and 30 min-
utes past sunset.

Sex identification is less diffi-
cult ‘with careful note of the
turkey’s breast coloration. Gob-
blers have much darker color-
ing, with even bearded hens
having white-tipped breast fea-
thers.

Hunting in the spring season is
most successful and will provide
more thrill if the hunter is able to
call up gobblers from a stand
with either a commercial or
home-made turkey call. Many
successful callers have recalled
stories of gobblers rushing to-
ward the call, fluffed twice their
size, charging to do battle or

preening for a hen’s favor, -

making an awesome sight.
