In many areas, Producers are
encountering more than their
usual share of weed problems,
Perennial weeds, such as silver-
leaf nightshade (whitewe-
ed), lakeweed, johnson-
grass and problem annual we-
eds such as cockebur; devil’s
claw, prairie sunflower and
others that are tolerant to the
usual pre-plant incorporat-
ed and / or pre-emergences
herbicide got the jump on many
farmers during the recent rainy
spell. In other instances, heavy
rains caused some leaching and
dispersal of herbicides which
allowed an above normal num-
ber of weeds to become
established in many fields.

In situations where the cotton
is still taller than the weeds,

stdirected applications of
erbicides such a Caparol or
Karmex used along or in com-
bination with MSMA can be
used to obtain conmtrol. The
spray must be directed to mini-
mize contact with cotton leaves. |
One quart of surfactant should |
be added |per S0 gallons of)|
spray mix to enhance herb-
icide activity on emerged
weeds.

Ogalalla Aquifer, that supplies
the High Plains with under-
ground water, is being steadily
deplenished.

The recent interest in surge
irrigation is an example of this
search. Using the surge method
looks inviting because it lessens
the time to water a crop. It also
increases the efficiency of ap-
plication thereby saving water
as well as money. Some farm-
ers have been aware for years
that starting and stopping the
flow of row water would short-
en the time to ‘‘get across the
field’”” but the abundance of
water and the lack of equip-
ment to do this automatically
hindered its wide spread use.

Sprinkler companies are al-
ways on the look out for ways
to increase the efficiency of
their systems. Some even do
independant research to ac-
complish this. Because of high
winds on the plains new nozzie
types and drag hoses have
been tested to reduce the a-
mount of water that blows away
and increase the amount that
reaches the ground.

By knowing the amount of
water that is needed to fill the
soil profile, a producer can bet-
ter determine the time to apply
irrigation water. This in turn
may prolong the intervals bet-
ween irrigations, and also re-
duce the number of irrigations.
There are several ways of doing
this. A quick and simple one is
the ‘‘feel method’’.  Because
soils feel different at varying
amounts of moisture, the per-
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office or local office of the
Water District.

Producers who have used the
soil moisture blocks during the
past few years are very satis-
fied with the results. Jerry
Smith, a Parmer County farmer
states, ‘'l like them well
enough that I don’t want to try
watering without them.’’ David
Wied, a Lynn county farmer
who uses the blocks on irrigat-
ed cotton indicates, ‘‘I've found
out that the moisture is not
necessarily where 1 thought it
would be.

‘“Also, it is amazing to me to
see how wet the soil profile can
be and then in just a matter of
a few days, how the moisture
can be gone.”’

A Crosby County farmer,
Alvin Morrison, states, ‘‘They
give me a picture of what is
really happening from planting
to harvest. They are an ed-
ucational tool.”’

Soil moisture gypsum blocks
are inch-long proous cylinders
imbedded with lead wires.

Mrs. Floyd Davis, who lives
west of Goodland near the New
Mexico line said they had re-
ceived one inch of rain, that
was . ‘just right. for the young
cotton."’

At West Camp, the Robert
Hunts recorded just one half
inch of rain, but said they were/
very proud of the rain as they
have finished cutting the wheat
and have just planted sunflow-
ers.

Moving to the south part of
the county, Bennie Claunch re-
ported two inches of rain, with
just a little hail, not enough to
damage anything.

‘““The rain fell just right,”
according to the manager of the
Farmer’s Co-op Gin at Enochs,
who reported varying amounts
of moisture from .8 of an inch
to an inch and a half.

At the Maple Go-op Gin, the
farmers were reporting general-
ly one inch of rain, with up to
one and a half inches falling in
some scattered locations. No re-
ports of hail had been reported
at the gin.

All the farmers and ag-bust
nessmen contacted said the rain
was just right for the young
crops, and they would like to
see that much more rain fall in
the near future, to help the

crops in what has been a dry
winter and spring.

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COOKIES AND MILK

Tough But Pretty

Periwinkle--

Need a flowering plant that
withstands summer heat, has
few insect problems, and toler-
ates city smog?

Try the Madagascar peri-
winkle.

This colorful plant is finding
its way into more and more

gardens each summer because
it is so tough and heat tolerant,
says Everett Janne, landscape
horticulturist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service,
Texas A&M University System.

At the same time, plant
breeders have been able to
bring new characteristics “into
this plant that has made it even
more desirable for home garden
use. A good example is the
variety Morning Mist. It's the
first periwinkle with clusters of
flowers. Each flower is pure
white, centered with a red eye.

Periwinkle varieties presently
available have white, pink, rose
or lavender flowers (many with
a contrasting eye), but flower
breeders have additional varie-
ties almost ready to release
that will further extend the
color range.

The foliage is one of the
Madagascar periwinkle’s most

attractive features with its
narrow, dark-green, glossy
leaves, notes Janne. The con-

trast between the foliage and
the flower is as attractive as
any summer flowering plant
available.

Periwinkles are superb
Texas gardens where heat
frazzles many other  plants.
They will deliver a fine show in
full sun throughout the summer
until a killing frost gets them in
the fall.

Some newer varieties have a

spreading growth habit, making
them excellent for border
plants, explains the horticul-

turists. These include Morning
Mist, with its white flower and
red eye; Little Delicata, a baby
pink flower accented with a
deep red eye; and Little
Blanche, with snow-white
flowers.

Two others in the ‘‘Little”’
series include the deep orchid
colored Little Linda and Little
Pinkie, which was initially in-
troduced as Coquette.

For hanging baskets or a
mass carpet planting, few var-
ieties make a better show than
Polka Dot, Janne points out. It
has a low creeping growth
habit, with each plant spread-
ing about 2 feet across and
only 4 to 6 inches tall covered
with snow white flowers, each
centered with a velvety cherry
red dot.

Periwinkles will survive and
thrive in locations whiere other
plants would languish, such as
by the foundation of houses
with south and west exposures,
on the balcony of high-rise a-
partments, or next to walks and
drives with relfected heat. All
they need for survival is an
occasional watering plus a little
fertilizer every six weeks or so,
says Janne.

Because of its resistance to
heat, disease,
pollution, the periwinkle makes
an excellent plant for summer
color in the inner city and is

Drawing For
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Don’t Take Food
Poisoning On Picnic

July begins the peak picnic --
and food poisoning -- season.
But with a few simple precau-
tions, this unpleasant and
sometines serious illness can be
avoided, says a Texas A&M
University Agricultural E)(.(ffn-
sion Service food and nutrition
specialist.

The ‘‘poison’’ is actually' pro-
duced by a certain bacteria, a
type of staphylococcus, which
contaminates the food, says
Mary K. Sweeten. The poison
is eaten with the food and pro-
duces symptoms such as nau-
sea and vomiting. .

For most people, food poi-
soning is just a miserable ex-
perience, but it can be serious
for babies, elderly people and
those with other illnesses, she
notes.

The bacteria often reach food
from the hands of the person
preparing it. But even when
you're careful to wash your
hands, bacteria from the skin,
hair or throat, can be spread to
food, she explains.

Since these bacteria are es-
pecially fond of protein,
Sweeten recommends precau-

tions when taking high protein
foods -- such as meat, poultry,
salads containing egg, custards
and some baked foods on
picnics.

The more likely sources of
food poisoning are those dishes
that you don’t normally heat or
reheat before serving on a
picnic.

“It’s never wise to assume
that high-protein foods are safe
after being kept at room temp-
erature,”’ she says. ‘‘Since re-
freigeration prevents the bac-
teria from making their poison,
the most effective way to avoid
food poisoning is to eat them

right away or else keep”them
cold until they are served.

Refrigeration temperatures
should be below 45 degrges
Fahrenheit, which may be diff.
.icult to maintain in an ice chest
or other type of cooler, she
cautions.

““Contrary to myth, mayon.
naise isn’t commonly. the main
culprit in food poi.sctnn.ng," says
the specialist. So it's important
to keep all hot foods hot and
cold foods cold to reduce‘ the
chances of taking food poison-
ing along on your picnic.

proved by doubling back on the
same rows thus wiping the
chemical onto the weeds from
both directions.

In fields where herbicides ap-
plied pre-plant or pre-emer-
gence are showing signs of
breaking down, additional
chemicals can be applied to in-
sure season long control.
Again, post-directed applica-
tions of Caparol or Karmex can
be used to control emerged
weeds as well as those that will
germinate later,

Dual may be applied post
emergency, over-the-top or as a
directed spray when cotton is in
the first true leaf stage to six-
inches tall to control annual
grasses, volunteer sorghum,
pigweed and yellow nutsedge.
Since Dual has no foliar act-
ivity, it must be applied and
incorporated before the weeds
germinate and emerge. Shallow
incorporation is recommend-
ed and can be accomplished by
rainfall, sprinkler irrigation,
sweep or rolling cultivators or
“*knifing’’ during or shortly
after application.

Also, Treflan can be applied
post emergence (over-the-
top) in cotton after it has reach-
ed the four true-leaf stage to
control annual weeds and
grasses.

Con’t From Page 1
cent of water can be determin-
ed. With a little practice and
patience, anyone can do this.
Today, there are instruments
available that can increase the
accuracy of estimating moisture
amounts. Gypsum blocks and
tensiometers, when used pro-
perly can be very dependable.
Here in Bailey County where
we have sandier soils than
some surrounding counties,
gypsum blocks are not as ef-
fective as tensiometers, which
are more suited to this area.
The evaluations of pumping
plants and irrigation systems
can play an important role in
managing irrigation water.
When a pump-plant or sprink-
ler system isn’'t operating as
efficiently as possible, a waste
of time, money, and possibly
even an entire crop may occur.

applied before weeds germinate
and be incorporated within 24-
hours after application using
one pass with a sweep-type or
rolling cultivator. Wheat or bar-
ley can be planted in the fall
folowing this application at the
recommended rates.

Fusilade and Poast can be
used to control emerged grassy
weeds such as bzrnyard-grass,
volunteer sorghums (sudan-
grass, hay grazer, etc.) john-
songrass and even bermuda-
grass. The herbicides can be
applied over-the-top of cotton to
control grasses in their early
stages of development (i.e.
johnsongrass, six to 10 inches
tall).

Delaying the treatments until
the grasses begin to boot and
head not only reduces control
levels but also allows the weeds
to use up precious moisture
and nutrients. A second ap-
plication may also be required
to provide permanent control of
perennial grasses.

MSMA can also be applied
over-the-top of cotton to control
some weeds (including newly
emerged cocklebur), grasses
and nutsedge. Since MSMA
does have an effect on cotton
(slow growth, causes redding of
stems and may result in leaf
‘burn if applied when temp-
eratures exceed the high 80's)
it'’s post mergence usage is
labelled as a ‘‘salvage opera-
tion’’ and even then it must be
applied before cotton begins to
square.

Finally, spot treatments with
a one to two percent Roundup
solution can effectively combat
perennial or even annual weed
problems. Whiteweeds, lake-
weeds, johnsongrass, cocklebur,
devil’s claw and pie melon are
among the species that can be
controlled with this treatment

soil root zone at one-foot inter-
vals to a depth of four feet.
Readings taken with a meter
which measures electrical re-
sistivity will indicate to the pro-
ducer of the amount of mois-
ture in the soil and readings
taken over a period of time will
show the producer the rate gt
which his crop is using mois-
ture.

Once information on current
moisture levels and the rate of
use by the plant is known,
decisions as to when to irrigate
and the amount of water which
needs to be applied can be
made.

Anyone interested in pur-
chasing and using the moisture
blocks and meters should con-
tact your County Soil and
Water Conservation  District,
the local office of the High
Plains Water District or  the
