Sims Against 
Teflon-coated 
Bullets

State Sen. Bill Sims of San 
Angelo said today he supported 
the bill outlawing Teflon-coated 
bullets, called “ cop killer”  bul­
lets because they easily penetrate 
bullet-proof vests worn by po­
licemen.

Sims said the bill, SB 22, would 
protect law enforcement person­
nel and would absolutely not 
affect any other type of ammuni­
tion used for hunting and other 
legal purposes.

“ The Senate was concerned for 
the safety of law enforcement 
officers, but the Senate did not 
want to pass any gun control 
bills, either,”  Sims said.

That problem was resolved 
when the bill was amended to 
deffne the killer bullets as “ hand­
gun ammunition that is designed 
primarily for the purpose of 
penetrating metal or body ar­
mor” .

“ These Teflon-coated bullets 
can go through a bullet-proof vest 
and still penetrate a big phone 
book behind it. Can you imagine 
what it would do to a policeman 
wearing the vest? These bullets 
can also go through car doors, 
which policemen really do use for 
protection during shootouts.”

Sims said his staff talked to one 
policeman who said he and his 
squad once took a machine gun 
loaded with Teflon bullets off of 
one criminal.

“ Can you imagine the terror­
ism if he had been able to cut 
loose with that weapon?”

“ Those bullets are hard for 
criminals to get hold of, and now 
we’re going to make sure they’re 
even harder for criminals to 
find.”

Food Stamp 
Abusers to Face 
Stiff Penalties

Beginning April 1, people who 
abuse the food stamp program 
will face stiffer penalties. Assist­
ant Secretary of Agriculture 
Mary C. Jarratt said today.

“ Under this new policy, indi­
viduals found guilty of a third 
food stamp offense will be per­
manently barred fi*om the pro­
gram,”  Jarratt said.

Those found guilty of two 
offenses will be barred from the 
program for one year and those 
who abuse the program a first 
time will not receive food stamps 
for six months.

Jarratt said, “ We are deter­
mined to safeguard the food 
stamp program by going after the 
people who are abusing the 
program. States in the Southwest 
Region of USDA’s Food and 
Nutrition Service have taken 
several measures to intensify 
enforcement of Food Stamp regu­
lations, Jarratt said. These 
states, Arkansas, Louisiana, 
New Mexico, Oklahoma and Tex­
as, have beefed up investigative 
staffs, put the computer to work 
searching out cheaters and chan­
neled increased federal funding 
to local jurisdictions to encourage 
enforcement.

The penalities will apply to all 
individuals regardless of whether 
they are determined guilty of 
food stamp abuse at state or local 
administrative disqualification 
hearings or in courts of law, 
Jarratt said. They also apply to 
individuals who make false or 
misleading statements, conceal 
or withhold facts, make other 
misrepresenations or commit any 
act that violates a state food 
stamp law.
"“ 1 rib new rule- will make it 
easier for states to collect over­
payments from households. Cur­
rently, only the disqualified indi­
vidual is responsible for repaying 
fraudulent overissuances. Under 
the new rule, the household will 
have the option of repaying the 
overissuance in cash, with food 

' stamp coupons or through a 
reduction in its monthly food 
stamp allotment.

States may keep 50 percent of 
the amount collected oh recipient 
fraud claims and 25 percent of 
the amount collected on inadver­
tent recipient error claims. These 
provisions are part of the 1981 
Omnibus Reconciliation Act and 
the 1982 Food Stamp Amend­
ments.

VA News Items
Some Vietnam-era veterans 

may obtain extensions of eligibili­
ty for Veterans Administration 
education benefits.

Public law 97-306 now allows 
the VA to extend the eligibility 
period of certain Vietnam-era 
veterans (August 5,1964 - May 7, 
1975) beyond the usual 10-year 
delimiting date, said the Direct­
or, Waco VA Regional Office.

The extension may be granted 
to veterans who still have some 
months of entitlement to VA 
benefits remaining, but who have 
been discharged for more than 10 
years, he explained. Eligible 
veterans who don’t have a high 
school diploma, or the equiva­
lent, may receive an extension to 
attend that level of training. 
However, only tuition and fees 
are paid for high school or GED 
training.

Further, unskilled veterans 
may receive an extension in order 
to pursue vocational, apprentice­
ship, or on-the-job training. But 
extensions cannot be granted for 
veterans to pursue university or 
college-degree programs.

A previous law provides exten­
sions to veterans who were 
determined to be unable to enter 
education or training during their 
original 10-year eligibility period 
because of physical or mental 
disabilities. Those veterans may 
receive an extension equal to 
their period of disability. Exten­
sions under that earlier law may 
include those for university or 
college-degree programs.

Incorrect SS 
Info Delays 
Tax Refunds

Newlyweds and others who 
changed their names last year 
should report their new name to 
the Social Security Administra­
tion (SSA). The name and Social 
Security numbers on tax returns 
are matched with those of the 
SSA in processing the returns, 
and mismatched numbers or 
names can delay a refund, IRS 
says.

Another good way to guard 
against unnecessary refund de­
lays, the IRS says, is to use the 
peel-off indentification label pro­
vided with the tax package. If the 
name, address, or Social Security 
number is incorrect, changes can 
be made directly on the label.

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IRS To Allow 
New Deduction

Working couples will get a tax 
break when filing 1982 federal 
income tax returns, the Internal 
Revenue Service says. Under 
new tax law provisions, two- 
earner couples will be allowed to 
deduct up to $1,500 on their 1982 
tax returns, and $3,000 in 1983.

The IRS says the new deduc­
tion will work in this manner: If 
you and your spouse file a joint 
return for 1982, you will show 
your total combined gross income 
just as you always have. Howev­
er, you may deduct from your 
gross income either five percent 
o f the qualified earned income of 
the spouse with the lower quali­
fied earned income, or $1,500, 
whichever is less. For next year’ s 
return and future years, the 
deduction increases to 10 per­
cent, but not more than $3,000.

The deduction may be claimed 
by both Form 1040 and 1040A 
filers, the IRS says. After com­
pleting the worksheet in the 
instruction booklet, 1040A filers 
enter the deduction on Line 11. 
Form 1040 filers complete Sche­
dule W and enter the deduction 
as an Adjustment to Income on 
Line 29.

Credit Card Fee Ban 
Would Hurt Consumer

For a time, some oil companies have elected to col­
lect a processing fee from retailers and wholesalers sell­
ing goods and services paid for on a company’s credit 
card. Some other companies have chosen not to collect 
a fee but to recover credit costs through wholesale gaso­
line prices, while others have chosen not to offer credit 
at all.

The processing fee, generally three^ercent, is deducted 
from each credit ticket submitted to the company for 
reimbursement. The retailer already has received a lower 
wholesale price from the supplier since the cost of credit 
has been added to the cost of the product.

The retailer has an option. He may pass along credit 
costs to all customers equally or eliminate them to cash 
customers through lower prices. Most motorists prefer 
this option, with 70-percent of gasoline purchased for 
cash.

In recent years, inflation and higher interest rates have 
caused all costs associated with credit cards to escalate. 
Nevertheless, two bills (HB 206 and SB 342) have been 
introduced in the 68th Texas Legisilature to outlaw levy­
ing the processing fee.

This forces certain companies to give up a marketing 
option. In order to cover the rising expenses of credit 
cards, companies deprived of the right to charge a pro­
cessing fee would be compelled to increase the whole­
sale price of gasoline. Eliminating the processing fee 
eliminates the discount for cash option.

The net effect would be to require cash customers to 
continue to subsidize purchases made by credit card 
customers. If this ban becomes law, consumers who 
cannot or choose not to use credit could be forced to 
pay higher prices, which include indirect credit card costs.

This proposal is decidedly anti-consumer. It would be 
unfair to the consumers who buy gasoline with cash and 
save money.

This legislation is unnecessary. Companies should be 
free to compete in the marketplace as they think best, 
with the consumer benefiting frorh the competition in a 
highly competitive marketplace.

Since the end of federal controls on petroleum prod­
uct prices, the industry has introduced many new retail 
marketing techniques designed to meet the needs of 
the motoring public. As a result of heightened competi­
tion and innovative programs, prices to consumers have 
fallen to their lowest level in years. This demonstrates 
that the market system is working and suggests that it 
will elicit additional programs to benefit the consumer.

Withholding 
On Pensions

For 1983 there are changes to 
the method of withholding on 
pensions, the Internal Revenue 
Service says.

Prior law did not require a 
company to withhold tax on a 
pension it paid, even though the 
person receiving the pension 
could ask the payor to withhold 
tax.

The IRS says that the new law 
turns the situation around, and 
requires payors to withhold on a 
pension unless the recipient tells 
the payor not to. The payor must 
notify all who receive the pension 
of their right to opt out of 
withholding. Whether or not the 
recipient chooses withholding, 
the payor must send a statement 
to both the Internal Revenue 
Service and the pension reci­
pient, telling them how much was 
paid during the year.

The IRS points out that there 
are different rules for withhold­
ing on pensions paid periodically 
and for “ lump-sum”  payments. 
The new rules used for withhold­
ing on periodic payments will 
generally be the same as those 
used for wage earners. Where 
there is no certificate saying how 
much should be withheld, the 
payor will treat the recipient as 
married claiming three exemp­
tions.

As for “ lump-sum”  payments, 
the new law requires a flat 10 
percent withholding, the IRS 
says. However, there are special 
rules for total distribution^ from a

pension plan allowing use of 
10-year income averaging and 
capital gains treatment.

PROGRAM ON LOWERING 
ESTATE TAXES— The Texas 
Agriculture Extension Service is 
planning three two-day seminars 
to help farmers and ranchers 
learn how to reduce taxable 
estates and learn new methods 
for passing their operations to the 
next generation. The seminars on 
lowering estate taxes are 'slated 
for the Texas A&M University 
Research and Extension Center, 
Dallas, March 10-11; Holiday Inn 
Airport, San Antonio, May 3-4;

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Crappie Still A 
Popular Fish

The popularity of the crappie is 
widespread among people of all 
ages. One reason for the high 
popularity is the simplicity of 
equipment needed to catch this 
fish, says Billy Higginbotham, 
fisheries specialist for the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service. 
More crappie fall victim to the 
cane pole and minnow than to all 
other angling methods combined. 
The schooling tendency of crap­
pie provides the angler with 
almost non-stop action once a 
school is located. Many Texans 
proclaim that no other fish comes 
close to the crappie in eating 
quality.

Whether this panfish is called 
calico bass, white perch or sac-a- 
lait, the crappie is a member of 
the sunfish family and a first 
cousin to the largemouth bass 
and bluegill.

Two distince species of crappie 
exist, and both, the black and 
white, are found in Texas. Their 
common names, indicating color, 
are not always a good key to 
distinguish between the species. 
This is especially true during'the 
spawning season when males of 
both species become darker in 
color, Higginbotham says. For 
positive indentification, count the 
hard spines on the dorsal fin. 
Black crappie have seven or eight 
dorsal spines while the white 
crappie have six spines.

Black crappie prefer the clear, 
slightly acidic waters found in 
many East Texas lakes. Howev­
er, the range of this species has 
been expanded to the west and 
south. The white crappie origi­
nally ranged in the central and 
western portions of the state, but 
widespread stocking programs 
have resulted in large popula­
tions in the eastern- portions of 
Texas as well.

Black crappie spawn slightly 
before white crappie in the 
spring. When water tempera­
tures warm to about 60 degrees, 
the black crappie begins spawn­
ing activities. White crappie do 
not begin spawning until water 
temperatures reach 65 to 70 
degrees. Although natural hy­
bridization between the species 
has been documented, the diffe­
rence in peak spawning periods 
probably serves to reduce the 
incidence of hybridization.

When the water temperatures 
warm in the spring, the spawning 
migration toward shallow water 
begins. Both species build nests 
in water from one to eight feed 
deep, usually in gravel or on hard 
bottom. If these types of bottoms 
are not readily available, tree 
roots and submerged vegetation 
may serve as spawning sites.

Fry normally hatch in about 
five days and after the yolk sac is 
absorbed, feed actively on micro­
scopic animals called zooplank­
ton. As growth continues, insects 
and small fish make up the bulk 
of the diet. During the summer, 
fall and winters months, crappie 
tend to school in the deeper, 
more open areas of lakes.

Growth rates of crappie vary 
due to water conditions and 
available food, but generally 
lengths of three to five inches are 
normal at one year of age and 
seven to eight inches the second 
year. The normal life expectancy 
for crappie is about six years, but 
individuals eight years old have 
been reported.

The best time to fish for 
crappie is during the spawning 
season. A feathered jig, tiny 
spinner or a well-placed minnow 
hooked lightly through the back 
are all successful angling me­
thods in the spring.

. During otlietrtimcs of the year, 
liH>k fo^:̂ ap|ne concentrated and 
suspended ove^ deep water struc­
tures. A depth finder can become 
a real asset in locating crappie 
under these conditions. If a depth 
finder is not available, drift 
fishing will often assist in finding 
schools of crappie.

Some anglers prefer to make 
the crappie come to them. They 
anchor cedar and willow tops in 
deep water to attract the crappie. 
By moving from one brush pile to 
the next, good catches are often 
possible, even during the dog- 
days of summer.

Once the crappie are located, 
spinners, jigs and minnows fish­
ed in the day or by lantern at 
night are proven fishing me­
thods. The current state record 
for white crappie is four pounds, 
nine ounces. The category for 
black crappie is open, with a four 
pounder or larger needed for 
entry.

Large female crappie of both 
species have been known to 
contain 100,000 or more eggs 
prior to spawning. Due to the 
prolific spawning ability of the 
crappie, stocking into small bo­
dies of water is not recommend­
ed, Higginbotham says. In most 
situations, small ponds do not 
provide enough food for the 
abundant young crappie, thus 
stunting usually occurs and few 
young ever reach a desirable 
size.
