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Intruder
Attacks Couple;
Husband Dies

An 82 year old East Point,
Georgia man died Friday, July 1,
of injuries received when he and
his 80 year old wife were attacked
by a man at their home.

Emory Hughes died at South
Fulton Hospital of injuries recei-
ved Wednesday, June 29, in the
attack, which he had tried to
thwart with an unloaded 22
calibar pistol. His wife, Thelma,
was in satisfactory condition.

Their son, Phil Hughes, offer-:
ed a $10,000 reward for informa-
tion leading the arrest and con-
viction of the killer. ‘‘I just hope
this will jar something loose’’ he
said.

Hughes, owner of Tri-City Saw
& Tool Co. in East Point, said he
is in the process of moving his
business to Gainesville and had
urged his parents to move also.
They refused to leave the house
where they had lived for 42 year,
he said.

East Point police are seeking a
black man about 25 years old, 6
feet tall and weighing 175
pounds, with severe acne and
matted hair, according to Detect-

ive Jack Lambert.

Lambert said Mrs. Hughes
answered the door of the home at
about 7 a.m. Wednesday, and a
man asked for information about
a vacant house next door on
Winburn Drive. Mrs. Hughes
told the man that the house was
taken, and he asked to use the
telephone. :

Mrs. Hughes let the man enter
the house, and he grabbed her
and demanded money, according
to her son, ‘“When the commo-
tion started, Daddy was still in
bed,’”’ Hughes said. ‘‘He heard
the commotion and got up and
retrieved his 22 target pistol, and
he confronted the man.”’

Hughes said the gun was
unloaded, and the intruder beat
his father, tied him up and
stomped him. He said his mother
also was bound and beaten.

Before the incident involving
the Hugheses, several neighbors
had been approached by a man
who asked if they had any yard
work. ‘‘He was seen by numer-
ous people.’”’ Lambert said.

Neighbors in the quiet residen-
tial area were shocked by the
slaying. Most of the residents
are retired people, and most have
lived there for 30 to 40 years,
according to Grady Barker, a
neighbor.

It was Barker whom Hughes

called after freeing himself.
‘‘Everybody is like kinfolks
around here,’’ Barker said.

Initially, Mrs. Hughes appear-
ed to be injured more seriously
hospital workers told the family
that she had lost a lot of blood.

But her husband lapsed into a
coma Wednesday night; doctors
performed surgery for a blood
clot in his head, but he never
regained consciousness.

Funeral services for Mr. Hugh-
es were held on Tuesday, July S,
at2 p.m. in the East Point Baptist
Church followed by burial in an
East Point cemetery.

Emory Chesley Hughes was
born June 12, 1901, to C.L.
Hughes and Eva Pearl Vestal in
Robert Lee. He attended school
in Robert Lee.

He was married to Miss Thel-
ma Phillips of Abilene, December
S, 1925. They lived in Abilene for
several years before going to
Georgia. He was a salesman for
Fechheimer Uniform Co. out of
Cincinnati, Ohio and traveled the
southern states, about twenty
years.

He and his son were owners of
Tri-City Saw & Tool Co. in East
Point, Ga. until his retirement a
few years ago.

He leaves a sife, Thelma; a
son, Phil; and one grandson,
David; two granddaughters, Mrs.
Clint Copeland and Amy Hughes
of East Point, Ga.; one brother
A.V. Hughes and one sister, Zola
Hatley, both of Robert Lee. His
father, mother, a sister Ordie
Gibbins, and two brothers, David
and Bonner Hughes, preceded

him in death. 4
Emory was a Baptist and a
Mason.

‘Word has been received by
Mrs. Hatley and Mr. Hughes that
a suspect has been arrested in
the beating death of their bro-
ther. He was taken into custody

following a service station rob-
bery and as a suspect in another
beating and robbery of two
elderly women. He reportedly
had Mr. Hughes’ pistol in his
possession when arrested.

A complete copy of the new rate schedule is on file
with the Texas Public Utility Commission (PUC) at Aus-
tin, Texas, and with each affected municipality served by
Southwestern Bell, and is available for inspection in
each of the company’s public business offices in Texas.
The Commission staff has contended in the past that all
rates are subject to change as a result of Southwestern
Bell's rate application.

As aresult of the settlement of a lawsuit brought by the
U.S. Department of Justice against AT&T, Southwestern
Bell, on January 1, 1984, (or as otherwise ordered by the
United States District Court) will no longer be a part of
the Bell System, but will be owned by public share-
holders. Under the terms of the settlement, South-
western Bell has identified 15 areas in the state within
which it may provide service, and the federal court with
jurisdiction of the settlement has tentatively approved
these areas, called LATAs (Local Access and Transport
Area). On or about January 1, 1984, Southwestern Bell
can not provide service between these LATAs, and in
addition, must transfer to AT&T customer premises
equipment that it leases to customers.

Southwestern Bell has filed a proposed revised rate
schedule with the PUC reflecting these changes. These
rates would become effective August 1, 1983, if they are
not suspended by the PUC; however, it is expected that
they will be suspended and that the rates ultimately set
by the PUC will become effective on or about January 1,
1984. If the rates were to become effective as filed, they
would produce a 48.2% increase in Southwestern Bell's
unadjusted test year revenues (or a 76.36% increase in
Southwestern Bell's test year revenues adjusted to
reflect the effect of Southwestern Bell's divestiture from
AT&T). Any change in the rates for any interLATA ser-
vices offered by AT&T or a subsidiary after January 1,
1984, could affect customers of Southwestern Bell Tele-
phone Company.

Notice to Customers of

While Southwestern Bell has proposed no increase
in_rates for intralLATA interexchange toll services, any
change in those rates could also affect customers of
other telephone companies.

Texas offers an ideal
environment for encephalitis be-
cause of its large bird population
which can become infected with
the virus and carry it great

distances, she adds. So far this

year, the Texas Department of
Health has reported no human
alitis. But last year, 18 cases of
St. Louis encephalitis in humans
Louis encephalitis in humans
were reported. In addition,
infection from scratching mos-
quito bites and allergic reactions
causing redness, swelling and
itching are other possible health
hazards, notes the specialist.

In the United States, 2.4

percent of children ages 3-1S,
and 7.5 percent of adolescents
are estimated to have high blood

pressure. Hypertension is called
a ‘‘silent disease,”” says Dr.
Mary Ann Shirer, a health educa-
tion specialist, because signs and

symptoms will become obvious = -
only when the condition persists
over a period of time. The

symptoms of hypertension in
older children and adolescents
usually include frequent head-
aches, dizziness and visual ch-
anges. Infants or young children
may not even be recognized as
having symptoms until complica-
tions such as unexplained seiz-
ures result, says Shirer, who is
with the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service, Texas A&M
University System. The National
Heart, Lung and Blood Institute
now recommends that children
three years of age and older
should have their blood pressure
measured annually, Shirer notes.
