
Santa Fe Award 
Presented To 
Weatherford

Edwin Lee Weatherlord was 
presented one of the 1949 Santa 
Fe Railway educational awards 
by Ronald I. Cross, Amarillo 
Agricultural Agent, at the meet­
ing of the Stratford Lions Club 
Monday night in the Palace Cafe. 
The award includes a certificate 
of merit from the Santa Fe Rail­
way Co., and an all-expense paid 
trip to the National 4-H Club 
convention in Chicago. Sixteen 
of the awards were made by the 
Santa Fe in Texas. Eight of the 
winners were from the high 
plains area.

Weatherford is the first Sher­
man County boy to win the a- 
ward. He will leave with the 
delegation from Texas Novem­
ber 25 for the Chicago trip and 
and will return home Decem­
ber 3.

Cross said it was a custom 
of the Santa Fe Railroad to 
award round-trips to a number 
of 4-H boys and girls each year 
to the national convention. Since 
the policy was established the 
Santa has made it possible for 
2,000 boys and girls from the 
territory they serve to attend the 
national 4-H club convention.

Program chairman J. D. Mc­
Daniel presented County Agent 
Ernest Goule who in turn intro­
duced six 4-H club boys who had 
won awards for outstanding 4-H 
•club work during the current 
year. Goule stated that as the 
Dions Club was an organization 
to develop leadership in a com­
munity he thought it fitting to 
present outstanding 4-H club 
members of an organization that 
had the responsibility for de­
veloping junior agricultural 
leaders who will become the 
adult agricultural, leaders of 
■tomorrow. 4-H club leadership 
is developed through com­
petitive demonstrations. Youth­
ful 4-H club boys are being select­
ed to change the .trend in live­
stock production on the high 
plains. In former years cattle­
men thought only of producing 
livestock on the plains which 
were to be shipped to the corn 
belt where feeders finished the 
animals for market. With in­
creased production of grain 
sorghums in the plains section 
and the development of irrigation^ 
the possibility of establishing 
the high plains as a livestock 
feeding center is being advanced.

Educational work among 4-H 
club boys is the method by which 
the challenge is being developed 
among plains boys to meet the 
competition of the corn belt in 
feeding animals.

Vincent Meyers of the Tex- 
homa club has a record which 
gives him a claim on feeder 
competiton. Young Meyers is in 
his second year of 4-H club work. 
Last year his 4-H club calf ranked 
among the four best in Sherman 
County. Six months ago he 
bought a calf weighing 350 
pounds. At present his calf 
weighs 950 pounds. Vincent 
Meyers was presented the 1949 
award for conducting the most 
outstanding 4-H club meat 
animal demonstration in _ the 
county.

Edwin Lee Weatherford, a 4-H 
club boy who has successefuUy 
aided his father in constructing 
between 8 and 10 miles of mod­
em terraces in Sherman Coun­
ty as a successful soil conserva­
tion project, was presented the 
soil conservation award. Weath­
erford was the first 4-H club boy 
in Sherman County to receive a 
soil conservation award. Weath­
erford won the honor in view of 
the fact that terraces as a whole 
are unpopular in this section of 
almost level plains country. The 
new type terrace is said to be 
better adapted to the gentle rol­
ling plains section.

Delbert Cummings and Jim­
mie Milam represented Strat­
ford at the U. S. Highway 287 
road convention held in Lamar, 
Colorado Thursday of last week. 
The convention was attended 
by delegates from cities and 
towns along the route from 
Stratford to Denver.

A temporary organization was 
set up with representatives from 
Lamar acting as ti^mporary 
chairman and secretary of the 
organization. Two delegates 
from each town along the high­
way will complete the road boost­
ers. Delegates from Stratford 
will be selected by the Stratford 
Chamber of Commerce.

A permanent chairman and 
secretary will be elected at a 
meeting of the delegates from all 
cities along the highway at a 
later date.

The history of the Texas- 
Oklahoma - Colorado highway, 
otherwise known as the TOC 
highway, later designated as 
U. S. highway 287 was reviewed.

Boise City, Oklahoma delegates 
took a beating at the convention 
for allowing an unpaved stretch 
of road to remain in the short­
est route from Port Arthur, 
Texas to Denver. The Boise City 
delegates reported that the un­
paved gap would soon be closed 
and it was possible that the road 
would also have a new bridge 
over the Beaver River.

Road boosters expressed the 
hope of organizing highway 
booster organizations in segments 
along the route. Delegates at the 
meeting voiced the hope of 
dividing the organizations in 
booster clubs from Port Arthur 
to Fort Worth, from Fort Worth 
to Amarillo, from Amarillo to 
to Denver, and from Denver to 
Yellowstone. The Denver to 
to Yellowstone segment of the 
road is an extension of the 
original U. S. 287 highway.

-Stratford delegates reported 
that Oklahoma and Colorado 
have rebuilt their segments of 
U. S. Highway 287 into modem 
paved thoroughfares.

Hospital 
Funds Are 
Available

AUSTIN — More money is now 
available for building hospitals 
and health centers in Texas, State 
Health Officer George W. Cox 
has announced.

Federal money channeled to 
the states for hospital construc­
tion has been increased from $75 
million to $150 million, and the 
program of federal assistance to 
hospital construction has been 
extended through the fiscal year 
ending June 30, 1955. The in­
crease in time and money is 
contained in an amendment to 
to the Hospital Survey and Con­
struction Act. *

Under provisions of the Act, 
the various states, to which the 
federal money is appropriated, 
makes the money available to 
local areas for hospital or public 
health center construction, if a 
survey shows the area is in need 
of such facilities.

As of October, when the Amend­
ment became effective, the states 
will put up half of the money for 
new construction, and the local 
area, in which the hospital or 
public health center is to be 
built, must provide the other 
half of the total construction 
costs.

Prior to October, the states 
had put up only one-third, and 
the local area was held re­
sponsible for raising two-thirds 
of the total construction costs. 
On new projects which had been 
approved prior to October, the 
local area must still put up two- 
thirds of the entire cost.

cash. They bought a five-acre 
plot of ground, big enough for 24 
lots each 50 feet wide.

This plot was mortgaged and 
the money so raised, plus the rest 
of the initial investment, bought 
materials for the first home.

The 25 built the first house. 
Under a written agreement, each 
of the 25 veterans contributes at 
least 72 hours of work a month.

When the first house was com­
pleted, a loan was made against 
it. This money bought materials 
for two more houses. This process 
is being repeated with each house 
finished.

Nine five-room houses are 
finished today. The construction 
costs have averaged $6,500.00 a 
house. The cooperative agree­
ment forbids the sale of any home 
until five years after the project 
was started in November, 1947. 
The veterans hope all 24 houses 
will be finished within that time. 
The order of getting lots and of 
building is determined by a 
drawing.

The original idea of this plan 
came from Edwin Stevenson, 
secretary of the Board of Edu­
cation at Kearny and a former 
builder. Past Commander George 
C. Winne, of the local post, now a 
Newark lawyer, drew up the 
agreement that bound 25 young 
veterans together in the Legion- 
Veteran’s Cooperative Housing, 
Inc.

National Commander George 
N. Craig of the American Legion 
said the Kearny project is an in­
spiring example of what team­
work and cooperation can do 
under the good old American 
principle of self-help.

Advances New 
Theory For 
State Finance

LUBBOCK. — Representative 
Preston E. Smith calls for a pro­
gram of financing that would 
permit renovation for the state 
eleemosynary institutions with­
out the necessity for raising new 
taxes.

The money, under Smith’s 
plan, would come from the inter­
est on state surplus funds.

These funds, now deposited in 
Texas banks, bring little or no 
return. But under the terms of a 
bill which Smith introduced at 
the last session of the legis­
lature, they would be invested 
in government bonds

The interest thus earned 
would be sufficient to put through 
the state eleemosynary Improve­
ment and building program, 
Smith asserted.

“Interest received on $190,000,- 
000.00 held by the U. S. Govern­
ment for the Texas Employment 
Commission amounts to more 
than $4,000,000.00 per year,” the 
Lubbock representative assert­
ed. “Banks pay the state less 
than $120,000.00 depository in­
terest on a like amount. The state 
now has approximately $190,000.- 
00 in cash funds and expense 
accounts.”

Smith described conditions in 
the eleemosynary institutions 
as “deplorable” and recommend­
ed that they should be remedied 
efficiently, and at the same 
time economically.

“It does not make sense,” he 
declared, “to impose new taxes 
on an overburdened citizenship 
when it is possible to achieve the 
desired result with the means 
already at our disposal.”

Smith added; “There is no need 
for new taxes if we employ a 
business like method of handling 
the state’s fininces.

“At the pj-esent time the banks 
have state money invested in 
U. S. bonds, and the banks collect 
the interest. There is no reason 
why the state should not itself 
invest the money in U. S. bonds.

Sports Afield
If you’re a real fisherman, 

don’t overlook this late season 
fishing. You won’t get as many 
fish as you did earlier in the 
season — you may, indeed, get 
very few. But during no other part 
of the season are your chances 
of snagging into some really huge 
ones nearly so good. This holds 
not only for bass but for pike and 
walleyes. Very late in-the season 
is the time to get rally big pike.

Bass, after having been in shal­
low water for awhile, are now 
back in deeper spots. I generally 
have best luck finding them at 
sharp drop-offs with weeds at 
the edge. In the colder months, 
I’ve found them much less finicky 
as to what lure they’ll take, just 
so it’s fished deep and very 
slowly.

Now, you are likely to find them 
“bunting” — hitting the lure 
gently — so you can’t hook them 
well. Jason Lucas, one of our 
best known bass anglers, sug­
gests you use a very tiny plug of 
of the sort that one would gen­
erally use for rather small crap- 
pies.

'These remarks hold true of the 
extreme northern parts of the 
country during November. 
Farther south, they will apply in 
December, even January.

When winter really sets in and 
you must put your gear away, 
be sure you store your line prop­
erly. M|ore lines have to be dis­
carded because of improper 
storage in winter than because 
of wear.

A silk casting line must be 
dried very thoroughly before 
storing, and kept in a completely 
dry place. Otherwise it will be so 
weak by spring that it will be

useless. We are told that nylon 
casting lines never need d r ^ g ,  
but I prefer to store mine as care­
fully as my silk — it can do no 
harm.

ATOMIC PACT:
Asked by Two

France and Canada joined at 
Lake Success in asking that all 
nations do everything in their pow­
er to ban use of atomic bombs and 
control atomic energy,

THE APPEAL was directed to 
all—and especially the Soviet xmion 
—to forget traditional ideas of the 
sovereignty of nations and join an 
atomic pact that would promote 
security and peace.

It was a sincere gesture, but 
about all that could be said of any 
results that might ensue was that 
it was a “nice try.” „

committee of the U.N. general as­
sembly, but Soviet Russia was stiU 
to be heard from on the suggestion.

ers want the general assembly once 
more to endorse their proposal for 
atomic control and to order secret 
talks to continue between the Big 
Five and Canada,

SIR BENEGAL N. RAU, India’s 
chief delegate, offered another 
idea in the debate outlining official­
ly his plan for the international 
law commission to draw up a 
world declaration for prohibition of 
the bomb and for control of atomic 
energy.

But, it was said in official circles, 
that the French-Canadian proposal 
was as far as the majority powers 
wanted to go at this time.

DIVIDENDS:
New High

Was it a symbol, a portent of 
the future? Did it indicate the 
strength of the nation’s economic 
situation, or was it as temporary 
signboard at the mercy of any real 
wind of economic recession?

WHATEVER its real significance, 
industrialists and economists took 
cheer for it. It was a vote by Gen­
eral Motors corporation of the 
largest cash-dividend total in the 
history of American industry. The 
company, which recently reported 
a record net profit of more than 
502 million dollars from the first 
nine months of this year, would 
send checks totaling $190,436,055 to 
436,005 holders of its common and 
preferred stock. The distribution 
would represent a year-end pay­
ment of $4.25 a share on the out­
standing issue, raising to $8 a share 
the amount declared on the com­
mon stock this year.

GENERAL MOTORS was also ex­
pected to establish a record when 
it retired out of its own corporate 
funds its entire long-term debt of 
125 million dollars—17 to 27 years 
before the notes are due.

Plane Record

Commercial planes were darting 
about the world faster and faster. 
Latest speed record for commercial 
planes was claimed by Pan Ameri­
can lines which reported its strato- 
cruiser Westward Ho landed at 
London in 9 hours and 12 minutes 
after leaving New York.

Cap. Robert D. Fordyce, Jackson 
Heights, N. Y., commander of the 
Westward Ho, did it with the aid of 
a tail wind which at times reached 
a- speed of 75 miles an hour.

The plane traveled the Great 
Circle route and its average speed 
was about 385 miles an hour. The 
plane carried 21 passengers and a 
crew of 10.

Only a day before, a Pan Amer­
ican plane flew from New York to 
London in 9 hours, 21 minutes, 
which had bettered the existing 
mark by 20 minutes.

BR/r/SH LABOR:
More for More

It has been a fairly well estab­
lished philosophy of trade unions 
to frown on the “eager beaver” who 
likes to demonstrate how fast he 
can work or how much he can pro­
duce in a given time. In fact, some 
unions prohibit members from en­
gaging in any type of production 
speed contest.

The philosophy is understandable, 
if not popular. It is one which takes 
care of the union member who 
hasn’t the ability, the skills or the 
physical stamina to keep up with 
the would-be speed demon. The 
philosophy has been applied often 
enough for critics to charge that it 
has amounted, in many instances, 
to an actual work “slow down.”

ALL THIS being a matter of 
record, England’s labor govern­
ment’s move to allocate higher re­
wards for greater labor productiv­
ity came as a surprise to many 
U. S. supporters of the Atlee re­
gime. They began to speculate 
whether the prime minister was 
laying up trouble for himself among 
his labor adherents.

The British government’s turning 
away from this traditional phil­
osophy of labor was explained on 
the basis that it must be done to 
meet growing demands for higher 
wages to offset higher living costs. 
Therefore, the ministry is advoca­
ting a system of tying wages to 
the rate of production, rather than 
the price index,

GOLD HOARD:
Really There

T h o s e  skeptical, apprehensive 
citizens whose dreams had begun 
to be haunted by the awful spectre 
of doubt that Uncle Sam’s purported 
gold store at Fort Knox wasn’t there 
at all could all relax. The gold was 
there, all of it.

ASSURANCE c a m e  from a 
source certainly qualified to know, 
for that source was Leland Howard, 
assistant director of the U.S. bureau 
of the mint. It is his duty to ex­
amine personally the gold hoard 
at least once a year.

“There’s more than 12,000 tons of 
it (gold) at the Ft, Knox deposi­
tory,” he reports. That’s more than 
half of the 24 billion dollars worth 
of the stuff which the government 
keeps under lock and key.

OLDSTERS' ATTITUDE

Crankiness in Old Age Linked to Health
According to an Ohio state uni­

versity professor, crankiness or a 
cantankerous state in old age is 
directly proportionate to poor 
health. In other words, the profes­
sor’s situation holds basis for the 
adage that a man is “only as old 
as he feels.”

The professor, Albert R. Chandler, 
said his conclusion was the result 
of 503 reports by college students

and young professional people on 
the personal traits of older persons 
they knew well. The subjects of the 
study, the philosophy teacher said, 
ranged in age from 50 to over 80. 
Results were presented at the sec­
ond annual meeting of the geron­
tological society, where Chandler 
said age itseK was no cause for its 
wearers to be cranky or irritable, 
the tests showed.

How shall we 
rate a man who in 
time of war urged 
his own nation to 
surrender, who was 
believed by almost 
nobody, who was 
repudiated by his 
own class and even Dr, Foreman 
his own family?
What can we say of a man who 
was often in hot water with the city 
authorities, who spent months of his 
time in jail, who was called subver­
sive, and who never got along with 
the established religion of his 
time?

The prophet Jeremiah was that 
man; yet posterity honored him. 
His own generation thought him a 
liar. But some then knew, as we 
know today, that he was a teller 
of God’s truth, a spokesman of God. 

* * «
Was he a pessimist?
W E KNOW (Jer. 1) that Jeremiah 

did not wish to be a prophet 
in the first place, though unlike 
Isaiah he shrank back not from a 
sense of sin but because he thought 
of himself as a mere child.
■■ We know (chap. 20) that at times 

he was thoroughly discouraged 
about himself, and even cursed the 
day he was born. It is also true that 
in the last war waged by his little 
country of Judah before it was 
smashed, his advice from begin­
ning to end was “Surrender.”

No wonder people thought him a 
pessimist, a calamity-howler. But 
before we call him such names we 
must remember two things. First 
is, that his unwillingness to be a 
prophet, and the fact that so to 
speak he hated the job, marks a 
vital fact: he, perhaps even more 
than other prophets, sensed the dif­
ference between his own ideas and 
what God was saying through him. 

Even when what the Lord 
said was not what they them­
selves would have wished to 
say, they spoke for ihe Lord 
nevertheless. The other thing 
to remember is that when 
everybody wants to believe a 
pleasant lie, and a man comes 
along telling the unpleasant 
truth, he is not a pessimist, he 
is simply stating facts.
Jeremiah stood by the facts as 

God gave him insight to see them. 
If they jailed him for it, he could 
not help that; but they could not 
shut his mouth nor close his eyes.

* ♦ ♦
Was he a patriot?
JEREMIAH was constantly ac­

cused of acts and attitudes which 
today might be called “subver­
sive,” though he dearly loved his 
country. This was because he dared 
to rebuke the ambitions of his 
country’s leaders.

They said: Our country shall be 
free! But Jeremiah knew it would 
not be free. They said: Our king 
will conquer! Jeremiah knew he 
would end his days a prisoner. 
Jeremiah was unpopular, to put it 
mildly, because he advised his 
country to take the only place 
among the nations it could take— 
an humble one.

Then, as now, many persons 
think that patriotism means be­
lieving yours is the perfect 
country. If anyone points to in­
justice in our land, some one 
may yell, “Deport him!” But 
Jeremiah showed what is a 
true patriot. He is not necessar­
ily the man who approves all 
the foreign policies of his na­
tion (Jeremiah approved not 
one), nor the man who speaks 
only good of his country and his 
people.
The best patriot is the person 

who, seeing his country as God 
sees it, will dare to speak out 
against evil wherever he finds it. 

« • *
A Way to Know God
JEREMIAH knew God well, and 

the trouble with his contemporar­
ies was that they did not know God. 
But Jeremiah did not say: “Know 
God by becoming a prophet like 
me,” for he knew that only a few 
are called to be prophets. Neither 
did he say, “Go to church oftener,” 
for you can see in chap. 7 what he 
thought of the Temple of his time.

He pointed to the good king 
Josiah (chap. 13). That king had 
found God, not in a mystic vision 
like Jeremiah’s, not in burnt of­
ferings and sacrifices, but in the 
doing of justice, looking out for the 
exploited, caring for the helpless, 
seeing that justice was done.

How Shot Is Made
Although millions of hunters use 

shot shells for hunting, trap and 
skeet shooting, few realize that the 
manufacturer of the tiny lead pel­
lets in the shells is based on a cu­
rious but fundamental law of 
physics.

Instead of being formed by cast­
ing or by some other mysterious 
process, lead shot pellets get their 
spherical form by being dropped 
from the top of a shot tower into a 
tank of water. Molten lead is poured 
into perforated dropping pans. As 
the lead passes through the perfor­
ations in the bottom of the pan, 
the pan is automatically and rapid­
ly tapped. With each tap, a pear- 
shaped drop falls away. Surface 
tension causes the molten lead 
droplet to change from its pear- 
shaped form into a perfect sphere. 
At the 9-story Winchester shot 
tower which is one of New Haven’s 
landmarks, the pellets fall 154 feet 
into a tank of water. Water is used 
to cushion the fall.

Scooped up from the tank of 
water, the pellets are then sorted 
with the few inperfect ones weeded 
out by the use of another ingenious 
scientific principle. The pellets are 
poured over a series of inclined 
planes. Round pellets roll straight 
and attain sufficient speed to leap 
a gap into a trough. Imperfect ones 
either wobble off the sides of the 
planes or fall into the gap. Imper­
fect pellets that roll into the gap 
are remelted. Final operations in­
clude sorting and polishing with 
graphite.

Contrary to popular misconcep­
tion, the hardness or softness of 
shot pellets is determined by the 
alloy used and not because hot shot 
is dropped into cold water. At the 
start of a dropping operation the 
water is cold. Continual dropping of 
hot shot warms the water but does 
not affect the hardness of the shot 
pellets.

“Checked” Enamel
QUESTION: Is there any way to 

smooth the enamel on our wood­
work without completely removing 
it? It has several coats of various 
colors of enamel and varnish on it. 
There are fine cracks or checks 
in some of the enamel. Could we 
rub it with turpentine or some­
thing, then sand it before repaint­
ing? If we have to remove all the 
old paint, how should we do that? 
Use a paint and varnish remover? 
We want to repaint our woodwork, 
but those checks show through so 
that it doesn’t look nice.

ANSWER: You have the right 
idea, but in reverse—that is, you 
should use the sandpaper first, 
and then clean off with turpentine 
before repainting. If you were go­
ing to varnish, you would have to 
take off all the old finish; but as 
long as you are going to use paint 
again, I do not believe it will be 
necessary to take off all the paint, 
which would be quite a job. But 
the cracks and checks should be 
sanded out smoothly so that they 
will not show through the new 
finish.
