FENNVILLE, Mich. — A former
bandmaster turned farmer brings
his cows home with a bugle call.
Ami Miller, 72, says he believes
his cows have a better ear for music
than most people.

“I don’t know why anyone thinks
it is unusual for me to bring my
herd home with a bugle call,” he
added.

“In fact, one old milk cow is
music-happy. When I blow the bugle
for the herd to come home, she
gambols along the path in a prance
that is right in time to the beat.”
Miller taught band music in
schools in Seattle and Spokane, and
at Casco, Mich., during early life.

‘““We have a radio in the barn for
animals, and one of the herd had a
better appreciation for the classics
and band music than the others.
She stomps and moos her protests
when we switch on a jazz orches-
tra,” he said.

He explained that with the short-
‘age of help he was hard pushed to
farm his 80 acres. So he taught the
“cows to answer to bugle calls so he
wouldn’t have to walk down to the

New Type Operation Saves
Rheumatic Fever Victim

PHILADELPHIA, Pa. — A new
type heart operation has been per-
formed on a 22-year-old girl rheu-
matic fever victim.

The heart of Lorene Bean of
Hazleton, Pa., was damaged nine
years ago by rheumatic fever. For
two years after she was stricken
she was bedfast. Then she became
well enough to finish grade school
and later took a clerk’s job in a
store. Three years ago she was
forced to return to her bed.

Surgeons said she had mitral re-
gurgitation. The mitral valve, they
explained, was damaged and re-
mained. open, alowing the blood to
regurgitate, or leak back, into the
left auricle and into the lungs.

In a two hour operation, one sur-
geon cut from Miss Bean’s heart a
piece of pericardium, the membra-
nous. sac which covers the heart.
The tissue, about the size of the palm
of a man’s hand, was rolled up like
a cigaret and threaded into a wire
probe. Then the probe was forced
through the wall of the heart and
out the other side, leaving a flap of
tissue in the left ventricle beneath
the mitral valve,

The tissue, working like a check
valve, prevents the blood from leak-
ing back into the left auricle, while
blood flowing in the proper direc
tion pushes the flap away.

Prisoner Saves $600 While

Serving Long Prison Term

NASHVILLE, Tenn, — During a
14-year stretch in prison A. A, Wynn
served as keeper of the prison’s
bees, and in turn, the bees served
as keepers of Wynn’s bank roll.

The bank roll was accumulated
during 12 years in prison from
shows he put on with a miniature
carnival he built.

How Old?

Age Figures Don‘t Tell

ATHENS, Ga.—Dr. A. S. Ed-
wards, head of the University of
Georgia psychology department,
reports a gadget that measures
a finger’s tremors up, down and
sideways (his own invention), has
proved that a man is not obso-
lete just because he is old.

He reasoned that a steady hand
and an erect frame have more
to do with fitness for skilled work
than age figures, He set out to
measure them with the tronom-
eter with hundreds of subjects.

He listed them as of college
age (16 to 35); senescents (60 to
85, in good health), and seniles
(54 to 90, in ill health).

He found that senescents had
little more finger tremor than
the younger group, and in many
cases were steadier. But among
seniles finger tremor increased
an average of 300 per cent.

Veazey
split the rebates with prisoners.

Curious Puzzled
Over Barrel That
Fails to Run Dry

SIMMONS, Mo. — John H. Orr
would like to know who puts water
in the never empty barrel in his
chicken yard. So would 20,000 curi-
ous sightseers who have peered
through a fence at the cask.  '*

‘Last ‘May the 70-year-old farmer
set about constructing a drinking
trough for his flock. He set up a
50 gallon oak barrel on a frame of
two-by-sixes resting at one side on
a piece of six-by-six timber and on
the other against the stump of a
tree. The barre]l was set on two one-
by-six planks laid across the frame.
That raised it 14 inches or more
from the ground. :

An automatic valve was fixed to
regulate the flow from the barrel
into the chickens’ drinking trough.
As long as there was water in the
barrel the trough would remain
filled.

Orr and his wife hauled the first
barrel of water from a near-by
river. A week later Orr filled it a
second time and placed a wash tub
over the top to keep out leaves and
trash.

Shortly thereafter Orr became ill
and Mrs. Orr took over the chores.
When she got around to checking
the water barrel she was surprised
to discover it brimful. She had no
visitors and the Orrs’ 250 chickens
had been using the water supply
constantly. The estimated ¢onsump-
tion is three gallons a day.

She told ‘the story and neighbors
began dropping in to see for them-
selves. Eventually the story got to
the newspapers. As the summer
ended, first scores, than hundreds
began trekking on the Orr farm.

At least once some skeptics main-
tained a 24-hour watch. The water
level remained unchanged.

Then they
apparently interfere with the bac-
teria’s ability to make other essen-
tial foodstuffs in the fliuds in which
they grew.

Mystic Finds
Water in Dry
Areas of India

NEW DELHI, India—A 50-year-old
yogi, Jeevram Vyas, is solving
India’s water problems. The min-
istry of agriculture says the mystic
locates underground water sources
with- uncanny accuracy merely by
closing his eyes and pointing.

Now famous throughout India un-
der the cognomen of Pani Maharaj,
which in Hindustani means ‘‘water
king,” Vyas has been made a mem-
ber of the Rajasthan underground
water board at a salary of 500
rupees ($105) a month. Recently,
when the tired yogi proposed to re-
tire to his former life of contem-
plation in the forest, the food and-
agriculture minister, K. M. Munshi,
persuaded Pani Maharaj to stay on
the job. % G %

g Called National Asset

Prime Minister Jawaharial Nehru,
an extremely well-schooled and fair-
ly skeptical man, had Pani Maharaj
brought to Delhi for a particular
divining job, which the yogi per-
formed with spectacular success.
This was at Faridabad, a refugee
town near the capital, where it ap-
peared that water would have to be
piped miles from the Jumna river at
a cost of millions of rupees.

Pani Maharaj went to Faridabad,
looked around, and showed where to
dig. Today, says the ministry, eight
tube wells on and about this spot
are pouring out approximately 35,000
gallons of water an hour, making
the costly pipeline unnecessary.
Geologists are amazed. 3

The yogi works entirely without
instruments, a ministry ‘spokesman
reported. ol g

“‘Sometimes he moves his hand
across the map of a region, and pin-
points the source of water,” the
spokesman said. “More often, sit-
ting in & room or traveling in a car,
he ‘sees a cloud of haziness’ in the
depths of the earth below, and with
mathematical precision he indicates
not only the quantity of water to be
found but also whether it is sweet
or saline.”

Numerous Wells Found

Numerous discoveries of under-
ground water by Pani Maharaj are
fully confirmed by the government.
One well dug at Samadri, in Rajas-+
than, on the yogi’s advice, was said
to be yielding 120,000 gallons an
hour. The food and agriculture min-

istry said he had located several

sites for tube wells where the water-
poor city of Jaipur could augment
its supply. “In every case,’”” the
ministry’s spokesman said, ‘‘water
has been found.”

Pani Maharaj first came into
prominence when he began finding
water in the dry, hungry-stricken
state of Saurashtra, in far north-
western India, He moved to Jaipur
and went about the great Rajputana
desert, spotting new wells as he
went, it wasn’t long before the gov-
ernment, ignoring scientific scoffers,
took notice of him as a national as-
set.

Where the yogi came from is un-
known, except that he spent many
years practicing the arts of yoga in
the forests of Girnar. Claims made
by his admirers, who are legion
now, that he can divine not only
water but also oil and precious
minerals deep in subterranean rock,
are not confirmed officially.

Vision Institute Reports
TV Doesn’t Hurt Eyes

COLUMBUS, O.—Doctors at the
Institute for Research in Vision at
Ohio university report you can stop
worrying about television’s effect
on your eyes.

Dr. Glenn A. Fray and Dr. Arthur
M. Culler, co-directors of the insti-
tute, report their findings after a
survey of 2,125 doctors in eight
states served by 37 television sta-
tions.

“There is no widespread belief
that television is contributing to
changes in the static refraction of
the eye, the status of muscle bal-
ance or to the development of such
disorders as glaucoma and cataract,
or to any serious impairment of the
function and structure of the eye,”
they reported.

Some doctors said that a few pa-
tients complained of eye strain from
television. That total averaged about
3.41 per cent.

But most of the troubled television
viewers complained soon after they

got their set and their difficulties’

tended to disappear with continued
use. ‘

King’s Ghost Hovers Over
Los Angeles Parking Plan

LOS ANGELES, Calif.—The city of
Los Angeles is having trouble be-
cause of a forgotten Spanish king.

The city wants to build a 1,650-
car garage beneath midtown Persh-
ing square. But the Spanish king
when he deeded the land to the vil-
lage of Los Angeles specified it was
for perpetual use as a spot for
siestas and for nothing else.

No one challenged its exclusive
use as a park until 19068 when the
city decided to build a library and
office building there. 2

But property owner J. H. Spires
dragged the Spanish monarch’s
skeleton into court and spiked the
move. His majesty had said noth-
ing about a library-office building
on the block square park, Spires
contended successfully.

Babonet, who lived in apparent
. poverty, .didn’t forget his neighbors,
although he didn’t know the names
of most of them. He left $50,000 to
Peter J. Kelly, ‘‘who cared for me
when sick,’”’ and $40,000 to “my four
good neighbors, each man and
wife 5,000.”

Brothers and sisters in Austria,
if living, were willed $10,000 each.

Kelly said Babonet liked to keep
cash on hand to give away, secretly.

Cohen’s Costly Armored Car

May Never Travel Highways

LOS ANGELES, Calif.—There is a
$16,000 armor plated Cadillac in
California that may never travel the
highways., It belongs to Mickey
Cohen.

The California highway patrol has
denied the gambling czar a permif
to operate the custom built car.

“I don't care about myself, un-
derstand,” Cohen said, ‘but what
am I gonna do, for instance, when
my mother comes to visit? And my
wife! I gotta have some protection
for my family don’t I?’*

The car has eight-inch thick doors
each weighing 100 pounds because
of a slab of bulletproof fiberglass
inside. There are steel-armor plates
inside the seats and the extra thick
windows won’t have to be rolled
down. The car has an $800 air-con-
ditioning system and $400 worth of
bulletproof tires.

“If a permit is issued to one gam-
bler, there will be 10,000 armored
cars on the road and the police
would never be able to stop them,”
officials said.

Soviet Union Population
Reported at 201 Million

NEW YORK—According to figures
published in the Swedish publication
Gothenburg Trade and Shipping
Journal, the current population of
the Soviet Union is 201 million, not
counting political prisoners esti-
mated to number about 20 million.

Moscow is the largest city in Rus-
sia with a population of more than
five million, making it the second
largest city in Europe today.

The general switch from country
to city is reported noticeable in the
Soviet Union, the land having lost
some 4% million people since 1939
and the cities having gained about
11 million.

Europes Largest Volcano

Sicily’s Mt. Etna, a 10,741-foot
peak, which ranks as Europe’s high-
est and largest volcano, has erupted
violently some 80 times within the
limits of written history. Many of
these sudden convulsions have
spread appalling destruction, taking
thousands of lives ahd wiping out
many towns and villages. In 1169,
for example, Etna’s massive lava
streams overwhelmed the whole city
of Catania at the southeastern foot
of the mountain, and buried about
15,000 people under steaming rocks
and ruins. Five hundred years later,
its explosions raged for 40 days,
while hissing lava almost filled up
Catania harbor,

ATOMIC CALENDAR

Science Tabs
Ice Age Date

CHICAGO—Dating of man’s first
known appearance on the North
American continent, the epoch of
the ice age, and hundreds of other
significant events in the history of
civilization has been achieved in
a master ‘“atomic calendar” pre-
pared by the University of Chicago
atomic scientist, - Dr William F.
Libby.

Although the Chicago scientists’
dates check in most instances with
those estimated' by other means,
anthropologists and geologists may
have to make some significant
changes in their present theories,
according to Dr. Libby, who |is
professor of chemistry in the uni-
versity's institute of nuclear studies.

Radioactive carbon, which Dr.
Libby demonstrated in 1947 was
created in the upper atmosphere
by cosmic rays, is the basis for
the dating in the new ‘“‘atomic cal-
endar.” The rays form the radio-
active carbon when they strike the
nuclei of nitrogen. Some of the
carbon which reached the earth is
absorbed " through food and water
by plants and animals during their
lifetime.

Radiocarbon is Index

Since the radioactivity is lost at
a constant rate (half of it disap-
pearing in 5,568 years), determina-
tion of the amount of radiocarbon
in organic remains provides an in-
dex to the date. The method is ac-
curate to within approximately a
hundred years. Because all but a
minute amount of radiocarbon 1is
gone after 25,000 years, no object
can be dated by the Libby method
beyond that span.

Thus, ancient cypress wood from
a swamp at Mpyrtle Beach, N. C,,
could be dated only as being “more
than 20,000 years old.” Geologists
estimate the age of the cypress at
approximately 200,000 years.

The ice age in the middle west,
Dr. Libby reported, was 12,000 years
ago, rather than the 20,000 years
generally estimated by geologists.
The glacial epoch was apparently
contemporaneous in FEurope, for
samples of Ireland, England and
Germany agree closely with the
Wisconsin dating of the final phase
of the ice cap.

Some of the evidence from which
the appearance of man on the west
coast was egtablished consisted of
300 pairs of skillfully woven fiber
sandals found in a cave in eastern
Oregon. A fish weir made of stakes
uncovered three years ago when
excavations were made in Bolystun
street, Boston, provided some of
the organic material for humans
in the east.

The age of revolution in man’s
development, when he turned from

hunting and food available in na- |.

ture to agriculture, began at least
7,000 years ago.

Uses Geiger Counter

Mexico was inhabited at least 7,
000 years ago, by people who pro-
duced crude carving and instru-
ments.

To determine the amount of car-
bon 14, Dr. Libby’s method employs
a Geiger-type counter, which is fif-
ty times more sensitive 'than that
usually used. Refined methods of
chemical separation are required
to obtain the carbon 14, which is
tested with the counter, for the
amount is lower than could be found
in ordinary dirt from a garden or
dust from a street. A minimum of
an ounce of the organic - material
to be dated is required, and several
ounces are more satisfactory.

Scientists Partly Explain
Mystery Signals from Space
WASHINGTON, D. C. — British

scientists have long been puzzled
by mysterious radio waves from be-
yond the milky way. They have

also been received by the U.S. bu-.

reau of standards.

Now, Dr. Grote Reber, physical
scientist and pioneer in the study
of cosmic radiation, offers a par-
tial explanation.

He says the mysterious signals
are electromagnetic waves which
have been generated by passage of
high speed particles of cosmic rays
through interstellar ‘‘dust bins.”

The bins, he explained, are clouds
of dust or smoke lying within the
vast distances between stars and

showing up on photographic plates |-

on the heavens as dark patches.
Reber said he had made tape re-
cordings of the mystery waves by
use of radio telescope. This instru-
ment, he explained, receives the
radio waves as an ordinary tele-
scope receives light from the stars,

Harvard Men Find a Way;

They Hire ‘Date Sitters’

CAMBRIDGE, Mass. — Harvard
men are hu'ing sitters. It's all for
love.

Forbidden to pass the time with
their girls in Harvard Yard, the
college boys are hiring sitters to
circumvent the school regulation
that preevnts a girl staying in their
room after 8 p.m. unless accompa-
nied by another girl.

Besides providing a new source
of income for girls at Radcliffe Col-
lege, it permits Harvard students to
entertain their ‘‘dates’ wuntil mid-
night.

The only requirement of the sit-
ters is that the couple for whom
they sit, furnish sufficient light for
studying.

Drugs Help Animals

Drugs that have given millions
of people relief from hay fever
and other allergies ‘are now help-
ing to make life better for many
pets and farm animals too. Latest
reports from veterinarians in the
United States, England, and France
reveal that allergy-relieving drugs
called “anti-histamines” are giv-
ing encouraging results against at
least 15 different types of ailments
in pets and livestock.

Another “First” for Rmu‘

Russia could bu’ probably won’t
claim a “first” on this one, for a
dog-gone good reason.

Quoting French sources, the Jour-
nal of the American Veterinary
Medical association reports that
Soviet army of World War II
trained thousands of dogs to carry
bombs under the enemy’s moving
vehicles and explode them.
“Though details are lacking,” the
Journal says, “it has been widely
rumored that many tanks were
blown up by dogs.

Woods From Five

In Bank Murals

LOUISVILLE, Ky.—Four murals,
perhaps the most unusual in the
United States, will adorn the walls
©f a Louisville bank this winter,

The murals, each six feet long
and four feet high, are fashioned '
from hundreds of tiny pieces of
wood and present typical scenes of
the life of Kentucky—a steamboat,
coal mine, sorghum mill and a to-
bacco auction.

No stains or paints are used—
just the natural tints of some 50 dif-
ferent pieces of wood from five con-
tinents.

One has only to watch Fritz Bade,
their creator, at work, to realize
that here is no stuntman, like the
fellow who builds a model of the
Eiffel tower from 11,000 toothpicks.

Although Bade has been an artist
in oil, pencil, etching and wood all
his life, he pursues art as an avoca-
tion. He has been a manufacturer
and salesman for years.

For several years, Merle Robert-
son, president of the Liberty Nation-
al Bank & Trust Co., has been giv-
ing an original Bade etching each
Christmas to some of the bank’s
larger depositors. After seeing some
of the artist’s inlaid wood pictures,
Robertson decided a set of Bade
murals would lend distinction to the
bank’s proposed new building.

There is color, depth, perspective
and expression in these glorified jig
saw puzzles. Blistered poplar has
just the right blotches of light and
dark to make a ‘buttermilk sky’’
over the steamboat. Timber on the
boat, standing out white against the
cloudy sky and the muddy water,
are cut from holly. The shadowy
deck is Brazilian rosewood and a
tiny awning on the afterdeck is tulip
wood with lemon and orange colored
stripes. Black and white striped
zebra wood from Africa makes a
sweater for one of the deckhands.

“Grain for anatomy, color for ef-
fect,” is Bade’s rule.

“I never use a straight grained
wood to depict a rounded surface of
a body,” he explains. The grain
must conform to the shape to be
portrayed.

Bade says he never has counted,
but he estimates there are from 750
to 1,250 pieces of wood in a picture,
perhaps as high as 1,500 in some. It
takes him 200 to 300 hours to make
one picture.

Pilot Rides Plane Down

After the “Bubble” Bursts

NEW YORK—A jet fighter pilot
recently told what happens when a
person is exposed to the rarefied
atmosphere at 30,000 feet.

Lt. Charles Robert Hearn, 28,
was flying a Thunderjet plane on a
routine training flight over New
York when the plexiglass ‘bubble’”
inside which he sat burst.

‘It felt like being torn apart
from within,” he said afterward.
The “‘explosion” left him dazed and
deaf. In a semi-conscious condition
he managed to fly the plane down
to 15,000 feet. For the next 8,000 he
reckoned he was totally uncon-
scious. \

By the time he was fully con-
scious he was directly over the
Empire State building.

From there he could see Idle-
wild airport and asked permission
to land. He landed safely and re-
marked it was lucky his safety belt
had been attached and that his oxy-
gen mask remained on when the
bubble burst.

Fighter Pilot Lands Plane
On Big Fragmentation Bomb

Somewhere in Korea—After dodg-
ing enemy fire on 142 missions
during World War II and again in
the present Korean fighting, Cap-
tain Lawrence R. Denham, 26, of
DeLand, Fla., recently experienced
what he calls his closest shave.

He landed his plane on a huge
fragmentation bomb.

The captain, a member of the
marine all-weather night fighter
squadron, was returning from a
Korean night mission to a base in
Japan. In his path and completely
hidden in darkness was the bomb,
which is believed to have been
jarred off another plane as it land-
ed earlier.

Captain Denham, who once flew
fighter bombers under General Mac-
Arthur’s command in close air sup-
port in the Philippines, was disgust-
ed with the accident—it blew out
a tire and gave him a bouncy land-
ing,

Hydrogen Bomb Could End

All Life on Earth, Report

CHICAGO—Dr. James R. Arnold
of the University of Chicago be-
lieves it might be possible to make
a hydrogen bomb that would come
close to killing everyone in the
world at a minimum cost of between
$4 and $40 billion.

He declared, however, it would
take perhaps five or ten years to
make such a bomb. The burden of
producing the bomb is so great that
there is no “immediate danger”
that anyone will make it, he added.

But Dr. Arnold doubted that the
human race could be eradicated to
the last man,

He pointed out that the death-deal-
ing effect would come from radio-
active dust spread by a terrific
explosion. He held that cobalt was
the only practical element to make
that dust, and that only the hydro-
gen bomb would be powerful enough
to distribute it.

Although the danger that such a
bomb will be produced is not real
and immediate, Dr. Arnold said
that ‘it is an ominous circumstance
that we can come so close to a prac-
ticable method for self destruction
with present-day technology.”

Rare Heart Ailment Found
To Affect Dogs, Report

CHICAGO—A rare heart condi-
tion simlar to the one that causes
human “‘blue babies’”’ may also af-
fect dogs, veterinarians have found.

The American Veterinary Medi-
cal association reports that doctors
at Washington State College’s vet-
erinary medical school have re-
ported the case of a Cocker Spaniel
that suffered from the ‘blue baby’’
condition.

When the animal became excited,
or following exercise, it would faint.
It sometimes had difficulty in

breathing and the skin assumed a

bluish tinge.

An examination revealed that the
dog’s trouble was due to a heart
condition similar to the one which
causes somewhat the same symp-
toms in human beings.

An opening between two chambers
of the heart which normally closes
soon after an animal is born had
remained open, interfering with

the circulation of the dog’s blood. f"‘"

ans also reported several cases of
inherited heart defects in cattle,
Such conditions appear to be 'quite
rare among animals, they said,
since only six serious heart irregu-
larities were found in 2,000 post-
mortem examinations they conduct-
ed.

“The cross was very plain, and
there appeared to be the figure of
a person holding it,”” Father Lueb-
bering added.

Why Worship?
HAT is worship, and why do we
worship at all? We might de-
fine it as a meeting with God, both
conscious and desired. ‘‘He shines
in all that’s fair,” and in truth we
are in his presence all the time.
But we are not conscious of him all
the time. When we are conscious
of him, then one ot two things hap-
pen. Either we hastily shut our
minds and run away from him in
fear, which is sin. Or we linger,
feeling it is good for us to be here.
And then it is worship. Or
again, we might call worship
conversaticn between man and

Ged. Every part of it is either

our listening to God speak to

us, or our speaking to God in
some way.

Why worship? We worship be-
cause we love God. Otherwise it
would be a bore at best, or a kind
of self-torture at worst. We worship
because we need God. If Jesus
needed both public worship and
private prayer, so do we far more,
We worship because we need to
know God’s will.

Why Worship Together?

UBLIC and private worship can-f

not be substituted for each oth-
er. Readers of the Bible know how
they were intertwined in the ex-
periences of God’s people, and how
our Lord himself, who used to at-
tend the synagogue services regu-
larly, also sought God on the hills
alene. A man who never meets with
God alone in prayer will not know
how to come to public worship in
the true spirit; and a man who
habitually stays away from church
for no good reason is not a person
whose private prayer-life is likely
to be a healthy one.

We need
this experience to strengthen
our own prayer-life. We need
it to keep us from selfishness
in our prayers. Intense, earnest

To
worship together is to be reminded
of this.

Why Worship As We Do?

T OUGHT not to be surprising that

men worship God in so many
ways, for there are all sorts and
conditions of men. But within the
Protestant churches, our differences
are not important. Essentially we
have much the same “pattern’” of
worship. It will be helpful to you,
the next time you are in church, to
ask, at each part of the service:
Why do we do this? What good does
it do? Could it be left out without
being missed?

As you visit other churches
from time to time, take note of
any differences, not in a spirit
of criticism but considering
whether you might learn from
them.

Do
you know what it is? After all, the
real test of every part and variety
of true worship is: Has this ex-
perience brought man and God
closer together in spirit and in
truth?

“Flinching” is one of the most
aggravating afflictions that can be-
set the hunter and skeet shooter,
and is an unconscious reaction that
might be called ‘“‘shooting paraly-
sig.?’

The ‘‘flinch’ causes the shooter
to react in several different ways.
iSometimes he ‘‘freezes” just be-
.fore he intends to pull the trigger,
i‘causing a slow shot or making it
necessary for him to get on the tar-
|get again. At other times he closes
his eyes or raises his head to get
his face away from the gun stock.
The most common fault, however,
is to jerk the shoulder away from
the butt of the gun in an effort to
avoid the recoil. Sometimes the
confirmed flincher combines all
these reactions. Then he might as
well shoot up in the air . . . and
some do just that.

“Perhaps the predominant cause
of flinching is fear of the gun’s re-
coil,”” says Gail Evans, manager of
advertising and shooting promo-
tion, Remington Arms Company,
Inc. “This is not true in all cases,
however, and in many instances a
flinch is inexplainable. Experi-
enced trap-shooters may go along
for years shooting thousands of
rounds each year and then all of a
sudden develop the habit of flinch-
ing without knowing why. And when
flinching enters the target shoot-
er’s bailiwick, good scores fly out
of the window.

“It is sometimes hard to deter-
mine the cause of flinching. It may
be that the comb of the stock is too
high, causing the shooter to take
considerable of the recoil on his
cheek. This can be remedied by
scraping the comb down to the
proper height. At any rate, the first
thing the flincher should do is to
check his gun and find out if it
fits him properly.

‘“The stock may be too long or
too short. These are matters of
easy correction. It may be that the
grip of the gun does not fit the hand
properly, thereby cramping the
hand. If it is too large, it can easily
be sanded down a bit. If too small,
it can be built up.

‘““Fear of recoil is by no means
the only cause of flinching. Disor-
dered nerves may easily bring
about the trouble. Once the shooter
starts flinching he is prone to build
up his trouble into a mental hazard
that may prove a great stumbling
block in his path to good marks-
manship.

“No sure cure for flinching has
been discovered. So-called anti-
flinch triggers have been developed,
some of which are released by a
push of the thumb, Fore-end trig-
gers have also been made, and
while they may work for some peo-
ple, they are still not a cure-all for

flinching.
‘“‘Perhaps the best treatment is to
stop shooting for a while . . . a

month or even two. Don’t touch a
shotgun in that period. Forget, for
a time, if you can, the sport of

i.e., swinging an unloaded gun on
a moving target and pulling the
trigger at what would have been
the right time. After several ses-
sions of this practice and when
your nerves have returned to nor-
mal, resume shooting, but use light
loads. If there is no recurrence of

standard loads, but shoot only a
few rounds in a single practice pe-
riod. Concentrate on the target and
not on the gun. Try to forget you
ever flinched and start anew.”

Disease Hits Deer

A serious disease of cattle and
sheep has been implicated for the
first time as a killer of wild deer,
according to a report in the Jour-

nal of the American Veterinary
Medical Association.
Known as blackleg, the malady

is fatal to young cattle, and some-
times attacks sheep and other live-
stock.

Lt. Col. H. L. Armstrong and
Major J. K. MacNamee, army vet-
erinarians, tell of the disease’s
first known outbreak in deer in an
issue of the Journal.

The outbreak occurred on the
army’s proving grounds at Aber-
deen, Md., populated by about 2,-
500 wild deer. More than 400 of the
animals are known to have died of
the disease.

Investigating veterinarians were
hampered in making a diagnosis ot
the trouble because, aithough a
number of dead deer were found,
it was difficult to find sick animals.

Two infected animals finally were
obtained, and laboratory examina-
tions revealed that both were in
fected with the blackleg germ.

Astronomers Report
Comets Are Great
Celestial Snowballs

SCHENECTADY, N. Y. — Dr.
Fred L. Whipple of Harvard and
Dr. Gerard P. Kuiper of Yerkes
observatory at Williams Bay, Wis.,
recently told the National Academy
of Sciences of a new theory con-
cerning comets,

The two men report comets are
big snowballs, formed at the same
time as the earth and the other
planets of the solar system.

Dr. Kuiper explained how mois-
ture gathers into drops in a rain-
cloud. The drops never get very
large, he said, because the earth’s
gravitation pull drags them to the
ground.

But put a similar cloud, made of
dust and gas, the same sort of cloud
that telescopes now see, out in space
by itself.

Each particle will attract others
by gravitation, and the particles
will coalesce into solid bodies, which
may be the size of comets or of
planets.

Kuiper said the sun formed first,
and afterward the planets, where
the dust particles were far enough
away from the sun that their at-
traction for each other was strong-
er than the pull of the sun.

Far out on the edge of the dust
cloud that condensed into planets,
Dr. Whipple said; much smaller
clouds coalesced into comets.

There are possibly hundreds of
millions of comets, he said. They
-average two miles in diameter, too
small to be seen even if they came
close to the earth. The biggest ones,
he said probably are not much more
than 10 miles in diameter.

Comets are largely made up of
water — in the form of snow— he
said. They also probably include
frozen ammonia and frozen meth-
ane, or marsh gas. This celestial
snow is dirty with the dust of mete-
ors and of other substances, in-
cluding bits of iron, which were
part of the original condensation.

Gases form in comets when they
approach the sun. The gases glow
and sunlight reflects from the snow,
making the comet visible. Close up,
a comet would look like a huge
snowball, he said, adding, “You
could dig off pieces with your fin.
gers.”

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GENIUS AT WORK

SAN FRANCISCO, Calif, — The
famed discoverer of ACTH, Dr.

dingy laboratory where he success-
fully isolated five wonder working
hormones.

The 38 year old genius of bio-
chemistry recently declined an of-
fer by the University of California
of a fancy setup in keeping with
his scientific eminence.

“I've ‘had so much luck here,”
he explained, ‘“‘that it would be silly
to take a chance and move.”

To reach Li’s laboratory in the
basement of a university building,
you’ve got to duck under the pipes
of a boiler room. Every so often
top executives of giant corporations
do just that. The most recent emis-
sary offered Li $100,000 a year if he
would transfer his research projs
ects to the company pay roll.

Credited by University

“I appreciate the value of money
and the comforts -it could buy for
my family, but I couldn’t accept
the job,” he .said. ‘‘The company
would want ;to patent. my discover-
fes- and make money out.of them.
And they’d-be justified in doing so
if I went. working for them.

“But I feel that my findings should
belong to the entire public, to bene-
fit all mankind ‘as much as possible.
Besides, I can get along on my
university salary—modest as it is.”

Li is credited by the university
with being the first man to isolate
the adrenocorticotripic hormone—
better known as ACTH—seven years
ago. ACTH opened new avenues for
the treatment of arthritis, rheu-
matic fever, hay fever, asthma, al-
lergies, eczema‘ and nephritis. It
is being used in research seeking
the cause  @nd cure of alcoholism
and some forms of mental illness.

Li is disfressed by the fanfare
over the accomplishments of ACTH.
His theory is that human welfare
would be better. served by:an. all-
out research offensive to determine
why the hormone relieves pain and
suffering than by experiments with
its immediate utilization.

Other Findings Told

However, he is cooperating closely
with scores of researchers through-
out the world who are experimenting
with practieal applications of hor-
mones he- isolated at California,
where he began as a graduate stue
dent in 1935.

He first produced the growth hor-
mone, which may have eventual
application to human growth prob-
lems. He isolated ISCH, a hormone
without which reproduction is im-
possible, ‘and which may some day
solve the problem of childless
couples. He discovered the lactogen-
ic hormone, which makes it possi-
ble for women to nurse their babies,
and was the first biochemist to iso-
late F'SH, a hormone that controls
fertility.

Li agrees that he doesn’t know
much about the astounding chemi-
cal magic of hormones, although
he has devoted his life to their
study.

‘“Twenty years from now,” he
said, “I hope to know something
about the pituitary gland, its se-
cretions, and their effects. Until
then, I cannot permit anything to
interfere with my studies.”
