Tiny w eekly newspaper, little-known play, 'Cheever' are among winners

NEW YORK (AP) — A tiny California weekly newspaper with one 
fuli-time reportef and a little-known off-Broadway play are among the 
winners of Pulitzer Prizes, with the top fiction award going to ‘‘The 
Stories of JohnCheever.”

The Point-Reyes (Calif.:)±ight, with a circulation of 2.700lrra~lOWH with 
a population of 426. won the Pulitzer Prize for meritorious public service 
for its long-time investigation of Synanon. the drug and alcohol rehabili­
tation group.

Dave Mitchell. 35, co-publisher of the Light with his wife Cathy. 34. said 
after the award was announced Monday that for most of the past year 
almost every issue of the paper had a story and editorial on Synanon. In 
their investigation of the group, the Mitchells, who did most of the 
writing, uncovered allegations of beatings, hoarding of weapons and 
revenge attacks. Mitchell said Synanon leaders consider the paper so 
insignificant “ they haven’t even asked for a retraction:”

Mitchell said the staff position of reporter has been filled by several 
persons, including Keith Ervin, who no longer is at the paper, but who 
wrote one of the stories included in the series that won the prize.

^ p p e d  for the,drama prize this year was i^Suried Childr’ a  story of 
disintegrating rural family life in Illinois. It was written by 35-year-old 
Sam Shepard, who appears as an actor in the film “Days of Heaven.” The 
prize came the day after the play closed following more than 150 
performances. ^

The 66-year-old Cheever. — who won the fiction award for his 
best-selling coilection of 61 stories, spanning three decades — said he was 
“ tremendousiy excited."

Robert Penn Warren. 73-year-old professor emeritus of English at 
Yaie. was honored for “Now and Then: Poems 1976-78.” He said he felt 
the ^o k  was.’J^bclter than some.” but that he^was surprised to learn that 
it hacTwgn the prize. “Good luck iszilways-a surprise.’-he said.

Planning group OKs center's plat
Some stipulations put on commission's approval

Another segment in the continuing “ live” drama 
involving a developer and some residents unraveled 
Monday before the Planning and Zoning Commis­
sion.

And the final revelation toward the end became a 
recommendation to approve the preliminary plat 
and .send it to City Council.

Final decision by the six-member commission 
came only after a lot of discussion and with some 
stipulations made.

Tacked on to the preliminary plat is the stipulation 
that Magnatex widen Apollo Drive to include a 
60-foot right of way and a comer setback.

MAGNATEX'S PLAN is in the form of Midkiff 
Plaza Addition — a shopping center and buffer zone 
of townhouses on 57 acres in the southeast corner of 
FM 868 and North Midkiff Road. This would be 
directly across the road from the planned Midland 
Park Mall.

When the. plan first appeared before the commis­
sion, Magnatex had not included a buffer zone of 
townhou.ses; instead, an alley would have separat­
ed the shopping center from a residential area which 
will border the development on the south and east 
sides.

After residents in the area registered their com­

plaints about the plan and requested a buffer zone, 
the townhouse project appear^  on the next prelimi­
nary plat.

BUT THAT still did not appease .some residents, 
who protested at a March 19 meeting that the buffer 
zone needs to be widened more. And city staff

questions about drainage in the area had not been 
answered fully at the time.

At Monday’s meeting, Magnatex's attorney Har- 
reil Feldt addressed revisions on the drainage plan, 
saying, “ this drainage plan will improve the situa- 
tion out there now.”

Plans call for installation of an underground 27- 
inch pipe around Apollo Drive and a “retainage 
basin.”

The basin would be located on the southeast comer 
of the development, an area designated as a trouble 
spot in a drainage report p rep a id  for the city.

Rainwater from the shopping center will be col­

lected in the basin and be allowedTd drain through 
the pipe after the initial collection of water had been 
shunted to other major drainage channels in the city, 
according to plans.

One woman opposed the retention basin, claiming 
the “pet pond” would be a source of problems 
because of the possibility of children playing around 
it

AFTER GETTING drainage and size of buffer 
zone were settled, the di.scussion centered on the 
planned width of Apollo Drive and landscaping next 
to the street

Feldt described Apollo Drive, which separates 
townhouses from the shopping area, as being 50 feet 
wide and the buffer zone 140 feet side

“We (Magnatex) continue to argue this plat is 
consistent with the best possible planning,” Feldt 
told the commission, adding that that particu­
lar preliminary plat would be the only one supported 
before the City Council.

The attorney said the developer had “negotiated 
and compromised'' to give up some of the commer­
cially zoned property and decided on the 190 feet of 
buffer zone

Richard Hennessy, director of planning and com­
munity development for the city, said the public 
works department was recom m ^ing  the street

W ichita Fo ils shooting to go to grand jury
WICHITA FALLS, Texas (AP) — 

The police officer who shot and killed 
a curfew violator has been placed on 
“limited ^ y ” and will face a grand 
jury, according to Police Chief Curtis 
Harrellson.

Authorities were trying today to 
identify the slain suspect, shot in the 
back as he ran from police before 
dawn Monday in the downtown area.

The officer who fired the fatal shot. 
Jay L. Wright, stopped the suspect for 
violating a curfew established to dis­
courage looting a fte r a tornado 
w reck^ thousands of buildings In this 
North Texas city a week ago.

The dowrtfbwn aTea'escaped tlie 
twister that devastated eight square 
miles, kille 44 persons and caused 
more than $200 million in property 
damage. But an 11 p.m. to 6 a.m. 
curfew was in effect cItywIde.

Wright said the suspect got out of a 
car, shoved him and ran. The officer 
said he chased the suspect and fired 
when the victim turned and reached 
into his pocket. Wright and his part­
ner, John J. Bailey, said in their 
police report they believed the sus­
pect was reaching for a gun.

But no firearm was found on the 
body. The suspect was killed by a 
single shot from Wright’s .357-caliber
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Magnum revolver.
Harrellson did not elaborate on 

what “limited duty” Wright has been 
assigned to. He said a Wichita County 
grand jury will interview the rookie 
police officer Wednesday. . .

The chief also ordered an internal 
investigation, and one of the investi­
gating officers, Sgt. James Shelton, 
said Wright and Bailey ordered the 
victim to halt “several times” before 
the suspect put his right hand into his 
right pants pocket and started to turn 
toward the officers.

Shelton said friends of the victim, 
who was in his mid-20s, said he did not 
speak Engli.sh.

The shooting victim had been a 
passenger In a car driven by another 
man when the two officers stopped 
them. The driver, who rem ain^ in

the car, was charged with violating 
the curfew and released on $28 50 
bond.

After the shooting, two other offi­
cers arrived and administered car- 
dio-pulmonary resuscitation withput 
success.

It was the first shot fired by officers 
since the curfew was imposed, Har­
rellson said. Since the tornado struck, 
32 persons have been arrested for 
violating the curfew, and another 25 
have been jailed for looting.

Residents continued digging out 
from under the estimated 10 million 
cubic yards of rubble and resumed 
the grim task of burying their dead 
Monday.

Funerals were held for six victims, 
and the bodies of two little girls were 
cremated in Dallas.

He won his first Pulitzer in 1947 with the 
novel “All the King’s Men,” and took the poetry prize in 1958 with
“ Promises: Poems 1954-56.” ______
“ The'reporting of RtChfifd Ben Cramer from the Middle East won the 
Philadelphia Inquirer the international reporting prize, the newspaper’s 
fifth Fulizer In five years. Cramer, 28, said “ It’s been wonderful....I’m 
frazzled.”

The Washington Post picked up its fifth Pulitzer in a row when its 
syndicated cartoonist, Herbert “Herblock” Block got the editorial 
cartooning award for the third time in 37 years. The cartoon published 
Aug. 31 showed a Roman judge named “Judicius Imperius” handing a 
soldier a “ license to fish through notes, memos and anything else 
belonging to members of the press.” The caption read: “And bring^me

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Voting begun 
in Rhodesia

SALISBURY, Rhodesia (AP) — 
111 Kht)desia=S ^ E

t voted together for the first time to 
elect a black-majority government as 
90,000 soldiers guarded against guer- 
rilla activity.____________________

Voter turnout was reported heavy 
in Salisbury'. In Highfields, where a 
half-million blacks live in the capi 
ta l’s major black township, 3,000 
voters were waiting otside one booth 
when the polls opened at 7 a.m., elec­
tion officials sad.

Many black voters did not want to 
be inerviewed by reporters for fear of 
reprisals by black guerrillas opposed 
to the elections.

But one middle age woman, who 
would not give her name, told report­
ers: “ I vote so that i can gain free­
dom.”

A young black man said, “ I voted 
because that is what we have been 
fighting for.”

In Bulawayo, Rhodesia’s second- 
la rg es t city, blacks chanted and 
danced outside the voting booths. 
Voting was expected to be heavier 
over the five days of elections there 
than in rural areas where guerrillas 
have been active.

The guerrillas  of the Patrio tic  
Front, led by Joshua Nkoroo and Ro­
bert Mugalw,^ vqw ^ to wreck the 
election and were busy on the eve of 
elections. They set fire to a fuel depot 
in the southern garrison town of Fort 
Victoria with rockets, attacked five 
voting stations and did minor damage 
to one, and did minor damage to a bus 
depot in Salisbury with mortar fire.

A commando squad on Monday 
night attacked a house used by the 
black guerrillas in Lusaka, in neigh­
boring Zambia. There were uncon 
firmed reports the attackers were 
from the Rhodesian army, and there 
were no immediate reports of casual­
ties.

But with 2.8 million blacks and 100,- 
000 whites estimated eligible to vote. 
Prime Minister Ian Smith and his 
three black co-leaders of the biracial 
government were hoping for a big 
turnout that could start a tide of

international rec o g n itio n .________
"T^Stnce SiBlth decw elTnde|»haenee 
from Britain in 1965 to prevent black 
rule, Rhodesia has been an interna­
tional outcast. Only neighboring 
whlt<».rulgil .Sniilh Africa malnlaina
diplomatic relations with it, and it is - 
the target of economic and military 
sanctions.

Smith reversed himself last March, 
formed a transitional government 
with moderate black politicians Abel 
Muzorewa, Ndabaningi Sithole and 
Jeremiah Chirau, and agreed with 
them on a new constitution providing 
fur a black majority in Parliament 
and the country’s first black prime 
minister. ’

Nkomo and Mugabe have vowed to 
sabotage the elections and step up 
their guerrilla war because while the 
blacks will have the majority, the 
whites will dominate the future gov­
ernment.

The whites, who make up just 4 
percent of th^^pulatlon, will have 28 
of the 100 seats in the new House of 
Assembly, enough to veto any change 
in the constitution. Constitutional pro­
visions will also keep the armed 
forces, the civil service, fhe Judiciary 
and the police under white control for 
at'least the next five years.

Black supporters of the constitution 
say they agrzed to the guarantees to 
the whites to retain the whites' exper­
tise for black Zimbabwe Rhodesia, as 
the country is to be renamed, to get 
the whites to agree to majority rule 
and, hopefully, to get international 
recognition.

The voter was given a ballot with 
five black parties listed and special 
symbols to guide illiterates. The voter 
marked his or her choice with an ”x” 
in a private booth, then folded the 
ballot and deposited It in a ballot 
box

About SO foreign observers Invited 
by the government were allowed to 
watch the voting, watch the ballot 
boxes being sealed and could even 
place their own seals on them.

Gov. Clements halts efforts 
to increase mortgage rates

AU.STIN, Texas (AP) — Gov Rill 
Clements shut off legislative efforts 
Monday to raise mortgage interest 
rates by threatening to veto higher 
charges, but said a special session 
may be needed on the subject.

The governor’s announcem ent 
killed hopes of the savings and loan 
industry to up the state’s usury limit 
this session from lO percent to 12 
percent.

“Too many Texans now cannot af­
ford home loans, not because money 
is tight but because interest rates 
already are too high,” Clements told 
a news conference. “ If rates are al­
lowed to go even higher, the number

of people able to buy homes will drop 
accordingly.”

If housing starts decline drastical­
ly, Clements said he will consider 
calling a special legislative .session on 
the issue.

After three months of considering 
both sides, the governor apparently 
rH^cXed argum ents by Sen. Bill 
/Meier, a sponsor of 12 percent interest 
rate legislation. ^

“ I told him I was disappointed, that 
1 thougl^i he made the wrong deci­
sion,” said Meier, D-Euless, who 
talked with Clements before the gov­
ernor’s news conference.

The awards, established by the late Joseph Pulitzer, publisher of the 
defunct New York World, have been awarded since 1917. This year the 
rules were changed so that nominating juries submitted their choices in 
each category alphabetically, not in order of preference.

The Pulitzer Advisory Board, whose role had always been more than 
advisory, renamed itself the Pulitzer Prize Board and picked the final 
winners. The awards ire  administered by Columbia University.

Each winner gets a $1,009 prize except in the public service category, in 
which the prize is a gold medal.

A new award for feature writing went to Jon D. Franklin, science 
writer for the Baltimore Evening ^ n ,  for a two-part account of brain 
aurgory. -  - '

Photography awards went to Thomas J. Kelly III of the Pottstown, Pa., 
Mercury in the spot news category for a series of pictures of a hostage 
situation; and to staff photographers of the Boston Herald American in 
thp feature photography category for their work during their city's worst 
snowstorm in February 1978.

In the arts category, the non-fiction award went to Edward 0. Wilson, 
Harvard entomologist, for "On Human Nature," and the biography prize 
was won by Leona^ Baker for his “Days of Sorrow and Pain; Leo Baeck 
and the Berlin Jews.”

The history award went to Don E. Fehrenbacher, Stanford University 
professor, for "The Dred Scott Case."

Joseph Schwsntner, associate professor of composition at the Eastman 
School of Music in Rochester, won the music award for “Aftertones of 
Ii^nity ,” first performed in New York last January.

Fed ch a irm an  sa y s  U.S. econom y  
slow ing , In flatio n  w ill still b e  fe lt

WASHINGTXIN (AP) — G. William 
Miller, chairman of the Federal Re­
serve Board, says the economy is 
already slowing down nicely, al­
though inflation will continue.to  
plague consumers for several more 
months at least.

“We'll have bad news on prices 
pretty much for the whole first half of 
the year," Miller said in an interview 
Monday. Consumer prices increased 
1.2 percent in February.

Miller said he believes the Federal 
Reserve is already following the cor­
rect policies to restrain the economy 
and inflation and that further tighten­
ing of the economy would risk a seri­
ous recession.

"We're in the range of propemess," 
he said.

Miller said it takes from six to’l8 
months for policies to work and that 
policies now in place probably won't 
show up in a lower inflation rate until 
the second half of the year

The Fed chairman indicated he has 
no intention of yielding to pressures 
from some members of the Carter 
administration to push interest rates 
higher to slow the economy and help 
fight inflation.

He said inflation itself is helping 
slow the economy — especially higher 
prices for food, energy and housing, 
over which the government has little 
control.

"This Increase in the cost of neces­
sities is already depleting the capac­
ity of the consumer to buy other items 
and is already putting downward 
pressure on the demand for other 
goods and services,”^Miller said.

Some of those urging higher inter­
est rates now are the samej'lowar- 
echelon peopie" who worried a year 
ago that higher interest rates would 
wreck the economy, said M iller. 
“ They sure change their opinions 
fast," he added. “ I’m not going to 
worry about them.”

‘ pares with less than 54.4 million feet 
in the first quarter fo 1978.

Drilling declines in Texas and Cali­

fornia largely accounted for the level­
ing off in the rate of well completions 
nationwide. Through March, 1979, 
Texas had 3,862 wells completed . 431 
fe.wer than in the first quarter of 1978. 
Completions in California dropped to 
275 from the 648 wells drilled through 
March. 1978.

The decline in California comple­
tions was largely attributed to a slow­
ing in steam flo^ing projects in the 
state

Rig counts in both states, according 
to Hughes Tool Co. have dropped 
sharply since the first of this year. 
For the^week^uf. April 2, the Texas r ig . 
count was 700 — down 123 from early 
January, and the California count for 
the week was 84 ■— down 20 from the 
second week in January. —

Other states that showed declines in 
completions from the first quarter of 
1978 included: Kansas — down 95; 
Indiana — down 76; and Illinios — 
down 51. -

The largest increases in drilling 
during the first quarter of this year 
occured in Ohio, Louisiana and West 
Virginia. Drifting in Ohio jumped 153 
percent as 746 wells were completed 
through March, 1979. I>ouisiana drill­
ing also rose sharply as 1,262 wells 
were completed in the first quarter of 
this year, compared to 892 for the 
same period last year.

Activity in West Virginia continued 
to increase as 440 completions were 
reported there compared to 249 in 
1978’s first quarter.. Pennsylvania 
also had a substantial increase with 
325 completions there...96 more than 
were completed through March lAt 
y ea r..

What began in March 1975 is now destined to live at 
least 50 months, making it one of the longest this
century.

*“'Uiiusirat*Tori!fVWSr tea^sb'ns7 dfie'of them faieing*̂  
that so few p<>ople really believe the nation’s output 
of goods and services has been expanding. If it has 
been, they ask, where in the world has it gone?

Up in smoke, consumed by inflation rather than by 
consumers, is one explanation, but a partial one 
only. Living standards really have riaen, measured 
by economics. Measured in attitudes, they haven’t.

Those attitudes are measured every month by at 
least one of the popular consumer opinion firms; the 
University of Michigan’s .Survey Research Center, 
Sindlinger & Co., the Conference Board and Citi­
bank.

The consumer surveyors aren’t alone in being 
perplexed

The Index of .Small Business Optimi«im m*i». 
tamed lor the National Federation of Independent 
Business, has been falling since April 1977. llie  most 
pronounced bearishness was in response to the ques­
tion, ‘‘li  it a good time to expand?" But buiineas did 
expand.

Big business t-conumists haven’t been much more 
optimistic. Some, along with their academic and 
consulting colleagues, t^gan talking recession more 
than a year ago. llieir forecasts are off by at least a 
year.

There have be«*n notable exceptions The National 
Association of Purchasing Management repeatedly 
has found little sign i>f a downturn The heads of 
some industries, automobiles for one, have been 
bullish.

But more remarkable has been the consistency of 
bearish forecasts Unshaken by the reality, some 
forecasters Rave dug In and insisted more strongly 
than before that a recession is coming. It has to. they 
say.

Why do they remain so bearish? Because, Uiey 
insist, economic conditions have been deteriorating 
right before bur eyes The price of oil, the persistence 
of high interest rales, t)te anticipatory ^y ing , tlie 
inability lo restrain prices, the high hou.sehold debt

Though it’s exact timing remains an open ques­
tion, he told clients during the oast nwotb, Um odds 
are now higher than before that a downturn will 
occur within a year. Hr gives it an 85 percent 
chance.

While believing that a moderate recession by 
midyear is t)ie most probable (50 percent), Cox has 
also raised his odds to 35 percent from M on t)ie 
chance of a deeper and later recession occuring by

Social Security increase 
to be record 10 percent

WA.SH)flGTON (AP) — The cost-of-living increase 
Social Security beneficiaries will automatically 
begin receiving in July will likely be a record 
of about to percent, government sources predict.

The exact increase will not be known until April 26, 
when t)*e Labor Department reveals the Consumer 
Price Index for March. .Social .Security benefits 
climb automatically each July if l)>e index for the 
first three months of the year is 3 percent or 
more above the figure for the same period of U»e 
previous year

Double-digit inflation in January and February 
already has helped boost the index to 9.3 percent 
above its level in the first quarter of 1978 The index’s 
March Jump, which is inevitable, will push It close to 
W percent, said the sources, who asked not to be 
identified.

Last July the nation’s 34 million Social Security 
beneficiaries got a 6.5 percent increase. The highest 
previous automatic hike was 8 percent in 1975, 
following a year in which inflation hit a postwar 
high

The trustees of the Social Security trust funds, 
meanwhile, were releasing their annual report to 
Congress Monday.

Last year the trustees, Health, Education and 
Welfare Secretary Joseph A. Califano Jr., Treasury 
.Secretary W Michael Blumenthal and Labor Secre­
tary Ray Marshall, reported higher taxes had put the 
system’s retirement and disability trust funds on a 
sound footing until the early 21st Century.

However, they said the Medicare hospital insur­
ance trust fund will go broke by 1990 unless it 
receives additional revenues.

The cost-of living increases, which have been auto­
matic since 1975, are one reason the system has been 
thrown into the fiscal crisis that led Congress to pass 
higher taxes in 1977.

The maximum Social Security benefit for a worker 
retiring at age 65 in 1978 was |489 a month, so a 10 
percent increase would boost his benefit to $538 a 
month, or $6,456 for 12 months. A spouse of retire­
ment age Is entitled to an extra 50 percent for a total 
benefit for the couple of $9,684.

But the average Social Security benefit for a single 
retired worker last year was |S54 a month; for a 
couple, $433.

Unruly school children, m oney w oes 
are topics o f le'^islative concern

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The legislative focus 
shifted this week to unruly school children and 
financing of state government for the next two 
years.

Returning from a long Easter weekend, the House 
scheduled debate today on a bill giving teachers 
power to eject “ incorrigibiea’’ from their class 
rooms.

A House-approved bill that would Increase the 
penalties for pupil assaults on teachers was on the 
agenda In the Senate Jurisprudence Committee

The same committee was to hear Sen Chet 
Brooks’ bill to punish persons who “scalp” tickets to 
entertainment events, such as music concerts and 
football games. Anyone charging more than S2 over 
the regular ticket price could be sent to jail for six 
months and fined 11,000.

Hie public was invited to a House-.Senate commit 
tec hearing on the use of federal revenue sharing 
funds. Such hearings are required by law, but chair 
man Grant Jones of the Senate I-'inanre Committee 
said he has been told ofily one witness has ever 
a m a r e d

On Wednesday, House members will mark the 
tooth day of the 140-day regular session by opening 
debate on a $20 4 billion general appropriation bill 
The bill leaves $370 million for tax ruts or additional 
spending.

Numerous attempts to amend the bill — although 
probably not as many as the 207 amendments offer^  
when the 1077 spending bill was debated — are 
expected to delay a conclusive vote until at least 
F'riday

Republicans are expected to try to cut enough 
money out of the bill to give Gov. Bill Clements at 
least part of the II billion he wants for school 
property tax relief.

Only $6 0 billion of the spending recommended by 
the House Appropriations Committee would come 
from general tax money over which the Legislature 
has absolute control And ZS billion — a fourth of the 
total — consists of funds.

Jones, D-Abilene, said the finance committee 
should complete its two-year budget proposal by 
Friday

A staggering amount of important and controver­
sial issues have yet to be dealt with as the session 
enters Its final 41 days.

The issues Include “sunset” decisions on 23 state 
agencies that will die this year unless the Legislature 
acts, property tax "reform ;" school finance, “blue 
laws;" child abuse; pornography; products liability 
and presidential primaries.
