caped from the Lubbock County Jail.

A  manhunt for the prisonen ended 
about 1:30 p . n  Monday when the final 
inmate, James Loggins J r ,  was recap­
tured bf police at an apartment rented by 
Loggins' sister, according to police re- 
poets.

Loggins, along with Steven Craig Finch 
and Larry  Don Perryman, made their 
bteM  over a U-foot fence inside the jail's 
recreatioo buildiag about 0:30 a.m. Mon­
day, according to Sheriff C J l .  “ Choc" 
B la n d a rd .

After scaling the fence, the trio w aked 
out the g y m n a s h n 'i east esM.

Finch and P e riy n u n  both turned them­
selves In to authorities Monday morning.

Monday afternoon, only an hour after 
L o g ^  was captured, the sheriff and jail 
administrator G ary  M oGrew  appeared 
before the Lubbock County Commission- 
ers C o u rt T h e  two men asked for fund- 
inc to provide additiooal measures to 
prevent jailbreaks.

The  court autborbed money to buy a 
new deadbolt lock for the outer door the 
prisooen were thought to have escaped 
through. Th e  lock was installed Monday 
night

According to M cGrew , jailer Ron Jen­
kins was responsible for the group of 21 
inmates playing volleyball in the recrea­
tional area.

The  boys, ages 7 and 4, told police they 
had been p ly in g  at the schoed when a 
man came up and told them he needed to 
talk to them. Th e  boys said the m an took 
them to the side of the school, where he 
threatened to kill them if they didn't re­
move their clothes.

According to reports, the man then sex­
ually molested both children. After the 
incident the mao told them to stay 
where they were and le ft according to
police.

Victims described the subject as white, 
I I  to 25 yean old, with reddbh-brown 
hair, blue eyes and "crooked, rotten 
teeth." They said he was wearing a green 
jogging suit

U S D  attorney T o m  Johnsan. however, argued that the d b - 
tr ld 's  ndghborhood schod policy has been consistently  ^>- 
plied throughout the dbtrlct and that other actioas bqrond 
the schod b o o n fi contrd contributed to the segregation of 
the 13 schoob in question.

Johnson said Woodward was correct in following the 
teacM np of the 1977 Dayton, Ohitk case in urhich the Su­
preme Court said a limited remedy Instead of systemwide 
desegregation piam  may be used if a dbtrlct court Bads only 
specific unconstitutional dcaegregatioa violations.

Th e  Justice Departm ent, however, bcheves the Dayton 
case should not be applied because the case prompting the 
dcdaion two years ago w ill be reviewed by the justiees agate 
on April 31
/ —

T H E  D A Y T O N  C A S E  began In 1972 when a dbtrlct coort 
judge found that attendance aoncs and optionni attendance 
zones created by the schod dbtrlct were responsible for seg- 
regatioa In certain schools. Th e  lower court farther found 
the dbtrlct was in violation of the constitution by taking no 
aetton la remedy the segregative soacs.

But instead of ordering systennride desegregation, the dis­
trict court judge ordered a kraMed reraady for tboae spedBc 
vidatioas.

Th e  government's appeal for systemwide tatagratlon sms 
upheld by the Sixth Cbcnit Court d  Appeab. but in 1977 the 
Supreme Court affirmed the dbtrlct court judge’s ongburi 
ruling.

Th e  case has been forced back to the high court for consid­
eration because following the 1977 ruling, the dbtrlct court 
ruled the government did not have sufficient evidence to 
prove Hs charges of segregation m d  dbm bsed the case.

O n a second appenl. the government was again granted a 
systemwide desegregation order —  under urhich Dayton 
schoob now are operating —  and the schod district again 
went to the Supreme C ourt

“ The Search for the ‘Manchurian Candi­
date:' The CIA and Mind Control.”  offers a 
compeilinc case to demonstrate that LSD, or 
“ acid”  in street vernacular, was being uti­
lised by the CIA as early as the 1950s.

Its author is John D. Marks, a respected 
researcher and co-author of the 1974 best- 
seBer. “ The CIA and the Cult of Intdllg-
rnCt.

gladly accepted generous government grants 
to finance their experiments.

Listed agiong recipients of questionable 
expenditures b  a former president of the 
American Psychological Association who re­
ceived more than $190,000 in tax money 
from the CIA to study how various societies 
use different words and concepts to express 
similar sentiments and feelings.

CIA horror stories hardly are a new item 
for even the most casual reader of contem­
porary books or new revelations.

Marla, however, breaks new ground with 
hb account of the support the CIA received 
from many of the country’s most prestigious 
behavioral scientbts.

Becanae the CIA lacked the staff capability 
to conduct the mind control experimenb. 
virtually all of the research was contracted 
out to academidans and researchers who

THE O A  claims it got out of the dirty 
business in the early 1970s, because the un­
predictability of the techniques didn’t make 
them “ operationally useful (and because of 
belated sensitivity to) moral and ethical con­
siderations.”

But Marks notes that the agency recently 
acknowledged that its files contain hundreds 
of thousands of stiil-unreleased documents 
“ reasonably expected to contain” material 
on behavioral modification.

Kresge Co., was founded in 1899. By I91Z 
the firm was operating the second largest 
group of variety stores in the world 

After half a century of successful oper­
ations. the retailing scene in the United 
States began to change.

K-M art's home office in Tro y . Mich., 
said management took the changes into 
consideration when it initiated a study of 
consumer needs for the future and an in­
vestigation into methods of retailing.

In 1959. K -M art officials said, the man­
agement team started laying the ground­
work for the corporation's entry into a 
new field of retailing —  discount depart­
ment stores —  an unproven business that 
was not highly regarded by most observ­
ers of general merchandise retailing.

The Firm's management reasoned, 
however, that its approach would be dif­
ferent "Discounting will succeed if 
someone does it with top quality mer­
chandise. real discount prices and elimi­
nates the shopper's risk with a 'satisfac­
tion always' policy." officials said

Those conditions —  quality, price and 
satisfaction —  had been the corporation's 
policies since 1899. Management simply 
proposed that its new type of store —  K - 
Mart —  would continue the tradition.

The company notes that a vital element 
in management's strategy was the com­
plete involvement of its entire organiza­
tion in the new venture. Management 
was confident that the long-range future 
of the corporation depended on total 
commitment to K-Mart. and key execu­
tive decisions reflected that assurance.

The First step involved a restructuring 
of the executive organization with top 
priority given to a stepped-up recruiting 
and training program at the store level

■f
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A  high-ranking executive was appoint­
ed to head up the development of the K - 
M art concept with undentanding 
throughout the corporation that every de­
partment would be expected to partici­
pate.

The  real estate department's initial as­
signment was the acquisition of 60 K - 
M art sites When the first K -M art was 
opened on March 1.1962. there were firm  
commitments for 32 othen involving a 
financial obligation totaling over $80 m il­
lion.

Public acceptance was reported to be 
overwhelming.

The  real estate department then was 
instructed to bring in sufficient deals to 
assure a minimum of 50 new K-M arts 
each year through the decade following

Th e  company said that while each K - 
Mart attempts to meet the specific needs 
of its community, all K-M arts have one 
thing in common —  they adhere to man­
agement's insight about the modem 
shopper.

‘"Today's consunnen are more knowl­
edgeable about necessities, but they also 
have greater expectations about obtain­
ing the nice things in life." managment 
said

“ They believe they are enbtlcd to not 
only what they need but to those things 
that will give them greater pleasure. 
They want hobby items, spotting goods, 
color televisions, swimming pools, health 
and beauty preparations.

"B u t they are also under severe eco­
nomic pressure due to continuous and in­
creasing inflation. K -M art's discount 
prices on quality merchandise make it 
possible for them to buy necessities and 
discretionary items while keeping a sav­
ings program In their budget."

Th e  study of modem retailing showed 
that most customen were willing to wait 
on themselves. " In  fact, grocery super­
market shopping had co n dition^ them 
to prefer self-service."

Personal service is available to those 
who need it. the firm  said.

Management was convinced that the 
economies of self-service and concentra­
tion on exceptionally rapid merchandise 
investment tunxiver. rather than percen­
tage of profit on each transactioa would 
enable its experienced organization to de­
velop K-M art as the most efficient major 
retiiling operation in the free world

Th e  companv said that time has proven

managment's appraisal of consumer 
wants and the organization correct More 
than 1.500 K -M art discount department 
stores are now in operation in the United 
States. P u e ^ . .tlco and Canada.

Th e  corporation is continuing the rapid 
expansion of stores this year, with one 
new store slated to open April 19 in Lu b ­
bock

Lubbock is becoming stronger as a dis­
count market, according to Sullivan 
" F o r  the first eight yean we had just one 
store in Lubbock, and soon we w ill have 
three."

K-M art opened a store last year at 3201 
Ave. Q. a location formerly operated by 
Globe Discount

The  firm's newest store, located at 19th 
Street and Loop 289 W est will employ 
more than 80 local residents, according to 
officials of the company. Adifitlonal per­
sonnel win be n e e M  during peak sea­
sonal periods

The store contains some 68.000 square 
feet of space.

Dennis H. KnigM . manager at the 
store, n id  employes already are being 
trained to rendier fast and c ^ e n t  icrv- 
ice when the store opens.

Th e  K -M art marketing ptnlosopiiy in­
volves large quanties of merchandise at a 
low margin of mark-up. according to Sul­
livan.

"W e  had r a t t e  seil 100 pieces and 
make $10 than seB 10 and make SlOO —  
that's the whole philoaophy of the K -  
M art operation rcsdly, to scO large quan­
tiles at low profit."

Sullivan said K -M a rt buys its merchan­
dise “ basically from the tame s o t u s 
that some of our major department 
stores d a  We just don't h m  the mark-up 
they have."

Th e  stores, except for fumitnre. have 
virtually every departm ent that a general 
home would need to buy from, Sullivaa 
indicated.

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Airline trips need not be miserable ordeals

If either of these descriptions fits you 

as a traveler, you probably know you are 
not alone.

According to travel experts, too. lost 
baggage and missed connections are the 
two most frequently heard flyers' com­
plaints

But. as forewarned is forearmed, if 
you bear a few things in ridnd before 
setting out for the airport you nnay find 
your trip —  at least the p ^  that deal 
with the airhnes —  goes smoothly 

Firat. air travel has increased dramati- 
rally dunng the past few years; especial­
ly after Congress passed the Airline Der- 
^ l a t i o n  Act in October, 1171.

More planes are in service, more 
routes are flown and. most importantly, 
more people and their suitcases arc in 
the air than ever before.

A ll of this presents untold problems 
lor airlines which are often swamped 
trying to keep up with demand.

Airports, to a  contribute to the prob­
lem in their own static way. Many of 
them were not built to accomodate the 
plaites and passengers now flying into 
them, and solutions are bond elections, 
and construction projects —  yean away 

So. realising in part w hy mishaps with 
luggage and connections occur, what can 
a traveler do to avoid them?

Preparation is the main solution, agree 
Jean Bachman.of Lidtbock Travel, and 
George M e yen of the CWil Aeronautics 
Board's Consumer Office in Fo rt Worth.

T o  avoid missed coimections. Mrs. 
Bachman recommends leaving what

may seem U w  too much time between 
at aa ja U tm u la ry  point

“ Instead of leevtag a 30 minute 
connection at D F W  wqr more, w e usual­
ly book the next IHght and make M  m in- 
utas available. Just la case something 
slips up."

Mrs. Bachman also says leaving that 
much leeway for a coaaecting flight 
helps easure bagpge wlB reach its d »  
tination the same time the passenger 
does.

O n short trips, and whenever posrible. 
she recortunends traveling light. "II  yoa 
don't have baggage to check, it can't get 
lost.”  she says. She added carry-on suit­
cases should also be kept to a mtaiBMm, 
in order not to inconvenience other paa- 
s e n g n i Carry-on baggage must fit un­
der a passenger scat accotdiag to F A A  
regulations.

Booking flights early, and getting to 
the checkout counter at least 30 minutes 
ahead of boarding time, were other of 
her suggestions.

She cautioned United Airline's nation­
wide strike. urMch is not expected to end 
until late June, is causing problems for 
Texans who are flying to other states. 
That airline is a major carrier almaat ev­
erywhere except Texaa, where it does 
not fly
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Early  check-in inaures even passangen 
bohfing confirmed reservations of their 
scat according to Meyers. H e says 
“ most airlines have check-in time limits, 
rangiiM from 10 to 10 minutes. After 
that time, a confirmed reservation may 
legally be cancelled, to allow the airline 
time to start boarding stand-by passen-

There is no way a passenger can avoid 
an airline misplaeing his baggage, says 
Meyers, but he can facilitate the compa­
ny's effort to return It to him by identi­
fying it ,

Oqtside name and address cards are 
now mandatory, and provided by the air­
lines. However many people neglect to 
mark the inside of the suitcase with 
their name and address. This is useful. 
Meyers says, because the airline wiH 
open misplaced luggage to determine 
where it belongs.

Once they know where a suitcase be­
longs. they w ill fly it home, and even 
give it a cab ride to its owner's door.

Another of the C A B 's baggage tips is 
to examine the baggage for damage be­
fore you leave the baggage da im  area, 
or if it's missing, report it immediately.

That way, the airline can get busy fixing, 
replacing or locating It right away.

M e ye n  and Ifrs. Bhchmaa also agreed 
airline passenger service agents gsneral- 
ly are around when a peseeng cr needs 
them

If you miss a connection and have peo­
ple waiting to pick you up at the gate, or 
if you are unexpectedly layed over in an

airport at mealtime, or aniis the last 
connectiag flight out, get in touch with a 
pasKnger service agent and he will call 
ahead to warn th o u  waiting at your des­
tination. arrange for you to get a meal or 
overnight room at the airline's expenu.

“T t i m  are things a passenger Is enti­
tled to .'' he explains, "but sometimes 
the airline isn't aware a passenger has 
been inconvenienced."

Th e  recent upsurge in air travel may 
mean that “ some of the glamour (d 
flying is gone.”  comments M n . Bach­

man. but now that flying is cheaper than 
driving in many cases, it still is a viable 
alternative.

“ Everyone in the travel industry is 
overworked these days." she says.

Patience may well be the other key to 
having a strcemful air trip.

"Sometimes inatitutiooaliution ia 
right for the individaal," M n . Shanaon 
stressed, "b u t it bothen me if it's pre­
mature."

Th e ir best effort ia maintaining the in­
dependence of the eldcrty b  seen in the 
operation of the Office on Aging’s senior 
centen. Older citbens arc able to get 
meab, health information and referral 
services through the operation of the 
centen.

And recreation b  no small part of the. 
center's operation.

One of the office's most recently de­
veloped programs b  the estabUshinent 
of a rural nutrition project It  consbb of 
van service into community centen al- 
lowwg the eldcrty to make and keep 
docton appointmenb, shop for groceries 
and other needed items or services.

“ O f course, we cover the IVcounty 
arse," M n . Shannon said, explaining 
that it b  important to provide transpor­
tation for elderly people in relatively re­
mote areas.

Th e  concm t of self-service b  impor­
tant to the Office on Aging. Senior citi­
zens are urged and h e lp ^  to provide u  
much for themselves as they can. The  
Office on Aging makes up the difference 
m support services and gap-fUlii^ serv­
ices.

F o r example, transportation and es­
cort services gre considered support 
services while such things as the devel­
opment of senior center, visit programs 
and nutrition education are termed gap­
filling services.

Th e  Office on Aging doesn't provide

anything similar to the urban M eab on 
W heeb program available in many cit­
ies. Mrs. Shannon’s operation w ill deliv­
er meab to the elderly only if they are 
temporarily unable to come to an area 
senior center for health reasons.

"I think society as a whole b  more 
Willing to see tax money spent on pro- 
granu for the elderly," Mrs. Shannon 
mused “ After all, t h ^ 'r e  the ones who 
pioneered thu area."

"W e  re not gerontologbts," she u i d  of 
her staff. "W e  have become proficient in 
some areas, but we draw on all available 
resources." she explained. T e u s  Te ch ’s 
Center for Aging Studies b  one such re­
source used by the S P AG  office.

Mrs. Shannon seems to think her off­
ice is on the right track. They will con­
tinue to draw on outside resources, she 
said, and increase the development of 
senior centers in the IS-county S P AG  
area.

Th e  PaMovcr ceicbratci the exodus of 
the Jews from Egypt more than S.000 

ago. Through the ftBcrations, tra- 
mbohal foods have been associated with 
the holiday. Th e  most symbolic, of 
course. Is the M atio or unleavened 
bread, because no leavened bread is per­
mitted in the home during the holiday.

TIds Is a festive time, yet a time filled 
with prayer, and one ttut every Jewish 
woman wishes to make unforgettable for 
her family and friends. In this sense, 
Mrs. Israel hopes also to make the occa­
sion a memorable one.

M r. and Mrs. Israel (he b  employed by 
Texas Instruments) have two children, 
David Daniel, 20, and Deborah, IS. Both 
David Daniel and Deborah are students 
at Texas Tech, David majoring in electr­
ical engineering, and Deborah majoring 
in chemical engineering.

Mrs. Israel's mother, Mrs. Berte G o ­
mel. accompanied the family to Lub­
bock. But the Israel family had in addi­
tion their own personal journey before 
arriving in L u b b ^ .

As Israel explained. " I  have worked 
for Texas Instruments for 13 yean Orig­
inally, we came from Egypt but left in 
19ML Quite frankly, we left our home 
there because of some poUtical prob­
lems with Naser.

"From Egypt, we went to Brazil, then 
emigrated to the United States."

The  Israels say they have no nostalgia 
for Egypt, saying simply, "W e  were not 
accepted there "  F o r that matter, how­
ever, they express no sorrow over having 
left any other of their temporary homes.

.M n Israel explained. "H om e is where 
we have our family, any place where we 
can be together and enjoy life. Of 
course, making new friends is part of it.

" F o r  a time, B r v i l  was oar home. 
Then, when we stayed la Dallas for a 
short time, it was 'home'. Now , Lub­
bock is our home.

"W hat I  am trying to u y  Is that we 
have no feelings about what we left be­
hind. W hile everyone, I  think, has a cer­
tain amount of adjustment to a new 
place, the important thing —  it seems to 
us —  is to eidoy your life with the fami­
ly, no matter where you happen to be."

Israel expUined that his wife's redpes 
differ somewhat from traditional disiies 
ordinarily served by Jewish women of 
the Lubbock community. ^

He explained, "A fter the I^u is itlo n  in 
Spain, there were two groups of Jewish 
p ^ l e  Some of the Jewish population 
s p r ^  around the Mediterranean, Anto 
Europe and North Africa. These people 
were the Eshkinaxe.

"T h e  group that stayed in North Afri­
ca and migrated to the Middle East 
were the Sefaradi."

" F o r  instance, the Eshkinaxe speak a 
language composed of German and He­
brew (where Yiddish comes from). Ail 
of the Jewish people we have met so far 
in Lubbock are of the Eshkinaxe, while 
we (Sefaradi) speak a mixture of He­
brew and Spanish (o r Ladino).

"B u t each group is a little different as 
to language or slight variations as to 
ways of holding ceremonies or services. 
However, we feel a strong kinship to 
each other.”

Mrs. Israel emphasizes that her hus­
band is correct in that the recipes of the 
Sefaradi may be new to those of other 
local Jews. "Perhaps,”  she u id , “ the 
best way to explain the difference is we 
emigrated from Spain to Morocco and 
we picked up ‘recipes' there, or when 
Jews settled in Algeria or Egypt —  each 
place, we took a little of what we found 
and added to it, carrying much with us.

' "Last year, when 1 served 'M ina of 
Matzos' (a main dish), most of our Je w ­
ish friends here bad never tasted or
