Atomic Energy
Foundation

Formation of thé Texas Atbm-

ic Energy Research Foundation
by. Southwestern Public Service

1 Company and ten other electric

light and power companies op-
erating in Texas, was announced
Wednesday by J. E. Cunning-
ham, president of Southwestern
Public Service Company. In-
corporation papers have been
filed with the Secretary of State.

The purpose of the non-pro-
fit Foundation is to engage in
research in the atomic energy
field as applied to the genera-
tion of electric power. The pro-
gram will not include an atomic
energy power generating plant
at this time. It will be direct-
ed toward the fundamental me-
thods involved rather than to-
ward the early use of atomic
energy in steam-electric power
plants of the participating com-

panies.
“The eleven utilities which
formed the Foundation will

jointly carry on their research
and development work in  the
nuclear field in a program de-
signed to assure for Texas the
benefits which develop from this
new source of energy.” J.E.
Cunningham said.

“The various companies, act-
ing as a group, can be more ef-
fective in this research since
many projects in nuclear re-
search require expenditures
which might be burdensome on
a single company. :

“The program of the Founda-
tion is long range, since the nat-
ural gas now used by utilities
in the Southwest is a particu-
larly good fuel and will be com-
petitive with nuclear energy for
many years. The appraisal of
problems of this nature will have
a high priority in the program
of the Foundation.

“The Foundation does not
plan to request government
tunds to support its nuclear re-
search program. It hopes, how-
ever; to work closely with  the
Atomic Energy Commission in
any program it undertakes.

“Atomic energy power plants
now differ from present day
power plants only in the substi-
tution of this new energy as a
heat source for the boilers which
make steam to spin the turbo-
generators. Development of
this source of fuel will require
much research before it can be
economically feasible in Texas
where "electric power generating
plants now utilize natural gas
as boiler fuel. In the mean-
time, the research program will
provide the necessary experience
in ufilizing this source of heat
in the power plants.”

J. E. Cunningham is a mem-
ber of the Board of Directors of
the Foundation. W. A. Parish,
president of the Houston Light-
ing & Power Company, is pres-
ident of the Foundation. All
of the companies supporting the
Foundation are represented on
the Board.

In addition to Southwestern
Public Service Company, other
companies supporting the Foun-
dation are: Central Power and
Light Company, Community
Public Service Company, Dallas
Power & Light Company, El
Paso Hlectric Company, Gulf
States Utilities Company, Hous-
ton Lighting & Power Company,
Southwestern Gas and Electric
Company, Texas Elecirie Ser-
vice Company, Texas Power &
Light Company, and West Texas
Utilities Company.

From Austin

(April 8-15 by D. M. Bishop)

With time running out, both
the House and the Senate have
gone into a stepped-up session.

Still holding top position on
the House calendar are the se-
gregation bills. While there is
opposition to the segregation

legislation, every important se-|

gregation bill has so far passed.
Concerning the segregation le-
gislation, Representative Sam
Wohlford said, “The Legislature
is merely following the mandate
of the people of Texas as ex-
pressed in the primary last
July.” All other important le-
gislation is being held back
pending passage of the segrega-
tion bills.

Even if segregation is captur-
ing the headlines, the main ques-
tion of the year is . still the
teacher’s pay: raise bills. To
express the views of the Pan-
handle teachers a delegation of
teachers from Dalhart visited
Representative Wohlford last
Wednesday. Under discussion
by the teachers and Represen-
tative Wohlford were H.B. 8 and
HB. 462. As stated in the
newsletter of April 4, these are
conflicting bills relating to the
teacher’s pay raise. - H.B. 8 is
sponsored by the Texas State
Teachers Association and pro-
poses a basic raise of $399 and a
graduated raise depending on
teaching experience. H.B. 462
proposes to give a flat raise of
$606 to all teachers regardless
of experience. H.B. 462 further

provides that counselors and
supervisors be paid from local
and not State funds. Repre-
sentative Wohlford feels that

H.B. 8 has all of the earmarks
as being a duplicate of what
happened in the 53rd session
when the Legislature passed a
teacher’s pay raise bill without
providing the funds for the
raise. If the appropriation bill
passes as amended by the Sen-
ate, there will be $27.9 million
left in the General Revenue
Fund.
lion. Consequnetly, as things
stand now, a tax bill will have
to be passed to finance H.B. 8
(if passed). | 5

Representative Parish, spon-
sor of H.B. 462, states that H.B.
462 would be largely self-financ-
ing since the money normally
spent by the State on Counselors
and Supervisors would be chan-
neled to help pay for the propos-
ed raise.

A further consideration must
be given to the Panhandle
teachers in the matter of the pay
raise. Most teachers in the
Panhandle are being paid above
the Gilmer-Aikin minimum sal-
ary. Consequently, there is a
possibility that most teachers in
the Panhandle would benefit
more in dollars and cents from
the flat raise proposed in H.B.
462. The Dalhart teachers
visiting Representative @ Wohl-
ford have taken the two bills
under consideration for further
study. :

As the legislative process  is
accelerated, the corresponding
pressure on the Representatives
is increased. Except for the
local and ancontested  bills,
there are few bills that if pass-
ed would not hurt someone. In
fact, opposition stems from
those who are hurt by the pas-
sage of such bills. However,
that there is opposition and that
it can be freely expressed is the
essence of a democratic govern-
ment. Democratic government
also holds each Representative
responsible to his constituents.
The Representative is in contin-
ual conflict on how to vote on
each bill. His conscience and
his integrity are his only guides
and he must vote as they dic-
tate.

Of American
Cancer Society

Omne of the three major pro-
grams of the American Cancer

Society is service to cancer pa-
tients. What is done for can-
cer patients varies from state to
state and from county to county,
but 'the objective remains the
same, helping to relieve the suf-
fering of cancer patients

Many years ago the national
board of the Society set up the
policy that the Society could not
afford to give direct financial
assistance to cancer patients.
The national board, made up of
volunteers representing all parts
of the country, felt that monies
given to the Society could best
be used in making the public a-
ware of the dangers of cancer
through education and through
sponsoring a research program
into the causes of cancer. At
the same time that this policy
was announced, it was decided
that the Society would try to
establish certain free services
for cancer patients when these
services were not already avail-
able within a community.

Here is Texas the American
Cancer Society sponsors a var-
iety of projects which ultimate-
ly assist cancer patients. Grants
are made to County Medical
Society tumor clinics across the
state to aid in defraying the
cost of administering them. The
Society also supports many in-
formation centers, places where
the public can go to get reliable
information about the . disease
and some counsel on where to
go for aid. The Society spon-
sors one social worker who works
out of the Dallas County Tu-
mor Clinic, and has made
grant to the Harris County Vis-
iting Nurses Association to stim-
ulate interest in working with
cancer patients.

Probably the most direct pro-
gram of service, however, is the
cressings and loan closet pro-
gram. Here dressings made by
volunteers throughout the state
are distributed free to any can-
cer patient requiring them, and
loan items donated hy people to
the. Society are loaned to can-
cer patients being cared for in
their own homes. The loan
and dressings closest to Strat-
ford is the one in Amarillo.
Stratford patients can get the
use of a hospital bed, a wheel
chair, or other small loan items,
or can get all the dressings they
need free of charge. For fur-
ther information about this ser-
vice contact some member of
