ATTENTION IS GIVEN 
RUSSIAN SITUATION

PRESIDENT WILSON AND OTHERS
HEAR FORMER AMBASSADOR 

TO PETROGRAD.

Paris.— The two notable events 
Monday were the meeting of the su­
preme council to consider the Rus­
sian situation and the luncheon to 
President Wilson at Luxemburg pal­
ace.

The luncheon, besides bringing to­
gether a brilliant assemblage, also 
brought the declaration from Presi­
dent Wilson that "the peril of Franco 
If It continues, will be the peril of 
the world, and not only must France 
organize against the peril, but the 
world must organize against It."

The meeting o f the supreme coun­
cil was attended by President Wll- 
son. Secretary Lansing and represent­
atives of the other four great pow­
ers. An hour was given over to 
hearing M. Noulens. the French am­
bassador, who has Just returned from 
Russia, who summed up his views 
thus:

"The Bolshevist power is the en­
emy of the entente. It Is responsible 
for the Kuasian defection from Ihe 
entente. It furnished Germany with 
food during the war. It protested 
against the terms of the Geriuau 
armistice.

"Tyrany and terror which are In­
creasing daily, should place the 
bloody chiefs at Moscow and Petro- 
grad outside the pale of humanity. 
No society of nations could deal with 
such a regime, which constitutes to­
day the most serious obstacle to a 
general peace. Until the regime falls 
a development which 1 hope the al­
lies will actively seek to bring about, 
Kurope will continue to be exposed 
to the severest risks of agitation and 
war."

Grand Duke Alexander, uncle of 
the czar, is in Paris, and It i« pos­
sible that he will be called before
the peace conferees.

LEGISLATURE HEARS 
GOVERNOR'S MESSAGE

SEVERAL IM PORTANT SUBJECTS 
PRESENTED AND LEGISLA­

TION RECOMMENDED.

Austin, Texas.—The message of 
Governor Hobby to the regular ses­
sion of the Thirty sixth leglslatuie 
contains several Important recom­
mendations for legislation.

It recommends the passage of an 
act that will authorize a budget com 
mlttee and the adoption of such Joint 
rules by the two houses as will give 
effect to the recommendations of the 
budget committee.

"One of the greatest needs of our 
state government. In my Judgment," 
said Governor Hobby. "Is the Intro 
duction of a more businesslike meth­
od of mak'ng appropriations. Under 
our present system each member of 
the legislature has unlimited power 
to appropriate the public funds If he 
ran persuade a sufficient number of 
his fellow members to support his 
bills."  .

He recommended that Ihe legisla­
ture pass a law Instituting Ihe merit 
system The constant removal !n the 
clerical forces of the departments of 
those who have acquired knowledge 
of the state's business to make room 
for others results in keeping the 
state's service in the. hands of be­
ginners. Under this system Ihe ship 
of state Is forever manned by raw 
recruits.

A state board of public welfare, 
composed of persons who shall re 
cetve no pay and whose powers shall 
extqnd to visit and Investigate tho 
management of charitable, eleemosy­
nary and p?nal Institutions supported 
In whole or in part by (he state or 
any political subdivison of the state.

A deficency appropriation of not to 
exceed $250,000 to take the place of 
the deficiency certificates as now Is 
sued.

A depository law which will be ad­
equate for the demands of the state.

Asks legislature to provide ways 
and means for putting Into effect the 
recently adopted amendments giving 
free textbooks to the school children 
of Texas.

Recommend* the passage o f such 
amendments to the laws as will per­
mit the appointment o f women on 
the hoards of managers of state id  
ucatlonal and eleemosynary institu 
tions.

To Investigate district courts, with 
a view to eliminating such a« may 
be dispensed with.

Dr. Jose Custldio Alves de Lima, In­
spector general of coneulatee for the 
Brazilian government, who Is now here 
in charge of a party of Brazilian stu­
dents sent by their government to bet­
ter their education at colleges in the 
United States.

POINCARE OPENS COUNCIL

Capt. Clark Judge of Nineteenth.
Austin. Texas.—Capt. Krwln J. 

Clark of Waco, has been appointed
by Governor Hobby as Judge of the 
Mclennan county district court for 
the nineteenth district to fill the va­
cancy caused by the death of Judge 
George X. Denton. Captain Clark w-as 
appointed Judge of the seventy-fourth 
district court of Mclennan county by 
Governor Ferguson and thereafter 
elected to succeed himself.

Texas-Oklahoma Boundary Hearino.
Austin. Texas.—The motion to dis­

solve the Injunction in the case of 
the state of Texas vs. C. W. Gilliland 
et al.. In which Is Involved the ques­
tion of the Texas-Oklahoma boundary 
on Red river, has been reset for Jan. 
31 in the Fifty-third district court. 
The land In controversy, and which 
Is on the river bed. is estimated to 
be valued at $1,000,000, It being in 
the heart of an oil field.

Greets Delegates and Expresses Con­
fidence In Their Ability to Protect 

Rights of Humanity.

Paris.— The peace conference was 
formally opened Saturday aftorno'in 
with a speech by President I’olncaro 
of France,

President Poincare thanked the al 
lied nations for having chosen Paris 
for their Important work and praised 
the valor of the allied armies which 
had preserved the capital of France 
from the enemy.

The president spoke partly as fo l­
lows- “ Gentlemen— France greets
and thanks you for having chose.i 
as the seat of your labors this city. 
Permit me to see in your aeclelon 
the homage of all the nations that 
you represent toward a country 
which, more than any other, nas en­
dured the suffering of war. Human 
ity can place confidence In you, be­
cause you are not among those who 
have outraged the rights of human­
ity."

ADOPTS NATIONAL 
PRO. AMENDMENT

38 STATES, TW O MORE THAN
NECESSARY. HAVE RATIFIED 

AMENDMENT.
•

Washington— Ratification of the fed­
eral constitutional prohibition amend­
ment has made the United States the 
nrst great power to take legislative 
action to permanently stop the liquor 
traffic.

Nebraska's vote gave the necessary 
affirmative three-fourths majority of 
the (dates. 36. to make effective the 
amendment submitted by congress In 
December, 1917. It was followed by 
similar houses in the legislatures of 
Missouri and Wyoming, mek.u,: 38 
states in all which have approved a 
“ dry" America.

Affirmative action by some o f the 
ten state legislatures yet to act U 
predicted by prohibition advocates.

Under the term* o f the amendment 
the manufacture, sale and Importation 
of intoxicating liquors must cease one 
year after ratification, but prohibi­
tion will be a fact in every state 
much earlier because of the war mea 
sure forbidding the manufacture and 
sale of alcoholic beverages after June 
30, until the demobilization o f the 
military forces Is completed. Under 
the war time measure, exportation of 
liquor is permitted, but the great 
stocks now held In bonded ware­
houses will have to be disposed of 
before the federal amendment be­
comes effective.

Discussion as to whether the new 
amendment becomes a part of the 
constitution now that 36 states have

The fourth court of civil appeals of 
Texas has Just handed down an opin­
ion to the effect that, under the Texas 
laws, a married woman Is not author­
ized to borrow money for investment.

Is limited to the obtaining of money 
for the benefit of her separate prop­
erty The case was that of Mrs. Mabel 
Mills vs. the Frost National Bank of 
San Antonio, and the amount Involved 
was approximately $11,000, which the 
bank loses by the court's decision.

During the fiscal year ending August 
81. 1918, there were 52,725 accidents, 
of which 223 were fatal, reported to 
the State Industrial accident board, ac­
cording to its annual report filed Sat­
urday with the governor, and for this 
same period 12.510 claims for compen­
sation were filed. Compensation to 
the amount of $686,968 was paid out 
by the Insurance companies writing 
workmen's compensation business, not 
Including $214,973 paid for medical 
services and hospital tees, which, in­
cluded. reaches a grand total of $901,- 
931 paid out. There were at the end 
of the year 6,500 employers of labor 
who were subscribers under this acL

The finding of a steel cask filled 
with pure alcohol has proven profitable 
for W. W. Johnson of Freeport.

An Octopus, Whose Tentacles Extend 
All Over the World and Worked 

Unceasingly for Commercial 
Benefit cf Germany.

Now York.— Attention has boon 
railed n number of times to the man­
ner In which tbe Germans managed 
to dominate in the control ami price of 
noli ferrous metals. One branch of 
their organization was taken over by 
A. Mitchell Palmer, the alien property 
custodian. This concerned itself with | 
handling the metals In this country, 
ltut the ramifications o f the German 
octopus were never ns gruplilcally de­
scribed as In uu address made by \V. 
M. Hughes, the Australian prime min­
ister, at the Mansion house, London, 
several mouths ago.

He took as Ms text what he called 
the great firm o f Mertons, as the Brit­
ish end o f the German trust was des­
ignated. He said It was “a living out­
ward and visible sign o f the rottenness 
within.”  and an ugent of the enemy. 
Then he went on to say :

“ It Is the English brunch o f one of 
the greatest companies the world 1ms 
ever sc-en; It Is a combination, an oc­
topus whose tentacles extended before 
the wur all over the world, and whose 
heart was at Krankfort-on-Main. It Is 
an organization thut had n strangle­
hold on the whole o f the world.

" It  was a most powerful and a most 
serviceable Instrument In the German 
policy o f penetration. It served the 
power of the kaiser better than a 
dozen legions on the Held, and It Is 
now here today, os It has been, with 
Its ramifications In our midst. It still 
bus Its power, the profits are belug 
gathered in— this firm, which for three 
years ufter the war was the London 
agent, the English ugent, o f the Amer­
ican Metal company, of which 1 shall 
speak in a moment.

Served Germany Well.
"This was the firm from which Brit­

ain bought for 12 months ufter the wur 
the metuls necessary for carrying on 
the war. This firm was founded hy 
Wilhelm Merton o f Frankfort, nnd 
from tbe dny o f Its establishment It 
has spread Its tentacles out. and the 
firm has grown every passing day. It 
is culled .Metallgesellsehuft, the Amer­
ican Metal company, the Australian 
Metal company, the African Metal 
company. Rehwelxerische Gesellschuft 
In Switzerland; It has a duul name 
which is sometimes French nnd some­
times something else; but It Is always 
German in essence. It pushed out Its 
tentacles over Europe from pluce to 
place.

" It  pushed another tentacle across 
the ocean to Australia, calling Itself the 
Australian Metal company; it called 
Itself the Australian Mctnl company, 
hut It wus not Australian. It was 
a company held by Germany; It had 
German directors, and very uuturally. 
us wus their custom, they covered 
themselves in their inethoda and de-

L ieu t Edgar Bouligny o f New Or­
leans, who returned to the United 
Rtates the other dny on the transport 
George Washington. Lieutenant Ilon- 
llgny served with both the French and 
American armies during the great 
wnr. O f French descent, he left New 
Orleans h» the early days o f August, 
1014, fo£ France, where he enlisted 
In the Foreign Legion. He served with 
those fnroous fighters until May of 
1017, when he was transferred to the 
French aviation service and saw action 
In Serbia and Albania. Shortly before 
the signing o f the armistice he se­
cured his transfer to the American 
air service.

Over his left *hsnider he wear* the 
Foureger awarded to the Lafayette 
flying corps, o f which he was a mem- 
bar. In addition he won the Croix de 
Onarre with two palms for gallantry 
In tctlon. He waa wounded three 
times while fighting with the Foreign 
Legion, but escaped unhurt through 
all o f his aerial battles.

Record of 12 Days Made From Shops 
In This Country to Lines at the 

Front— Great Work Is 
Now Revealed.

Washington.— Shipment o f American- 
built steam locomotives, each weighing 
73 tons, and assembled all exeept the 
smokestack and the tender, so*thut 
they could move away under their 
own steam within a few hours after 
their arrival In France, was among the 
accomplishments o f the United States 
army transport force under stress of 
wnr, and hns since been continued.

More than 400 of these locomotives 
were so shipped from New York In 
a few  months. It was learned here 
with the lifting of the war censorship 
regulations, nnd these were In addi­
tion to 1,200 which were shipped In 
sections, nine to a locomotive, packed 
In cnaen. The ships used to transport 
the locomotives complete were o f n 
special type with three holds, each 
hold measuring «0 by 102 feet, entered 
by hatches 39 feet wide und 42 feet 
long. <

Into each of the th»ee holds were 
placed 12 locomotives—30 to r ship. 
A bed or flooring on which they rest­
ed for the voyage required more thnn 
3.000 tons  o f steel rails. The lo­
comotives when In position were 
braced with heavy wooden beams nnd 
the space between the boiler* to the 
level o f the top o f the steam dome 
packed solid with highly compressed 
haled hay.

Compressed Hay Under Flooring.
On this hay another flooring was 

laid, and on this floor was placed 
the tenders— the smokestacks, with 
more baled hay or other light cargo, 
packed In the space where coal Is to 
be carried. On top o f the tenders waa 
packed still more cargo to the deck 
level, and during the “ rush days” the 
above-deck space filled with crated 
airplanes. When completely loaded 
with the S6 locomotives and other 
cargo each vessel was carrying a dead

weight o f 14.000 tons In addition to 
ship machinery, bunker coal and crew 
supplies.

The loading o f the locomotives Is nn 
Interesting sight. Steel railroad barges 
carrying 14 o f the steel monsters are 
made fast alongside a 100-ton capacity 
floating derrick barge. In turn made 
fast to the ship. An ordlnnrv sling 
Of steel wire Is placed around the for- 
ward end o f the boilers, nnother under 
tbe supports to the cub, the signal 
given nnd the locomotive lifted 40 or 
.*) feet In the air. swung over nnd 
gently loaded Into the ship’s hold. Tho 
whole operation required but 20 min­
utes, and It was accomplished with 
the same ease and the same lack of 
excitement ns prevailed on board a 
.steamship at an adjoining dock which 
was taking on board 500-pound bales 
of cotton.

The Idea o f shipping locomotives 
complete was conceived when army 
transport officers were Informed that 
England was shipping them across the 
channel ready to move away on an 
rival.

"America Can Do It."
" I f  England can do It. so enn Amen 

lea." nn officer said, nnd he straight­
way commandeered a fleet of ore-carry­
ing vessels which were constructed 
with hatches large enough to permit 
the handling o f such freight.

When the movement was at It* 
height the following time was record, 
ed for the movement o f a locomotive 
from Its bnllders to Its base o f action 
behind the battle lines; Shops to New 
Jersey terminals, 24 hours; from rail 
to barges, fl hours; from terminals to 
ship side, e - hours; harge to ship, 20 
minutes; New York to France, fi 
days; ship to array rail lines and 
hooked up to a transport train bound 
for the front, 0 hours; a total of 
less thnn 12 dnys.

If they were hut one-tenth of thelf 
weight la only a small part of the tre­
mendous work that has been under 
way at army trnn*|>ort piers since the 
United Rtates transport service at- 
tallied full swing.

34,<M>, or 49 pel 
cent, were held by the Metullgeaell- 
schaft at Frankfort, 27 per cent bj 
Mertons of this place und the remain­
ing 18 per cent were held mostly by 
hyphenated Germans, u few being held 
by bonu tide Americans who were pul 
right in the front o f tbe shop window 
to deceive the credulous. Now I abso 
lutely acquit here the English share 
holders, the Innocent shareholders In 
Mertons, of all blame. They went into 
this In u bon* fide way, they did not 
realize what were the designs o f these 
people; hut I uin directing my remark* 
here ngalnst the Arm, against the 
Metallurglsche Gesellschuft, ngainsl 
the great German octopus which dom­
inated the world, which stayed here 
for four yeurs after the wur. It li 
difficult to understand how. they 
should have remained here. It Is not 
sufficient to deny them u license; they 
ought not to be allowed to trade at ull. 
Their company should be wound up 
nnd they should disappear from th* 
commercial life o f the country.”

400 LOCOMOTIVES SENT TO FRANCE

I. The Miraculous Escape of the 
Israelites (14:13-22).

There seems to lie a two-fold object In 
leading ̂ lieui Into this peculiar place:

Speak unto the children of Israel thut 
they go forward.”  Having had his 
definite promise, to have prayed long­
er would iiuve been unbelief.

They were to go forward a 
step at a time, without raising uuy 
question ns to the outcome; for from 
the same source from which came the 
command, came the power to obey.

There Is a day coming 
when a look from the Almighty will 
cause n much greater consternation 
among the wicked (Revelation d:lrt. 
17; 20:11-13). He not only looked 
upon them hut took  off their chariot 
wheels, which caused them to realize 
that God was fighting* against them 
He then directed Moses to stretch 
forth his rod und bring destructlod 
ujhjii the Egyptians. So complete was 
the overthrow that It Is laid that uot 
one escaped.

III. The Song of Triumph (15:1-21).
Standing on the other shore o f the

Red sen, they could fittingly sing the 
song of triumph, because o f the mirac­
ulous deliverance and the overwhelm­
ing defeat.

A resolution was offered by Sen­
ator Floyd, congratulating United 
States Senator Morris Sheppard on 
the ratification of national prohibi­
tion. Adopted unanimously.

Senator Bailey offered a resolution 
to hear the Pharr-Glasscock election 
contert in the senate chamber. Res­
olution was tabled.

The house concurrent resolution 
asking the secretary of war to dis 
embark the Trirty-slxth division at 
Galveston and calling on the gover­
nor to make the date of Its arrival 
a legal holiday, was referred to the 
proper committee.

Senator Bailey offered a bill re 
pealing the so-called Ferguson land 
tenant law. enacted by the Thirty- 
fourth legislature, and restoring tho 
statute previously In force fixing the 
relation between landlord and tenant.

Austin, Texas.— Senator Dorrough 
has Introduced In the senate a pub­
lic utilities bill placing all public 
service corporations under the Juris­
diction of the railroad commission, 
except those utilities owned by mu 
niclpallties and those where con­
tracts to purchase have been made 
between the corporation and the cit­
ies.

A bill was Introduced by Senator 
Cousins poviding for the establish 
ment of a welfare commission, and 
also providing a minimum wage for 
women as recommended by the wom­
en's organization and the state la 
bor commissioners.

In a resolution Introduced In the 
senate Monday by Dayton and Floyd. 
United States Senator Sheppard wa, 
recommended to the Democratic na­
tional committee as the logical can­
didate for president in 1920.

Senator Bailey Introduced a con­
current resolution railing on the au­
thorities at Washington to release 
farmers and stock raisers from the 
military service as soon as possible 
It was adopted unanimously.
