Doane reported that many of 
the processors are interested in 
what is going on in Sherman 
County because this is exactly 
what they are looking for. Buy­
ers in the future will be looking 
more and more for a dependable 
supply of good, high quality 
products and will be willing to 
pay extra for them. The Sher­
man County Development Asso­
ciation is the type of organiza­
tion that will be capable of 
bringing dependable markets 
and higher prices for products 
produced in the county.

Nearly '’every one 
tacked on the condition—' ‘if I 
couldFaiford it,” which shows, it 
nbthing else, that > most teenagers 
today understand t&e practical 
problems of ownership. §

1 think the answer to the ques­

tion depends upon a number of 
factors and not "“if I could afford 
it.”

First, the temperament of the. 
teenager should be considered. 
Many boys of 17 and, 18'are more 
'matured than their parents like to 
admit, and, in this respect are 
capable of automobile o\^ership.

On the other ffand, I know a 
number of hi'gh school seniors, 
all about 18 years old, that it

would be like giving them a^gun 
and telling them to shoot if they 
possei^sed a car.

There are other factors just as 
important. Among them I woiuld 
list location. In greatly îpopTflated 
cenlers where there is every pos­
sibility of good transportation fa­
cilities, and where traffic conges­
tion is i i ^ y  also, there is much 
less reas^l for the teenager to 
own a amomobile.

In many rural and suburban 
areas teenage car ownership can 
be an absolute necessity. For those 
boys who are mechanical minded 
a car can be a source of training, 
pride and accomplishment.

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Want 2 Or 20 Political Parties?
(By Walter Rogers)

For a number of years it  has 
been argued in this country tha t 
there is a need for more politi­
cal parties or a 1;omplete re­
alignment of the two controlling 
politcial parties which we now 
have. Some argue tha t there 
is a definite need for a third 
party to counteract certain 
philosophies now present in 
both the Republican and Demo­
cratic. Others argue th a t we 
need a complete realignment of 
the two major parties so that 
the so-called conservatives will 
all be in one party and the so- 
called liberals will all be in the 
other. Still others argue th a t 
we need a group of political par­
ties, each representing a parti­
cular political philosophy, in 
order to have a true expression 
>f sentiment on a  pure demo­
cratic basis.

I discuss this matter at this 
:ime because I feel that much 
history is being written at the 
present time in France concern- 
mg this particular issue. The 
iragic political difficulties in 
France did not come as a sur­
prise to students of politics. The 
surprise was that France had

been able to avert the present 
crisis for so long. The 4th Re­
public was built on political 
sand. I t  would seem that the 
architects of that RepuDiic con­
cerned themselves too much 
with the philosophy that every­
one be allowed to do as they 
pleased with a total disregard 
as to how such action might in­
terfere with the rights of oth­
ers and create a chaotic conflict 
th a t would result in complete 
impotency of France as a na­
tion. Instead of two or three 
well-balanced politcal parties 
with the strength to fully de­
bate issues, to provide for the 
bringing about of a final decis­
ion, and for the subseuqent en­
forcement of th a t decision, 
France found herself with a 
large number of splinter parties 
made up of subscribers to every 
conceivable philosophy known 
to mankind. The governing 
body, the National Assembly and 
the Senate, became infiltrated 
with these different groups, 
some of which would be joined 
by lesser groups in political is­
sues that came up. The result 
was that France had a govern-

ment in name only. It had a 
parliament in which' all of the 
issues could be thoroughly de­
bated, but in which no final de­
cision could be made with any 
degree of patentcy. Under the 
circumstances, the government 
was wholly impotent insofar as 
enforcing any controversial de­
cisions. France floundered for 
a number of years under this 
loosely knitted scheme of 
things, and the 4th Republic 
was able to survive only because 
of help from French allies in­
cluding its major benefactor, the 
United States. However, I feel 
tha t the situation which has de­
veloped over recent years in 
France has made a major con­
tribution to the science of gov­
ernment. The advance of civ­
ilization has been by trial and 
error. The political situation 
in France has furnished us with 
a most valuable source of infor­
mation on governmental ques­
tions.

I think that it has definitely 
proved the merit of our system 
in this country of two major 
political parties, with both par­
ties being well-balanced, and 
counting among the membership 
of each, students of divergent 
political views. A system by 
which issues can be threshed 
out, thoroughly considered and 
acted upon. A system wherein 
Independents are free to move 
into either party or to cast 
th^ir votes solely as indepen­
dents. And probably most im­
portant, a system wherein the 
possibility of the military taking 
over is at a minimum.

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Texans To Hear Higher Taxes 
And New Election Laws

(By Vern Sanford)
During coming months Texans 

will ponder and argue the wis­
dom of adopting sweeping 
changes in election procedures.

If adopted, the changes re­
commended by Gov. Price Dan­
iel would alter campaign proce­
dures more drastically than any­
thing since the Terrell election 
law became effective over a 
half century ago.

Governor Daniel’s proposals 
are (1) to abolish precinct con­
ventions and, instead, elect 
county convention delegates at 
the,first primary and (2) to hold 
primaries in May and June in­
stead of July and August.

Such ideas are grist for mills 
th a t grind slowly. They’ll be 
debated, pro and con, at the 
party conventions this summer 
and, probably, again by the Le­
gislature next year.
. At the June 9 meeting of the 
State Democratic Executive 
Committee, the resolutions sub-
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committee will recommend sup­
port of ’ the changes. Sub­
committee members announced 
they agreed with the governor 
tha t a direct primary vote in 
the p r^incts would insure wid­
er participation and do away 
with the “ugly contests, rump 
delegations and bitterness’ that 
have characterized Texas party 
politics all the way to the na­
tional convention.

Support from the State Com­
mittee was to be expected since 
a majority of its members are 
friendly to Goveiyior Daniel.

Opposition is anticipated, 
down the line, from people who 
regularly participate in precinct 
meetings. They, or at least some 
of them, contend the neighbor­
hood gatherings provide the citi­
zenry with a sort of democratic 
“town hall’’ experience. Others 
object to earlier elections on the 
grounds they would prolong the 
“lame duck’’ period for defeated' 
incumbents.

Defenders of the anti-precinct 
convention plan declare it’s the 
next logical step in a long-range 
trend. Before the adoption of 
the Terrell election law, state 
officials were nominated by po- 
licital parties at their state con­
ventions. Beginning in 1907 
voters were given a more direct 
say by the use of one primary 
and a convention vote if no can­
didate received a primary ma­
jority. Ill 1918 this was amend­
ed to provide the present two­
primary system.

SDEC’s resolutions committee 
also promised to meet DOT’S 
challenge for a “code of ethics’’ 
for conducting party conven­
tions.

if marketing quotas for the 1959- 
crop of wheat are approved by 
at least two-thirds of the grow­
ers voting in the referendum. 
This minimum will not be reduc­
ed, but may be increased if a 
combination of the wheat par­
ity price and wheat supply re­
lationships as of July 1, 1959 
indicate a higher support price.

If quotas for the 1959 wheat 
crop are not approved by at 
least two-thirds of the voters, 
however, the support level in 
the commercial wheat producing 
area will drop to ^ibout $1.20 per

bushel, or 50 per cent of parity, 
as directed by law. Compliance 
with allotments would continue 
to be a condition of eligibility 
for the lower price support.

Those farmers who vote in 
the referendum will be the ones 
who decide whether or not mar­
keting quotas will be in effect 
for the 1959 wheat crop, R. C. 
Buckles points out. All farm­
ers are eligible to vote if they 
will share in the 1959 wheat 
crop from a farm in the com­
mercial wheat area on* which 
the wheat harvested for grain 
in 1959 will exceed 15 acres and 
provided they did not take part 
in the 1958 feed wheat program.
