FFA steers Monday to close
their feeding program  which
began October 20. Ernie Dyess

and Robert Ragsdale sold their
calves when they were taken
off of wheat pasture.

Jack Dettle, H. M. Flores,
Baskin Brown, Kenneth Borth
and Duard Lamb aided the boys
in an advisory capacity.

The total income of the ele-
ven boys for the sale of the 47
steers was $14,959.35. The av-
erage weight of the steers ‘was
1,184 pounds

Thirteen boys originaly start-
ed the feeding program  last
fall by purchasing 50 head of
Hereford steers from Red Moore
of Boise City. Two of the
boys sold their cattle when they
were removed from ‘wheat pas-
ture in the early spring. One
boy sold his steer through the
sales ring at Texhoma, while
the other boy sold his steer
to a boy who wished to remaini
in the feeding program.

When the steers were pur-
chased in October their aver-
age weight was 687 pounds and
they cost the boys $28.11 per
hundred pounds delivered in
Stratford. Soon after receiv-
ing the steers they placed them
on stubble or wheat pasture
where they remained until af-
ter the first of the.year. Due
to the short wheat, and the fre-
quency of snows which cover-
ed the wheat, some of the steers
were placed in the feed lot the
first part of January. Oth-~
ers were left on wheat until the
middle of February, and one
boy left his steers on wheat un-
til the first part of March.

While in the feed lot, most of
the steers were fed a ration of)]
grain sorghum, steer fatena (a
supplement containing protein,
auromycian, stilbestrol, vitamin
A and vitamin D) and bundles.
Omne boy fed a ready-mixed ra-
tion, and his steers received the
stilbestrol ear implant. The
average daily consumption of
the ration per steer was 24
pounds of grain sorghum, 2
pounds of steer fatena and 5
pounds of bundles. Many of
the steers consumed as much as
30 pounds of grain sorghum
‘per day over short periods of
time.

Four packers buyers looked at

hundred pounds. The steers
were delivered to the Santa Fe
pens at 6:00 a. m. Monday. The
shrink varied, depending on
the distance the steers had to
be hauled for delivery. Boys
feeding near town, had to give
a 4% shrink, while those ten
miles or so took a 3% shrink and
those over 20 miles Dbeing
shrunk only 2%.

- Forty-seven steers with an
average weight of 1,184 pounds
were delivered at an average
selling price of $326.57 per head.
The total income was $14,959.35.
The original investment was
$9,100.92. The gross increased
value of the livestock was
$5,858.43.

The total weight of the steers
at” the time of purchase was
32,370 pounds as compared to a
finished weight & before the
shrink of 57,420 pounds, for a
gain of 25,0560 pounds. This
gave the boys an average gain
of 533 pounds on each steer.

Karl Kirkwood has sold his
milo maize for $2.71 per hun-
dred pounds. He purchased the
grain last fall for.$1.63 a hun-

dred pounds.

Kirkwood sold his‘grain sor-
ghum at a profit of $1.08 by
completing a commercial feed-
ing project of three steers.
This is the third year the young
feeder has attempted to develop
his talents in the art of'com-
mercial feeding.

Kirkwood’s records reveal the
following information: He paid
$28.11 per hundred pounds for
his steers. Their average
weight was 742 pounds. He
placed them on wheat pasture
for 120 days. Each steer gain-
ed approximately 163 pounds
in weight while on wheat pas-
ture. The averagcré daily gain
on wheat pasture was 1.35
pounds. Wheat pasture cost
the feeder $13.80 for each hun-

dred pounds his steers gained. |:
When they were removed from

what pasture and placed in a
feed lot, their average weight
was 905 pounds. The steers
were fed in a feged lot for 142
days and gained an average of
422 pounds per head. The av-
erage daily gain of each ani-
was 297
pounds per’ day. The steers
average total weight at the end
of the feeding period was 1,327
pounds. The cost for each 100
pounds of gain was $16.32 while
they were in the feed-lot.
Other costs for each 100 pounds
of gain were $5.50. It required
9.94 pounds of feed for each

‘pound of animal gain.

Costs to produce each 100
pounds of meat in the feed lot
were: 740 pounds of grain sor-
ghum at $1.63, $12.00; 54 pounds
steer fatena at $4.30, $2.32; 200
bundles at $1.00, $2.00; for a
total of $16.32. Other costs
included $2.00 for labor, $1.00
for spray and minerals, and
$2.50 interest on borrowed mon-
ey. The total cost for each 100
pounds of gain on the steers
was $21.82 The selling - price
was $27.00. .

During the 142 day feeding
program, the three steers con-
sumed 9,450 pounds of grain
sorghum, 680 pounds of steer
fatena, and 2,430 bundles.

Farmers who are eligible to
vote in the wheat quota refer-

| endum are all those who in 1960
will have more than 15 acres of

wheat for harvest as grain on
a farm, except those who are
participating in the 1959 feed
wheat program. Under = the
feed wheat program, farmers
may ' arrange with the county
office to grow up to 30 acres
of wheat for use only on the
farm where grown without be-
ing subject to marketing quota
penalties. :

If as least two-thirds of the
growers who vote in the refer-
endum approve the quotas, they
will remain in effect for the
1960-crop wheat and price sup-
port will be available to farm-
ers who comply with  their
farm wheat allotments at at
least 75 per cent of parity.
Farmers who exceed the larg-
er of the farm allotment or 15
acres will be subject to a mar-
keting penalty of 45 per cent of
the wheat parity price on their
“excess” wheat.

If the quotas are not approv-
ed by at least two-thirds of the
growers voting, the quotas and
penalties will not be in effect,
and price support will be avail-
able to farmers who comply
with their farm wheat allot-
ments at 50 per cent of parity,
as directed by law. . At current
parity levels, that would be a-
bout $1.18 per bushel.

Bill Would
Block Further
Federal Control

(By Walter Rogers)

The House of Representatives
last week passed HR. 3. This
is a bill commonly referred to as
“States’ Rights Bill.” It is pri-
marily designed to prevent fed-
eral laws from striking down
state laws in the same field
where there is no irreconcil-
able conflict. It contains two
sentences: the first states in
effect that acts of Congress
shall not be construed by the
courts as pre-empting a  field
and thereby nullifying state
laws on the same subject, un-
less the act of Congress so spe-
cifically states or unless there
is such-a direct and positive
conflict between the- federal
act and the state law that the
two cannot be reconciled or
consistently stand together; the
second sentence states in effect
that it was not the intention of
Congress in passing the Smith
Act in 1940 to prevent states

from  prosecuting sedition
against the United States. It
will be remembered that the

Supreme Court in 1956 ruled
that an alleged communist in
Pennsylvania could not be pro-
secuted for sedition under the
Pennsylvania laws because the
federal government had adopt-
ed an act in that field and there-
by nullified the state law on
the subject.

The passage of HR. 3 after a
vigorous and bitter debate, was
a clear-cut victory for those
who are opposed to the central-
ization of government and the
concentration of power in
Washington. Those who op-
posed the passage of the act
are considered generally to fall
into the category of those de-
siring further expansion of
federal regulation and activity.
Needless to say, it is to be ex-
pected there will be much liti-
gation on this subject if H. R. 3
finally becomes the law.
Whether or not it will clear the
Senate is on unanswered ques-
tion at this time. This same
bill passed the House last year
by the vote of 241 to 155. The

How Well Do You Know Your America?

Point Pleasant, West Virginia marks the spot where a blcody page
from the days of our nation’s struggle for freedom was recorded on
a point of land shaped like an Indian arrowhead.

In the 1700’s Chief Cornstalk, long the friend of the white man, was
leader of the fierce Shawnee Indians in a land rich in wealth and
beauty. Despite England’s efforts to prevent further colenization
of western Virginia, the Governhor, Lord Dunmore purchased two
tracts of land in the heart of the Indian hunting ground. The Indians
were aroused, but it was not until a group of drunken whites murdered
the family of Chief Leogan that open confiict broke out.

Dunmore’s army was camped at Peint Pleaczani. Early on the
morning of October 10, 1774, the great Shawnee and his painted war-
riors crossed the Ohio and appreached the peint betwecen {wo waters.
The surprise attack, from two sides, was destroyed when deer huni-

The Indians were defeated—at the cost of one-fifth of the colonial
army—and the battle broke the hold of the Indians on the Ohio

From The Independent, Fuquay
Springs, N. C.: Even in this age
of wonder drugs and surgery on
the living heart ‘it is not uncom-

. mon to hear complaints about the
failures of medicine. In some cir-
cles, it is popular to note with
considerable scorn that the doc-
tors can’t even cure a cold or pro-
vide a salve that will make warts
disappear.

It is true that medical science
has not yet comie up with sure-
fire remedies for these minor ail-
ments—or for cancer, heart dis-
ease and a number of other kill-
ers. But complaining about the
ineffectiveness of medicine is
about on a par with groaning that
automobiles and pet planes are
primitive means of transporta-
tion.

So they are, when compared
with -science fiction dreams of
how men will get about a century
hence. It is unfair to make such
comparisons, however, without

also noting that today’s planes
and cars are beyond all but the
most extrawegant dreams of half
a century ago. The same can be
said of medicine.

Many of the infectious diseases
that often meant death at the
turn of the ecentury have now been
wiped out. Pneumonia, diphtheria,
smallpox, scarlet fever, typhoid
fever—these and others have al-
most lost their power to kill and
maim. Poliomyelitis is coming
under control. Phalanxes “of re-
search are storming the dread
citadels of cancer, mental dis-
ease, coronary ailments.

The doctors don’t know every-
thing about human ills and how to
deal with them. Yet they know
much more, and are able to. do
vastly more, than was the case
even a generation ago. Whoever
carps about the failures of medi-
cine may himself be in need of a
little medical attention.

1960 Wheat

Referendum
Voting Nears

Wheat growers of Sherman
County will scon be making
their annual decision on mar-
keting quotas, R. C. Buckles,
chairman of the county agri-
cultural stabilization and con-
servation announces.

On July 23, they will join with
wheat farmers in 38 other
States in a referendum to decide
the type of marketing control
program they will have for the
1960 crop of wheat. The refer-
endum is held at this time so
that farmers will know at
winter wheat planting time
whether marketing restrictions
will be in effect at harvestime
in 1960.

The wheat program on which
farmers will vote, Mr. Buckles
said, is the same as that which
has been in effect for the last
several years. Marketing quo-
tas have been proclaimed by
the Secretary of Agriculture as
required by the law when sup-
plies are excessive. They will
remain in effect only if approv-
ed by two-thirds of the farmers
voting in the referendum.

When wheat marketing quotas
are in effect, farmers who com-
ply with their individual farm
wheat acreage allotments may
market their entire wheat crop

gible for price support at at
least 75 per cent of parity. A
grower who exceeds his allot-
ment will be subject to market-
ing quota penalties on his excess
wheat except that any grower
may produce up to 15 acres for

harvest as grain without pen-
alty. :
If more than one-third of the

voters vote for no quota con-
trols, they do not take effect
and there are no restrictions on
wheat marketings. Price sup-
port is available at 50 per cent
of parity to farmers who com-
ply with their acreage allot-
ments.

The marketing quota penalty
rate will be announced - later,
Buckles said. It is $1.07 per
bushel for the 1959 crop of
wheat.

Any farmer is eligible‘ to vote
who expects to produce more
than 15 acres of wheat for har-
vest as grain in 1960, except a
grower who participated in the
feed wheat program in 1959.

Sherman County farmers
have submitted soil samples to
the Agricultural Ektension Ser-
vice Soil Testing Laboratory at
College Station for several years,
according to E. Goule, Sherman
County Agricultural Agent.

by the laboratory during May’

and June.

Goule points out that the
Agricultural Extension Service
maintains and operates this
Soil Testing Laboratory for
farmers to use
in determining their fertilizer
needs. Even though soil tests
have some limitations in deter-
mining fertilizer needs, he says
that the $1.00 spent on a soil
test is the most important dol-
lar spent in a fertilizer program.
This analysis becomes more im-
portant each year land is under
irrigation.

FFORTS to do something

about a government -credit
problem apparently are shaping
an issue for the 1960 Presiden-
tial campaign.

The pattern was set when Pres-
ident Eisenhower asked Congress
to ‘increase temporarily the na-
tional debt limit to a total of $295
billion, to allew higher ' interest
rates on U. S. savings bonds, and
to abolish the pre-World War 1
ceiling of 4% per cent on long-
termm Treasury notes to permit
these notes to compete with an
average 5 per cent interest rate
on first-class corporate bonds.

The Democrats can be expect-
ed to charge the Administration
with favoring the bankers; the
Republican counter-charge will
be that the Democrats fostered
inflation by trying to block the
request. The Democrats would
be looking for votes from small
businessmen and private borrow-
ers who might be forced to pay
higher rates for their loans. The
Republican charge of aiding infla-
tion would be based on the fact
that attempts to block the re-
quest amounts to forcing the
treasury to continue issuing short-
term notes in order to compete
in  the nation’s money market.

This has been a season in
many parts of the country when
radio and TV fans tuned in on
their favorite program to find it

course would be to submit the
problem to the.legislators.
