In setting the basic annual 
per-acre rate for land offered, 
the county committee will take 
into consideration the produc­
tivity of the land and the rate 
will' be limited to the local fair 
rental value of the land based 
on the crops harvested from it 
during the past 5 years. When 
all the eligible cropland on the 
farm is offered for the conser­
vation reserve, the rate will gen­
erally be set 10 per cent higher 
than the rate for only part of 
the eligible land.

After the basic rate has been 
determined, the farmer may ap­
ply for a contract at any fig­
ure below the basic rate estab­
lished for the land offered in 
the request for rates. If ne­
cessary, a priority system will be 
used to determine which offers 
are accepted.

Contracts under the conserva­
tion reserve may run for as long 
as 10 years. During the time 
of the contract, the farmer will 
receive an annual rental pay­
ment on the reserved land for 
the life of the contract, and he 
also will receive cost-sharing 
help in establishing an approv­
ed conservation practice.

For Texas, the basic per-acre 
rate of payment under the 1960 
conservation reserve is $12.00, 
the same as under the 1959 pro-

Hogs Make 
Best Gains 
If Kept Cool

Fattening hogs will do their 
fastest and cheapest gaining 
when the temperature is around 
60-75 degrees. The closer to 
market weight a hog gets, the 
cooler he needs to be to make 
the best gains, T. D. Tanksley, 
extension animal husbandman 
states. When the temperature 
rises to 90 to 100 degrees, the 
average porker will need about 
twice as much feed to put on 
the same gains as he needs at 
the lower temperature.

Recent work at Purdue and 
other universities has indicated 
that the use of water foggers on 
fattening hogs during hot weath­
er will increase gains an aver­
age of 10 percent over those an­
imals with shade alone. Ade­
quate shade coupled with “show­
er-bath” provisions are doing 
an efficient job even on the hot­
test days, says Tanksley. The 
shower bath is provided by in­
stalling a nozzle that will pro­
duce a fine mist with normal 
water pressure (30-40 pounds), 
and have an hourly output of 
about two gallons of water.

Foggers work best on concrete, 
he says, but they can also be 
adapted to pigs on pasture. A 
portable sprinker moved from 
one part of a field to another on 
successive days will eliminiate 
the possibility of mud holes on 
the heavier soils or those with 
poor drainage.

Two nozzles will handle 50 
head in a concrete finishing par­
lor. Experience has shown that 
locating the nozzles 6 to 8 feet 
above the floor level increases 
coverage and enables a greater 
number of animals to benefit 
from the spray, frequently with­
out moving. On these units, he 
adds, the nozzles work best 
when mounted on the south 
eave. This permits the “ fog” 
to blow under the shed, yet not 
get the area wet. Feeders 
should not be in line with the 
spray if carried by prevailing 
winds.

State Capital 
Highlights

(By Vern Sanford)
None of the money-raising 

bills that failed to pass the 
Legislature during the past sev­
en months were put away to 
gather dust. ^

Theyll be on parade again if 
a fourth special session is held 
to raise money to increase pub­
lic school teachers’ salaries.

Gov. Price Daniel has said he 
will call the session if the pub­
lic demands it, Texas State 
Teachers Association has its 
campaign rolling to create this 
demand,

TSTA’s goal is a program that 
would cost $63,000,000 over a two- 
year period. Of this, $56,000,- 
000 would go for a $405 increase 
in annual base pay for teachers.

This would bring teachers’ 
base pay up to $3,610 a year. 
Hale-Aikin Committee recom­
mended a minimum of $3,800 a 
year plus a number of other 
school improvements that would 
have totaled some $200,000,000 
for a two-year period. But 
TSTA decided that getting that 
big a tax bill would be too tough. 
For the time being, the 70,000- 
member teacher lobby will set­
tle for a package one-third this 
size with emphasis on the item 
it wants most, pay raises.

Time most discussed for the 
new special session is the poli­
tically crucial month of Jan­
uary. This will give the teach­
ers, scattered in summer, time 
to get organized. It also is the 
month for poll tax paying, with 
January 31 as the deadline. 
(Governor Daniel said, “January 
or February would be the time.” )

Next year, for the first time, 
January will be the month for 
candidates for office to make 
their announcements. New 
law makes February 1 the dead­
line for filing for state primar­
ies.

There’s talk that Governor 
Daniel will announce for a third 
term if teacher raises are turn­
ed down. On this the gover­
nor says, “I ’m not closing any 
doors.”

Privately, many legislators 
are glum at the prospect of be­
ing boxed in by another roimd 
of tax-and-spend pressures, par­
ticularly right before their cam­
paigns begin. They expect to 
get a lot of static anyway, 
from the tax measures they’ve 
already voted.

Few will oppose the teachers 
openly. As one said, “If you’re 
against teacher raises, they’ll 
say you’re against good schools 
and little kids and motherhood, 
it’s suicide.”
Watch For New Laws

Scores of new laws passed 
during the regular Legislative 
session ending in May go into 
effect this month.

From here on, anyone convict­
ed of four moving traffic vio­
lations within 12 months will be 
classed a “habitual violator” , 
subject to drivers license sus­
pension for any period up to a 
year. Same rule applies to any­
one convicted of 7 or more vio­
lations committeed within a 
24-hour period.

New, tightened laws are in 
effect on the waterways, too. 
Now against the law are: operat­
ing a boat or skiing while under 
the influence of liquor, skiing at 
night and “ reckless or negligent” 
boating and skiing.

Now required by law are: a 
life preserver for every passeng­

er on a boat and a lighting sys­
tem, according to size, for every 
boat. Boat registration fees will 
not be required until next April.

Another new law makes tak­
ing a ride in someone else’s car 
without his permission a felony 
offense. Previously, it was 
hard to get more than a misde­
meanor conviction for car steal­
ing.

Ranchers and farmers will be 
required to fence land along 
state and U. S. highways to 
prevent cattle from roaming on 
the road. Law does not apply 
to farm-to-market roads.

Other new laws won’t be no­
ticed until later. For example, 
the new “stick with the party”

law requires that a poll tax 
holder have his receipt stamped 
“Republican” or “Democrat” 
the first time he participates in 
a primary or convention. From 
then on, in effect, he’s stuck 
with the party stamped on his 
tax receipt, until he gets a new 
poll tax.

Livestock Law 
Study Set For 
Saturday Night

A meeting of Sherman County 
Livestock men will be held Sat­
urday, August 22, at 8:00 p. m. 
in the County Exhibit Building, 
in Stratford. The purpose of 
the meeting will be to explain 
and discuss the new Animal 
Health Law recently passed by 
the Texas Legislature. The 
law will become effective Sep­
tember 1.

This law provides two plans 
for livestock men to get Sher­
man County into a Brucellosis 
control area. These plans will 
be explained at the meeting.

Brucellosis is a contagious 
disease of animals and man 
caused by a bacteria. In cattle 
it has been called Bang’s disease. 
Human Brucellosis is a lingering 
disease of the blood stream. Man 
becomes infected by drinking 
unpasturized milk from infest-
