Rep. Paul Brashear Believes Special Session 
Will Be A Needless Waste of $500,000
State Representative Paul Bra­

shear believes that the October 
14th special session of the Texas 
Legislature will be a needless 
waste of approximately $500,000 
in taxpayer's money. His atti­
tude toward the session Just 
called by Governor Price Daniel 
was expressed in a statement to 
The Star today.

"It has been my understand­
ing that special legislative ses­
sions should be ordered to deal 
with emergencies,’’ Mr. Brashear 
said. “The governor has called 
this session to (1) provide for 
registration and regulation of 
lobbyists, (2) require registra­
tion of persons who represent 
others before state agencies, (3) 
recommend to the next session 
ways and means for Improving 
law enforcement, and (4) create 
and finance a water planning 
agency for research and flood 
control.”

Mr. Brashear, who represents 
Eastland, Shackelford and Cal­
lahan Counties In the Legisla­
ture, pointed out that Article 
180 and 182 of the state penal 
code, which has been a law since 
1907, provides safeguards and 
penalties a g a i n s t  lobbyists. 
There has been little effort to

enforce this law which provides, 
that in the event of conviction 
$200 to $2,000 fine or six months 
to two years In the penitentiary. 
He added that the crime com­
mission, lobby control bill, and 
water planning proposals were 
before the Legislature during the 
last session without results.

“None of these four subjects 
mentioned by the Governor in 
his call could possibly be con­
strued as an emergency,” Mr. 
Brashear stated. “As the elected 
representative of this district, X 
will attend the session and do 
my job, but It seems needless to 
waste half a million dollars 
without a good reason for I t ”  

A  copy of the special session 
call reached Mf. Brashear on 
Monday. It  ordered the repre­
sentative to be In Austin on 
Monday, October 14th, at 10 a m  

Mr. Brashear said he was pes­
simistic about anything being 
accomplished at the special ses­
sion In view of the Legislature’s 
handling of the subject at the 
regular session -and in view of 
the fact that a majority o f house 
members said In a recent poll 
that they were opposed to the 
session.

Fish Hatchery Has 
Heaviest Year
AUSTIN — More than thirty 

thousand applications’ for addi­
tional fish from Texas hatcher­
ies were on the books Sept. 1, 
when time for taking applica­
tions for this year’s production 
closed. This figure has been giv­
en by the Chief Engineer of the 
Game & Fish Commission.

“This year’s hatchery produc­
tion will amount to some 13 mil­
lion fish distributed to lakes, 
streams and ponds throughout 
the state,”  the Chief Engineer 
said.

Production of the hatcheries 
was curtailed some because of 
flood damage, principally at the 
San Angelo hatchery. Repair 
work at this hatchery has been 
in progress for some time, and 
the water supply to the hatchery 
will be completed In another 30 
days. Meantime, bids are now 
being taken on additional drain­
age work.

An engineer was sent to the 
Dundee hatchery near Wichita 
Falls this week to survey im­
provements that must be made 
there, as well as to repair da­
mage.

“Heavy rains In the spring 
filled every farm tank in Texas” 
the Chief Engineer said. “Many 
of these tanks had never been 
stockd before. W  are attempting 
to supply them with fish as fast 
as possible."

Proper harvesting of cotton 
can add $2.50 to $19 a bale to 
the Income from this year's cot­
ton crop. Some harvesting sug­
gestions are: do not harvest 
when cotton Is wet, machines 
must be kept In good repair, do 
not allow grass to be gathered 
with the cotton as the best of 
gins cannot remove the grass 
from lint cotton, defoliating 
necessary will help prevent boll 
rot and aid in prevgnUgg green 
leaf stain which knJI^quallty. 
Surely It Is worth a little extra 
time at harvest time to do the 
best Job possible after taking a 
whole season to grow a crop of 
cotton.

A fall application of fertilizer 
on the lawn will help It to go 
Into the winter In a vigorous 
condition. Apply a complete fer-1 
tillzer with a 2-1-1 ratio or a 
1-1-1 ratio, and It should be ap­

plied about a month before the 
first expected frost. When sum­
mer grasses are pushed Into lush 
growth by late fertilization, 
some grass may be damaged by 
a hard freeze. Also, applying the 
fertilizer too late prevent the 
grass from getting the most out 
of It . before going dormant. 
About 2 pounds of actual nitro­
gen per 1000 square feet and 
soak the soil to a depth of at 
least six Inches. Extension Bul­
letin No. 203, Home Lawns, gives 
a good discussion on lawn care 
and It Is available at'the County 
Agent’s office.

in Texas . . .
SCHOOL SEGREGATION

AUSTIN — For the 72nd time 
In Texas, the Legislature will 
convene in special session Oct. 
14.

Throughout the summer there 
was lively debate at to whether 
such a step should be taken. 
Oov. Price Daniel put an end to 
speculation by setting the date. 
Purpose: to enact laws in re­
gard to lobby control, represen­
tation before state agencies, 
crime study and water develop­
ment.

Calling special sessions has 
been more the custom of Texas 
governors than not. Of the 71 
previously called since Texas be­
came a state, 41 have fallen in 
the 46-year period since 1911 - 
almost one a year.

Almost all Governor Daniel’s 
30

years called lawmakers back at 
least once, (exceptions: Beau- 
ford Jester and W. Lee O’Daniel)

calls, Mrs. Ferguson, with an eye 
for housewifely problems, called 
on lawmakers “ to make needed 
appropriation for refrigeration 
in the Governor's mansion.’’

Governor Allred’s special ses­
sions dealt with some of the 
most stirring Issues of the thir­
ties. Re asked for liquor selling 
regulations following the repeal 
of Prohibition and for a law 
banning pari-mutuel betting at 
race tracks. He also asked for 
money for old age pensions ($15 
a month in those days) and for 
more to get the general
revenuC^uud out of the red.

In most cases the governors 
got* the laws they wanted pass­
ed — sometimes by calling one 
session on the end. of another, 
sometimes In a session as short 
as nine days.

Water Program Okayed — In 
one area - water development - 
legislators have their work cut 
out for them.

A 150-mrmber statewide wa­
ter committee approved a three-

Gen. W1U Wilson.

Wilson suggested a state li­
censing program whereby would- 
be peace officers would have to 
meet certain requirements.

It  would be slow getting es­
tablished, said Wilson, but would 
raise standards and emphasize 
the importance of the officer’s 
work.

It was only five years ago 
that the forces of venereal dis­
ease control tore on the offen­
sive. The panacea was spelled 
p-e-n-c-l-M-n. In state after 
.state, aggressive ,control pro­
grams were gaining the advan­
tage.

Under the Integrated system 
of information, case-finding, re­
ferral and rapid treatment, the 
venereal diseases were melting 
away — or seemed so on the 
surface.

The optimism resulting from 
the rapidly decreasing venereal 
disease rates almost proved dis­
astrous. In many areas, the high 
intensity o f venerol disease con­
trol was lessened.

Today, however, hope o f even­
tual eradication o f venereal dis­
ease is again on the rise. The 
Increased use,of contact inves­
tigation, no\y employed with 
every reported case of syphilis,

has developed Into the leading 
case-finding procedure.

This technique has rapidly 
been Improved to the point that 
cooperation between interview­
er-investigators and persons 
contacted is at an all time high 
and one the rise.

This cooperation enables the 
highly trained Interviewer-In­
vestigators and public health 
nurses to discover the chain-of- 
infectlon of the contacts. Armed 
with the Identities of these con­
tacts, the veneral disease con­
trol team is able to eliminate a 
whole chain of contacts rather 
than a single reported case.

It  is these Increased case-find­
ing techniques that gives the 
illusion of an increased venereal 
disease rate, when actually the 
venereal disease has been with 
us all the while.

Motorists Advised 
On School Bus Law
Tierce state agencies Joined 

ln urging the continuation of a 
state-wide program to acquaint 
the public with the Texas law 
requiring all vehicles to stop 
when approaching a school bus 
loading or unloading children.

The Texas Education Agency, 
the Texas Highway Department 
and the Texas Department of 
Public Slfety are making a Joint 
request that school superinten­
dents, newspapers, radio sta­
tions, and television stations 
participate ln efforts to ac­
quaint drivers with the school 
bus law.

“Superintendents and news 
editors performed an outstand­
ing public service ln this safety 
campaign last year,’’ said J. W. 
Edgar, Commissioner of Educa­

tion. “Vet 7 lives were lost dur­
ing the school year in collisions 
involving school buses. There is 
a continuing need for a, program 
of safety education."

There were two more fatali­
ties during 1958-57 than wen 
reported to the Department of 
Public Safety ln 1955-58. The to­
tal number o f accidents declin­
ed, however, from 379 to 335. 
(During the past year the High­
way Department erected signs 
on all major roads warning mo­
torists of the safety measure.) 
The law says ln effect, that up­
on meeting or overtaking a 
school bus which has stopped on 
the highway for the purpose of 
receiving or discharging child­
ren, the driver of any vehicle 
shall stop Immediately before 
passing. After coming to a stop 
the driver of the vehicle can 
proceed with due caution at a 
speed which is prudent and does 
not exceed ten miles per hour. 
The law does not apply within 
city limits.

Vehicles are not required to 
stop on highways with separate 
roadways when the bus Is on a 
different roadway from that of 
a passing vehicle. Vehicles are 
not required to stop if the school 
bus Is stopped ln a loading zone 
which is a part of or adjacent 
to a contralled-access highway 
and where pedestrians are not 
permitted to cross the roadway.

All public school buses are 
painted yellow and have "School 
Bus’’ painted ln large letters on 
the front and rear of each bus. 
They are equipped with flasher 
lights usually mounted high on 
the front and rear o f the bus. 
These flashing lights are used 
only when the bus Is ln the pro­
cess o f stopping or is stopped 
to receive or discharge children.
