Decdaring that “ mankind’s hope 
for freedom is in desperate jeop­
ardy” the plea for prayer coinsided 
with a similar request ‘̂ the presi­
dent of the National ’ rvwncil of 
Churches, Episcopal B f r o  Henry 
Knox Sherrill, of New *. He 
urged all Protestants to oft<\ ray- 
ers on December 31 for “a ■ oeace 
which is the fruit of righteousness.” 

The letter to pastors, stressing in­
dividual and group participation, 
stemmed from the following call by 
Methdist bishops;

"With a sense of deep urgency we 
call our fellow Methodist and all 
others who wil) join us in special 
prayer.

Let us pray daily for the leaders 
of our country and of the United 
Nations that God will give them 
wisdom and courage to seek and 
to do His will.

“Let us pray for all who are un­
der the shadow of war; for those 
who do battle for us...the homeless, 
the hungry, the children. Let us 
pray for our enemies that God may 
lead them in the way ofrighteuness 
and peace.

Babson Forecasts 1951 Trends
_  By Roger W. Babson

The United Nations will with­
draw from Korea during 1951. The 
United States in 1951 will have the 
largest National Income of its 
history.

1. Excluding defense orders, the 
total business volume in 1951 will 
be less than that for 1950. How­
ever, National Income in 1951 will 
be the highest ever recorded, as 
war orders take the place of peace 
production and high prices pre­
vail.
More Government Controls Coming

2. The outstanding feature of 
1951 will be the ever-increasing 
interference of the government in 
the lives of businessmen and con­
sumers.

3. The Administration and its 
economic advisors are firmly con­
vinced that, radical inflation is 
about to break out next year. But 
the “ brain trusters” are overlook-

^  ing the fact that the boom is 
•  already old and that it was creak­

ing badly when the Korean War 
broke out. War postponed the 
downturn which would have taken 
place much sooner. The date of the 
slide has only moved ahead.

4. Rushing to catch up on its 
neglected defense program, the

' Administration is anxious to shrink 
business volume to an unnecessary 
degree. Efforts at first will be 
along the line o f tighter credit 
curbs, such as restrictions on mort- 

\ ^ ga g e  and installment loans and 
increased bank reserve require­
ments.

5. As 1951 wears on, the effect of 
credit controls will cause a decline

in legitimate business. Civilian I 
production will decline more than 
armament production will increase. 
The public may then cry, “ This 
is a government-made slump; let’s 
get rid o f the controls!”

6. I f  in 1951 it becomes evident 
that business is declining too fast 
as a result of government curbs, 
the planners at Washington may 
rush their patient into an oxygen 
tent.
Labor Outlook Will Continue Tight

7. Most labor groups will not be 
successful in getting a sixth round 
o f wage increases in 1951. A l­
though there may be more strikes 
in the first part of 1951, there will 
be fewer for the whole year as 
compared with 1950.

8. Tightness in the labor supply 
w ill be continued as the year wears 
on, particularly o f highly-skilled 
workers.

9. The Taft-Hartley Law will not 
be repealed during 1951 but may 
be amended. The Administrators 
o f the law will continue to wink at 
some of its clauses.
Commodity Prices To Remain Firm

10. Wholesale prices o f many 
commodities will be marked by a 
mild decline in 1951 when compar­
ed with the price level for Decem­
ber 31, 1951. in some lines the drop 
may be quite steep from the high 
levels of iate 1950. Retail prices for 
1951, I do not now forecast.

11. The year 1951 should prove an 
excellent time to keep a tight 
grip on inventories. Commodity 
speculation for the rise Will not 
pay in 1951. Furthermore, our ex­
panding stockpiles of strategic 
materials present a real price

threat in the evenet o f a peace 
scare. Such stockpiles could then 
act strongly as a depressant on 
prices.

12. The cost o f living will re­
main high during 1951. This pre­
diction recognizes that living costs 
next year may be above the lower 
half of the year now closing, 
levels that existed during the first

Farm Outlook Good
13. Farmers’ income for 1951 

should average no less than that 
for 1950. Since the trend in the 
first half of 1950 was down, this 
forecast is not so optomistic as it 
might otherwise seem, for there is 
likely to be a weakening o f the 
farmers’ income position during 
the latter part of 1951.

14. Barring crop failures, the total 
supply of food available should be 
larger in 1951 than for 1950, since 
the government will raise planting 
quotas as part of its attack on in­
flation. If the weather is extreme­
ly favorable, the government will 
be blamed for farm-price weakness 
during the latter part of 1951.

15. With prospects good for a 
rising supply of feed grains, meat 
should be more plentiful next year 
than in 1950. Prices for meat, how­
ever, will be held up by continued 
high National Income and hy mili­
tary needs.

Taxes W ill Be Higher
16. The burden of federal taxes, 

both corporate and personal, will 
bo increased again in 1951. State 
and municipal taxes will remain 
high.

17. There will bo an excess prof­
its tax in 1951. These excess prof­
its taxes will be milder than those

in force during World War II; but 
they w ill be inflationary and re­
tard efficiency, economy and in­
centive.

18. There will be heavy pressure 
for increased federal "sales taxes” 
to discourage purchasing of luxury 
and certain nonessential goods. 
Congress will see the value of some 
such sales taxes as an inflationary 
road block.

19. States and municipalities will 
again be under pressure to find 
ndequate sources of revenue. Fur­
ther increases in such taxes can be 
looked for next year with addition­
al cities and|or states adopting 
sales taxes.

20. Despite renewed efforts to 
increase the long-term capital 
gains tax above the present 25% 
figure, rates will remain unchang­
ed.

Domestic Trade Will Be Less
21. Credit curbs will cut into the 

demand f o r  automobiles a n d  
household equipment. Completions 
of fewer dwellings will also act as 
a damper on furniture sales.

22. Falling demand for hard 
goods should mean a stabilization 
of the public's spending for food 
and lower-priced soft goods.

23. The trend forecast in No. 22 
w'ill mean a decline in department 
store volume, but I predict a rise 
in the sales of variety chains and 
of drug chains.

Foreign Trade Outlook Fair
24. Barring new war develop­

ments, I look for continued shrink­
age in our exports during 1951. 
Imports, however, should rise fur­
ther. Total foreign trade should 
not be much changed, but the ex­

porters will be on the short end 
o f this business with the importers 
gaoining.

25. It will become more difficult 
to convince Congress that addition­
al heavy credits should be granted 
abroad except for war supplies.

26. As was the case this year, 
many domestic manufacturers will 
feel increasing competition from 
foreign merchandise. The cry for 
increased tariff protection will be 
heard again in the land.

27. Business and financial fore­
casts for next year are NOT based 
on the thought that World War III 
w ill starf in 1951. Russia is certain­
ly heading for war, but we do not 
believe she wants it in Europe. 
She will be satisfied to have her 
satellites continue taking unex­
pected jabs at us, while the Poli- 
turbo boys hand out the soothing 
syrup. But we may see another 
episode like "Korea” in 1951.

More Deficit Financing 
After June 30, 1951

28. The first half o f 1951 may 
actually see a budget surplus as a 
result of high National Income and 
increased taxation. Later, if  Cong­
ress goes along with the Adminis­
tration’s plans for huge rearma­
ment, a federal deficit w ill arise 
during the last half of the year.

29. As a result of the preceding 
prediction, money supplies should 
not begin to rise after business has 
turned down. Increases at such a 
time are not likely to have much 
effect on prices.

30. Government bonds will be 
held tightly between the floor of 
Federal Reserve support purchases 
and the ceiling of Federal Reserve

anti-inflation sales. Under such 
conditions, price changes should be 
negligible.

31. A great deal will be heard 
in 1951 about giving the Federal 
Reserve Board powerful controls 
over member bank loaning policies. 
Congress is not likely to pass such 
controls, however, unless commodi­
ty prices go a lot higher, or World 
War III comes.

Stock Market And Bond 
Outlook Uncertain

32. I see nothing now to indicate 
that we are entering a period of 
improved international relations. 
The danger of war remains. Until it 
disappears, wise people will move 
out. of large bomb-vulnerable cities 
and avoid having investments in 
such areas.

33. The Stock Averages may 
work somewhat higher during the 
first half of next year, but some­
time during 1951 they will sell 
lower than current quotations.

34. Stocks now in the best posi­
tion for 1951 should be those that 
have not been popular as infla­
tion hedges in the past months. I 
like good chain store stocks.

35. Investment Trust funds, pen­
sion funds, and insurance compan­
ies will provide an excellent back­
log of demand for sound Income 
Stocks where good values can be 
demonstrated.

36. The successful investor next 
year will be the one who follows 
a carefully planned Investment 
program. Such a program will em­
phasize diversification-not onlv 
by company and industry, but nl „
by quality. Overconcentration will
not pay in 1951. w

37. Highest-grade taxable
porate bonds should hold a na 
price range during 1951, but ] 
no reason for individual inve: 
buying them. For my forecast 
r g: * er™ government bonds, 
No. 30 above. The only corport 
bonds which interest me are C 
VERTIBLES. C

38. With income taxes slate 
increase in 1951, tax-exempt b 
should continue in good dem 
There has been some speculatir

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Each Farm Deferment Is To Be 
Considered On Individual Merits

AUSTIN, Texas, Dec. 26— Empha­
sizing that the draft law provides 
no blanket deferment for farm 
workers, Brigadier General Paul L. 
Wakefield, state Selective Service 
director, declared today that local 
boards are required both by law 
and regulation to consider each 
agricultural worker’s case individ­
ually, just as other men’s cases 
are considered.

General Wakefield said that reg­
ulations issued by the President 
provide for a deferred classifica­
tion for farm workers only when 
fhe following conditions are met 
to the satisfaction of the local 
board;

i ' 1 . The man must be “employed 
in the production for market of a 
substantial quantity o f those agri- 
necessary to the maintenance of 
the national health, safety, or

interest.”
2. “ The production for market of 

a substantial quantity o f agricul­
tural commodities should be meas­
ured in terms of the average an­
nual production per farm worker 
which is marketed from a local 
average farm of the type under 
consideration. The production of 
agricultural commodities for con­
sumption by the worker and his 
family, or traded for subsistence 
purposes, should not be considered 
as production for market. Produc­
tion which is in excess o f that re­
quired for the subsistence o f the 
farm families on the farm under 
consideration should be considered 
as production for market.”

The state draft director observed 
that “ this still doesn’t give the 
complete picture,”  and added that 
a man, to be eligible for farm de­
ferment, must also meet the re­
quirements in the section of the 
Selective Service regulations de­
fining necessary employment.

He quoted as follows;
“A registrant’s employment in 

industry or other occupation, ser­
vice in office, or activity in study, 
research, or medical, scientific, or 
other endeavors shall be consider­
ed to be necessary to the mainten

ance of the national health, safety, 
or interest only when all o f the 
following conditions exist:

“ 1. The registrant is, or but for a 
seasonal or temporary interruption 
would be, engaged in such activity;

“2. The registrant cannot be re­
placed because of a shortage of 
persons with his qualifications or 
skill in such activity; and

"3. The removal of the registrant 
would cause a material loss of e f­
fectiveness in such activity.”

General Wakefield stressed that 
deferments based on agricultural 
and other civilian occupations are 
not permanent. "They are issued 
for one year or less,” he said, “ and 
local boards have instructions to 
classify a registrant as available 
for service whenever the cause for 
his deferment, ceases to exist.”

He explained that the designa­
tion Class II-C is used to indicate 
those deferred because of agricul­
tural occupation.

A  health problem discovered early 
is always easier to correst. Preven­
tion is the watchword. The princi­
pal foes of health to confront in 
the middle years are heart disease, 
high blood pressure, hardened ar­
teries, diabetes, and trthritis.

Heart disease is the leading 
cause of death. A  person with a 
damaged heart should learn his 
limitations, anl not exceed them. 
Many persons with heart disease 
lead useful and productive lives 
by following their physician’s in­
structions.

Cancer is the second leadin 
cause of death. Many cancer types 
can be cured or brought unler 
control if found early and diag­
nosed. This is another important 
reason why the periodic medical 
check-up Is a “must”.

Diabetes is a condition in which 
the body cannot use sugar. Did you 
have the Free Diabetes Test dur 
ing “Diabetics Detective Week.” 
November 12-18? If  not, go to your 
physician now and have this test, 

Three of the diseases common to 
the after 40 group are concerned 
with the circulation of the blood. 
These are apoplexy, hardened ar 
teries, and high blool pressure. 
You will want your physician to 
check your blood pressure.

Employers Seeking Deferments For An 
Employe Should Submit Data Early

Austin, Texas, Dec. 26.—Emphas- 
ing the need for early action in 
cases of deferment for essential civ­
ilian workers, Brig. Gen. Paul L. 
Wakefield, state Selective Service 
director, advised today that em­
ployers take inventory of employees 
who are liable for induction under 
the Selective Service law. The state 
director pointed out that employers 
should submit any informatoin re­
garding their employees to the 
local board “before they are class­
ified, and, in any event, as 
early as possible.” He also empha­
sized that any requests for classifi­
cation in a deferred class must be 
taken up with the employees’ local 
board and not with Selective Ser­
vice state headquarters.

The law prevents our doing any­
thing about such eleventh hour re­
quests,” the state director contin­
ued, “as Selective Service regula­
tions provide that, once a man has 
received an order to report for in­
duction his case cannot be re-open­
ed by the local ooard except for 
a change in status over which he 
has no control.”

General Wakefield made it plain 
that his headq arte>, would do 
nothing about Isuch cases, even 
though it had authority, without 
first obtaining an opinion from 
local boards involved.
“We’re not Issuing orders here 

in Austin to the people in Texas 
cities, towns and communities who 
are doing the real job to build up 
our armed forces. Our sole reason 
for existence at headquarters is to 
co-ordinate information the boards 
send us, to offer the counsel and 
help interpret the law, and to see 
that no one, either the government 
or any citizen, gets outside the law' 
in the discharge of our duties,” the 
state director declared.

The state draft director placed 
emphasis on^he fact that, under

Selective Service regulations, there 
is no blanket deferment for groups 
and types of employees.
To Consider Each Case

Every case has to be considered 
individually on its own merits, just 
as the case of other registrants are 
said.

“The activity of the employee 
must be found to be necessary to 
the maintenance o f the national 
health, safety, or interest,” the state 
director continued. “The man can 
be employed in industry, or other 
occupation or employment, occupy 
an office, be engaged in study, re­
search, medical scientific, or in most 
any endeavor. The local board de 
cides, subject to appeal, whether his 
activity is deemed necessary to nat 
ional interest.”

General Wakefield observed that 
this still doesn’t give the complete 

picture,” and added that a registrant 
to be eligible for deferment, must 
meet this requirements in the sec­
tion o f draft reguations defining 
necessary employment.

He quoted as follows:
“A  registrant’s employment in in­

dustry or other occupation, service 
in office, or activity in study, re­
search or medical scientific or other 
endeavors shall be considered to be 
recessary to the maintenance of the 
national health, safety, or interest 
only when all of the folowing con­
ditions exist:

“ (1) The registrant is, or but for 
a seasonal or temporary interrupt­
ion would be, engaged in such act­
ivity: (2 ) the registrant cannot be 
replaced because of a shortage of

Social Security 
May Cover All 
Domestic Workers

“ Do You Have A Maid?”
Not so very many households 

these days can answer yes, but 
those who do have a maid or any 
other household worker will need a 
copy of a brief booklet bearing 
that question as a title. John G. 
Hutton , Manager of the Lubbock 
social security office began distib- 
uting this booklet today. This color­
ful leaflet sets out, in a few senten­
ces, just how the lady of the house, 
or an/ employer of domestic help 
in or around the home, may tell 
whether or not the worker is 
brought under the new social secur 
ity law which becomes effective on 
January 1.

The work of those regularly em­
ployed in private homes will be 
credited to social security and the 
employer will be responsible for 
reporting wages, along with social 
s ecurity taxes, to the collector of 
internal revenue.

The title of the pamphlet does not 
stop with ‘‘Do You Have a Maid?” 
but continues “ - o r  a laundress?- 
cook, chauffeur? gardner" Any of 
these, or any other persons employ­
ed regularly for work in or around 
a private household may come 
under the new law, and Hutton 
urges their employers to request 
a free copy of the booklet

A  simple test in the booklet, in 
terms of amount of wages paid 
and regularity of employment will 
tell whether a maid or cook or 
laundress will get the protection

of social security and whether the 
housewife should start making re- 
reports next year. I f  so, there’s a 
postage paid postal carl that 
the housewife should mail in for 
instructions.

Copies of the booklet are avail­
able at all offices, or may be 
secured at officies of the collector 
of internal revenue. Ir you’ll just 
call the social security office, tele­
phone 4942, or drop us a post card, 
asking for the booklet, “Do You 

Have a Maid?” we’ll send it to 
you by return mail.” Address of the 
office is Social Security Admini­
stration , 1311 Texas Avenue, Lub­
bock, Texas.

The social security manager said 
he is arranging with women’s 
groups to furnish supplies of the 
booklet for their rrifcmbers.
For the domestic worker's own in­

formation about her hew socia se­
curity protection, a special leaflet 
is available at the social security 
office, Hutton pointed out that reg­
ularly employed domestic workers 
will need a social security account 
number card after Jan. 1, 1951.

The “Do You Have a Maid?” 
booklet does not apply to domestic 
work on farms operated for profit 
Such work is covered by other pro­
visions in the new social security 
law.

U. S. Milk Industry

airplane, according to dairy scien­
tist and historian Dr. J. Lloyd Hen­
derson.

Dr. Henderson, co-author of "The 
Market Milk Industry," a standard 
textbook whose latest edition will 
be released this spring said "Our 
research since the war’s end points 
up the fact that although labor and 
equipment costs have kept pace 
with rising scales in other indus­
tries, the cost of milk and its pro­
ducts has risen less than that of 
any other food. In fact, milk, from 
a nutritive point of view, is far and 
away the housewife's best food 
buy."

Cost-saving scientific advances in 
milk processing and startling econ­
omies due to improved distribution 
practices have been responsible for 
this, Henderson points out.

The Texas Water Code Commit­
tee has made a “proper and wise” 
decision in treating surface water 
conservation separately from un­
derground water conservation, ac­
cording to a memorandum from 
the High Plains Water Conserva­
tion and Users association.

Major points of the memoran­
dum, read by W. O. Fortenberry, 
president of the High Plains asso­
ciation at a Code Committee hear­
ing in Austin Dec. 12, were made 
public today by the association.

The memorandum contains eight 
suggestions for consideration of the 
Code Committee in drafting its f i­
nal report on revision of Texas wa­
ter laws to be recommended to the 
52nd Legislature.

Each recommendation is aim­
ed at making clear the Code 
Committee’s announced intention 
of dealing with surface water 
only and leaving present under­
ground water laws unchanged. 
The Water Conservation group 
sugr/ested that words be insert­
ed in certain definitions to elim 
inate any doubts.
As the Code Committee’s prelim­

inary report stands, many sections 
refer to “all water resources,” the 
members of the High Plains group 
have explained. I f  it is not the in­
tention of the committee to in­
clude underground water, we wish 
them to specifically exclude it so 
that their proposals cannot be mis­
construed later on, they said.

The memorandum presented to 
the Water Code Committee points 
out: “Although your avowed pur­
pose was to consider surface water 
problems only, it is known that at 
your earlier meetings testimony af­
fecting underground water was in­
truded upon the committee. . . 
Since the hearings, you have re­
leased your Preliminary Report. 
As a consequence, we have several 
timely suggestions which we offer 
for such use as you desire in plac­
ing your recommendations in final 
form for Legislative consideration.

“From time to time changes in 
underground water laws have been 
considered By the Texas Legisla 
ture. The High Plains association 
has been equally active in oppos­
ing unwise changes as it has been 
in lending support to changes be 
lieved to be constructive. It is sig­
nificant that essentially all muni 
cipal, industrial and agricultural us­
ers (large or small) of underground 
water in the various sections of 
Texas have reached the same con­
clusions as High Plains people and 
have acted accordingly.
Is Coordinating Agency

“The High Plains Water Conser­
vation and Users Association,” the 
memorandum points out, “is the 
coordinating head of 14 water con­
servation organizations composed 
of users and owners of underground 
water in the High Plains of Texas 
As such the High Plains Association 
represents some 15,000 wel owners, 
as well as bankers and businessmen 
in the High Plains. This association 
speaks for an area where 155 mil­
lion acre feet of water is In stor­
age in an underground water reser­

voir underlying more than three 
million acres of land. Usage of wa­
ter is estimated to amount to more 
than one million acre feet of water 
in some years. This association, 
then, speaks for perhaps 80 per 
cent of the substantial users of 
underground water in the entire 
State of Texas.

‘These High Plains people are 
keenly aware of the value and im­
portance of underground water and 
are determined to protect and con­
serve It.”

Ways To Make 
Clothes Last

College Station, December 26— 
Clothes will last longer, look bet­
ter, require less mending, clean­
ing, and pressing if they are giv­
en a good start and followed up 
with good care,

Nena Roberson, associate cloth­
ing specialist with the A. & M. 
College Extension Service, says 
that "prepares” in new wool 
clothes are more thrifty than “ re­
pairs” which have to come later. 
For instance, putting shields in 
wool dresses and coats for protec­
tion against perspiration stains is 
more economical than having to 
replace the dress or give the coat 
a new lining.

Wool skirts can be reinforced for 
wear and protected against stretch 
by lining the upper half of the 
back. Miss Roberson recommends 
lining with firm light weight ma­
terials, or if it Is a part of a suit, 
the same fabric as thelining of 
the jacket will do. This is espec­
ially recommended for the tight 
skirt fashion which prevails now. 
Long sitting sometimes causes a 
skirt to bulge or stretch out of 
shape unless it is reinforced under­
neath.

Wool clothes need periods of 
rest, Miss Roberson says. A few 
days vacation allows the wool to 
spring back and wrinkles fall out 
so that less pressing is needed. 
The specialist states that clothes 
should hang straight on hangers 
and not be pressed tightly into 
a closet. Space and air are nece­
ssary to the long life of clothes.

Occasional brushing inside and 
out helps to keep wool clothes in 
condition. Miss Roberson suggests 
that especial attention be given 
to seams, turn down cuffs, and 
open out pockets.

demand.
43. Small sustenance farms 

should hold up well in price as 
demand will be spurred by those 
seeking refuge outside the big 
cities. Demand for large commer­
cial farms, however, should weaken 
as the year progresses.

44 .The swing back toward rent 
control will act as a further dam­
per on new building. There is no 
incentive to build homes for rental 
income.

45. Tighter credit controls will 
make it more difficult to purchase 
older residential properties, and the 
prices for these should weaken.

46. As building volume slack­
ens in 1951, the quality of available 
materials and workmanship should 
improve. This will help those who 
have saved their money and can 
pay for at least half the cost o f a 
new home.

Defense Orders And Politics 
Will Increase

47. Those who can do so should 
attempt to get defense orders as a 
means of holding up production 
volumes and reducing overhead. 
Not too much profit from such war 
business should be expected, how­
ever, as these contracts will be 
subject to tightfisted renegotia­
tions.

48. The political outlook for 1951 
will be completely dominated by 
jockeying for position in the Presi­
dential race for 1952. Most o f Con 
gress’ time will be spent on Inter­
national Problems; but either War 
or Peace could come early in 1951, 
which could make many of the 
above forecasts useless.

49. In Domestic Matters, despite 
recent election changes in party 
alignment, Congress w ill still be 
dominated by a conservative coal! 
tion o f Northern Republicans and 
"unregenerated" Southern Demo­
crats. When the heat is on in a 
tough fight, the North-South coali­
tion will still be able to curb on­
slaughts by New Dealers.
