Felix Norman Races

“ The suit was filed in 
early 1978 by Dean, Gerry 
and Terry Gigot, three 
Garden City, Kansas 
brothers in the irrigating 
business. The Gigots aksed 
that more than $30,000 in 
income taxes be returned 
because the Internal Reve­
nue Service (IRS) er- 
roniously denied their de­
ductions for water deple­
tion.

District Court in Wichita, 
was settled September 30

"Wichita attorneys Pat 
Regan and Mike Doering 
represented the Gigots, 
and called the settlement 
one of the most significant 
tax decisions to affect mid­
west farmers.

"W e could easily be 
talking about more than $1 
billion in potential deple­
tion deductions over the life 
of the aquifter, just in 
Kansas,” Regan said.

“ Regan said the settle­
ment may lead to more than 
$50 million in annual in­
come tax reductions for 
Kansas irrigators, and ad­
ded that 1981 deduction 
claims may be staggering 
because deductions can be 
made for the past three 
years.

“ Regan compared the 
tax break to depletion al-

From Page 1 
lowances other declining 
sources-such as oil- enjoy 
in the tax system. Scientists 
have said that the water 
supply is being drained off 
by extensive irrigation.

“ Neither Justice Depart­
ment officials nor plaintiffs 
in the suit are revealing the 
specific formula to be used 
for the tax deduction in the 
Gigot case.

‘Justice Department of­
ficials also declined to say 
how much the tax break 
would cost the government.

"For Terry Gigot and his 
brothers, the settlement 
ends a long battle that he 
said has resulted in bene­
fits for landowners across 
the midwest.

"Anybody can file for 
water depletion now." 
Gigot said, regarding the 
settlement. "For the land- 
owner and the irrigator, it 
has opened up water de­
pletion.”

"Although he hopes the 
water neaver leaves the 
Ogallala Aquifier, Gigot 
said a drop in the water 
level entitled irrigators to 
the kind of tax break oil 
men and others have en­
joyed for years.

"Our feeling was if the 
water never leaves, there 
will be no tax deduction. 
But if the watertable does 
continue to decline, we’re 
allowed water depletion for 
each foot it goes down,” 
Gigot said.

“ The land isn’t worth a 
whole lot without water," 
he said.

Whether producing it or 
consuming it, there is still no 
topic getting more attention 
from farmers than energy. 
And indeed, there is good 
reason. Today's farming is 
an e ne r gy- c onsumi ng  
business. It takes a lot of 
fuel and fertilizer to con­
tinue to produce food and 
fiber at tne rate demanded 
by the world's population. 
Research by agricultural 
engineers is in high gear in 
developing new methods of 
converting plant matter to 
usuable energy. In a test in 
North Dakota, researchers 
have successfully operated a 
turbo-charged diesel tractor 
on blends of sunflower oil 
and diesel fuel. Mixtures 
went as high as 75% oil and 
25% diesel before any 
significant loss in hor­
sepower was detected.
