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SHIVERS SAYS $25 MILLION 
NEEDED FOR HOSPITALS

(Note: This is the second of 
th ree  articles prepared by Gover­
nor Shivers for Texas weeklies, 
discussing factually the condi­
tions in our sta te  hospitals and 
th e  financial problems faced by 
th e  Legislature, now in special 
session.)

By ALLAN SHIVERS 
Governor of Texas

In  the first article of this se­
ries on Texas’ eleemosynary and 
financial problems I touched upon 
some of the conditions in our 
s ta te  hospitals and mentioned the 
sum of "at least $25,000,000” as 
being needed immediately. This 
money must be supplied (1 to 
feed, clothe and provide medical 
care and medical attention for 
the more than 23,000 people now 
in these mental, epileptic and 
other hospitals, for the fiscal year 
starting  next Sept. 1, and (2 to  
m ake a modest start on an ur- 
urgently needed building pro­
gram. The Board for State Hos­
p ita ls and Special Schools esti­
m ates th a t it will eventually take 
*40,000,000 to bring these physi­
cal p lants up to  acceptable mod­
ern standards.

For this fiscal year, however, 
the Board is asking only about 
*5,000.000 for buildings. At the 
same time, the importance of 
a long range program is stress­
ed. Merely to start and then 
quit will not get the job done.

The Special session was neces­
sary because the Legislature will 
not m eet again in regular session 
until 1951. The hospitals will run 
out of funds Aug. 31, 1950.

Newspaper stories and radio 
broadcasts have emphasized the 
financial problem before this 
Special Session. While the Gen­
eral Fund now contains around 
$50,000,000, all th a t is committed 
to other expenditures by laws al-

of the biennium there will be a M$26,000,000 deficit in th a t fund.

Thus, despite the fact th a t we 
have around $120,000,000 more in mi
special funds, the S ta te’s "house­
keeping budget” is in a shaky M m
state.

W asn't 
there ta lk  of a $100,000,000 sur­ 7%
plus a  year ago? OqptV.N

There was. However, the $100,- 
000,000 never fully m aterialized; 
actually the surplus proved to be 
nearer $85 million. That w as a 
"loss’ of $15 million, one might 
say—although we never actually 
had the money. Most of this talk 
of "surpluses” and “deficits” is 
based on estim ates. For example, 
since January, 1950 we have "lost” 
$48 million in oil tax  revenue tha t 
didn’t materialize. Had the orig­
inal official estim ate presented to 
the Legislature last January held 
up, our General Revenue Fund 
would be in fairly good shape 
now.

It is interesting to know where 
the S tate’s money goes. Most 
people are surprised to learn th a t 
we spend approxim ately 90 cents 
of every S tate dollar on just three 
items: education, roads, public 
welfare.

If a Texas citizen paid $100, di­
rectly and indirectly in S tate tax ­
es for this year, his donation 
would be spent approxim ately as 
follows:

For expenses and pay of the 
Legislature, six cents.

For courts and judicial expens­
es, 60 cents.

I. men. There will also be some 
other windfalls; but the  European 
aid money will be less in 1950. 
The farmers will have less money 
to spend in 1950. All told, general 
business for 1950 need not be 
much below 1949. We surely live 
in a  great country.
Normal Conditions 
Vs. Stim ulants

Readers should, however, real­
ize the great need of increasing 
stim ulants in order to hold busi­
ness up to “normal” and prevent 
declines. Those who have admin­
istered to the chronic sick, know 
th a t in order for the patien t to 
avoid more pain the dose of bro­
mide m ust be increased. Those 
who depend upon liquor for a 
“lift” know th a t the am ount used 
must be increased from year to 
year, in order to get the  same re­
sults.

The above illustrations apply to 
U. S. business. It is not enough 
for the government to  expand "as 
m uch” in 1950 as In 1949 in order 
to  hold up her business. The gov­
ernm ent or private enterprise 
m ust expend more in 1950 in or­
der to prevent a decline. The Re 
publicans are wise in complaining 
about ever increasing expendi­
tures and deficits; but in order 
to  keep the national income up 
to  the 1949 figures, it is riot 
enough for Uncle Sam to contri­
bute as much as in 1950 to the 
general welfare. He m ust contri 
bute more than  in 1949 unless the 
Republican businessmen have 
more faith in the country and they 
them selves finance more new in­
dustries.
Bursting The Balloon

Of course there is a lim it to all 
things. The present policy of going 
into debt to keep up the national 
income cannot continue forever. 
If oxygen is continually pumped 
into the business balloon, it will

2. In order to  m ake any really 
large reductions in s ta te  expen­
ditures, it would be necessary to 
cut the S ta te’s contribution to  the 
schools, roads and public wel­
fare—item s in which the public 
has consistently dem anded in­
creases.

finally burst from over-pressure. 
If only the present am ount is put 
into the balloon each year, the 
balloon will slowly become sm al­
ler. Hence, 1950 may be our best 
year for some time.

This is why I am advising read­
ers to get out of debt during 1950. 
Neither jobs nor money will be as 
plentiful in 1951 or 1952. Now is 
the time to save your um brellas 
for the inevitable “rainy days”. 
Pay cash for w hat you buy during 
1950. Give your employer the best 
you can during 1950. Many care­
less workers will be laid off in 
1951; you don’t  w ant to be one 
of these. Increase your savings 
during 1950 as you may need to 
draw upon them  in years which 
follow. Explain business cycles to 
your wife and children. Get them 
to co-operate with you.
Beware Of Politicians

Don’t  let the politicians fool 
you. Most of them  are not inter­
ested in your real welfare. They 
are interested only in getting re­
elected. Moreover, the increase in 
salary which they voted them ­
selves will m ake many of them 
in 1950 even more dangerous 
leaders than  before. During these 
coming m onths too m any of them 
will tell you anything to  get re­
elected. They will be giving you 
only tem porary "pain killers”. 
Don’t  be fooled by their harmful 
paten t medicines.

Your hope and mine depends 
upon us doing more work spend­
ing our money more wisely. There 
is no short cut to  prosperity. Soon­
er or later we will learn that 
these politicians have been giving 
us only dope instead of an honest 
spring tonic. We need medicine 
which will m ake us produce more, 
so th a t prices can be reduced and 
false "prosperity” can be avoided. 
There is too much thought about 
getting free aid and too little  a- 
bout creating more goods. For 
prosperity to  continue after 1950 
we must have more religion and 
fewer handouts.

Ground Water Is 
Local Problem, 
Expert Declares

LUBBOCK, Jan. 31.—Ground w a­
ter depletion in the United States 
has not reached an alarm ing rate, 
a ground w ater geologist has de­
clared a t Texas Tech.

R. M. Leggette, New York con­
sulting hydrologist, told a  cam­
pus audience th a t certain areas 
in America are in danger because 
of over-pumping. He said the si­
tuation was a local one and not 
a th reat to the entire nation.

He also pointed out the miscon­
ceptions some people have about 
ground watOfr Ancient ideas th a t 
ground w ater was furnished by 
distant m ountain sources or even 
ocean w ater are utterly  untrue, 
he said. Ground w ater is the pro­
duct of local precipitation and 
nothing more, he said.

Leggette said research has 
shown th a t the movement of 
ground w ater through porous 
spaces tends to  purify the w ater 
rapidly. In some cases, harmful 
bacteria have been removed in 
communities th a t lacked adequate 
sewage facilities, merely through 
ground w ater percolation.

Leggette’s lecture was sponsored 
by the American Association of 
Petroleum Geologists.

New Chemical 
Controls Lice

The following release by A. A 
M. College is recommended read­
ing on the part of poultry raisers 
by J. K. Adams, Bailey County 
farm agent:

Poultrymen can now use ben­
zene hexachloride to protect their 
chickens from lice and according 
to Jam es A. Deer, assistan t ex­
tension entrom ologist of Texas A. 
A M. College, they will find the 
chemical easy to  use and highly 
effective.

He says the Bureau of Animal 
Industry of the  USDA has con­
ducted tests  th a t show complete 
control. Heavily infested chickens 
were freed from all trouble with 
lice by the simple, easy and in­
expensive painting of their roosts 
with a suspension containing 1 
percent of the gam m a isomer of 
BHC.

The im m ediate effect was as a 
fum igant . . . and not a live louse 
could be found after a period of 
48 hours. Deer points out th a t the 
chickens m ust roost on the paint-

This feeling may be caused by 
anxiety, fears, uneasiness, or lack 
of assurance.

"  The wise mother today can suc­
cessfully substitute love and care 
and tender understanding fo r the 
b itte r aloes solution of grandm oth­
e r’s era  to cure the habit of nail 
biting in children.

Social Security 
Man Speaks Here

The fact th a t the social security 
tax  advanced from 1 percent to 
1% percent each from the employ­
er and the employee, effective 
January 1, 1950, has caused some 
employers to inquire if the law 
has been changed to  tax  more 
than  the first $3,000.00 in wages 
paid to  an employee in a year, 
according to  John G. Hutton, m an­
ager of the Lubbock office of the 
Social Security Administration.

“The law th a t only the first 
$3,000.00 in wages paid by an em ­
ployer to each employee is still in 
effect,” H utton said, "and only 
an Act of Congress will change 
the law  pertaining to the maxi­
mum w ages to  be taxed”.

Hutton pointed out th a t  all in­
quiries regarding social security 
tax m atters should be referred to 
the Collector of Internal Revenue, 
and th a t all questions about old- 
age and survivors insurance bene­
fits should be directed to  the so­
cial security office located a t 1311 
Texas Avenue, Lubbock.

FAITH IN A CREATIVE GOD
St. Paul said, “In God we live, 

and move, and have our being” 
(Acts 17:28). If mankind lives in , 
God; moves in God, and has his 
being in God; then it m ust be 
true th a t God is ever present in 
this world, and even in His uni­
verse. Dr. Edgar Brightman said 
th a t God is not im m anent in the 
world but th a t the world is im­
m anent in God. God w as here be­
fore the world was formed, and all 
things th a t he created are still in 
him. Life is in God and life is 
God, or a t least a m anifestation 
of His creative power. All nature 
is a miracle, and life even as we 
see it is the greatest of all mir­
acles in our range of thinking. 
Wherever there is life, there is 
the touch of God and there is 
the presence of God. W hat is the 
nature of a God in whom His uni­
verse dwells? Jesus said th a t God 
is Spirit. Since God is Spirit, it 
does not m ean th a t He is not 
reality.

God is the essence of energy 
which is invisible to  our eyes. 
Scientists tell us th a t the sun ray 
is energy and has substance, the 
sm allest unit of which is called a 
photon. A Japanese Scientist tells 
us th a t the atom  has a neutron, 
and inside the neutron are elec­
trons and protons, and th a t inside 
of these elem ents of energy is a 
still smaller unit called meson. 
The meson is the sm allest unit of 
energy and is the real substance 
of which m atter is composed.

In the book, “The Bishop’s 
M antle,” Mrs. Turnbull, the author 
has one of her characters to  say 
to  Hilary, the minister, whose 
brother had recently been killed 
in the North African campaign of 
World War II, these words of com­
fort: “It looks as though the 
physicists and psychologists have 
followed their quests a  long con­
verging lines; so th a t a t their 
meeting point they find th a t MAT 
TER and SPIRIT are practically 
the same. EACH IN ITS ULTI­
MATE FORM MAY BE EITHER.” 
(page 280). God uses our physical 
bodies to  grow a soul, and souls. 
Souls have substances which are 
energy. The substances of the 
soul is th a t refined energy which 
the body m anufactures out of the 
raw elem ents of common m atter— 
food, water, oxygen, etcetera. That 
refined energy composes the  sub­
stance of the soul and is a reality. 
It is as such a spirit which is in 
the field of the invisible, and on 
the plain and level with God. 
Science has come in our day, and 
given us w hat seems to be a de­
finite proof of the im m ortality of 
the soul. Since no energy can be 
destroyed—only changed in form— 
it is evident th a t the body grows 
the soul by and through the bio­
chemical processes which change 
m atter as we know it back to 
spirit. So we can well conclude 
th a t the soul is reality; it  is sub­
stance and has mass, perhaps not 
weight. The creative processes 
continue with God in this world 
and with His people.

As far as mortal mind can now 
perceive, it is obvious th a t all 
energy or all m atter has always 
been in existence. We believe tha t 
God has always been, and all 
things th a t are, come forth from 
Him. We can distinguish between 
the universe as a creation of God, 
made of the energy of God and 
w hat we believe God as the Eter­
nal Spirit to  be. The Universe is 
God’s energy which has gone 
forth, and is changed from pure 
spirit to another form of energy 
which is detached from the Per­
sonality of God. Yet there seems 
to be in the nature of the case- 
God and the Universe—a contin­
uous flow of God outward, and 
the nature of the universe a 
change to  spirit, and a flow in 
ward back into God. God sus­
tains Himself with an eternal 
change of Himself flowing back 
and forth as energy.

“In the beginning w as the 
Christ (word), and the Christ 
(word) w as with God, and the 
Christ (word) was God. The same 
was in the beginning with God. 
All things were made by him; and 
without Him was not anything 
made th a t was made. In Him was 
life and the life was the light 
of men.” (St. John 1:1-4).

“And the  Lord God formed man 
of the dust of the ground, and 
breathed into his nostrils the 
breath of life and he became a 
living soul." (Genesis 2:7).

These two Scriptures affirm 
th a t man was made by the cre­
ative hands of God. Since God is 
not an anthropomorphic Being, He 
had no literal hands as does man. 
His creative hands were spiritual 
hands, and His work was in the 
realm  of the spirit and the unseen 
powers of all creation.

The writer of the Genesis sta tes 
th a t God made man of the dust 
of the earth . Certainly, 4t w as of 
the elem ents of the earth . But 
this m atter of which m an was 
made was a partieular kind and 
form of m atter. The scientists af­
firm th a t no physical anim al life 
could be made until certain  kind 
of proteins, or animo acids had 
been created. There had to be 
particular kinds of protoplasm 
assembled with certain minerals, 
and vitam ins inherent in the pro­
toplasm  -before the spark of life 
could be kindled. God also had to 
prepare the earth  in giving it the

proper tem perature, and the mois­
ture also had to be in a given 
amount. Then the gases had to be 
just in the right form to effect 
life giving power. The sunlight 
which has the m any rays of life 
giving power had to  be screened 
by the atm osphere; so th a t the 
proper kind of life rays could be 
em itted to the earth  and touch 
all m atter ready to  become living 
m atter.

The first life on this earth was 
found in tiny one-celled beings. 
These various one celled anim als 
were not visible to  the eyes of 
man, had there been any eyes 
with which to see. Today such 
forms of life cannot be seen with 
the natural eyes of man, but only 
with high powered microscopes. 
Yet there is a world of microscopic 
anim als living and laughing in 
their unseen world. No one yet 
has solved the mystery of life, but 
we do know th a t life is a chemical 
process of living m atter. The 
chemical elem ents in living m at­
ter vary in the different froms of 
life. In man, there are forty-two 
different chemical elem ents as­
sembled in varying amounts, but 
each is the essential am ount for 
this particular living organism.

There is a great chasm between 
non-living m atter and living m at­
ter. But all living m atter comes 
forth from non-living m atter. Na­
ture prepares non-living m atter by 
changing it into potential living 
m atter whereupon nature con­
tinues to work both through mois­
ture, tem perature, and gaseous 
elem ents, and by the life rays of 
the sun until a particular portion 
of m atter is touched with life. 
Animal life is the la test form of 
life. The earliest forms of life 
were neither vegetable nor ani­
mal, or it m ight be either in an 
undeveloped form. But the vege­
tab le  kingdom did first develop, 
and la ter anim al life developed. 
Animal life originated in its 
simpliest form and continued to 
develop into more and more 
complex forms. The highest form 
of anim al life is man. All other 
forms of life made the great ex­
perim ent of living and adjusting 
them selves to her world and en­
vironment before, God made man. 
When man was created, the world 
w as prepared to  receive him. Na­
ture was somewhat friendly to 
man, and became suitable for per­
petuating  this form of life.

Lower farm prices and stable or 
even higher production costs have 
put a real squeeze on Texas farm 
and ranch operators. The low 
acreage allotm ents for some of 
the  major cash crops have creat­
ed other problems and one of 
them  is how to m aintain farm 
jLofits.

Something can be done, says 
C. H. Bates, Extension farm m an­
agem ent specialist of Texas A. 
and M. College, to cushion or to 
soften the shock of cash crop re­
ductions and declining incomes, 
He says farmers should set up 
definite plans for making opera 
tions on their individual farms

more efficient. This planning will 
require a close exam ination of 
present operations and methods 
m ust be found for reducing some 
of the  production costs and thus 
Increase net returns. Farm rec­
ords, he points out, are a mighty 
im portant part of the farm bus­
iness operations and a close study 
of these records m ay reveal the 
‘Teaks" or “low staves" in the 
barrel.

Bates says there is a definite 
need for better individual plan­
ning -of all farm activities for '50 
if farmers and ranchers are to 
achieve a maximum production 
a t the  lowest possible cost. He 
says operators should try to bal­
ance livestock numbers with crop 
and forage production. Increase 
crop yields by planting seed of 
improved varieties, fertilizing gen­
erously, controlling insects and 
diseases and by proper harvesting 
methods. The production of grass 
and legume seed may provide 
returns for efficient producers in 
some sections of the state, he 
says.

Farm ers and ranchers should 
not forget to include in their 
plans practices and crops tha t 
will improve their basic asset 
—the soil. It takes good soil to 
produce high crop yields and 
support good livestock and good 
soil coupled w ith good m anage­
ment. he says, can boost farm 
income.

Efficient production, he says, in­
volves a study of m arket needs, 
the seasons of strong demands, 
grades and storage. Products of 
high quality usually command a 
premium and find a ready market 
while low quality products have 
the opposite effect on the m ar­
kets. Storage facilities on the 
farm to take care on non-perish­
able crops are often good invest­
ments. Grain crops can be stored 
until after the heavy m arketing 
seasons are over and too, such 
structures can be used for taking 
advantage of the Government 
loans offered on m any crops.

Bates concludes th a t if farm 
profits are to be m aintained dur­
ing the years im m ediately ahead, 
better and more efficient m an­
agem ent practices must become 
a part of each farm or ranch op­
era to r’s plans.

COLLEGE STATION, Feb. 1 — 
Results of tests conducted by 
the Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station and 4,226 4-H and adult 
dem onstrators show th a t corn 
yields can be increased from 20 
to 30 percent and in some cases 
as much as 50 percent by planting 
adapted corn hybrids. E. A. Mil­
ler, extension agronomist of the 
Texas A. & M. College, says this 
should be proof enough for g rea t­
ly expanding the use of corn hy­
brids in Texas.

He says the 4,226 dem onstra­
tors showed an average increase 
per acre of 7.5 bushels and most 
of it was due to the use of corn 
hybrids. Last year, according to 
the Office of Crop Estimates, of 
the USDA, 1,297,000 acres of hy­
brids were planted in Texas and 
this times the average increase 
made by the dem onstrators indi­
cates th a t an extra 9,727,500 bu­
shels of corn were produced in 
the state.

Miller says the acreage p lan t­
ed to  corn hybrids in Texas is 
still too small. It am ounts to

52 percent of the to ta l corn 
acreage p lanted  and he adds 
tha t farmers could profit from 
planting hybrids in tead of the 
lower yielding open-pollinated 
varieties.
The newer hybrids, including 

Texas yellow hybrids 20, 24, 26,
and 28 have dem onstrated their 
ability to  outyield the older hy­
brids and should be substituted 
for them  ,he says.

He says the dem and for seed 
is especially heavy for the newer 
developed hybrids and suggests 
th a t planting seed be puchased 
a t  an early  date. If seed of the 
newer varieties are not available 
he says, you can substitute some 
of the older hybrids such as Tex­
as 8, 12 and 18 for them. These 
hybrids will do well and will out­
yield the open-pollinated varie­
ties.

New hybrid seed should be 
planted each year, he says, for 
after the first year hybrid seed 
"run out” and this results in low­
er yields. Planting good, adapted 
corn hybrids is one way Texas 
farmers can increase yields and 
profits, says Miller and right now 
th a t is an im portant consideration 
for most every farm er in the 
state.

Muleshoe To Friona Gap Included

Twenty-two additional miles of 
rural paving are jn the im m ediate 
offing for Parmer Couhty.

W. H. Garrett, resident engineer, 
of Littlefield, released the inform a­
tion the first of the week in au ­
thorizing the publication of a no­
tice calling for bids on paving 
two strips of farm -to-m arket 
roads.

One project is on FM690, from 
Oklahoma Lane 10.278 miles east, 
intersecting the Friona-Muleshoe 
road; and the second concerns 
FM299, beginning a t  the present 
end of pavem ent five miles north 
of Muleshoe and extending 11.78 
miles north toward Friona, con­
necting with the pavem ent th a t 
now expires four miles south of 
Hub.

Part of the construction on the 
Friona-Muleshoe road, a half-mile, 
actually, lies w ithin Bailey Coun­
ty, as the final tie-up is made 
on FM299 to provide a complete 
all-w eather road from Friona to 
Muleshoe. In addition to  being 
a boon to  farmers, completion of 
this highway will m ake possible 
a serviceable cut-off from High­
way 60, a t Friona, to a number of 
other highways, either to the Dim- 
m itt road out of Bovina, or to the 
Plainview, Lubbock and Morton 
highways out of Muleshoe.

Currently, FM299 is paved 13 
miles south out of Friona toward

Muleshoe, extending across the 
Frio Draw. On th e  other end of 
the line, paving reaches 5 miles 
out of Muleshoe, north, short just 
one-half mile of the county line.

Turning to  the other strip of 
paving for which bids are being 
called, FM690 to  Oklahoma Lane 
is a t  present topped from the cut­
off on Highway 70 to  the corner 
just south of the school, with a 
half-m ile of the paving extending 
north to the  school.

The new project would pick up 
a t the  corner south of the school 
and run toward Lazbuddy for a 
distance of 10.278 miles, in ter­
secting the Friona-Muleshoe road 
and going on east for one-half 
mile, where it will connect with 
an old WPA caliche-surfaced high­
way in good condition.

All work called for, the engineer 
explained, is to be completed dur­
ing 1950, and G arrett expressed 
the belief th a t preliminary work 
to paving the two strips would 
begin around March 15th.

The advertisem ent for bids bears 
a deadline of February 15, Gar­
re tt pointed out. By 9 a. m. tha t 
day, all bids, to be considered, 
must have been received by the 
Highway Departm ent a t Austin, 
where they will be publicly open­
ed and read. Plans and specifica­
tions are available a t G arret’s of- 
fice, in Littlefield. — State Line 
Tribune, Farwell.

| oratory in Austin identified the 
m an’s finger prints.

The body was th a t of Aaron A. 
"P at” Turner, who occasionaly 
worked here in the past. Turner 
was about 57 years old.

Sherrif Hugh Freem an and Tex­
as Ranger Razz Renfrow, of Lub­
bock, took the hands to  Austin 
for possible fingerprint identifica- 

' tion Wednesday. They turned the 
hands and other parts of the body 
over to  the laboratory a t 8 a. m. 
Thursday. The tired officers then 
w ent to bed and were awakened 
a few hours la te r by laboratory 
men who informed them  of the 
identification.

An inquest was held Friday mor­
ning by R. J. Klump, justice of 
pease, who in his offical findings 
said there “was no evidence of 

iolence or foul play. T hat the vic­
tim  died of suffocation and th a t 
this finding be entered as of Jan ­
uary 27, A. D. 1950.”

He had heard evidence of sher­
rif Freeman, Dr. L. T. Green, the 
county health officer, who perfor­
med the post—mortem; Anton 
Vrana, ginner, who discovered the 
body; and of A. W. Copley, gin 
m anager;
