Mrs. A. W. Black: We have had 
peaches every year for several 
years despite late freezes or other 
hindrances. Last year we got up 
at 12 o’clock to spray water on
our trees. The water froze on the 
trees, protected the buds during 
an approaching cold spell. Oui 
peaches are large, flavorfull, and 
we have had all we wanted for 
our home use.

I asked the county agent, J. K. 
Adams about that, not that I 
doubted Mrs. Black’s story.

‘‘Why, yes,” he said at once. 
"That is becoming common prac- 
Uce. Seems that the ice forms 
and leaves the bud warm and 
snug inside, on the same princi- 
al that the Eskimos live in ice 
.• snow houses. I am convinced 

ihat we can have fruit here on 
the Plains with proper care of the 
trees.” He agreed with Mrs. Black 
that peach trees need more water 
than one would think.

Swisher County orchard owners 
leave a depression about the roots 
of their trees to catch all the 
water possible. Trees should be 
planted deep so the root system 
will not be near the surface. Then, 
it’s all right to fill the depression 
with water as a late freeze ap­
proaches, which he says, helps to 
stave off killing of the budding 
fruit. Rio Grande Valley people 
will flood their fields wh/>n they 
hear a freeze is coming, he said."

I read 
and re-read two letters from Ger­
man farm boys to FFA boys in 
this country.

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A PLEA TO CONGRESS
When 80% of grass-roots editors 

answer “Yes” to the question, “Do 
you fear that our nation is head­
ed toward Socialism?” Don’t you 
think it is time something was 
done about it?

We have reason to believe that 
the majority of Congress wants 
Socialism. We know that if the 
victors in the last Congressional 
election had run on a Socialistic 
ticket, they would have been 
soundly defeated. Yet it is on the 
votes of Congressional majorities 
which have created the situation 
which makes our country editors 
see the Socialistic handwriting on 
the wall.

Babson Park, Fla., Feb. 24. One 
of the greatest problems which 
will confront us in the next twelve 
months is how to bring the break­
even point down. When the pres­
ent artificial boom has burst, pro­
ducers must find ways to make 
more goods at cheaper prices and 
at the same time keep wages up, 
continue workers’ short hours and 
give more benefits.
THE PROBLEM

This problem, reduced to its 
simplest form, resolves itself into 

a question of 
what makes men 
work. It is no 
secret that in 
many p l a n t s  
worker productiv­
ity per man has 
fallen off consid­
erably. Why? For 
too long a time 
management has 
tried to force 

toprv.iku. workers to do 
their best by threats of liquida­
tion or lay-offs. This policy of 
fear nourished strife and bred la­
bor unions.

Then the government stepped in 
with the Wagner and the Taft- 
Hartley Acts and said in effect, 
“We shall legislate cooperation 
and peace and an attitude of en­
thusiasm for work.” How in heav­
en’s name can you “legislate” in­
dustrial peace by setting up a po­
litical football game between la­
bor and management? The back­
ers of one team demand more and 
more touchdowns, or else the 
coach will be fired. The rooters 
for the other team will be sat­
isfied with nothing less than the 
goal posts and painting the town 
red. A scheme of this sort is un­
founded and can result in nothing 
but friction.
MANAGEMENT'S OPPORTUNITIES

The officials of too many cor­
porations have Inherited this 
scheme of things from their fore­
bears. But we too have succumb­
ed to their time-worn dogmas 
about management’s prerogatives 
and labor’s place in the scheme 
of things. Yet, if we are to pre­
serve Democracy, avoid state so­
cialism and develop a state of 
abundance, then wt will send 
teams out to explore, conquer, and 
develop this relatively unknown 
frontier of Human Relations in In­
dustry.

One small manufacturer, some 
months ago, became desperate. 
His break-even point was too high 
and he faced a shutdown. But a 
simple formula was evolved which 
resulted in a production increase 
of 160% in a short space of time. 
Here’s how. Management found 
that about 38% of its sales dol­
lar was charged against the cost 
of labor. Labor was offered the 
difference between the 38% and 
whatever savings it could effect. 
Labor accepted the challenge. Cost 
dropped—production went u p -  
new business was available on the 
basis of decreased costs of produc­
tion, and deliveries were made on 
time at a profit to all parties. 
WHY LABOR DOESN'T PRODUCE 

One of my own employees 
worked a few years ago as as­
sistant to the president of a na­
tionally-known company with its 
share of labor troubles. He put on 
a pair of overalls, went out into 
the plant as a sort of labor-spy. 
He learned how to use a paint 
spray gun and after a while was 
fully accepted by the workers as 
one of them. Among other things 
he was taught by them how to 
hold work back so that manage­

ment would never know how fast 
they could really work. He learn­
ed how to so mix his paint and 
to so spray that he could collect 
for a three-coat job when In real­
ity the company was getting only 
a one-coat job.

This new man observed skilled 
workers withholding their skills 
from new workers. He watched 
spoilage pile up. He saw workers 
let excellent suggestion for im­
proving efficiency and cutting 
costs go down the drain, and then 
sneer at management because it 
was so Inefficient. Company prob­
lems were none of their business, 
for these men “only worked 
there.” Labor productivity has 
been frozen by management. 
CONCLUSION

I believe-that we can save our 
private enterprise system only by 
allowing the wageworkers to be­
come an entrepreneur along with 
management. When the workers 
can have a personally gratifying 
part in solving their company’s 
production problems; when they 
can reap a proportionate reward; 
then, you won’t need to worry 
much about "collective bargain­
ing” in your plant.

PRESERVATION OF PEACE 
SHOULD BE OBJECTIVE 

OF CONGRESS
"The preservation of peace 

should be the number one ob­
jective of Congress and the 
American people," Congressman 
George Mahon, Representative 
of the 19th District, said this 
week in Washington.
The statement followed a ser­

ies of meetings of top military 
leaders with the Committee on 
Military Appropriations of which 
Mahon is chairman.

"Despite the fact that within re­
cent months Russia has develop­
ed an atomic bomb and overrun 
China, the over-all Military Pro­
gram for this country has not 
been greatly changed,” Mahon 
continues. “Our whole problem of 
national defense should be re-ex­
amined in the light of these 
events. It is true that the Military 
Forces of this country on land, sea 
and in the air are in a better state 
of readiness for immediate com­
bat now than at any time since 
the demobilization f o l l o w i n g  
World War II, but our forces are 
smaller than last year.”

On account of the inadequacy 
of funds and on account of the 
impact which a large military es­
tablishment would have upon the 
economy of the United States, this 
country is not undertaking to 
maintain a large military force in 
being that could wage sustain­
ed warfare, according to the Con­
gressman. Yet the findings of Ma­
hon’s committee show that unless 
the rate of airplane procurement 
requested in the budget this year 
Is increased in succeeding years, 
the United States Air Force and 
naval, air arms will become less

modem at a rapid rate.
"At the request of Congress­

man Mahon, General Dwight D. 
Eisenhower, military expert and 
President of Columbia Universi­
ty, came down frapn New York 
to counsel with the Committee. 
General Eisenhower feels that 
the budgetary requests of the 
President for the Army. Navy 
and Air Force are not fully ade­
quate to place the United States 
in a state of readiness for war. 
But he does not advocate an in­
crease. as he feels that the Unit­
ed States cannot afford larg­
er military spending and that 
certain "calculated risks" must 
be taken.
At this time one third of our 

tax dollars are being spent direct­
ly on the Army, Navy and Air 
Force. In commenting on defense 
spending, Mahon said:

“The Military people have never 
won any medals for economy but 
there is less waste and more econ­
omy in our military programs now 
than in any time within a decade. 
Further progress in efficiency 
must be made.”

The Congressman indicated that 
the top military leaders do not 
think that an outbreak of war 
with Russia is likely within the 
next couple of years. Their fears, 
based on the fact that Russia is 
feverishly building up her subma­
rine fleet, navy, air force, and 
army, seem to he that we will in­
evitably have trouble between the 
United States and Russia.

Among those appearing before 
the Committee in recent meetings 
are General Omar N. Bradley, 
Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of 
Staff; Louis Johnson, Secretary of 
Defense; the Secretaries of the 
Army, Navy and Air Force; and 
the members of the Joint Chiefs 
of Staff.

Democratic members of the 
House Military Appropriations Sub­
committee are Representatives Ma­
hon, Chairman, Harry R. Shep­
pard of California and Robert L. 
Sikes of Florida. The Republicans 
on the Committee include Rep­
resentatives Albert J. Engel of 
Michigan and Charles A. Plumley 
of Vermont.

The Committee handles all ap­
propriations in the House of Rep­
resentatives for the office of Sec­
retary of Defense and for the 
Army, Navy and Air Force. The 
Committee has been holding hear­
ings for the past seven weeks in 
an effort to get ready to present 
the Military Appropriation meas­
ure to the House for considera­
tion about April 1.

STEPHENVILLE, Feb. 25— John

hopper Alert 
For Panhandle 
Is Sounded

COLLEGE STATION— It may be 
a little early to start talking 
about grasshoppers, but farmers 
and ranchmen are urged to be 
ready to stop them this year be­
fore they leave their egg beds. 
Once they begin moving out of 
the areas where they hatch, ef­
fective control becomes more dif­
ficult, says H. G. Johnston, exten­
sion entomologist of Texas A. & 
M. College and state leader for 
the grasshopper control program 
in Texas.

He says recently completed 
surveys show heavy infestations 
of grasshopper eggs in at least 
three areas of the state and 
warns that 'hoppers can again 
build up to plague proportions. 
The weather at hatching time 
will materially affect the situa­
tion. he adds.
The surveys show the danger 

spots to be in the Brazos valley 
especially in Robertson and Milan 
counties; in the Trinity valley in 
Kaufman and south Dallas county 
and along the Elm Creek Fork in 
north Dallas county and in the 
Panhandle. One area in the Pan­
handle — along the Oklahoma 
line — is termed by Johnston as 
a threatening area while the other 
area extending from the north­
west corner of the Panhandle 
southeastward to Amarillo con­
tains infestations of the eggs of 
the migratory ’hoppers. These are 
difficult to control because of their 
migratory movements. The ser­
iousness of the situation in this 
area will depend upon the weath­
er conditions at hatching time — 
late May — says Johnston. He 
urges farmers and ranchmen in 
that section to be ready for an 
all-out fight should the ’hoppers 
become a menace to their crops 
and pastures.

He says the program in Texas 
will operate the same in 1950 as 
it did last year. Special emphasis 
will be placed on the use of in­
secticides for control rather than 
on the bait method. Results from 
last year’s program show that tox- 
aphene and chlordane are excel­
lent grasshopper killing chemicals 
if used at the right time. The use 
of these chemicals plus neighbor- 
hood and community-wide cooper­
ation can make control of local 
infestations a simple and inexpen­
sive job, he says. Every farmer in 
infested territory should be ready 
to spray or dust his field margins, 
fence rows and roadsides just as 
soon as the hoppers begin to 
hatch.

The migratory hoppers must be 
controlled before they leave the 
egg beds. They soon scatter over 
wide areas and thus control be­
comes a difficult problem.

Win Lone Star State 4-H State Championships
FOUR Texas 4-H State winners in the 1949 Canning, Dress Revue, 

Field Crops and Food Preparation programs each received an all­
expense trip to the 28th National 4-H Club Congress in Chicago. Brief 
outlines of their records follow:

State honors in the 1949 Na­
tional 4-H Canning Achievement 
program went to Laverne Goertz, 
18, of Red Rock. Besides having an 
outstanding canning record, she 
did a good job in other phases of 
4-H work, completing 36 projects.

He was given an all-expense trip 
to the National 4-H Club Congress, 
Chicago, provided by International 
Harvester Co. What Lowie learned 
about soil preparation, seed treat­
ment and new methods of cultiva­
tion enabled him to make an out­
standing record. He grows cotton 
on acres, and says a success­
ful crop depends upon the selec­
tion of seed, care of the soil and 
the right type of machinery. Al­
though there is not enough mois­
ture in his part of the country to 
have really successful gardens, he 
has grown peas, corn, watermelon, 
and cantaloupe.

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Veterans Land 
Program Beset By 
Growing Pains

Bascom Giles, Commissioner of 
the General Land Office and 
Chairman of the Veterans Land 
Board, last week issued an ”in- 

V^>rmal memorandum” to the 51st 
legislature calling attention to the 
necessity of expanding- the $25,- 
000,000 Veterans Land Program at 
the next regular session.

“Within a very short time,” 
Commissioner Giles pointed out to 
the legislature, "we will have re­
ceived a sufficient number of ap­
plications to fully obligate the 
total “25,000,000 authorized by the 
constitutional amendment. But 
only approximately 5,000 veterans

rvill have been taken care of, 
vhen many times that number 
desire to participate in the pro­
gram."

"While we are processing an 
average of ten applications a 
day,” Giles added in his prepar­
ed statement, “we are receiving 
new applications at the rate of 
20 per day. Of the 4,700 applica­
tions received, most were signed 
for only a 90-day period. It was, 
therefore, to be expected that 
many options expire unless the 

^  sellers were willing to stand with 
the veteran and with us.”

He described the personnel of 
the Land Program, of which Alvis 
Vandygriff is secretary, as consist­
ing of “ 10 appraisers, 2 attorneys 
and 15 clerks, stenographers and 
typists.”

"Our incoming mail is averag­
ing approximately 200 letters per 
day,” he stated, "and most of 
these letters require personal at­

tention.”
Listing the program’s progress 

to date, Giles said that 1,600 
farms and ranches had been ap­
praised with approximately 72 per 
cent approved for the contract 
price, 500 purchases had been 
completed at an average price of 
$5,750, an average of $52 per acre

THE MORAL CAPACITY OF THE 
SOUL

The soul of man is the spiritual 
and mental powers which togeth­
er constitute the inner and invis­
ible being we know as the real 
self. At the center of the soul is 
the WILL. The will of the individ­
ual is the executive and adminis­
trative director of the soul. The 
Will directs all thinking; selects 
all responses to all stimuli; con­
trols the emotional drives for ac­
tion, and employs the imagination 
for whatever end it may choose.

One’s attitude towards the many 
and varied experiences of life will 
largely determine the moral and 
spiritual concepts he may form 
out of life’s experiences. Those 
things that appear to one to be 
harmful and to do him injury or 
harm are regarded with fear. The 
things that one fears sooner or 
later become barriers or hindr­
ances to happy experiences. The 
nature of the mind is to either 
destroy or run away from those 
things that are harmful and un­
pleasant. When both things and 
people threaten to do one harm or 
injury; then it is that both are re­
garded with fear and suspicion. It 
is natural to leave alone the 
things that would harm either 
body or soul. If the harmful things 
and unfriendly people pursue one 
for injury; then the reaction to­
ward such things and characters 
is to evade the experience of suf­
fering in any degree of harm and 
injury. The desire on the part of 
any individual for peace and well 
being is basic to good will and 
friendly delations. However, when 
one who desires peace and good 
will, and does all that he can to 
be friendly and have peace con­
tinually is rejected again and 
again; then the response to such 
people and even things becomes 
protective for his own welfare and 
well being.

What causes men to hate, to 
fear, to lie, to steal, to be dis­
honest, to kill, to rob, to malign, 
to covet, to criticise, to abuse, to 
censure, and to fight any person 
or group of people? Fundamental­
ly such relations one may take 
towards an individual or a group 
of individuals is due to the fact 
such a person is afraid. At the 
bottom of all such reactions to­
wards other people is due to a 
fear in some form toward some 
person or a group of persons. 
These sins are also man’s reac­
tion defense mechanisms. Any 
man who feels absolutely secure 
wlil not resort to such defenses in 
social conduct. The man who is 
afraid he will not have food and 
clothes may seek security of them 
by stealing, robbing, or by work­
ing. Either way may be a means 
for securing them. A man becomes 
afraid of another man, and be­
cause he is afraid of him, he seeks 
to render him harmless by de­
stroying him—murder—or by get­
ting him out of his experiences. 
Usually many subtle moves are 
directed towards the people we 
fear in order to be rid of their 
presence and influence. Nations 
which fear each other resort to 
“cold wars” in an effort to sub­
ject the other. The conduct of any­
one under fear is not normal, and 
it is always anti-social. It is to 
be observed that. all differences 
between any people is due to 
jealousy and fears of some form. 
We want to be rid of the peo­
ple we fear. We fear them who 
interfere with our plans, positions, 
and prestige.

So out of our fears come forth 
our defense mechanisms. These 
mechanisms are protective for the 
individual. They are not only tools 
of defense, but become tools of

offense also. Sometimes the de­
fense is a good offense. So the 
evil nature of man is not an in­
herited nature as such, but a 
capacity whereby one may use it 
for anti-social and immoral pur­
poses. Anything one does that 
brings harm to himself or to any 
other human being is considered 
evil and sinful. The nature of 
the soul is such that it can be 
developed into a fearful and un­
believing demon. Fear is the 
greatest power in human nature 
that may lead to evil. The man 
who fears another is always the 
man who will murder another. The 
man who does not fear will not 
commit murder. Fear makes cow­
ards of otherwise good men. It is 
the coward that we must also 
fear. The coward will take advan­
tage to save himself while he 
seeks to harm an other. It was 
Mussolini who stabbed France in 
the back during World War II. It 
is the coward who comes in for 
the kill after the enemy is help­
less.

What I would like tor us to see 
in this discussion is that the moral 
nature of the soul is developed 
through the common experiences 
of life. The evil soul is developed 
through the experiences motivat­
ed by fear, jealousy, and coward­
ice.

The good and wholesome soul 
is also developed. Good souls are 
not born good any more than bad 
souls are not born bad. The kind 
of a soul that anyone has good 
or bad—is made so by the kind 
of reactions towards the various 
experiences of life. If fear, jeal­
ousy and cowardice are motiva­
tions for building an evil soul; 
then it is true that love, faith, 
good will, confidence, hope, kind­
ness are the motivations that will 
bring wholesome responses and a 
good life. Love displacee fear; 
trust displaces jealousy; goodwill 
displaces hate and distrust; hope 
displaces despair and vile imag­
inations, and kindness displaces

the ambition for revenge. Upon 
these good foundations one cant 
hope to build a good life. The 
good soul has no desire to harm 
or hurt another human being. In- 
stead of harming someone, the 
good soul lives to be good and to 
do good. A good person is always 
GOOD FOR SOMETHING GOOD. 
There is no such thing as a nega­
tive good man. If a person is 
good; he is good for something 
GOOD.

Our experiences of life are the 
forces out of which we forge our 
characters, but our motivations di­
rect our responses to all stimuli 
and are responsible for the type of 
character each builds in the game 
of life.

Good people are creations of 
good motivations toward life’s 
stimuli in the constant and grow­
ing experiences of an unceasing 
flow of life.

Bad people are creations of bad | 
motivations toward life’s stimuli)  
in the constant and growing ex­
periences ol an unceasing flow of 
life.

But where does God come into 
character building? God furnish­
es every man with good thoughts 
and motivations. They who em­
ploy the good motivations of love, 
faith, kindness, hope, and good­
ness are using the instruments of 
God. The positive and good ele­
ments of all life come from God. 
Evil motivations are not of God; 
They come from man’s own crea­
tion and are evil like man in his 
animal nature.

Dry edible bean growers in Bai­

ley County today were urged to 
cooperate fully with Production 

d Marketing Administration 
bounty committeemen, who are 
now starting to set up dry bean 
acreage allotments throughout the 
county.

H. E. Schuster, chairman of the 
County PMA Committee, said that 
committeemen already are at 
work gathering reports of bean 
acreage during the past 3 years.

The reports will be used to es­
tablish 1950 farm acreage allot­
ments for beans of the following 
classes: Baby Lima, Cranberry, 
t reat Northern, Pea and Medium 
White, Pink, Pinto, Red Kidney, 
Small Red, Small White, including 
Flat Small White, and Standard 
lima. The allotments will he bas­
ed generally on the farm’s bean 
acreage history for 1947, 1948, and 
1949.

"Any farmer who operates a 
farm which produced dry edible 
beans of the allotment classes in 
any of these years should contact 
the county PMA office if he has

not already furnished a commit­
teeman with bean acreage data 
for his farm,” Mr. Schuster said.

If any farmer intends to plant
beans on a farm in 1950 where no 
beans were planted during the 
period 1947, 1948, or 1949, he
should file an application for a 
bean acreage allotment with the 
county PMA office NOT LATER 
THAN MARCH 1, 1950.”

Mr. Schuster reminded growers 
that price support of 1950-crop dry 
edible beans will be available on­
ly to those farmers who have ac­
reage allotments established for 
their farms and who plant within 
their bean acreage allotments.
