If 1 had a dollar for 
everytime I ’ve been asked 
that question these past few 
years, 1 could probably keep 
up with inflation.

In spite of all tlie good 
coverage our local news 
media gives to Chamber 
activities, there are loo 
many people < including 
some of our own members) 
who have no more idea of the 
complexities of a Chamber 
of Commerce than they have 
about how one would fly to 
the moon. Many old popular 
misconceptions still prevail, 
for example:

There are those who 
believe the Chamber merely 
gathers statistics about the 
community and prints at­
tractive brochures bragging 
about w what a great place 
Cisco really is Well, we do 
this a and we do it with 
pride as a matter of fact, 
we literally answer hundreds 
of inquiries each year about 
Cisco and Kastland County. 
But, this IS such a routine 
part of our daily operation, 
we sometimes forget its 
value

Then there are those who 
believe the Chamber is a 
group of business people 
trying to wield power and 
prestige fo r their own 
"selfish gain ’ ’ Such might 
have been the case in some 
limited degree in the past, 
but essentially it’s really an 
impractical conclusion. And 
the reason is that the in­
terests of d ifferent 
businesses vary con­
siderably. What might be 

^>s.rable for a doclctr may 
be contrary to what a 
retailer nr a manufacturer 
might believe to be in their 
best interest. The proverbial 
“ butcher, baker and can­
dlestick maker”  are often at 
odds with one another. If you 
doubt that, just take a look at 
some of the proposed 
legislation that our senators 
and representatives in­
troduce each year.

But, there is a common 
ground t that enables the 
Chamber to bring everyone 
together for the express 
purpose of improving our 
quality of life and en- 
chancing our economic base. 
Your Chamber is the 
catalyst t that works for the 
good « f the entire com­
munity -  even for the good of 
our detractors and, un­
fortunately we have too 
many of those 

Actually, there is only 
ONE GOOD REASON for the 
Chamber to exist. And that is 
to insure that our community 
continues in a quality growth 
that enables it to be a better 
place to live and earn a 
living. In this endeavor, we 
are striving to do whatever is 
necessary to keep the 
economic conditions in our 
area such that people will be 
willing to risk their time, 
talent and "tender”  in the 
hope of making a profit here.

In this task, we are 
competing with not just the 
other cities in our West 
Texas Area, but in fact, the 
entire country. So often 
people forget that it’s from 
the profitable operation of 
business, industry and 
commerce that all other 
benefits are derived. Only if 
we are successful in these 
endeavors can we provide 
jobs and earn money to 
finance the governmental, 
cultural and charitable 
needs of our community, 
state and nation

business decisions are made 
on pretty much the same 
basis as personal decisions 
If you are entering the job 
market, you’ll normally take 
the job which provid^ the 
best working conditions, the 
best financial security and 
where you think you and 
your family will be happiest 

So too, will business and 
industry locate in a com­
munity that offers the best 
opportunity f for making a 
profit and where their em­
ployees can best enjoy the 
“ good life.”  The Chamber of 
Commerce tries to make 
Cisco just that kind of 
community.

Conversly...if you reach a 
point where you simply can't 
make ends meet or where 
working conditions become 
intolerable, you’ ll usually try 
to find another job where you 
can make more money and 
your efforts are more fully 
appreciated and your per­
sonal g goals more at­
tainable If business or in­
dustry reaches the point 
where it can not make a 
profit or where labor dif­
ficulties are magnified or the 
attitude of state and local 
government is punitive, it 
too will s search for and find 
a new location.

Emphyiema
EmphyMma is a chronic 

disease of the lungs. It is 
■ characterized by over 
distension, e enlargement, 
and rupture of the tiny air 
sacs in 'th e  lungs. This 
process causes a loss of 
effective breathing space in 
the lungs resulting in severe 
shortness of breath.

The symptoms of em­
physema are cough, short­
ness of breath, wheezing, 
and coughing up thick

mucous. Probably the 
earliest symptom is short­
ness of breath on exertion. 
As the disease progresses, 
wheezing develops, a harsh 
cough appears, and short­
ness of breath becomes 
severe. The entire chest 
enlarges over a period of 
years resulting in the so 
called “ barrel! chest”  in 
some patients.

Emj^ysema seems to be 
the end result of chronic 
bronchitis, asthma, or

s m o k in g .  S m o k in g  
cigarettes may or may not 
cause emphysema, but it 
certainly causes a chronic 
bronchitis which produces 
the emphysema. Any In­
fection in the lungs makes 
the symptoms of em ­
physema much worse and 
increases the lung 
destruction in the areas of 
emphysema.

Treatm ent is d ifficu lt 
because nothing will reverse 
the damage in the air sacs. 
Treatment is designed to 
correct or decrease any 
condition causing bronchial 
irritation. Any infection 
must be treated with anit-

biotiCB. Asthma and the 
bronchospasm that it causes 
are treated and any allergies 
are corrected If possible. The 
most important treatment is 
to stop smoking. Certain 
exercises are prescribed to 
increase the lung capacity.

Positive pressure breathing 
treatments and oxygen are 
also used. Cough to help 
remove secretions is im­
portant so drugs must not be 
given that will suppress this 
cough reflex . Postural 
exercises are taught to help 
the patient clear secretion 
from the lungs.

Since this severe, often 
disabling, sometimes fatal 
disease follows bronchitis.

dicatliw approval of the 
ERA. The resolutions by 
Senator Mengden and 
Representative Smothers 
also provide a policy 
statement that, if this 
recisslon is not allowed, it is 
a sense of the Legislature 
that T exas ’ original 
ratification of the ERA will 
expire when the original 
seven-year deadline for 
ratification expires.

A total of 3$ sutes, in­
cluding Texas, have ratified 
the ERA with 38 states 
needed before it is adopted. 
However, four states -- 
Nebraska, Tennessee, Idaho, 
and Kentucky have 
resc inded  ra t if ic a t io n , 
bringing the total of 
ratlflcaUona down to only 31. 
The seven year deadline for 
ratification will expire on 
March 22 .18», but the U.S. 
C orreas passed legislation 
last October In an attempt to 
extend the ratification  
period fo r an extra 39 
months.

could hardly be imagined 
than for young people to take 
the car of Earl Lebredo, who 
works for the youth of the 
area as Executive Director 
of the Ranger Boy’s Club. 
But that is exactly what 
happened! His w ife, 
Kathleen, had a appointment 
for a chcck-up with a Doctor 
on her broken arm As she 
and Earl started to leave 
their home, he glanced 
outside to where his *73 Nova 
was parked Two boys • he 
judged them to be about 18 
years old • were leaving with 
his car Another young man 
was waiting on the corner

"H e hopped in, and away 
they drove!" Earl shakes his 
head "And we haven’t seen 
car or boys since! I had to 
borrow a pickup to run some 
errands t today”

Probably they were not 
local boys, and certainlly 
they had never had contact 
with the Boy’s Club of 
Ranger. For the 95 boys - 
ages 7 through 17 - who are 
members of the Club are like 
an extension of A.C. 
Lebredo’s family, and the 
hours he spends with them 
are very special ones

Earl’s own boyhood was 
spent faraway from Ranger 
He was born in Cuba, where 
his father worked for the 
government and ran a 
business of his owa “ My 
father was Spanish, and my 
mother was Portuguese,”  he 
says. "M y  fam ily  em- 
migrated to Florida in the 
early 1920's, and settle in 
Tampa”

Tampa, learning fluent 
English to add to his 
Spanish. One of his teachers 
stumbled over his classic 
name of “ Aurelios Cruz’ ’ , 
and nicknamed him "E a r l’ ’ . 
Somehow the name stayed 
with him.

In March, 1941 Earl was 
drafted into the Arm ed 
Forces with the Forida 
National Guard. His Coast 
Artillery group was sent to 
Galveston, where he held the 
rank of Seargent in the 
Personelle Department. 
While stationed there he met 
an attractive Texan, 
Kathaleen Howard, who was 
working for the American 
Nat. L ife Insurance Co. He 
and Kathaleen were 
married, and managed to 
stay together u until Pearl 
Harbor changed all plans. 
Earl was finally sent to the 
Aleutian Islands - to a grim 
outpost called Attu. 
Kathaleen stayed with the 
Lebredo family in Florida.

"T h a t was a strange 
time,”  Earl reflects, “ A 
different world. There was a 
battle for the Aleutians, in all 
that snow and cold. I was 
very thankful to get back to 
my wife and family.”

After the war was over 
Earl took a job with the Palo 
Pinto Oil and Gas Company 
in Strawn. Kathaleen 
became a bookkeeper for 
Strawn Merchantile.

When Earl was offered a

job as a Department 
M anager of Montgomery 
Ward’s Store in Ranger, the 
family moved there The 
Lebredo’s liked the friendly 
people of the town, and 
decided they wanted to slay. 
Although they have lived 
elsewhere briefly since then, 
they have always considered 
Ranger their permanent 
home. “ And we have a home, 
rather than just a house,”  
explains Earl. "There is a 
big difference! Some people 
have a fine house who have 
no home at a ll!”

During the 1950’s and ‘60’s 
Earl worked for, and 
managed, several clothing 
stores in Ranger and 
Eastland; Globe Clothiers, 
The Men’s Store, and The 
Man’s Shop.

benefit his home community. 
As a member at St. Rita’s 
Catholic Church, and of the 
Lion’s Club, he was already 
active in Church and com­
munity service work. But he, 
with other dedicated 
citizens, wanted the beat 
activities possible for young 
people. He, with several 
other people, began the 
Boy’s Club, which became 
affiliated with the National 
Boy’s Clubs of America. The 
group used any available 
buildings, and acccepted 
donations for recreational 
equipment. When the group 
had difficultuy finding a 
p e rm a n e n t D ir e c t o r ,  
Lebredo stepped in to fill the 
need.

Mr. Lebredo found a 
tremendous response; to the 
recreational, social, and 
character-building 
programs offered by the 
Club. The boys of Ranger 
and b boys who visited 
relatives there turned out in 
large numbers to enjoy the 
facilities. The response from 
adults of the town was 
equally e exciting • donations 
and special help came as 
needed. The Lion’s Chib 
sponsored a summer 
swimm ing program , and 
Coaches from the schools 
and Junior College volun­
teered assistance for athletic 
programs. By early 1978 it 
was plain that the group 
needed a large, permanent

building for their activities.
Mr. W.S. W agley, 

President of the Texas 
Railw ay Car Company, 
came to the rescue and 
provided a large building 
with steel beams and 
corrugated steel walls. This 
building, located in the 
Ranger City Park, was 
finished in the fall of ‘78.

On the Open House Night 
about 150 people turned out 
to admire the new building. 
It was 62 ft. long and 32 ft. 
wide, and painted a soft 
cream color inside and out 
It contained games, much 
recreational e equipment, 
and was furnished with 
tables, chairs, benches, a 
soft-drink machine, an 
electric juke organ, a fine 
library w with educational 
interesting books, and many 
other things for the en­
joyment of young ‘ people. 
During the evening Mr. 
Lebredo was presented a 
placque in apprecation for 
his work in directing the 
Club

“ I especially urge those 
who couldn’t come out on 
Open House night to drop by 
and view our building,”  Mr 
Lebredo says. “ We have 
such a good atmosphere • 
such a pleasant place - that 1 
want the people of the area to 
see what can be done to help 
boys”

Lebredo stresses that all 
this has been accomplished 
by donations from local 
business and individuals 
"W e a are not funded by the 
Government, we are not 
covered b by any public fund 
drive,”  he says. "People 
give from the goodness of 
their hearts, when they see 
the work we are doing We 
are supported by persons 
from all religions - all walks 
of life - and our doors are 
open to boys from all races, 
creeds, and colors. A ll are 
treated equally here. I have 
about 15 to 20 boys come in 
each day. I keep the building 
open and supervise activities 
from 3 p.m. to 5 p.m. each 
weekday, and from 2 to 5 
p.m. on Saturdays. In the 
summer I keep it open from 9 
a.m. to 5 p.m. A b ^  doesn’ t 
have to live in Ranger to be a 
member of the Club.”

The boys who are enrolled 
as members, Earl explains, 
agree to abide by the rules of 
the Club. They agree to help 
keep the building neat, and

take care of the equipment. 
They are encouraged in 
habits of good character, 
cleanliness, good citizenship, 
and respectfulness. But the 
interest of Earl Lebrado 
goes even beyond that. " I f  
we find that a boy needs help 
in serious matters,”  Eari 
explains, "W e help him. 
When I need assistance from 
the community, people are 
always ready to lend a hand. 
This has b ««n  very rewar­
ding to me.”

Boys, Lebredo has lear­
ned, can handle a lot of 
things. Poverty is bad, but a 
child can cope with it as long 
as he has parents to love 
him. even a few clothes to 
wear, and something to eat. 
"But a broken home - ”  he 
says - “ That is the very 
worst thing that can happen 
to a child. There is no way a 
boy ccan handle that without 
being severely hurt. The 
second worst thing for a boy 
is to have a lot of time on his 
hands with nothing creative 
an«j constructive to do. That 
is where the Boy’s Club’s can 
really help a community. We 
have volleyball here • tennis - 
so many things. During the 
summer I hope to have a 
program  going where 
studnets will help me various 
crafts.”  He pauses for a 
moment. “ We are already 
seeing results from our 
program  here, but the 
biggest results will be in the 
future, when the boys we are 
working with are grown.

‘But all this is possible 
because of the cooperation 
from the people of Kaog nr. I 
call it; ‘The small town with 
a big heart!’ Look at this list 
of our Officers and Board of 
Directors.”

He held out the list as if it 
were a r<4l of honor, which 
actually it is. It contained;
