Water Districts
Gain Interest

A revival of interest in under-
ground water conservation, and in
organizing one or more under-
ground water conservation dis-
tricts, is reported by the High
Plains Water Conservation and
Users Association.

With water conservation asso-
ciations in 14 counties as associa-
te members, the High Plains As-
sociation is taking the lead in an
educational campaign on water
conservation. The group estimates
that 12,000 wells are now scatter-
ed over the 4 million acres of irri-
gable land which covers one huge
reservoir in the High Plains area.

The increase in use of irrigation
wells — it has more than doubled
in the past decade—and continued
new drilling activities are bring-
ing pumping figures to a record
high.

A lot of farmers think it is time
to start conservation, by proper
spacing of well, by re-charging
the reservoirs and by preventing
waste, the High Plains Association
reports.

They are talking about organi-
zation of districts because they
know that it won't do any good
for part of the irrigation farmers
to save water if the rest of the
well users keep pumping what is
saved out of the same reservoir.
They feel that any conservation
program would have to be wide
spread,

have escaped injury. Yet they all
came through unscathed.

The Sextons had seen the ap-
proaching twister and had taken
refuge in the four room house.

Walls were torn apart through-
out the house, although some of
them are still standing. A gar-
age, and with a small house be-
hind it, located just west of the
kitchen debris shown in the pic-
ture, was blown down and car-
ried away. A large portion of the
house or garage struck the big
barn, leaving the big hole shown
in the picture, The brick flue broke
into two foot length chunks and
lay scattered about the bedrom
floor,

Some hail accompanied the tor-
nado, but little rain was noted.
However, mud was splashed so
hard against the front walls that
it could not be scraped away. Fur-
niture and household goods were
destroyed. The Baptist Church of
Watson arranged for the Sexton
family to move into the parsonage,
vacant at the time, until a new
house can be built,

Strangely, the windmill, located
very near the house, was not
blown down. Men of the commun-
ity, interviewed Sunday afternoon
by the Journal editor, said they
had seen the progress of the tor-
nado, but had not heard of any
other damage inflicted.

Neighbors of the Sexfons began
Sunday afternoon to raise a fund
to help the storm victims. Mr. Sex-
ton said he had been on the farm
only since January, having moved
here from Levelland. He rents the
place from the owner, Otis Burson,
of Levelland, who had some insur-
ance on the buildings. Mr. Sexton
carried ne insurance on his furn-
iture or household goods.

Conservation
Units Explained

by Waters S. Davis, Jr .
President, Association of Texas
Soil Conservation District
Supervisors

Soil Conservation Districts are
democracy at the grass roots. That
is why so many Texans are be-
coming more and more interested
in them.

In these days of increasing gov-
ernment regulations, it is import-
ant for everyone-—farmers, ranch-
ers, and businessmen-—-to under-
stand what Districts are, who runs
them, and what they do. It is
easy to confuse them with one of
the other agencies of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture,

Under Texas law, Soil Conser-
vation Districts were organized by
vote of the local landowning farm-
ers and ranchers. They are run by
their Supervisors, who must be loc-
al, resident landowning farmers
and ranchers elected to office by
their neighbors. With no powers of
taxation or eminent domain, the
supervisors’ responsibility is to co-
ordinate all efforts, public and
private, to the soil conservation
task. This coordinated effort is
developed on a district-wide basis
by the local people themselves,

In everyone of Texas’ now 156
Districts, covering nearly 90°% of
the State, there are some pro-
grams and Plans of Work, develop-
ed and written by the home folks.
They serve as a guide to each Dis-
trict's operation.

With its program and plan of
Work as a basis for action, the
District’s Board of Supewvisors is
ready to go to work, As a ruie, ali
State and Federal extension ser.

Sugar Beet Meeting Is Scheduled
At Muleshoe Next Monday Night

All persons interested In sugar
beet growing around Muleshoe are
invited to attend a meeting to be
held in the courthouse here the
coming Monday night, April 24.

Men representing the Crystal
Sugar Beet Company, of Rocky
Ford, Colo., will be here to explain
the various phases of the beet
industry. Business men, farmers,
everybody is invited to attend
the meeting if at all interested.

The company has already con-
tracted more than 700 acres of
beets to be grown this year in the
west part of the county, south of
Lariat, and has located a dump at
Lariat.

J. K. Adams, the county agent,
has interested himself in carrying
the information about beets te
more farmers of the county.

The meeting will be in the dis-
trict courtroom beginning at 8
o'clock, D. R. McHaffey, adves-
tising agent; George Nixon, agri-
culture superintendednt, and D.
L. Dunsmoor, agriculturist for the
sugar company, will be present.
Also expected for the meeting is
H. E. Knapp, manager of the
Rocky Ford plant of the company.

Pictures of beet seeding, culti-
vating and harvesting equipment
will be shown at work in the beet
fields. There will be an informal
discussion, and anyone who has
a question to be asked will be
free to ask it.

City Commission
Guest of Jaycees

Mayor Harold King and Commis-
sioners Jim Cox and Loyd Roberts
were guests of the Muleshoe Jay-
Cees at their regular luncheon

Approximately 20 members heard
Mayor King outline tne affairs of

problems which were confronting
the new city commission. King
said the city revenue in 1949 con-
sisted of a little more than $20,000
in taxes and of this amount, one-
half was put into a sinking fund
to retire bonded indebtedness. The
other city revenue came from wat-
er and sewer receipts, which were
approximately $39,000, but part of
this amount wcnt into another
fund to take care of revenue bonds
voted for water and sewer expan-
sion and improvements. He said
the city was limited to what it
could do with this limited source
of income.

This revenue will just about pay
for the operation and maintenance
of city utilities and if more was to
be done the city would have to
find an additional source or sour-
ces of revenue,

When asked by the JayCees if
he favored granting the tele-
phone company the increase in
rates they had asked for King re-
plied he was not in favor of grant-
ing the request until he could be
certain the city was getting some-
thing in return. He said officials
of the telephone company had
promised better service, but were
not willing to make a signed
statement as to what the im-
proved service would include or
when this would be. He said the
district manager of the telephone
company would not sign an af-
fidavit saying that the figures re-
lg'ased by the phone company sta-
ting they were losing money on
the Muleshoe system was taken
from an audit of the company's
records. Until such time as he felt
the city would receive more bene-
fits from an increased télephone
rate, he was not in favor of grant-
ing it to them.

He referred to the swimming
pool as a “hot potato’” because in
the fund there was left 1fttle more
than $300 to do several thousand
dollars worth of work required to
put the pool in operation. Needing
to be done yet is the fencing of
the pool, build dressing rooms
connect them with the sewer, buy
wire clothes baskets, install flood
lnghts for the pool and bulld a
d‘ramago system to the foothall
field.

King and the other comissioners

High Plains farmers are on the
spot.

They successfully conducted a
Jong fight to gain local control
of underground water which sup-
plies 12,000 irrigation pumps scat-
tered over four million acres of
farmland in the High Plains. Os-
tensibly, the fight ended in victory
when, in the spring of 1949, the
Texas Legislature passed the Un-
derground Water Conservation
Law, which gives underground wa-
ter rights to individual landown-
ers and provides the means for
conserving it.

Secure in their ownership of the
water, farmers have neglected to
carry out the conservation provis-
ions of the law. Decline in the un-
derground water level in some
areas has been slight, and the
need for conservation regulations
is not deemed urgent at this time.

At recent hearings of the Water
Code Committee, a group set up
to study Texas water laws and re-
port recommendations to the next
Legislaturre, proponents of state
control have renewed attacks on
the present law. At hearings in

Pecos, many witnesses testified
that they thought the state should
set up some kind of agency with
broad regulatory powers over wa-
ter uses, similar to the powers of
the Railroad Commission over oil
and gas.

Plains farmers railled, and on
March 20, about 400 showed up
at another hearing, In Amarillo,
and gave a standing vote of sup-
port to the present law.

That's how the farmers got on
the spot. Their representatives,
questioned by Code Committeemen
had to admit that not a single un-
derground water conservation dis-
trict has been formed since pass-
age of the law. They had to admit
that the conservation provisions
of the law are in the hands of the
district and don't apply unless a
district is formed.

The Water Code Committee ad-
opted a “watch and wait” policy,
indicating their willingness to let
the present law have a chance
to prove itself.

Meanwhile, advocates of state
control of underground water have
dragged out their old arguments:
“water is water” and the same
laws which apply to surface con-
trol should apply to underground
water, They charrge tnat the lo-
cal control law is unworkable in
that its conservation provisions
cannot be carried out.

The farmers are now in a po-
sition where they must organize
a district, they must apply con-
trol measures simply to prove it
can be done.

By their inaction, High Plains
farmers are running the risk of
losing control of their water. If
they fear regulation, they should
pause to consider the fact that
self regulation would be far bet-
ter than state regulation. They
should also ponder the possibility
that under state control, under-
ground water might be prorated
on a priority basis in the same
manner that the state prorates
surface water . . with municipal-
ities and industries getting pre-
cedence over irrigaion.

At the present time there is lit-
tle risk of the water running out
-—but there is some danger of con-
trol being taken away if the farm-
ers don't prove that they can
handle conservation without the
state’s help.

They should get off the spot

and get on the ball.

NEW YORK CITY, Aprii 14—
a little business of their own.

WHAT THE BIBLE TEACHES
Whether or not this is the time
for a young man to leave a good
job and go into business for him-
self, is debatable. The Good Book
says thre is a time for everything
(Read Ecc. 3:1, to 8), which in-
cludes a time to buy and a time
to sell. God gives us a brain to
use. Let us not try to buck His

dumping potatoes into the sea,
there should be opportunities for
shopkeepers and salesmen to
bring these loose ends together.
This is the kind of “socialism” and
“planned economy” in which ev-
eryone should believe.

WHAT STATISTICS TEACH

To perform the above service re-
quires character, brains, industry,
and some capital, Statistics indi-
cate that a large number of those
who have gone into business for
themselves since World War II
must have lacked one or more of
these requirements. I say this be-
cause 60,000 fewer firms are op-
erating today than a year ago. It
is estimated that today there are
200,000 fewer comncerns - mostly
among the small retailers, ser-
vice operators, etc., than in 1946.
That this is true, in spite of the
increased population and the fact
there is more money about than
ever before, indicates something
is wrong.

The above is not only a disap-
pointment to nearly a million peo-
ple including employees but to the
owners of a large number of va-
cant stores, unused plants, idle
trucks; all of which are the result
of these failures. Those who have
been forced out of business are,
moreover, both disappointed, and
perhans--bittep-~Thes=olaim Amer-
ica should not permit such sad
results in the world's best country.

FAILURES ON THE INCREASE
Every month my statistical ex-
perts compile for comparative fig-
ures on over thirty basic business
barometers. In my forty years cf
studying business conditions 1
have always said the most signifi-
cant figure is that for Business
Failures. Heretofore a very low
failure figure has indicated ex-
cellent present business condi-
tions; but such figures usually
toreo;ast that business troubles are
coming.

With double the

come, failures have during the

past ten years actually been less
than before 1940. But at last we
see a change for the worse. The
greatest increase in bankrupt-
cies is in retall store field where
there has been an increase in fail-
ures of 12 per cent. In the case of
manufacturing this figure is 94
per cent; while in mining, farm-
ing, ete., there are 54 more fail-
ures. Although the failures in the
retail field show the greatest in-
crease, yet enough new firms
come into being so that.the total
1s now only 2 per cent less than at
the peak.

WHAT STATISTICS SHOW

As a result of all the above 45
per cent fewer new concerns were
Incorporated in 1949 than in 1946.
The number of independent con-
cerns are now about 3,900,000,
compared with nearly 4 million
In 1948, Yet, there now remain
.about 18 per cent more concerns
in business than in 1939. The
present failures average about 200
a week, compared with 100 a
week in 1948, Further details will

but as a pattern for all mankind.
He who seeks to climb up some
other way is as a thief and robber.
He cannot succed in finding life
except as he follows the pattern
of life which Christ so completely
experienced. No man can enter in-
to this redemption without effort
He must by faith appropriate the
divine elements which are in God
and must come from God.

The reason why so many people
will join the church after making
a profession of faith in Christ
is due to the fact that many pro-
testant churches teaeh and be-
lieve that salvation is completed
in one single experience of God's
grace which is commonly known
as a new birth. The fallacy of this
conception of salvation lies in the
fact that salvation cannot be a
completed act once and for all
time. There is no period to one's
salvation. It must be as contin-
uous as life. It is a process and
continues. What we know as con-
version, and a new birth are not
quite the same thing. Conversion
means that an individual changes
his sinful way of life for a better
and righteous way of life. But
even a converted man is not a
perfect man. He is a believer, and
it means that this man has start-
ed on the Christian way of life. The
new birth is not a completed faith
and will work at the job of be-
coming a child of God.

The word translated new birth
is “egeneto” in the Greek and
means to become. St. Paul addres-
ses the Phillipians as a group of
people who are being saved and
He makes it a process. Good men
find themselves constantly and
daily being redeemed. Man dis-
covers in the process of the Christ-
ian life that he is getting rid of
one sin at a time and that he is

ado about the church?
It you wanted to become a doc-‘
tor, you surely would not attend
law school; if you wanted to
come a farmer, you would no at-
tend a medical school; therefore,
if you want to become a C'Ihrlst-
ian, you would not attend a ‘Night
Club’, or a medical schooi or even
a law school. You must be in an
environment that will contribute
to what you are becoming if you
are to ever become. Therefore, as
a matter of common reasoning, it
is obvious that God established
church for man in order to_medl-
tate His grace to men seeking to
become Christians.

Obviously nine-tenths of church

Until our church peo-
ple come to see that the church
can mean and should mean a
great deal in making them a
Christian, they will continue tqQ
skip it.

The shame of this situation lies
in the fact that many of our peo-
ple have been taught to believe
that conversion is salvation once
for all and they do not need fur-
thur grace. Conversion is his dec-
ision to do God’s way and the New
Birth is an act which must be re-
peated day after day, or rather
it is a continuous faith which
brings more and more grace day
by day into one's life. Ask the
man who has lived for fifty years
in the church and has really work-

adding a measure of grace at a
time. But no man of the faith will
hardly affirm that he has reach-
ed sinlessness to say nothing a-
bout reaching perfection in God’'s
fullest measure of grace. There are
so many unknown sins in the lives
of the saints to make it impos-
sible for them to claim perfection.
So long as man has even unknown
sin in his life (but it is known to
God), he cannot say that he is a
finished product of grace. There-
fore, men need to see that salvat-
ion is never just one act of faith,
It is just the beginning of an end-
less faith if he remains faithful.
If a church member believes
that an act of conversion makes
him an eternal son of God, he will
not see any furthur value in at-
tending church. If a man is to
grow in grace and knowledge of
the truth, he must be in a pos-
ition where he can contact the
grace of God. After all, the church

Early Treatment
Of Cancer Can
Save Many Lives

HOUSTON, April 17—If available
means for diagnosis and treat-
ment of cancer are adequately us-
od, a great saving of lives can be
affected.

That is the opinion of Dr. R.
LLee Clark. Jr.,, director and sur-
geon-in-chief of the University of
Texas M. D. Anderson Hospital for
Cancer Research.

Dr. Clark says successful use of
those means are dependent on
the following factors:

1. Dissemination of exact know-
ledge about cancer to the public
at the community and individual
level.

2. Realization by individuals of
the need for immediate action if
warning signs of cancer appear.

3. Knowledge that every phy-
sician’s office is an actual and po-
‘tential cancer detection center,

These farm and ranch conserva-
tion plans are the key to what
many call the New Agriculture.
They are developed with the own-
er to suit his operating needs as
well as those of the land. When
all the planning is over, the re-
sults are put on paper, with a map,
and all details are then agreed to
by the owner and the Board of
Supervisors.

Operating jn accordance with
these plans, farmers and ranchers
are discovering that it pays to
treat the land according to its
needs and use it according to It§
capabilities, Production peér acre
rises and unit production costs are
lower. Owners find, too, that crops
are higher in quality.

These are things ‘hat consumers
in general and businessmen can
understand. .
