Acres Of Young Crops Saturday

A driving rain which depos-
ited as much as four inches
of moisture last Saturday ev-
ening destroyed hundreds of
acres of crops in the territory
west of Muleshoe and south of
Lariat in the West Camp com-
munity.

Lakes that have been dry for a

long time were filled and watel
was still standing Monday in low
places in many fields. Young |
plants were washed up, seed that
.| had lately been planted were SO
covered with washing dirt and
silt that farmers will be compel- |
led to replant.

In many places, however, lar-

mers received just what was need-
ed, an inch or so of rainfall and in
such cases the moisture was of
benefit to crops and permitted
some planting. It was said the rain

fell so hard, however, that there
was a terrific run off.
A large part of the Muleshoe

territory is still too dry for plant-
ing, and, indeed, some of the
ground has not even been prepared
for seeding. Prespects at this time
for a cotton crop appear dim ex-
cepting where there is irrigation.
However there is still plenty of
time left for planting grain sor-
ghum crops.

J. E. Mills, 8 miles northwest,
said an inch of rain fell at his
place Saturday evening, bringing
much benefit. He did not have any
crop damage.

Verney Towns, of West Camp
neighborhood, said precipitation at
his place was about 4 inches. It
was said his crops were washed
out and covered up to such an
extent that replanting will be
necessary.

Rain washed out and covered
up crops on the Johnny Johnson
farm south of Lariat Saturday
night. The place is being operated
this year by Bill Lenderson.

Neighbors said rRaymond Green
received about a one inch rain on
his farm in West Camp community,
and that no damage was believed
to have occurred at his place.

By 1949 more than a million acres
of Mississippi land were using it.

Liquid nitrogen instant solubil-
ity gives a more even distribution
when applied to the soil at the
same time that irrigation is accom-
plished, Mr. Phillips said.

Paul Phillips, of the Western
Fertilizer Co., invites farmers
and others interested to see re-
sult of the mew type fertilizer at
the Bill Millen place just north
of the R. O. Gregory home,
near town. Corn and potatoes
are “humping” under stimujus
of anhydrous ammonia. An-
other demonstration worth
seeing is on the Jerry Allison
place northeast of Muleshoe
where Mr. Allison has fertilized

In the accompanying picture
equipment used for this type of
application is shown in addition to
that used for dry land side dress-
ing.

Anhydrous ammonia may be
applied before planting, during
planting, or after planting and can
also be applied at the same time
that a crop is being cultivated.

Nitrogen is the essential element
for the growth of plants and when
used in the pure form adds con-
siderable to total yield. Extensive
tests on cotton, Mr, Phillips said,
show an increase of 250 to 600
pounds per acre, corn 15 to 75
bushels per acre, 1000 to 3000
pounds per acre of milo maize, and
10 to 20 bushels per acre on wheat.
It has been used successfully on
nearly all crops.

Area Will Soon Be Underway

Wheat harvest in this area,
although skimpy, will be underway
the latter part of the week. First
wheat was brought to the Mule-

shoe Elevator, managed by Bill
Moore, last Friday by G. W.
Mimms, who farms about four

miles northwest of Muleshoe.

Local elevators are in readiness
to handle this year’'s crop, many
with increased storage space. King
Bros. Grain and Seed have re-
cently completed a new ware-
house, capable of storing 364,000
bushels of grain. Construction of a
new 100,000 bushel elevator is
nearing completion for O K Grain
Co., managed by Boots Bryant.

Other elevators are S. E, Cone
Grain and Seed Co., and Ray
Griffiths Elevator. All the storage
space needed for handling this
year’'s grain crop in this area is
available in Muleshoe.

Combines are beginning to roll
all over the Panhandle and South
Plains regions to harvest the smal-
lest wheat crop since the dust
bowl days in 1930 when farmers
harvested nothing. It has been es-
timated that only six milllion bus-
hels will be harvested in the 32
counties composing the Panhandle
and South Plains.

These same counties a year ago
accounted for 70 per cent of the
102,848,000 bushels produced in
Texas. Average yeild this year is
estimated to be about six and one-
half bushels per acre compared
with the 16 bushel average last
year,

Harvest started last week in
Cottle, Childress, Motley, Collings-
worth, Donley, Hale, Floyd, Swish-
er, Briscoe, and Castro, Several
more started this week and har-
vest will be underway in all 32
counties by the first part of next
week.

The United States Department of
Agriculture last week in Wash-
ington estimated the 1950 wheat
crop of Texas to be 24,687,000 bus-
hels. This compares with a 10-
year average production for Tex-
as of 56,350,000 bushels, and the
1949 Texas production of 102,848,-
000 bushels.

The indicated reduction for this
vear reflects unfavorable weather
and reduced plantings under a
government acreage program de-
signed to prevent accumulation of
a surplus supply.

HIGH GRADE LONG-TERM
CORPORATION BONDS
These are the bonds which are
commonly advertised. They are
mostly bonds of utility companies
paying only about 3%. They are
good investments for insurance
companies and other institutions,
but I see no reason why a busin-
essman should buy any at this
time. This also applies to most
preferred stocks. Even nontaxable
bonds are selling too high at the
present time., Therefore, I think
that the businessman should forget
honds unless they have attractive
convertible features.
MERCHANDISE STOCKS
Businessmen who want to buy
stocks at this time might well con-
| sider merchandising stocks, par-
ticularly those of the leading chain
stores. Such corporations have few
labor troubles; they do a cash
business and have a turnover of 4
or 5 times a year, and if out of
debt, they can take care of them-
selves whether we are entering in-
flation or deflation. Let me take
this occasion to say that during
the next few years the greatest
opportunities will come to those
employed in selling. It will be easy
cnouch for businessmen to get
manufactured but the dif-
vial wiil be to sell them. Young
peopie who are graduating this
month from college and high
school will be wise to train to sell,
even if it means house-to-house
peddling.
PRODUCTIVE REAL ESTATE
As a rule, most businessmen
have enough in real estate, but I
still feel it a prime investment.
Well located surburban acreage
should be the most desirable. Smali
farms near settled com-
should be good invest-
ments. I like growing woodland
which belongs to “no union”, and
“works” day, night, holidays and
Sundays! I don’t care much for
buildings and houses. Most well
located land is constantly growing
more valuable; but nearly all
buildings thereon constantly
growing less valuable.
EDUCATION AND CHURCHES
Wise businessmen will liberally
invest in the family’s health, edu-
cation and spiritual development.
In fact, to be niggardly regarding
these things is very dangerous.
The truly most important invest-
ments are those in the unseen and
intangible. There is no use in
working hard to make and save
money and then have it dissipated
by children lacking in good judg-
ment or good religion.

New Bulletin Explains Underground
Water Conservation Law Of Texas

A bulletin recently issued by
the Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice of A & M College and the
United States Department of
Agriculture explains in detail
the provisions of the Under-
ground Water Conservation
District Law, passed in 1949
by the 51st Texas Legislature.
It is a timely bulletin, since
farmers in many sections are
being urged to organize dis-

tricts as authorized by the

law.

In the first place, the term
“underground water” is explained
as defined by law, as “any watel

The law applies to all under-
ground water, where the people
have organized a district.
Ownership Affirmed

The law ‘“specifically recognizes
the ownership and rights of the
owner of the land, his lessees and
assigns, in underground water, and
nothing in the law will affect that
ownership.

If a district is organized by
majority vote of the people con-
cerned, then the district will have

the right to set out regulations so
as to get the greatest possible g rood |
out of the water, But the district
will not have the right to take the
water from under one man's land
and give it to another. Nor will it
have the right to limit the amount
of water a man can draw from his
well except under certain condi-
tions, such as drawing salt water
into the reservoirs.

Why Vote A District?

In some cases, to vote a district,
may be the only chance a man
will have of insuring his supply
of water, In areas where the water
level is dropping, the bulletin said,
it may be necessary to use conser-
vation measures, such as spacing
vells, if the irrigation \\--ls.\' are
to continue to produce. Otherwise,
the entire area may find itself

Powers Of District.

The district is given the general
power of doing what is necessary
for conserving, preservmg, protect-
ing and recharging the under-
ground water in the reservoir over
which it has jurisdiction,

A district can use its power to
prevent waste by requiring that
artesian wells, for example, not be
allowed to flow unrestricted when
the water is not being put to a
useful purpose.

The district can require that
any person wishing to drill a
well obtain a permit from the
district before drilling. The
permit can be conditioned on
the compliance with certain
specifications as to the drill-
ing, equipping and completion
of the well so as to prevent
waste. The district can require
that records be kept and re-
ports be made of the drilling
work and of water used.

The district has the power to
recharge the reservoir, which simp-

ly means putting more water under |}

the ground and into the reservoir,

On the South Plains, for example,
there are thousands of wet weather
lakes on the surface, Some of
these lakes have tight bottoms so

that the water running into them
stays right there until it evapor-
ates. By disturbing the bottom of
such lakes, the bulletin says, it
may be possible to drain their

water into underground sands and
put it to beneficial use,

The law does not, however, give
to the district the right to pro-rate
water or otherwise force well
owners to cut down on production

of water. The district can recom-
mend in such cases but cannot
force any limitations on with-

drawal of water,

The law sets out the manner in
which the land owner or water
user may seek redress in the courts
if he is dissatisfied with any action
of the district.
