On October 1, 1986, the na-

= tion's beef producers began

working together on a pro-
gram called the Beef
The idea was that
every single producer and
importer would invest $1 per
nead of cattle sold towards
beef promotion, research,
consumer education and
advertising

Working together, the beef
mdustry decided to take a
vamble: 1t would seek to
reverse the decade-old
decline in consumer demand
for beef and to fight back
against musinfori ed crities
who claim beef 1s not
nutritious

The purpose of the pro-
gram 1s simple: fight back

g with facts and information

about beef, and thereby
change consumer attitudes
and help build demand

So far, the program Is
working well. For starters,
everyone payvs - even im-
porters. That helps make the
program fair and equitable,
and it ensures that the -
vestment is spread
throughout the industry.

A common misperception
among some beef producers
is that Checkoff funds are
mostly used for “overhead”

such as offices, salaries
airline tickets, ete.
In fact, exactly the op-

posite is true. Beef Board ad-
ministrative costs are strict-
ly limited to 5 percent of all
Checkoff dollars collected.

There is also a strong ele-
ment of local control. “Up to
50 cents of every Checkoff
dollar may be kept by state
beef councils, where local
producers can make deci-
sions about local programs,”
says Brown.

Finally, the key to the pro-
gram is that it is run by the
producers themselves. A 113
member Beef Board
oversees the program. The
Board consists of represen-
tatives of every segment of
the beef industry.

More than 100 Programs

A common misunderstan-
ding is the assumption that
the Beef Checkoff is primari-
ly a program of advertising.
In fact, only about half of all
Checkoff dollars are used for
national. regional and in-
stitutional advertising.

No one questions the fact
that the advertising has the
most immediate effect on
consumers. In one recent
study, 14 million self-
described “light’ beef users
purchased beef more often
after seeing Checkoff-funds
ads.

In celebration of the
AARP's Tax-Aide program'’s
20th year, a post season
workshop was held at the
Cisco Senior Center on
Thursday, April 21, from 10
a.m. until 2:30 p.m.

Walter Knowlden, overall
coordinator for this area, in-
troduced to the 20 coor-
dinators and counselors who
attended, the North Texas
District Manager from the
head office in Dallas, Paul
Reynolds, Distriet Coor-
dinator, Harold Rummel,
Administrative Coordinator,
and Anthony Marma, In-
structor Coordinator.

Communities of Abilene,
Breckenridge, Burkett,
Cisco, Coleman, Cross

Plains, Early, Gorman,
May, Ranger and Stephen-

ville were represented by
their counselors and coor-
dinators.

In his review of the Tax-
Aide program, Paul
Reynolds stated that at its
beginning in 1968 only five
volunteers participated in
the program. Since that time
and at the completion of the
1987 tax season, over 26,000
volunteers, trained by the
IRS, are involved in the pro-
gram at 9,000 sites nation-
wide.

“I'll take the pressure as it
comes,” Addy said. “‘There
is pressure in everything.”

The Farmerettes have
won nine straight district
titles and were 359-198 under
Tate.

Addy said she didn’t know
she had the job for sure until
Wilson called her at 10:35
p.m. Monday night after the
school board meeting.

“The first thing I did was
call my parents (in Cisco)

What will you pay for gasoline?

That is not a question connected with the price of oil so
much as what you might be WILLING to pay if you had to. As
we are not in this world alone, we should understand that
what others have done and will do bear on the answers.

Even when oil was at $2.35 a gal., the people in Europe paid
as much as ten times what we did for gasoline. The difference
was almost entirely TAX. You can bet that crude prices
won't change the bite government takes out of us. The old
economics teaching that price is determined by supply and
demand neither fits monopoly nor tax situations except that
when they get too greedy, the public, if they are smart

enough, find alternatives.

But since many believe that the economy of Texas depends
on oil, it might be a good idea to look at the indications for the
future. Will we see $36 crude in the near future? Not unless
the dollar becomes worth far less than at present.

The North slope fields have hardly been tested let alone put
into full production. North Sea production is no longer pushed
because of lower prices. The expected fields around the
Falkland Islands have yet to see the first well but for expec-
tation of that production Britain fought a war. Russia expects
to continue getting her share of world markets even if it
means cutting into Arctic fields claimed by U.S., Canada,
and Norway. Then there are the talked-of vast fields in the

China Sea.

Thus, if a company big enough to finance the super deep
discoveries in Eastland County should hit it they might well
sit on it and await depletion of existing fields to make it more
profitable. Pessimistic as I may seem, I simply cannot ex-
pect any great upsurge in the economy based on crude oil.
The boom has busted and the key to profitable crude produc-
tion lies in more efficient methods of squeezing out what is

already tapped.

Meanwhile, the price at the pump cannot be boosted above
present levels without creating competition from alternative
fuels made from unmarketable agricultural products. The
present price is only slightly below the cost of alcohol fuel
now but cheaper corn and milo could crowd that cost down.
Lube from soy and caster beans has been claimed superior in
quality but not price. The farmer no longer fuels his power
with home grown hay and grain but he should never be
counted out of the calculations. Biomass gas from feed lots is
already an economic reality and alcoho! waits in the wings
with claims of less air pollution and longer engine life. The
only “‘get rich quick' oil business from here on will be more
of the crooked speculation of recent years with the number of
available suckers greatly reduced.

Some uninformed people talk of how much oil the Saudi
Arabs PUMP but with our stripper fiends we are in fact in
competition with Saudi production which FLOWS for the
most part and they do not have the expense of pumping.

While the Arabs engage in an almost frantic effort to bring
their nations up to modern standards they face long range
depletion like we have experienced but don’t hold your breath
waiting for it to revive our economy. Any increase I expect in
fuel prices will probably come, you guessed it, from taxes.

Meanwhile the alternate energy program by which govern-
ment poured vast sums from your tax dollars into the coffers
of Gulf, Exxon and other super rich outfits determined to con-
trol our fuel business regardless of source has receded into
the dust of history only to be re-run at some far future date
for higher tax supported largesse. There was never in fact an
honest drive to market alternative fuels last time but I can
prove that most of the supposed developing technology ex-
isted years and tears ago. We were suckered then and un-

doubtedly will be again.

So much for energy except that lack of energy to do
something more productive Keeps me sitting here at this

Lypewriter.

The Watergate mess gave us an expression which many
joked about by beginning any explanation with “*Well, at this

point in time...".

It is strange how very many things could be so qualified.
Take chlorodane, on second thought you shouldn’t take it
because it has been outlawed as a cancer causer and several
other things are claimed against it. When I was in en-
tomology class at A&M those organic insecticides had only
been on the market a year or two and Dr. Little was telling us
that chlorodane was safe because they had fed a dog a cup of
the pure stuff and he suffered no ill effects. Since then a big
part of that semester has gone down the drain as one after
another DDT BHC and a host of others we expected to make
the world free of malaria, boll weavel, etc., have been pulled
off the shelves. But AT THAT POINT IN TIME they seemed

safe.

Remember when lead arcenate was queen of the
arcenicals but it was the arsenic part of that insecticide we
feared? For a century or so the mixture of lead and zinc ox-
ides made thing white and clean looking. Those pigments had
“blooming qualities” which produced superior coverage.
Now what happened to lead paint? Enough lead could be ab-
sorbed through the skin, ingested with their luneh from slight
smears on the hand or at the edge of the mouth that before
many years as a painter they had ‘'painters colic”, a form of
lead poisoning accompanied with violent stomach cramps.
Only whiskey gave relief and almost without exception the
old time painters were alcoholics, drunks they called them
AT THAT POINT IN TIME. But what caused the elimination
of lead paint after all those years”

From 1969 to '76 an ancient Roman grave yard in England
was checked. All the skeletons contained ten times the nor-
mal lead content, even the children. Then someone versed in
both Roman medical problems and familiar with the symp-
toms of lead poisoning made a mental connection. Romans
were prowd of their water supplies which came mostly
through lead pipes, they drank from lead cups, cooked in lead
pots and even sweetened wine with lead oxide. The head
aches, listlessness, deformed limbs, mental-retardation and
sterility which plagued Romans as their empire declined
became more obvious. Yet AT THAT POINT IN TIME lead
was not considered hazardous at all.

In fact, it has only recently been suggested that water from
copper pipes shoud be let run a while in order to flush out any
lead which might have dissolved into it when standing at
soldered joints. And what about the joints in tin cans which
used to be sealed with lead solder? Well, even AT THAT
POINT IN TIME we were being advised not to let food set in

cans once opened.

Could we have been much smarter and healthier if we had

known?

Maybe I am not really as lazy as I seem. Maybe it is
lethargy brought on by lead I accumulated long ago. At least
it is the best excuse I can offer for the lead in the seat of my
pants AT THIS POINT IN TIME.

“POOR GRADES DON'T
MEAN GIVE UP!”

Final exams are over,
grades are in, and report
cards are out. Are you
unhappy with what you see?
Is your son or daughter settl-
ing for less? If so, look into
it

Grades carry meaning.
They represent all of the
tests, quizzes, in-class
assignments, notebook
checks, and discussion that
occurred in the preceding
term. Use these grades as
signals to check on the pro-
gress of your son or
daughter’s education. With
report card in hand, sit down
with hun or her to review it.
Don’t interrogate - com-
municate.

Address these points:

1. How was each grade
reached? Most faculty give
students an outline of how
they will be graded, and
what is expected of them.
Ask about this.

2. Account for poor
grades. Which specific areas
brought down the grade?
tests, quizces, homework,
absences, etc. Was there a
distraction out of school? Is
the school contributing to the
problem? Have you com-
municated this?

3. Notice Patterns. Failing
grades means something is
wrong. Are ali of the failing
or low grades connected in
any way? Have similar
courses in the past been a
problem? If you suspect a
pattern call the school. Your
son or daughter is entitled to
a review under this law.

4. Don't settle for less.
While there is no certain for-

mula for success, there is
one for failure ... giving in
and believing it. Instead,
find something positive and
work on it. If you can’t find
anything positive, check
your focus. You may be lock-
ed into a negative perspec-
tive.

If you have questions
regarding grades; what they
mean, how they were assign-
ed - call for an appointment.
A personal conference is one
way to gain the insight to get
going again. And that's just
what we will be doing come
September.

Diabetic Summer Camp Scheduled

Every summer, over 300
voung people between the
ages of six and eighteen at-
tend a very exclusive camp
near Gainesville. The en-
trance requirements are
strict: the child must have
diabetes.

Too often, regular summer
camps turn away a child
with diabetes because of
their special diets and
medical needs. But Camp
Sweeney, organized over 35
vears ago, 1s a place for the
diabetic to learn while hav-
ing fun. All of the activities
of recular summer camp are
offered: horseback riding,
swimming, boating, fishing,
arts and crafts, riflery and
many more spots, plus
movies, dances and car-
nivals in the evenings. Sand-
wiched between the fun
things are interesting ses-
sions on medical and dietary
the

imfarmatinn ta heln

campers take care of
themselves and learn to live
productive lives with their
affliction under control.

Diets are formulated ac-
cording to each individual's
needs, giving the diabetic
valuable examples of how to
exchange foods to include an
occasional “‘treat” so he
won't feel left out around his
friends at home

Located on rolling wooded
acreage 10 miles northeast
of Gainesville, the site 1s
bordered on the south by a
34-acre lake. Three, three-
week sessions are held every
summer, with the opening
session scheduled for June 5.
Others begin on June 26 and
July 17. A medical staff and
experienced counselors are
always present and keep a
close eve on the campersin a
one-to-four ratio, many of
them former campers
themselves

The camp 1s a United Way
agency, and scholarships
are available for any child
whose family 1s unable to
pay the full session’s fee. No
child 1s turned away because
of race, regligion, or na-
tional origin.

Established in 1950, Camp
Sweeney was the first educa
tional and recreational train-
ing center in the South for
children with diabetes
mellitus. Thousands of
voungsters are hiving a self
sufficient, healthy hife due to
their tramming at Camp
Sweeney
