County Judge Scott Bailey 
said that some make things 
happen, some watch what 
happi*ns, and some wonder 
what happened.

Kastland County has spent 
$11,000 this year, with most 
of It going to the Brownwood 
Hospital fur care which was 
available in the county.

TIh* county has dropped 
from five to three hospitals 
with one half of the county in 
three hospital districts. The 
hospital in the (iorman 
Hospital Di.strict went under

but the District is still paying 
for it.

In cases of injury and sud­
den illness, the first treat­
ment is the ntost important, 
so something must be done 
quickly to retain medical 
care for the county.

A representative from 
Gorman explained that they 
had the doctors but couldn't 
keep the hospital going 
finani'ially due to Medicare. 
Now the building will be sold 
and a one half million dollar 
debt w ill have to be paid. The 
loss of hospital employees 
was a blow to the town also. 
Residents are now traveling 
to Del .eon for medical care.

Banger General Hospital 
Administrator Bill Johnson 
pointed out that rural 
hospitals are operating 
under pressure and they 
have to meet government 
criteria They are offering 
new and varied services *n 
an attempt to survive as 
.Medicare only pays about 42 
percent of Medicare costs.

A nurse caring for fifteen 
patients in a rural hospital 
costs as much as one caring 
for two hundred in a regional 
hospital, says Mr. Johnson, 
but the rural hospital gets 
less money from Medicare.

Mr. Cartee stated that doc­
tors are sanctioned weekly 
in his territory by the 
government, which means 
they cannot receive 
.Medicare money. This in 
turn causes the hospital they 
use to collapse.

Dr. Oswalt and Dr. Mat­
thews, both of Kastland, 
verified that the statements 
were naming the problems, 
and Dr. Matthews added 
that local hospital expenses 
have been cut to the limit.

Hunting permits for the 
Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department’s Type II public 
hunting lands program have 
gone on sale across the state, 
offering holders of the $.35 
permits access to 670,000 
acres of land

The Type II program is 
entering its sec'ond year w ith 
a number of new regulations 
aimed at improving the 
quality of the outdoor ex­
perience on the areas. This 
includes for the first lime at 
$10 I,united Use Permit for 
tho.se who want to visit one 
or more of the 84 units but do 
not hunt or fish. A survey of 
Type II permit purchasers 
indicated that approximate­
ly 5.3 jH*rcent utilized the 
areas for nonconsuptive 
u.s«*s.

Tyjie II units are scattered 
acro.ss Texas, with ino.st of 
the acreage in the Hast 
Texas, Trans-Pecos and 
Panhandle regions.

The new acreage includes 
17,000 acres in the Panhan­
dle that is available for phea­
sant hunting along with 
.some waterfowl areas. New

forest prodjet corporation 
lands opened for hunting this 
year are Temple-Eastex 
(64,980 acres), Kirby Forest 
P roducts (22,030), and 
Champion In ternational 
(3,564 acres).

Other additions to the 
Type II system include U.S. 
Forest Service areas: ('addo 
(Fannin Co.), Alabama 
Creek (Trinity Co.), Ban­
nister (San Augustine Co.), 
and Moore P lan ta tio n  
(Jasper and Sabine Co.). 
Public use of these areas 
previously was administered 
under the Type 1 public hun­
ting program.

'Die Parks and Wildlife 
Commission adopted several 
new regulations that should 
increase public participation 
and provide for better hun­
ting. These include restric­
tion of all motor vehicles to 
designated roads; restric­
tion of cam ping to 
designated campsites, pro­
hibition of buckshot on all 
Type II areas; delaying 
opening dale of the general 
deer .season on four National 
Forest Areas (Alabama 
Creek, Bannister, Caddo and 
,M(M>re Plantation) until Dec 
1, and requiring all persons 
on Type II areas to wear 
hunter orange during the 
times when taking of deer is 
permitted.

Restrictions on vehicle u.se 
and camping will permit 
hunters to range further 
afield without encountering 
di.sturbing influences. Some 
areas will permit waterfowl 
hunting only Tuesday, 
Thursdays, and Saturdays to 
avoid constant hunting 
pressure from displacing tlu 
migratory species.

Persons who purchase the 
Type II Wildlife Manage­
ment Area-Public Lands 
Permit are permitted to 
enter and hunt, fish, camp 
and hike un all 84 units of the 
system. A Hl-page map 
IxKiklet IS issued to each per­
mit purchaser. It includes 
detailed maps of each unit 
and legal game available.

Toil Free AIDS Line Open
One of the Texas Depart­

ment of Health's (TDHi 
most important weapons 
aj>ainst the spread of AIDS 
in Texas is public infonna- 
tion. And to ensure that 
c lea r, easily  obtained 
answers about AIDS and its 
prevention are available to 
everyone, the department's 
Public Health Promotion 
Division operates a toll-free, 
bilingual telephone informa­
tion and referral line in 
Austin.

Originally created  in 
December tu manage the 
growing number of calls the 
department received from 
physicians and other health 
professionals, the phone ser­
vice was offered to the 
general public in April.

Sylvia W atson, who 
answer most of the calls ex­
plained, “We opened the line 
to the^ublic to coincide with

the federal Centers for 
Disease Control's national 
mail-out of AIDS brochures 
to every U.S. household. We 
knew that although the 
brochures were clearly writ­
ten, there would be many 
people needing further infor­
mation, especially about 
locally available services"

The to ll free  Texas 
number is l-800-24«-1091.

After dailing the number, 
callers hear a recorded 
“menu'* of subjects relating 
to AIDS. The menu tells 
them they can listen to 
recorded messages, can talk 
with Watson, or can do both.

Watson is bilingual and is 
available to answer callers' 
questions weekdays from 8 
to 11:30 a.m., and from 12:30 
to 5 p.m.

The recorded messages 
are about AIDS and women, 
HIV testine and referral.

A special features is a 
telcoinmunications device 
for the deaf, who can use the 
same telephone number.

Before the line was opened 
to the public, calls primarily 
were referrals to other 
health professionals and 
clinics. “Now, most of the 
callers ask about the symp­
toms of AIDS,” Watson said. 
“Quite a few of them are 
people who have had 
transfusions and are worried 
that the blood they received 
m ight have been con­
taminated with the AIDS 
virus."

Watson tells these callers 
that Texas blood banks 
began testing for the AIDS 
virus in 1985. She explains 
that the AIDS virus can be 
dormant in the bloodstream 
for five or more years. 

“Other calls, from both

men and wonten, are quea- 
Uons relating to promiaculty 
and risky behavior. Some of 
the callers are worried that 
their past sexual partners 
may have been infected with 
the AIDS virus,” she said. 
Watson advises these callers 
to be tested for the virus.

‘‘Some calls are from 
mothers-to-be. About half of 
the children bom to infected 
mothers are infected with 
the AIDS virus. Mothers who 
are intravenous drug u^rs, 
or who have been pro- 
miscous -  or who suspect 
their partners of having been 
promiscous -  are really con­
cerned,” she said.

Watson answers questions 
about AIDS and refers 
callers to the nearest of the 
department’s 32 affiliated 
local health departments of­
fering educational pro­
grams, as well as to the 
nearest of the 68 affiliated 
testing sites. She also mails 
pamphlets and other printed 
inform ation and refers 
callers to physicians who 
treat people who may have 
AIDS.
