NEW GETTYSBURG ADDRESS

“One score and sixteen years
ago our fathers brought forth
upon this nation' a new tax, con-
ceived in desperation and dedi-
cated to the proposition that all
men are fair game. Now we are
engaged in a great mass calcula-
tion, testing whether that tax-
payer, or any taxpayer so con-
fused and impoverished can long
endure. We are met on Form
1040. We have come to dedicate
a large portion of our income to
a final resting place with those
men who spend their lives thqt
they may spend our money. It is
altogether anguish and torment
that we should do this.

But in a legal sense we can-
not evade, we cannot cheat, we
cannot understand or estimate
this tax. The collectors, clever
and sly, who computed here have
gone far beyond our poor power
to add and subtract. Our credit-
ors will little note nor long re-
member what we pay here, but
the Bureau of Internal can never
forget what we report here.

"It is for us, the taxpayer,
rather to be devoted here to the
tax return which the government
has thus far so nobly spent. It
is rather for us to be here degli-
cated to the great task remain-
ing before us—that from these
vanishing dollars we take in-
creased devotion to the few re-
maining: that we here highly re-
solve that next year will not find
us in the higher income bracket:
that this taxpayer, underpaid,
shall figure out more deductions:
and that taxation of the people,
by the congress, for the govern-
ment, shall not cause our sol-
vency to perish from the earth.”

IS A VERY BUSY PLACE

“I have never sen a high school
library that was used as much as
our library here,” said Jerry Kirk,
principal of the school, as he
proudly showed the editor through
this important adjunct to educa-
tion over which Mrs. A. S. Stovall
presides.

Mrs. Stovall said that she re-
ceived 323 new'books for the
school library last year and to
date im this school year has
received 72 more. She has on
order 90 or more new books to
bring the reading menu of the
library more up to date.
Between 20 and 30 students were

working in the library when the
visit was made, The students were
referring to books, magazines, or
reference works, some of them
working up book reports, others
getting ideas for themes, etc.

New books include fiction, bio-

graphies, educational works and

other classes to cater to the In-

terest or curiosity of the student.
Complete quiet prevailed in the
big room, which has many tables
and chairs for convenience of the
students, nearly all of the shelves
built in the school woodwork shop
are now full.

Mrs. Stovall says that students
check out more than 100 books a
day. Current magazines are neced-
ed for the library, Mrs. Stovall
said, and she invites anyone to
bring a magazine they have read.

Reference works include the
World Book, Americana and Comp-
ton’s with two or more sets of
each available for the researching
student., Several modern diction-
aries were noted on the shelves.

Mrs. Stovall said that young-
sters will read if they have
something good to read, be-
lieving there is no let up in
the reading habits of students.
Students are charged 75 cents
each as library fees and new
books come out of this fund.
An art exhibit will come to the

high school on December 18 to
22, A small fee will be charged,
and money received will be used
to purchase pictures for the high

Among other succ-
essful “profit-sharing” compan-
ies are American Velvet Comp-
any, Jewell Tea Co., Proctor
and Gamble, Avondale Mills,
S. C. Johnson & Co. Eastman
Kodak, Sears Roebuck, The
Falk Corp., W. A. Sheaffer Pen
Co., and the Grand Central
Garage of Los Angeles.

Profit sharing is a real mani-
festation of the Golden Rule at
work in business. If you are the
owner of a small business casting
about for ideas to increace your
employee efficiency, cut labor
turnover, reduce ahsentomsm, and
build a greater sense of security
for your waorkers, profit sharing
may be the answer. If interested,
you can write the Council of Prom
Sharing Industries, Akron, Obhio.
They will try to tell you how it can
be done. I, however, must remind
you that most of the above illus-
trations have used wage profit
sharing only during periods of pros-
perity and increasing profits. The
real test will come when earnings
decline and when there will be no
profits. Hence, I am now recom-
memjing profit sharing only for

Under Cheapest
Nitrogen Source

COLLEGE STATION, Oct. 31—
It is possible to put nitrogen into
the soil for five cents per pound
if it is done by turning under le-
gume cover crops. M. K. Thornton,
extension agricultural chemist of
Texas A. & M. College, says this
information is contained in a re-
port he has received from one of
the experiment stations in Virginia.

He says the report shows that
corn yields rose to 104 bushels per
acre on plots where crimson clover
had been turned under for the pur-
pose of adding nitrogen to the soil.
The per acre yields on the plots
where no legume was turned under,
‘land on which no commercial nitro-

gen was applied, were only 50
' bushels per acre.

The application of 100 pounds
of nitrogen, in commercial ferti-
lizer, raised the per acre yield to
102 bushels but the nitrogen ap-
plication by this method cost 17

The test plots in Virginia were
not grazed. Thornton says if live-
stock is taken off the legume in
time to let it grow before plowing
it under, that there will be no
appreciable decrease in the am-
ount of nitrogen added to the soil.
The reduction, if any, will be more
than offset by the feed produced
and utilized as a grazing crop by
livestock.

In addition to adding nitrogen
to the soil that can be used by
the crop that follows the legume,
Thornton says the addition of the
organic matter to the soil also
increases the water holding capac-
ity of the soil and is a big aid in
checking erosion. It also aids in
improving the tilth of the soil.

Now, adds Thornton, is the time
to get the winter legumes planted.
An application of superphospate
will materially improve the growth
rate of the legume and he says
don’t forget to inoculate the plant-
ing seed. It is the bacteria that
form the nodules on the roots of
legumes that have the ability to
take the nitrogen from the air
and store it in the plants, He says
every farm is a potential nitrogen
factory and the Virginia experi-
ments clearly show the advantages
of growing crops that will return
nitrogen to the soil. Five cent
per pound against 17 cents pel
pound when it is supplied in com-
mercial fertilizer.

Water Revision
Ready For Public
By November 15

The Texas Water Code Commit-
tee, which has spent almost a
year, working on a revision of the
water laws of this State, will have
its Preliminary Report ready for
distribution to the public about
the middle of November.

Senator Rogers Kelley, Chairman
of this Legislative Committee, an-
nounced in Edinburg today that
the Committee will hold a state-
wide public hearing in the Senate
Chamber of the Capitol in Austin
on December 11, 12, and 13, in
order to give all citizens an op-
portunity to present their views
concerning this proposed revision
of the water laws.

“The committee feels that the
importance of the subject-matter
of these reports requires a full
public hearing before we make our
final recommendations to the Gov-
ernor and the Legislature,” he con-
tinued.

Muleshoe’s three gin plants had
turned out 204 bales of cotton of
the 1950 crop up to this morning,
they reported to The Journal. The
cotton harvest is just getting
underway here and likely will not
reach its peak until after frost,
when machines will begin operat-
ing in the territory.

Seed were selling for $95.00 per
ton, the ginners reported.

Lariat gin, owned by Guy Nickels
has been busy also but figures
from his plant were not available.
There are several gins in operation
in the south part of the. county,
it was said.

One ginner reports that, surpris-
ingly, much or almost all of the
cotton he is ginning is of a high
quality, grading strict middling. He
said the turnout is good also. One
farmer, Re said, brought in 3,450
pounds of bollie cotton and ginned
1001 pounds of lint, both bales
grading strict middling and having
29/32 inch staple. The farmer is
growing Stormproof cotton.

There are many fields here that,
despite worm damage and hail
damage, will make a bale and a
half to the acre, it is reported.

Price of cottonseed is based on
their grade. Right now, the seed
are somewhat green and the oil
content is high, a condition that
may be changed as cotton matures

more,

Hodson stressed the point that
in spite of the importance the
company places on water, a gen-
erating station doesn’t use large
amounts of water even when
operating at its peak.

“A power plant uses and re-uses
water, and the only loss we have
in water is that from e\'aporatlo.n
and other uses which we can't
control. We need an adequate
supply, but we use in the peak
operation of a power plant less
water, for example, than that sup-
plied by a large irrigation well”,
Mr. Hodson added.

Construction Begins In 1951

First unit at the new power
plant—which has been temporar-
ily designated “Plant X", will be

a 50,000 kilowatt generator now
being built by the General Elec-
tric Company. Plant construction
is scheduled to begin in early 1951,
with the first unit going on the
line in 1952. J. B. Bottoms, a system
engineer for the Southwestern Pub-
lic Service Company, will be the
resident engineer on the project.
Mr. Bottoms has just completed
a 20,000 kilowatt addition to the
Company’s Roswell, New Mexico,
plant. General contractor for the
project has not yet been named.
Plans for the new plant were
drawn by engineers of the South-
western Public Service Company,
under supervision of Mr. Hodson.

The generating capacity of the
Southwestern Public Service Com-
pany has more than tripled in the
last eight years, and with comple-
tion of the first unit of “Plant X"
will be nearly 4 times as great
as it was in 1943. The company
serves 125,000 customers in the
Panhandle-Plains-Pecos Valley area
of Texas, Oklahoma, New Mexico
and Kansas.
