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stability of our Federal System.
The times are now so serious
and the adjustments we must
make in our economy are so
many and so delicate that every
mediocre state government im-
pairs the welfare of the whole
country. Recent trends from dem-
ocratic forms of government to
dictatorship have occurred only in
those nations where mediocrity
and sometimes downright stupid-
ity have prevailed in' local and
national government circles. In
all such cases, this mediocrity
and the stupidity of the govern-
ment officials can be traced
to indifference and sheer lazi-
ness on the part of the people
as a whole.

Need For Able Governors

When I was a young man, the
oifices of governor of a state was
a highly honored one. In those
days, even the governors of our
sparsely settled mountain states,
which had so many money prob-
lems, had too much good Ameri-
can pride and common sense to
go to the Great Father in Wash-
ington with hand outstretched,
seeking financial aid. In those
days, the states were independent
and proud of their independence,
and well run.

This year 32 of our states will
elect governors and 11 of these
governors will serve four-year
terms. I am a statistician, not a
politician. I have no political axes
to grind. However, I strongly urge
upon businessmen and investors
the importance of voting next
Tuesday for good men in the
selection of governors and other
state officials. Capable men are as
much needed in these state offices
as in the national government in
Washington. Sometime, in the not
too distant future, the present
business boom will be over. When
that time comes, we shall have
need of strength in government
at the state, as well as the nation-
al level.

Our State Legislature
Congress now overshadows our
state legislatures, particularly in
troublous times like these when
so much of our attention is
focused on foreign affairs. Yet,
this is no reason why we should
neglect our state legislatures as
we do. We ought carefully to
select worthy men to represent
us at our State Capitals. When we
do elect them, we should see to
it that they do our bidding. It is
shocking to observe people failing
to vote and even ignoring the work

voting. Yet, in states where the
legislature meets in a large city,
a mere handful of citizens will
attend public hearings on very
important pending measures. This
is a crime against democracy.

Perhaps, we could arouse more
interest in our state governments
and actually achieve better govern-
ment if legislative hearings were
held on weekdays in nearly all
states. Only eighteen states reg-
ularly hold public legislatlve
hearings during the early evening
hours. Twelve other states hold
evening sessions for very import-
ant hearings. Does your state hold
night hearings at a time when
working and “business people
would be free to attend? Satur-
day is the one day in the week
when farmers could pay special
attenion to the problems of the
state government, yet only eight
states regularly hold public legis-
lative hearings on Saturdays. A
more intelligent policy in this re-
gard would make for better busi-
ness, safer investments and hence
better wages., I recently decided
to deposit money in the safest
section of the U. S. I selected
banks in the capital cities of
twenty interior forward looking
States.

Population Of
Texas Up 20%

WASHINGTON—Texas’ 1950 pop-
ulation was announced officially as
7,711,194,

That's a whopping gain of 1,296,-
370 or 20.2 per cent over 1940's
6,414,824,

Final official total for the nation
was 150,697,361,

Only California, with 3,678,836,
and New York, with 1,351,050,
marked up a greater numerical
gain in the decade than Texas.
But more than a dozen states re-
corded greater gains percentage-
wise. California topped both the
numerical and percentage gains.
California’'s percentage gain was
53.3.

The 7,711,194 figure for Texas
was the final figure in a long ser-
ies of revisions, most of them up-
ward. A preliminary figure was an-
nounced a few weeks after the
census ended. This was revised
several times.

Only today in Dallas, regional
Census Supervisor James W. Stroud
had announced a Texas figure of
7,678,298, He said final figures
would be announced in Washing-
ton “late this month”. Evidently
the U. S. Census Bureau in Wash-
ington acted more quickly than
Stroud expected.

The right side of the heart receives
the blood that has been to all
those organs and comes back im-
pure. The blood goes into the top
of the right side of the heart, called
the right ventricle, When the
right ventricle gets enough blood
to be full, it closes that valve from
the auricle above so no more blood
can come in. This is when you get
the lubb sound.

The right ventricle empties the
blood into the pulmonary artery,
the blood vessel to the lung, and
after the blood has left the ven-
tricle it closes the bottom valve;
this is when you get the dubb
sound.

The blood goes through the
lunes, leaving the carbon dioxide

there and picking up oxygen. Then
it goes over to the top of the left
side of the heart, the left auricle,
and enters the left ventricle from
there. When the left ventricle is
full of blood, it closes that valve
from the left auricle, at the same
time that the right wventricle is
closing its valve. If those two val-
ves don't close at the same time,
vour doctor hears an extra sound in
his stethoscope, a sound that can
best be described as T-lubb-dubb.

From the left ventricle the blood

ing an obstruction for the free
flow of the blood. When the blood
seeps back into the auricle or ven-

tricle, it usually adds a ‘grm”
sound to the Iubb-dubb in the
stethoscope. A valve that doesn't

open wide enough will end up as
a “Ffff"” or blowing sound.

So you can see there are all
kinds of different versions of melo-
dies that your heart can beat out.
Some of the variations from the
basic heart beat can mean trouble
and some don’'t mean much of any-
thing. They all call for a more
thorough check of the heart, of
course,

One of the standard methods of
checking the heart is the taking of
the blood pressure. Your doctor
pumps air into that cuff around
your arm until he hears no sound
from the stethoscope he's applied
just below that cuff. Then he starts
letting the air out., When the air
goes out, the column of that mer-
cury in the box by your arm starts

going down. At the moment that
the doctor hears a slight click in
the stethoscope he notices what
the reading is on that mercury

column. That is, roughly speaking,
the highest pressure at which blood
flows through your vessels.

Your doctor keeps listening until
there is no more noise in the steth-
oscope and notices at what point
the mercury column stands when
the sound dies out. The number
makes the lowest point at which
the blood flows and usually stands
around 80 after adolescence.

The high point, called systole
pressure, will normally run 110 to
140, going up about 20 points high-
er in elderly people.

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Washing, Ironing
Made Easier By
Good Equipment

COLLEGE STATION, Nov. 77—
Labor saving equipment, better
planning and proper arrangement
of working equipment have re-
moved many of the disagreeable
features that have made washing
and ironing the most disliked
household tasks. These jobs, says
Gladys Darden, extension home
management specialist of Texas A.
& M. College, are being done more
easily and efficiently because
homemakers are effectively
managing their time, energy and
equipment,

Running water under pressure
has made possible the use of water
heaters to provide hot water for
the laundry, automatic or non-
automatic washing machines have
replaced the wash board and tub,
and laundry tubs with drains have

eliminated the job of carrying
water to fill the tubs and then
carrying it out again when the

washing job was completed. Equip-
ment for transporting the clothes
from the wash room to the line
has removed another back break-
ing job from those that formerly
had to be performed every wash
day.
Detergents Improved

The development of effective
hard water softeners and soaps
and synthetic detergents have con-
tributed also to making the wash
day job easier, says Miss Darden.

Automatic dryers are now being
used to overcome the weather
problems that make yard drying
disagreeable.

Of no less importance in making
the job easier, points out Miss
Darden, are such features as pleas-
ant surroundings in the laundry
area and the arrangement of equip-
ment and storage for supplies in
the laundry center which provide
for fewer lost motions and extra
steps. Fast heating, ‘light weight
electric hand irons, sturdy, well-
padded adjustable ironing boards
and ironers have helped to simpli-
fy the job of ironing.

To make the task still more
efficient and easier, Miss Darden
suggests the establishment of a

routine method for doing the reg-
ular wash. This method would pro-
vide for doing the job in the short-
est possible time and for turning
out clothes that are clean. She
says many families can do this
by more conveniently arranging
their equipment to save time and
labor while other families will find
that it is necessary to provide ad-
ditional equipment for the laundry
before they can entirely eliminate
scme of the present tasks that go
with the washing and ironing jobs.

The Mules held the hard running
Levelland Lobos to only six points
in the first half of their last con-
ference tilt here Friday night only
to fall before an onslaught in the
third quarter that gave Levelland
an overwhelming victory of 32-0.

New Grain Firm
Opens In Sudan

A new grain firm is opening in
Sudan this week. Geo. Reinhardt,
Jr., who has been associated with
his father, has leased the Cocker-
ham Elevator and will engage in
shipping and buying all kinds of
grain and seeds, as well as plac-
ing grain in storage under Federal
loans. His firm name is West
Lamb Grain Company.

Mr. Reinhardt said that most all
of the sorghum grains are now
selling at prices that will net the
farmers as much as the loan value,
and in some instances, more. He
says the loan value on maize was
reduced by more than 20 cents
per hundred under the 1949 rate
and believes this was due largely
to a lack of interest shown by the
farmers, who failed to make vig-
orous demands through their Con-
gressional representatives in
Washington. He further says a
great injustice was done to the
maize country in reducing the 1950
loan, while retaining most other
grains at the 1949 basis, and even
increasing the loan value on one
or two grains , thus a costly dis-
crimination against the growers
of maize. And Lamb County is in

the heart of the greatest maize
country in the world, Mr. Rein-
hardt concluded.

Correct Use Of
Antihistimines

AUSTIN, TEX. Oct. 6—"The wide
advertising of antihistimines for
the prevention of colds should not
persuade people to place too much
confidence in these drugs as a
treatment for colds, “Dr. Geo. W.
Cox, State Health Officer warns
the citizens of Texas. “Those who
decide to take any of the anti-
histimine pills should realize it is
highly important for them to fol-
low exactly the directions.

“Regardless of the effectiveness
of these new products it remains
most desirable to take the ordinary
precautions against contracting a
cold—adequate sleep, clothing ad-
apted to the weather, well bal-
anced diet, moderate outdoor exer-
cise and avoidance of unnecessary
contacts with those already suffer-
ing from colds. Extra rest and the

drinking of large amounts of fruit
juice are still important aids to
physical well being and cure if

a cold occurs.

“Unavoidable reactions such as
aizziness, drowsiness, and tempor-
ary loss of muscle control some-
times occur after taking this drug.
Everyone is strongly advised
against driving an automobile or
working around machinery while
taking the pills.

“Some readers of advertisements
may get the idea that taking small
doses of antihistimines every day
will prevent colds. Such use of
drugs should be discouraged. Anti-
histimines are still new and largely
unproved drugs. Physicians have
not yet determined what effect
these products may have upon the
human system if taken over a long
period of time.

Traffic Deaths
In Texas Up 23%

“Texas traffic deaths are up 23%
over 1949. To date we have counted
1,660 deaths, compared with 1,348
during the same period of last
year, according to the Department
of Public Safety. Many additional
thousands have been injured, some
of them permanently crippled and
the economic loss is enormous.”

The above is a quotation from a
letter received recently from Gov.
Allan Shivers, announcing his call-
ing of a “Governor’'s Emergency
Traffic Safety Conference Friday,
Dec. 8, at 10 a. m.”

“We are initiating an important
step toward slowing our death and
injury rate for the days ahead,”
the Governor writes. “The plan in-
volves stepped-up traffic law en-
forcement, directed toward viola-
tions causing the greater number
of accidents, improvement of ad-
judication in traffic courts, in-
creased use of drivers license sus-
pensions, and thorough traffic
engineering.”
