Hybrid corn is a relatively new 

agricultural development, and the 
same can be said for widespread 
production of corn on the Plains, 
but research work on hybrid varie­
ties and adaptation that has been 
carried on two years or more near 
Muleshoe by Funk Brothers Seed 
Co. and the Peppard Seed Company 
has gone a long way toward bring­
ing corn to the front as a cash crop 
in a strip of irrigation territory 
extending from Portales and Lov- 
ington in New’ Mexico through 
Muleshoe, Littlefield and Hereford, 
to Tulia and Plainview.

Relatively no corn had been pro­
duced in that area in recent years 
until 1949, when the acreage trend­
ed sharply upward, and this year in 
the Muleshoe area alone it was 
estimated that approximately 5,000 
acres of corn was produced. Yields 
this year have been slightly disap­
pointing due to ravages of the 
Southwestern corn borer and the 
ear worm, but on the whole yields 
were fair, ranging upward to 65 to 
75 bushels per acre in spite of 
heavy damage to stalk and ear by 
the worms.

The Funk Bros.-Peppard research 
evaluation plots on the G. T. Malt 
by farm about eight miles north­
west of Muleshoe showed yields on 
the different experimental varie­
ties of hybrids of from 60 to 86 
bushels, depending on type of corn 
end the stage reached in expert 
mentation.

Harold Nelson southwestern re­
search man with Funk Bros. Seed 
Company of Bloomington, 111., sees 
no reason, he said, why irrigated 
portions of the Plains cannot prof 
itably produce corn. He cited re­
cords showing that the area con­
sistently has better yields than 
the Middlewest corn belt, and be­
lieves that corn production with 
properly adopted planting seed can 
be more profitable than some of 
the major crops now being pro­
duced.
Maitby Harvested 186 Bu. Per Acre

For example, Mr. Maitby in 1949 
harvested a measured 186 bushels 
per acre from a 10 to 12 acre plot 
on his farm, using one of the Funk 
hybrids developed and adopted 
this area. That was gross yield, by 
which is meant that it contained 
heavy moisture. Corrected to 15 
percent moisture content, the yield 
was 166 bushels per acre, which is 
lots of corn in any language. That 
is unusual, to be sure and well 
above average production. The corn 
was planted on land that had been 
in alfalfa, and was irrigated, but 
otherwise conditions and cultiva­
tion went along a normal course 
and is cited merely as an example 
of what is possible.

But, what is hybrid corn, anyway 
and how does it come about?

Actual development of hybrid 
corn resulted from genetic studies 
early in this century by Dr. E. M 
East of the Connecticut Agricul 
tural Experiment Station and Dr 
G. H. Shull of the Carnegie Insti 
tute. They discovered that increas- 
ed yields resulted by crossing pre 
viously inbred lines of corn, but it 
was not until 1919 when Dr. D. F 
Jones of Connecticut suggested pro­
duction of double crosses that the 
idea became a practical reality 
Then a short time later the idea 
expanded into the four-way cross 
that is now extensively used, and 
1924 brought the first commercial 
production of a four-way cross 
hybrid corn. The first of such seed 
e v e r  sold was in 1925, when only 
a relatively handful was available 

This year, 25 years later, hy­
brid corn is almost a byword 
throughout the nation, and an 
estimated 150,000 bushels of such 
seed came into the Southwest 
alone for the 1950 crop. The 
Middlewest corn belt grows hy­
brid corn almost 100 per cent, 
and USDA estimates that 77.7 
per cent of the entire corn crop

261 Bales Ginned 
On November 1st

According to a report received 
by Marion Harris from the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture, Depart­
ment of Census, 261 bales of cotton 
had been ginned in Bailey Counv 
as of November 1. This compares 
with the 5,412 ginned at that time 
last year.

However since that report was 
made, several thousand bales had 
been ginned in the county.

of the nation was from hybrid 
seed.

There are no such fancy figures 
as 166, or even 100-plus bushels per 
acre in the national production 
average, but hybrids have sharply 
increased average corn production. 
The national average corn pro­
duction this year, from the October 
preliminary report by USDA, is 
38.9 bushels. In Texas the state 
avxerage is 22.5 bushels, and the 
same report says that 51 per cent 
of the Texas production was from 
hybrid.

Mr. Nelson insists, however, that 
the term hybrid is not magic. Con­
cerned exclusively with research 
and not particularly interested in 
sales, he says that corn, to give 
profitable production, whether it is 
hybrid or open pollinated, must be 
adopted to conditions in specific 
areas. In other words, a corn varie­
ty that gives excellent yields in 
East or South Texas or some other 
state, may not do well at all on 
the Plains. The simple fact that 
corn, or any other crop, is a hybrid 
is no indication of magical pro 
duction.

The strains as finally released 
by researchers have the typical 
hybrid vigor, and on the whole are 
tolerant, sometimes near resistant, 
to the various pests that attack 
specific crops, than are open pol­
linated varieties. The hybrid, how­
ever, is not a true strain, as such, 
and will not produce its own char­
acteristics even the second year. 
Mr. Nelson said it loses an average 
of about one-fourth to one-half of 
its production characteristics the 
second year. Which is to say that it 
begins to revert back either to 
nothing or to original characteris­
tics of the predominant cross. So, 
in growing hybrid corn, or any 
other hybrid product, one cannot 
use seed from the crop for planting 
purposes.

The Funk Bros, research program 
includes hybridization work in oats 
wheat, alfalfa, clover, and soy­
beans, in addition to corn.

In the corn plots on the Maitby 
farm under Mr. Nelson’s supervis­
ion this year, there were 30 varie­
ties, with three replications of each 
and in addition there were larger 
plots for spacing tests in the drill. 
Ir. the variety tests, each row con­
tained 40 kernels spaced one foot 
apart in the row, with 32-inch 
rows.

In the drill-spacing plots, the 
corn was planted (all planting 
done by hand), with 10, 12 and 15 
ihen spacing in the drill, and all 
with the same variety, which was 
Funk’s G-711, found to be the lead 
ing yielder yet developed in yellow 
corn.

The 15-inch spacing gave a yield 
of 60 bushels per acre, the 12-inch 
spacing yielded 64.8 bushels, and 
the 10-inch spacing 76 bushels. Size 
of the ears, however, decreased as 
the spacing narrowed, and in the 
10-inch spacing lodging was heav­
ier and there was more chaffing, 
There was a slight difference in 
ear size between the 12 and 15 inch 
spacing, but everything considered 
the 12-inch spacing is recom­
mended.

Borers and ear worms are no 
respector of person and crops, and 
damage from that source was also 
high in the test plots. In fact, that 
is a part of the program, which 
seeks to develop a stalk that will 
stand up under different conditions 
and circumstances, along with an 
ear of com that has size and 
quality.

A windstorm that played havoc 
with standing feed crops raged 
ever the Plains Sunday, whipping 
up a tremendous amount of sand 
and dust out from under which 
the citizens struggled Monday- 
morning.

Apparently a lot of damage has 
been done to milo and other feed 
crops. Where the stalks have been 
blown down it will be extremely 
difficult if not impossible to com­
bine the grain.

Dee Brown, residing northwest 
of Muleshoe, said he had a field 
that was pretty well blown down 
and said a neighbor’s, field looked 
worse than his. He estimated his 
grain would have made 1,500 
pounds to the acre.

A large per cent of the grain 
sorghum acreage in this territory 
has been harvested but there re­
mained a great amount of harvest­
ing to be done. It appears that the 
high winds have struck a pretty 
heavy blow.

Open cotton probably was dam­
aged by blowing out, too, it was 
said. Lubbock reported the wind 
reached as high as 50 miles per 
hour there and local people feel it  
was equally as strong here, though 
there is no way of knowing for cer­
tain since there is no wind velocity 
gauge in use here.

The wind picked up loose dirt 
on unpaved streets and whipped it  
about fiercely. The wind reached 
its peak velocity here around 11 
a. m., about the time Sunday 
school was over and church ser­
vices were beginning.

Yet, when costs go up, our first 
impulse is to blame the greedy 
manufacturer because we believe 
he is taking advantage of us.

Labor unions then take up the 
cry of “excess profits” as they agi­
tate for higher wages. Meanwhile 
an ever growing share of the real­
ly substantial profits of American 
business is being drained off by 
government in the form of fed­
eral, state and local tax levies. If 
even one half of the time, money 
and energy which government, 
management and labor spend in 
foolishly antagonizing each other 
were to be spent in a united effort 
to curb waste and increase pro­
duction, we would soon have a far 
higher standard of living than we 
do enjoy.

STOCKHOLDERS ARE HUMAN
The truth is Uncle Sam has now 

become so adept at piling tax up 
on tax-and squandering so much 
—that the average corporation 
of the money which he takes in- 
slockholders is really just another 
“laboring man”. Those who invest 
their money in common stocks en 
able companies to produce more 
efficiently and reduce prices. This 
furthur enables these companies 
to pay fair wages while at the 
same time to make substantial 
federal and local tax contribu 
tions.

There are times when labor un 
ions have some legitimate com 
plaints, but I know that labor 
unions are barking up the wrong 
tree when they attack stock­
holders as a class. They forget 
that the ownership of stocks is 
new pretty well spread over all 
the elements of our population 
In fact, I am certain that the per­
centage of wageworkers who are 
actually stockholders is very large 
It is no longer rare to find even 
labor unions investing in indust 
rial stocks; they know that now 
an additional investment of close 
to $10,000 is needed to give a new 
man a job.
WHY BLAME MANUFACTURERS
When costs go up, there is 

widespread tendency to make 
manufacturers and storekeepers 
the scapegoats, just as there is 
a false notion that the latter re 
ceive a disproportionate share of 
the retail price. Doubtless our dis 
tribution system is wasteful in 
some respects; but it has gone 
long way in the creation of the 
mass markets which make possible 
mass production.

how this distribution system ticks 
and how much it costs. For ex­
ample: Bread and a number of 
other food products cost much 
more to market than the part of 
the total retail price to consum­
ers which the farmer, the miller 
end the baker receive. Everyone 
should realize that a good slice of 
the cost of every item consists of 
taxes, transportation, rent, and 
salesmen’s wages. These expenses 
are not subject to daily or weekly 
changes as are raw materials.

A SUGGESTED REMEDY 
No single group is entirely to 

blame for high costs and high 
prices. The chief culprit is govern­
ment, but we all share in the 
blame for government’s mistakes. 
Year by year, larger and larger 
sums of money are being taken 
away from distributing organ! 
zations through taxes. Far too 
much of this tax money has been 
and is even now being spent in 
functions which increase the cost- 
of-living.

This can lead to the kind of 
socialism which has put once 
powerful England in the sorry 
plight where she is today. This 
same policy is killing our incent­
ive and will demoralize our whole 
employment structure if we do 
not force our political bureaucrats 
to abandon it. We became a great 
nation because we were willing 
to continually invest more money 
ni productive purposes. We were 
eager to risk our savings because 
there was hope of profit. We must 
not permit government to destroy 
that profit motive, for that would 
lead to the destruction of the 
nation itself.
