There’s still time to start
many perennials from seed
this summer (see package di-
rections) as well as start some
of the more heat-tolerant fall
vegetables.

Remember to plant turnips
within the next week or so.
Not only will you get a good
supply of tender greens
shortly, but the roots will be
maturing as weather turns
cooler, and the flavor will
make you never want store-
bought turnips again.

Well, maybe you already
don’t want store-bought tur-
nips . . . What I mean is that
even if you think you don’t
like turnips, fresh-dug ones
mright change your mind.
They're sweet enough that
it’s a shame to cook them —
chop them up in a salad or
just slice them and eat!

Also think about planting
a late crop of green beans and

beets.

Once things cool off, try
planting a crop of radishes
every two weeks until late
September, and also most
salad greens will produce a
late crop.

Fall also is the proper time
to plant garlic.

Time to make decisions on
spring-flowering bulbs, to be
planted this fall.

There’s no real substitute
for buying them locally,
where you can pick the indi-
vidual bulbs or at least exam-
ine them in net bags to see
that they all look alive.

But if you want quantities
or varieties that aren’t avail-
able locally at a practical
price, you may want to order
by mail.

There are more reliable
mail-order outlets than I can
list here — often the huge
mail-order nurseries or else
divisions of them. For in-
stance, The Daffodil Mart
was bought out a few years
ago and became a subsidiary
of White Flower Farm.

Treatment for locked veins may limit surgeries

HOUSTON — A method
that may reduce repeat sur-
geries for a painful leg con-
dition is under investigation
at Baylor College of Medi-
cine.

The condition, known as
peripheral vascular disease,
occurs when arteries in the
leg narrow, blocking blood
circulation.

To bypass the blockage,
surgeons commonly graft a
healthy artery from the leg
onto the diseased one.

“The procedure works
well, but unfortunately
nearly a quarter of all by-
pass procedures for periph-
eral vascular disease fail
within a year and require
another surgery,” said Dr.
Alan Lumsden, professor
and chief of the vascular
surgery section of the
Michael E. DeBakey de-
partment of surgery at
Baylor.

The condition makes
walking painful, and also
may cause numbness, tin-

gling and weakness in the
legs. In severe cases, pa-
tients may develop sores on
the leg or foot that don’t
heal, leading to gangrene —
a serious condition that may
require amputation.

Lumsden’s research team
is analyzing whether a pro-
cess called
oligodeozynucleotide trans-
fection will result in fewer
graft failures and surgeries.

ODN s are small pieces of
DNA one-thousandth the
size of a typical gene. Trans-
fection is the process of de-
livering this small DNA
strand to the living cells in
a vein graft.

The study uses a drug
called CGTO003 that con-
tains ODN.

“The drug slows or stops
cells in the blood vessel
wall from growing, which
we hope will reduce the nar-
rowing that occurs in by-
pass grafts,” Lumsden said.

A total of 1,400 subjects
at 50 institutions across the
United States are participat-

ing in the Phase III random-
ized, multi-center study,
sponsored by the biotech-
nology company
Corgentech.

Baylor plans to recruit 35
subjects who will be ran-
domly assigned to receive a
placebo graft or graft treated
with the drug.

After being harvested in
the usual manner from the
leg, the grafts are bathed in
the drug solution outside the

body in a pressure device
for 10 minutes and then in-
serted into the patient by the
surgeon. Subjects will be
followed for a year after the
surgery to see if the graft is
showing signs of failure.

Tax deadline nears for filers

WASHINGTON, D.C.
— Most taxpayers already
have filed their tax year
2001 federal income tax re-
turns. But for more than 8
million who opted for the
automatic extension of time
to file, the deadline is Aug.
15.

The Internal Revenue Ser-
vice reminds taxpayers with
extensions to file their re-
turns by Aug. 15 to avoid the
late filing penalty, which is
5 percent per month of the
unpaid tax. Help may be
available, however, for
people who cannot file by
Aug.15.

Taxpayers with special
circumstances, such as a
hardship, that prevent them
from preparing and filing
their tax forms by Aug. 15
may request an additional

two-month extension, or un-

til Oct. 15.
These taxpayers will be

granted an extension of time
to file even if they cannot
send in payment of outstand-
ing 2001 taxes with the ex-
tension request.

Taxpayers granted the ad-
ditional time to file will not
be penalized for late pay-
ment if they pay the balance
of their 2001 tax when they
file the tax return by Oct. 15
and if 90 percent of their to-
tal tax was paid by April 15.

To request the additional
time to file, taxpayers must
file Form 2688 with the IRS
by Aug. 15.

Form 2688 is available on
the IRS website at
www.irs.gov and can be
filed electronically or mailed
to the IRS. The IRS will ad-
vise filers in writing whether
or not their requests are
granted.

Taxpayers may file their

return electronically until
Oct. 15, either with tax-
preparation software on their
own computers or through
an authorized e-file provicer.
Both options offer taxpayers
security and accuracy in fil-
ing as well as faster refunds.

Last year more than 2.5
million taxpayers requested
the additional time to file, up
almost 200,000 from the
prior year.

I pondered the question of
why Billy the Kid has so
much appeal for so many of
us Americans.

I came up with three an-
swers, the first one being
that we Americans are doers
and are drawn to people who
are good at what they do.
Primarily, Billy the Kid was
a killer, but he was excep-
tionally good at it.

But for me, there are two
other important reasons that
Billy’s story has appeal: ro-
mance and freedom.

Certainly, Billy is an au-
thentic part of one of the
most romanticized parts of
American history, the era of
the cowboy of the 1870s and
"80s. Our Old West is a great
mythological part of the
American character because
it was (or we perceived it to
be) full of romance and free-
dom, which are both very
necessary to a full, enjoyable
life.

Romance in its broad
sense means the excitement,
love and adventure of life.
In Billy’s acts of abandon
and deprivation, there is ex-
citement.

In his congenial relation-
ship with the poor Mexican
people of his time and place,
there is the love of life.

And in his wild, short ca-
reer as a desperado, there is
extremely intense adven-
ture.

Now, Billy’s life was self-
destructive; it was pretty
negative. Being a killing
machine is not a great voca-
tional recommendation!

But because he became
such a legend, there nearly
had to be some of the ele-
ments of romance in his
brief life.

Definitely there was free-
dom in the story of Billy the
Kid. For a short while, there
was freedom to ride with the

wind where he wanted to
ride, shoot whom he wanted
to shoot and do somewhat as
he pleased.

He misused this freedom
to negative and destructive
ends, but in the John Wayne
move Chisum the image of
Billy the Kid — riding hell-
bent for leather down Main
Street with gun drawn,
shooting to the left and one
enemy falls, shooting to the

right and another one falls,

and riding on with gun
smoking — is impressed in-
delibly upon our minds.

Forgetting the outlaw, we
remember the freedom of
the Wild West in the image.

Without the romance of
excitement and adventure in
everyday life, and without
the freedom to joyfully jump
over the false fences and so-
cial restrictions that would
hold us down and keep us
from being the best human
being we can be, life can be
unbearably dull and debili-
tating.

A mentally healthy reli-
gion is one that promotes ro-
mance and freedom in ev-

eryday life.

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Research may make food supply safer

COLLEGE STATION
— In the future, the food sup-
ply may be safer thanks to re-
search done this summer by
Texas A&M University gradu-
ate student Jeff Nutt.

-“A lot of research you hear
about salmonella involves de-
tecting it,” Nutt said. “We stud-
- ied a lot of the genetic proper-
ties (and) the physiological
properties of salmonella. “We
monitored a gene expression in
salmonella — a specific gene.”

Salmonella is one of the most
common causes of foodborne
ilInesses, Nutt said. The gene he
was monitoring “allows (salmo-
nella) to become pathogenic.
This specific gene is required
when salmonella invades into its
host cells.

“Salmonella requires the ex-
pression of certain genes for
successful infection within a
host,” Nutt said. “Some of these
genes are triggered by certain
environmental factors.

“The purpose of my research
was to monitor the expression
of a certain gene required for
cell invasion in response to dif-
ferent environmental stimuli.”

In other words, the goal was
to determine if this specific gene
could be altered through envi-
ronmental factors to make it
more or less “hot.” If those en-
vironments could be determined
and controlled, the researchers
would have a tool that could be
used to keep the gene from be-
coming active — and prevent
salmonella from becoming in-
fectious. Without this gene, sal-
monella cannot cause foodborne
illness.

“This may be potentially
used to help reduce the inci-

dence of foodborne disease out-
breaks and/or be used to iden-
tify compounds or bacteria that
help to suppress this infective
genetic response,” Nutt said.

And since foodborne ill-
nesses — such as salmonella, E.
coli and others caused by patho-
gens — can be potentially fatal,
research that leads to ways of
eliminating some of its causes
will be of benefit to everyone,
he said.

“Complete eradication of all
(harmful) bacteria from all
foods is an unattainable goal,”
Nutt said. “But it’s something
we all strive for — to lose a
number of pathogenic bacteria.”

He cautioned that his re-
search was just the beginning of
this process.

“More research needs to be
done if this is the key,” he said.

“In particular, studies are re-
quired to determine how stable
increased virulence is in the en-
vironment,” said Dr. Steven C.
Ricke, Texas A&M poultry sci-
ence associate professor and
committee chairman for Nutt’s
thesis.

“In other words, once a
pathogen becomes ‘hot,” how
long does it stay this way? An-
swering this question will dic-
tate how much of a concern this
is.”

But foodborne illnesses are
becoming more of a concern for
many reasons.

For one, the most common
sources of these infections —
including chicken and egg
dishes — are being joined by
UNCoOmMMmon sources.

“There recently have been in-
creasing instances of salmonella
and E. coli in fresh fruits and in
salads,” Nutt said. This implies

that some industry practices
may need to be studied and ad-
justed.

Also, “Food safety is a big
topic right now, after Sept. 11,
(and the additional concerns of)
bioterrorism and anthrax in the
mail,” Nutt said.

“You assume a certain level
of safety when you buy food,"
he added, and his research may
eventually help consumers
make that assumption.

Nutt, who earned a
bachelor’s degree in human nu-
trition from Texas A&M, said he
decided to get a master’s degree
in food science after taking a
course in food microbiology
during his last semester as an
undergraduate.

He hopes to use his education
to help improve the quality of
life for others.

“People want safe food,” he
said.
